As the Runnels County 
Aging Program faces 
considerable cutbacks, 
officials continue to seek 
a solution to continue 
to provide the service in 
some form to residents.

The program will no lon­
ger receive funding from 
the West Central Texas 
Council of Governments, 
according to executive 
director Tom Smith. Last 
year. Runnels County re­
ceived $43,711 for congre­
gate and home dehvered 
meals from WCTCOG.

Smith confirmed that the 
county has been approved 
for a waiver from the De­
partment of Aging and Dis­
ability Services, allowing 
the county to serve meals 
three days a week.

Currently, 150 meals 
are prepared five days a 
week at the Senior Citizens 
Center in Ballinger and 
then dehvered to centers 
in Winters and Miles. Ap­
proximately 70 chents 
receive home delivered 
meals throughout Runnels 
County.

Runnels County Judge 
Barry Hilliard has been 
working on several propos­
als to help save the pro­
gram, but also to address 
the funding problems that 
the coimty has due to up­

Business Tips
Cash Flow Problem s?

Many small businesses 
struggle with cash flow 
problems. For some busi­
nesses, it is the number 
one problem of concern. 
Cash flow can be de­
scribed various ways. One 
way is this: how cash 
moves or “flows” from the 
time the business pays 
for the expense of cost of 
goods or service (cash out) 
imtil the time it is collect­
ed by the business from 
the customer (cash in).
The length of this process 
can determine the extent 
of the problem a business 
has with its cash flow. The 
longer the period of time 
from expense to collec­
tion, the larger the cash 
flow problems the busi­
ness may have. The longer 
it takes the more cash a 
business will require to 
cover cash needs. What 
causes cash flow issues? 
Your cash may be tied 
up in your customer’s 
“pockets” through aging 
of accounts receivable or 
tied up in inventory that is 
not moving fast enough. In 
addition, your prices may 
be too low causing your 
gross profit dollars to 
be less than they should. 
Gross profit dollars are 
used to cover overhead 
expenses. Finally, your

overhead expenses may be 
too high. It could be one of 
these reasons or it could 
be a combination of these 
reasons causing cash flow 
problems.

Many have heard the say­
ing that “Cash is King” in 
a small business, or in any 
business. A business must 
have cash to pay its bills.
If it runs short of cash, 
they must borrow funds 
or inject outside sources 
of cash, which may be 
difficult in both cases if 
the business is struggling. 
A business short of cash 
may be able to stall vend­
ers and lenders for a bit, 
but payroll and taxes are 
due on time. There can be 
serious consequences if 
they are not paid on time. 
For this reason, a business 
has to make sure it has 
adequate cash on hand, 
and flowing in, to pay 
expenses and obhgations. 
Lack of adequate cash can 
cause various problems. 
Constant worry and a lack 
of focus on important 
business activities by the 
owners and managers is 
one. Another is the uncer­
tainty felt by the employ­
ees. In most cases they 
know what is goiug on, 
also causing them to be 
unfocused on serving your

How do 
you avoid 
a cash 
crunch? 
First of 
all, have 
someone 
run an 
industry 
financial 
analysis 
for your

industry. This informa­
tion will tell you what the 
average business in your 
industry looks tike in 
terms of accounts receiv­
able turnover, inven­
tory turnover, overhead 
expense percentage, gross 
profit percentage, etc. You 
can compare your num­
bers to industry averages 
and see where you are off 
the mark. If your inven­
tory is too high, then you 
can look at your purchas­
ing process and come up 
with ways of selling the 
overstock inventory and 
turning it into cash. If you 
are below average with 
accounts receivable, then 
you can look at your credit 
and collection process to 
make sure future custom­
ers are credit worthy and 
also ensuring you have a 
good system of collecting

what is due. If your gross 
profit percentage is below 
average, you can review 
your pricing and look at 
ways of lowering the cost 
of goods through better 
buying of goods or materi­
als related to sales. Finally, 
review overhead expenses 
to see how you compare 
to your industry average. 
Reduction of unnecessary 
expenses will lead to more 
cash available. As you 
can guess, this is a good 
exercise to do even if you 
are not in a cash crunch 
in order to avoid one from 
happening. There are 
other factors related to a 
shortage of cash in a busi­
ness. The ASU Small Busi­
ness Development Center 
can help you by running 
an industry average report, 
analyze your situation 
and help you recover from 
cash flow problems.

additional charges and 
had reportedly not paid 
some of the subcontrac­
tors who worked on the 

project.
The program is admin­

istered through the Texas 
Department of Housing 
and Community Affairs 
and allows entities hke 
Runnels County to assist 
in rebuilding ciffordable 
housing for residents. The 
home was completed in 
May and is located at 705 
11th St. in Ballinger.

Hilhard reported that 
TDHCA had agreed to pay 
approximately $80,000 
on the completed project. 
According to the Runnels 
Cotmty Auditor’s office, 
since 2015, the county 
spent approximately 
$112,000 on the proj­
ect. To date, TDHCA has 
reimbursed $72,707.68 on 
the project and accord­
ing to the contract, owes 
the coimty an additional 
$7,292.32.

Hilhard said he has 
spoken to a representa­
tive from Ameriway and 
informed him that the 
county wiU not pay the 
biU.

“I told them no we 
haven’t paid the bih nor 
shah you expect payment,”

Hilhard said. “Our taxpay­
ers should not have to foot 
that bih,” Hilhard said.

In January, Hilhard con­
tacted the Texas Rangers 
who were conducting an 
investigation on Ameri­
way.

In late October 2015, 
Commissioners were 
informed that Ameriway 
would not be completing 
the project. The con­
tractor, Jerry Reiner of 
Ameriway Construction 
of Kerrvihe, was the lone 
bidder for the project, 
which was to cost no more 
than $80,000 according to 
the contract, Reiner signed 
with Runnels County Feb.
1, 2015. The first deadhne 
for the house to be com­
pleted was Oct. 5, 2015.

In a letter to the TD­
HCA dated Oct. 2, 2015, 
Ryan Nevihe, representing 
Ameriway, said the compa­
ny could not complete the 
job due to there being only 
one house in the project 
and that subcontractors 
had to travel to work on 
the project and were not 
willing to work within the 
budget.

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Texas Grain Producer 
referendum ahead

Texas farmers purchase crop insurance 
to protect against losses in the field. It’s a 
critical management tool.

But there’s also risk after harvest. At 
the first point of sale. If a grain buyer 
fails to pay the farmer due to bankniptcy 
or theft of grain, the grower is left hold­
ing the bag.

A great solution to manage this risk 
is the Texas Grain Producer Indemnity 
Fund. The program mitigates 85 per­
cent of the financial losses suffered by 
growers of corn, sorghum, soybeans and 
wheat when grain buyers fail to pay for 
grain.

It’s producer-funded. The proposed 
assessment is two tenths percent of the 
gross sales price of the grain. It would be 
collected by the grain buyer and remitted 
to the board overseeing the fund.

Texas grain farmers wiU vote Dec. 5-9 
whether to approve the assessment rate

and estabhsh the indemnity fund pro- 
grani. Only a producer who has sold grain 
in the last 36 months preceding the close 
of voting is ehgible to vote in the referen­
dum.

A referendum in 2012 to estabhsh the 
indemnity fund program failed. It was a 
different proposal with an assessment 
range, not a set rate. Only 1,678 ballots 
were cast four years ago. Awareness and 
interest seemed low.

This year’s referendum is improved. It 
features a more economical plan for cov­
ering the producer. It’s also designed to 
make payments in a more timely manner.

This is not a tax. It’s designed to pro­
tect producers in the event of a financial 
failure of a grain buyer. There’s also a 
provision for assessments to be returned 
to producers as funds are available.

The Texas Grain Producer Indemnity 
Fund is worth supporting. Similar pro­
grams work well in all the other grain- 
producing states. It’s time Texas farmers 
benefit from the same protections.

DPS commercial inspections 
topped 7,790 during Roadcheck

STAFF REPORT

AUSTIN -  The Texas 
Department of Pubhc 
Safety (DPS) inspected 
7,795 commercial motor 
vehicles as part of Road- 
check 2016, a national 
inspection initiative held 
aimually aimed at enhanc­
ing commercial motor ve­
hicle safety. The three-day 
inspection effort spaimed 
from June 7 - June 9, and 
included DPS Commer­
cial Vehicle Enforcement

Troopers, specially trained 
Highway Patrol Troopers 
and civilian inspectors.

Approximately 22.5 
percent (1,751) of the 
18-wheelers, buses and 
other commercial vehicles 
inspected were placed out 
of service for a variety 
of safety violations until 
appropriate repairs can be 
made. Issues with brakes 
and defective vehicle hght- 
ing were among the most 
common infractions that 
led to out-of-service viola­

tions.
Additionally, drivers 

were checked for comph- 
ance with state and federal 
laws, and 224 drivers were 
placed out of service. 
Among the violations were 
failing to have the proper 
type of driver hcense for 
the vehicle being driven, 
improper logging of duty 
time, and driving over 
the maximum number of 
hours.

In all, DPS issued 1,972 
citations and more than

20,446 warnings.

designed to help reduce 
commercial vehicle high­
way fatahties through in­
creased vehicle and driver 
safety, education and law 
enforcement activities 
throughout North Ameri­
ca. In addition, Roadcheck 
places special emphasis 
on a category of violations 
each year.

TEXAS HISTORY MINUTE

Grayson — a diplomat and statesman

Dr. Ken 
Bridges

In the 
aimals 
of Texas, 
Peter W. 
Grayson is 
an impor­
tant but 
forgotten 
figure. His 
work 
behind 
the scenes 
proved 
crucial for 
the im­

portant steps of develop­
ing and saving Texas in 
the 1830s. Texas leaders 
trusted him as a diplomat 
and a statesman. Grayson’s 
life, however, was a mix of 
success and tragedy.

Peter Wagener Grayson 
was bom in Bardstown, Ken­
tucky, in 1788. Bardstown 
was only the second com­
munity founded in Ken­
tucky and only a few years 
prior to Grayson’s birth. He 
was bom into a famUy of re­
spected Virginia poUtidans, 
induding a US Senator. He 
was the youngest of four 
children.

EventuaUy, Grayson be­
came an attorney as weU as 
a poet. He fought in the War 
of 1812. In 1828, he was 
dected to the state legisla­
ture. A deep depression set 
in, however, derailing his 
career. Anxious for a fresh 
start, Grayson accepted a 
land grant from Stephen F. 
Austin and moved to Texas.

When Stephen F. Austin 
was arrested in Mexico 
at y  in 1834 for present­
ing petitions seeking to

make Texas its own state 
within Mexico, Grayson 
rode to meet with Mexican 
offidals to win his friend’s 
rdease. As Mexican offi­
dals prepared to chaUenge 
residents of Gonzales in 
1835 over the cannon the 
government had loaned 
the community, Grayson 
hdped organize the town’s 
defense. Later that year, he 
was dected to the Consul­
tation, a convention dedi­
cated to presenting a united 
from for Texas in dealing 
with Mexico. When the Tex­
as Revolution empted, Gray­
son hdped raise volunteers 
in the US to fight for Tex­
as. For his efforts, he was 
made a colond in the Texas 
Army. As interim president 
David G. Burnet put together 
his government, he named 
Grayson as attorney general 
in May 1836. In 1837, a few 
months after Sam Houston 
had won dection as Presi­
dent of the Texas Republic, 
he also appointed Grayson 
as attorney general. By 
August, Houston sent him to 
the US as a spedal envoy to 
negotiate for Texas annexa­
tion.

Presidents of the Repub­
lic of Texas could not serve 
successive terms. Houston, 
though popular, could not 
run again in 1838. Texas did 
not have political parties or 
a formal nominating process 
at that time, and the dection 
was open to anyone. Hous­
ton’s political nemesis. Vice 
President Mirabeau B. Lamar, 
was running and steadily 
gaining support. Hous­

ton turned to Grayson, his 
trusted friend, to run for 
president. Grayson rduc- 
tantly agreed.

Grayson, however, pre­
ferred the life of a diplo­
mat. Houston was anxious 
to secure annexation to 
the United States in order 
to protect Texas from Mexi­
co and its own deteriorating 
finances. Grayson con­
vinced Houston to send him 
on one more diplomatic mis­
sion to attempt to convince 
the US to annex Texas be­
fore diving into the dec­
tion. Houston thus named 
Grayson the Texas Ambassa­
dor to the United States.

However, the annexation 
treaty was bogged down by 
sectional politics in the US as 
many were opposed to 
annexing a large slave ter­
ritory like Texas. US Presi­
dent Martin Van Buren, an 
abolitionist himself, was 
hesitant to bring Texas into

appreciation of its high level of performance during 
2015.”

Over the past year, the RCHC logged 3,450 volunteer 
hours and traveled approximately 9,240 miles. Their work 
included the recording of various Runnels County sites, 
including aU known school sites in the county and estab­
lishing GPS readings.

It is getting harder and harder to see the Repubh- 
cans actually nomdnating Donald Trump.

EEiUiard and commissioners had said previously that 
they had no choice but to end the program, due to 
budget issues. The program is funded through Oct. 1, 
which begins the 2016-17 fiscal year. As of that day, 
three full time employees will lose their jobs, leaving 
only four part time positions.

In the 2015-16 budget year, the county paid 
$204,130.95 in payroll and benefits for three fuU time 
and four part time employees. All other expenses, in­
cluding food, utilities and other operating costs totaled 
$92,635.

Conaway then gave an update on hap­
penings in Washhigton, D.C. encourag­
ing the attendees to support tax reform, 
healthcare, poverty and the economy.

“For the past seven and a half years I 
have been against everything coming out 
of the White House,” Conaway said.

He said the Supplimental Nutrition 
Assistance Program otherwise known as 
SNAP, needs considerable reform and 
called for a system that will help people 
get off the program, rather than depend 
on it.

“We’ve created a system that traps 
people," Conaway said. “We’ve got to 
change that mindset.”

He added that Republicans are encour­
aging states to come up with their own 
reforms to SNAP.

“We want states to come up with their 
own ideas and pilot programs,” he said.

He also touted tax reform including a 
full repeal of the death tax and lowering 
tax rates for individuals and businesses.

Conaway encouraged the crowd to sup­
port presumptive Repubhcan presidential 
nominee Donald Trump for president.

He said a Repubhcan president must be 
in place especially during some possible 
Supreme Court nominations that could 
emerge in coming years.

He scolded the Democratic leadership 
who held a sit in two weeks ago in Con­
gress.

“It was anarchy — a total violation of 
the House rules,” Conaway said.

He fielded questions from the audience 
following his opening statements, and 
topics included agriculture, veterans ben­
efits and Social Security and even issues 
regarding radical Islam.

On the subject of agriculture, Conaway 
who is the chairman of the House Com­
mittee on Agriculture, he reminded the 
group of the program through the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture (USDA) and 
Farm Service Agency (FSA) which will 
provide an estimated $300 nulhon in 
cost-share assistance payments to cot­
ton producers through the new Cotton 
Ginning Cost-Share program, in order to 
expand and maintain the domestic mar­
keting of cotton.

He later added that the Chinese have 
dramatically influenced the price of cot­
ton on the stock market and that produc­
ers are looking to the future of cotton 
seed oil to benefit the industry.

He also mentioned that the recent rains 
postponed the wheat harvest in Runnels 
County.

In closing Conaway told the group to 
understand that only “a moral people can 
self govern.”

“God cannot bless a country that is on 
this path,” Conaway explained. “We have 
to reclaim the mor^ high ground.”
