A Ballinger woman was 
killed in a three vehicle crash 
on Friday evening six miles 
north of Ballinger on U.S. 
Highway 83, the Department 
of Public Safety reported.

Summer Deserea Newton, 
23, of Ballinger was pro­
nounced dead at the scene 
of the accident that occurred 
at 8:06 p.m. Friday night.

According to the re­
port, Newton was a pas­
senger in a 2000 Toyota 
4-Runner driven by Eddie 
Clint Johnson, Jr. 25 of 
Ballinger. Johnson was re­
portedly traveling north on 
U.S. 83 when he was struck 
by a 2011 Chevrolet Malibu 
driven by Rosendo Flores 
OvaUes, 60, of Winters, in 
the northboimd lane.

Johnson was transported 
to Shannon Medical Center 
in San Angelo with serious 
incapacitating injuries ac­
cording to the report.

The report did not indicate 
if OvaUes was injured in the 
crash. However, troopers 
are investigating whether 
alcohol was involved m the 
crash.

Johnson’s vehicle was 
sent into the southbound 
lane where it was struck by 
a 2011 Chevrolet Traverse 
driven by PCristen Marie Den­
nis, 28, of Mertzon. Dennis 
and passenger Tyson Den­
nis, 3, also of Mertzon, were 
treated and released from 
Shannon Medical Center in 
San Angelo.

Sgt. Frederick Biddle, 
spokesman for the DPS, said 
that in a fatal crash, blood 
is taken from aU drivers 
involved. So far, no results 
have been released.

Waiting
Crude prices held firm on Friday, de­

spite a strengthening dollar and com­
ments from Russia’s top oil producer 
that it could increase its production if 
demand requires.

Brent crude, the global oil bench­
mark, rose 0.2% to $51.46 a barrel on 
London’s ICE Futures exchange. On 
the New York Mercantile Exchange,
West Texas Intermediate futures were 
unchanged at $50.63 a barrel.

The recent oil price rally, triggered 
by the Organization of the Petroleum 
Exporting Countries announcement in 
September of plans to implement a production cut, has 
stalled this week.

Oil prices have fallen for the past two days after U.S. 
oil prices hit a fresh one-year high Wednesday. The drop 
reflects the sentiment that the recent rally is unsustain­
able as the world remains oversupplied and the glut is 
shrinking at a slower pace than previously thought. Wall 
Street Journal Energy Report, Friday Oct 21, 2016. That 
pretty well sums up just where we are regarding energy 
prices. I would disagree with the statement that the 
drop reflects over supply.

As we have noted time and again, oil prices move on 
unconscious social mood, not supply and demand. In 
fact the entire rally from the Februarlow at $24 to a 
double at $52, happened during reports of over-supply. 
And now that we are at $50, the reports are the same, 
but the price advanced anyway. The pullback from the 
$ 50 area is rather a natural market reaction to a short 
term over bought condition.

Febmary low of $.90 to new highs at 
$1.60. Again this is a bullish move. Natu­
ral gas futures have more than doubled 
from the Febmary lows. Price moved 
from $1.60 to $3.40 and are now puling 
back there as weU.

All of which raises an interesting ques­
tion. What SHOULD the price of cmde oil 
be? I got to thinking about that this week. 
Thanks to fluctuation social mood, the 
price never stays constant and is always 
fluctuating. Indeed prices swing from 
levels to low to sustain the industry such 
as $24 last Febmary to the Jack Beanstalk 
level of $110 three years ago.

A proper price should allow:

■ for producers to make a profit,

■ consumers to be able to plan energy 
expenditures, and

■ explorers to actually consider the risk 
reward of going into debt to potentially 
find more oH.

And bankers and hedge funds would do 
well to think the same way before extend­
ing credit.

That last requirements is particularly 
important if we ever wanted to eliminate 
the boom-bust energy cycle. At $110,

lenders gaily throw money at start-ups, 
certain hat triple digit prices are the new 
normal.

Anyone with a price history could see 
that this was a short two to three year 
event but who’s given to reason in a para- 
bohc price rise?

Make no mistake, it is the busts that 
cause the real damage. Firms slash em­
ployment, those pink slipped swear off 
the industry forever, and boom towns are 
left with over hanging debt and a now 
shrmking tax base to support it.

Humans being humans governed by 
unconscious social mood, I doubt this will 
change. But a $50-$60 level would seem 
to make more sense and at least that is 
where we are now. Divestment is coming 
back to fields in the Permian Basin.

For now look for support for oil prices 
at $45-50. Natural Gas looks much better 
and should hold on to recent gains. And 
there is one more thing. An old adage 
states that most of the time, the stock 
market goes nowhere. That has not been 
the case most of the time since year 2000 
but it has been the last few months. I 
have been expecting lower prices but the 
weekly trends have yet to break down.

The Dow needs a weekly close under 
18,100 while the S & P needs to break. 
Otherwise we are at short term support at 
these levels.

DLC Realty Corp. “It is 
really important that they 
have a place to do what 
they enjoy.”

Runnels Comity had^ 
been picking up th€tab for. 
electrical and gas service 
while the senior meals pro­
gram was being adminis­
tered and served from the 
Winters center. However, 
the county discontinued 
funding for the program as 
of Oct. 1 and County Audi­
tor Cindy Winchester said 
it was a liability for the 
county to continue paying 
utihties on a building the 
county did not own.

TEXAS H ISTO RY M IN U TE

Lloyd Bentsen a gentle giant in Texas politics
Lloyd Bentsen was a busi­

nessman, veteran, and four- 
term U. S. Senator. He was a 
hard worker and respected 
by Texans as he attempted 
to step up into the national 
spotiight. Bentsen was a 
gentle giant in Texas poh- 
tics, a gentleman in a time in 
which pohtics was becoming 
increasingly bitter.

Lloyd Millard Bentsen, Jr., 
was bom in Mission in South 
Texas in 1921. His grand­
father had been a Dan­
ish immigrant who came 
to the United States and 
started a farm m South 
Dakota. His father, Lloyd 
Bentsen, Sr., arrived in 
the Rio Grande Valley at age 
24 in 1918 to improve his 
fortunes. He arrived pen­
niless and grew to become 
one of the most important 
businessmen and ranchers 
in the region.

The future senator grew 
up on his father’s ranch un­
til he graduated high school. 
He attended the Univer­
sity of Texas, earning a law 
degree by 1942. With Amer­
ica fighting World War n, he 
enlisted in the U. S. Army 
Air Force and rose to com­
mand a squadron of B-24 
bombers. He flew thirty- 
five missions and earned 
the Distinguished Flying 
Cross. He was honorably 
discharged after the war as a 
lieutenant colonel but would 
serve in the reserves from 
1950 to 1959.

He returned to Hidal­
go County and won election

as county 
judge 
for Hi­
dalgo Coun­
ty in 1946. 
He was 
elected to 
Congress 
in 1948, 
unopposed 
in each of 
three terms. 
He was a 

" " " " "  respected 
figure in Congress and 
worked closely with Speaker 
of the House Sam Rayburn, 
a fellow Texan. With a wife 
and growing family, Bentsen 
stepped down from Con­
gress in 1955 and started 
a successful insurance 
company in Houston and 
also served on the board of 
directors of several energy 
companies.

In 1970, Bentsen re­
entered politics, challenging 
liberal Sen. Ralph Yarbrough 
in the Democratic Primary. 
Bentsen scored a surprise 
win in the hard-fought 
contest. In spite of the 
divisive primary, Yarbrough 
endorsed Bentsen in the 
fall contest, the Democrats 
united, and Bentsen went 
on to win against George H. 
W. Bush with a comfortable 
53% of the vote.

In 1975, Bentsen an­
nounced a run for president. 
However, his efforts faltered 
and lost the Democratic 
nomination to former Geor­
gia governor Jimmy Carter. 
Nevertiieless, Bentsen’s

career 
rebound­
ed and 
he won 
re-election 
easily in 
1976 and 
1982.

He was 
a moder­
ate politi­
cally. He 
supported 
civil
rights, en­
vironmen­

tal protection, and the Equal 
Rights Amendment, while 
promoting deregulation 
and business interests. His 
expertise in business and 
finance was recognized by 
both parties. In 1983, he be­
came chairman of the Joint 
Economic Committee. By 
1987, Bentsen had become 
chairman of the influential 
Senate Finance Committee, 
a position he would hold for 
six years.

Gov. Michael Dukakis 
of Massachusetts won the 
Democratic nomination 
for president in 1988 and 
quickly chose Bentsen as his 
running mate. It would be a 
rematch of sorts from 1970, 
but on a national scale, as 
George H. W. Bush won the 
Republican nomination. The 
Dukakis campaign, how­
ever, quickly faltered after 
a series of missteps. In the 
vice-presidential debate, 
Bentsen uttered one of the 
memorable lines of the 
whole campaign. Then- 
Indiana Sen. Dan Quayle 
attempted to compare his 
e?q)erience to President John 
F. Kennedy when Bentsen re­
plied, “I knew Jack Kennedy. 
Jack Kennedy was a friend 
of mine. Senator, you’re no 
Jack Kennedy.”

As much as his perfor­
mance in the debate and on 
the campaign trail energized 
Democrats nationally, the 
ticket was defeated ihat 
November and Bush became 
president. In spite of the 
defeat in the presidential 
election, Bentsen was able to 
win re-election to the Senate 
at the same time.

In 1993, President BRl 
Clinton appointed him as 
Secretary of the Treasury.
He resigned in 1994 as his 
health began to decline. He 
was awarded the Presiden­
tial Medal of Freedom for 
his service in 1999. He died 
at his home in Houston in 
2006.
