The Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) recently announced a modest 0.3 percent increase in
the Cost of Living Adjustment (COLA) for calendar year 2017 for military and federal civil-
ian retirees, survivor benefit annuitants, disabled veterans and Social Security recipients.
The new COLA rate will be effective December 1, 2016 and the adjustment will appear in
the December 30, 2016 payment. By law, COLA is based upon the Consumer Price Index
for Urban Wage Earners and Clerical Workers (CPI-W), a broad measure of consumer prices
1 generated by the Bureau of Labor Statistics from the third quarter of the previous year to
the third quarter of the current year. It measures price changes for food, housing, cloth-
ing, transportation, energy, medical care, recreation, and education. Since 2008, the annual
COLA has been above 2 percent only once and has been zero three times. For more infor-

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Keep safety in your sights on all hunts

TEXAS PARKS AND WILDLIFE

AUSTIN - The Texas Parks and Wildlife Department
(TPWD) is reminding the hundreds of thousands of Texas
hunters who have been enjoying the first week of deer sea-
son to keep safety in the crosshairs.

“Texas had an all-time low number of incidents last deer
season and we want that trend to continue,” says Steve Hall,
Texas Parks and Wildlife Department’s hunter education
coordinator. “And the number one safety measure a deer
hunter can take is to complete a hunter education training
course.”

If you were born on or after Sept. 2, 1971 and this is go-
ing to be your first deer season, keep in mind you must be
able to show proof of hunter education in the field. If you
are under 17 you can hunt without proof if you are accom-
panied by a licensed hunter 17 years of older who is either
certified or exempt (born prior to Sept. 2, 1971). If you are
17 and over and have not completed the course, you can
obtain a one-time deferral at a hunting license dealer if you
aren’t able to get into a course or take an online-only course
in time. Information about hunter education is available
online or by calling 512-389-4999.

“In addition to completing hunter education, now is also a
good time to make sure all your equipment is up to speed,
from your stands to your firearms,” Hall says.

He recommends cleaning your rifle, checking for any
mechanical problems and getting it sighted in before you
head afield. Being sure all equipment is in good shape is
necessary to safety afield.

“Beyond that, now is a good time to go over the basic
rules of gun safety; even if you've heard them a jillion times
before,” says Hall. “Last year we continued to see an uptick
in the average age of those involved in hunting incidents
and that tells me that the need for a safety primer is for
anyone at any age.”

The big four for gun safety are to always making sure
your firearm is pointed in a safe direction, always treat it
like it is loaded, always make sure of your target before you
shoot (use binoculars, not your rifle scope) and keep your
finger off the trigger until you're ready to pull it. You can’t
call a bullet back and it always has the right-of-way.

In 2015, two people died in Texas hunting-related inci-
dents. Both involved gunshots - one self-inflicted, one by
another hunter.

TPWD'’s annual Hunting Accident Report for 2015 identi-
fies the factors involved in reported hunting accidents last
year. The number one cause involved hunters swinging on
game outside a safe zone of fire. One way to stay out of
some other hunter’s sights is wearing blaze orange clothing
or hat.

“Blaze orange is not mandatory in Texas unless you're
hunting on public land, but it makes a lot of sense,” Hall
says. “Deer cannot see color, but other hunters can.”

While firearms safety should be a hunter’s top priority,
accidents in the field are more likely to occur without a shot
being fired. “The most unreported of all hunting accidents
are falls from elevated hunting blinds or tree stands,”

Hall says. “If you're going to be hunting from a tree stand,
make sure to use a Tree-stand Manufacturer’s Association-
approved tree stand and a TMA approved fall restraint
device.”

While tree stands see a fair amount of use in East Texas,
many more hunters used elevated blinds or tripods acces-
sible by ladder.

“Most tree stand incidents occur while climbing into
or out of the stand,” he says. “That means that a hunter
should be tied in from the ground, back to the ground us-
ing an approved climbing system and maintain three points
of contact while climbing — either two hands and one foot
on the ladder at all times, or two feet and one hand.”

Don’t try to carry your rifle when you get into or out of
an elevated stand and make sure it is unloaded until you
are safely seated. “Use a haul line to bring your unloaded
rifle up once you are safely in your blind, then, with your
firearm unloaded, lower it with the haul line before climb-
ing down,” Hall recommends.

Another thing to remember about deer stands, espe-
cially permanent blinds is that they make good habitat for

. smaller animals.

“Always check your blind for stinging insects, snakes and
other critters that might have been living in it during the
off-season,” Hall suggests.

On the Level: Roots

The beauty of the tall tree in all its
splendor is a marvelous creation. The
many shades of green in the tree’s leaves
gives color to an otherwise plain world.
What makes the tree grow is what’s hap-
pening beneath the surface of the soil.
There is a complex system of roots that
is harvesting moisture and nutrients
that the branches and the leaves need to
grow.

Just as the fingerprint is unique to
each person, so the root system is to
each tree. ‘Although two trees may look
alike on top each has something unique
that requires different needs to survive.
The root system has to adapt itself to the
different soil types, moisture conditions
and nutrient availability to sustain the
leaves. The leaves in turn draw strength
from the sun and send it down to the
roots to help them grow. Long story
short, it takes leaves to make roots and
roots to grow leaves.

This scenario is important to anyone
raising livestock and relying on grass to
sustain the herd. If too much of the leaf
is taken, then the root system becomes
weak and cannot grow more leaves caus-
ing the grass to be overgrazed leaving
the pastures bare and open to noxious
weeds and brush. It is hard to manage a
pasture when you see grass just standing
waiting to be eaten.

The roots of all plants find their
way around rocks and weave their way
through the soil in search of moisture
and nutrients. A plant’s root system
is constantly changing and adapting to
keep the plant alive. The roots work all
year long. Even though the leaves of
the plant above the surface dies during
winter, underground, the plant is still
surviving. A tree’s roots can soak up one
hundred gallons of water a day and then
dispel that same amount through the

leaves as moisture into
the air. ,

Roots are important
to keeping our soil in
place with their system
of roots. They provide
support and bind the
soil together to keep
the water from wash-
ing away the soil. The
stream banks remain
stable if there is a good
mixture of deep rooted
brush species and
dense fibrous rooted
grasses. This community of vegetation
makes a strong stream bank to soak up
water and hold the soil.

The roots of your family tree must
also be strong. These family tree roots
must be strong to keep the family
strong. So many things are out there
to erode the strong ties of the family.
The roots of your family tree have to be
rooted in faith and be constantly nour-
ished to keep it strong. Life deals us
many trials but with strong roots we can
weather these and continue to be strong.
