Winters Police Chief Randall Davis, who has been
the chief in Winters for the past six years, submitted
his resignation to the Winters City Council on Mon-
day, Dec. 19. His last day on the job was Dec. 31.

Davis was honored with a retirement reception on
Thursday at the Rock Hotel.

“I love the town and I love the people here and I
will miss them,” Davis said prior to the reception.

Davis was hired as a Winters police officer in 2011
where he worked under former Chief Nathan John-
son. After Johnson’s departure, six months later,
Davis was appointed chief and has remained in the
position since then.

Davis is retiring after being in law enforcement for

29 years. He came to Winters after serving as police
chief in Olney. Before that he worked as chief in Lex-
ington, Texas. Previous to that position, he worked as
a commander of patrol and captain of investigations
for the Luling Police Department. He also worked for
six years at the Marble Falls Police Department.

“Law enforcement is a stressful job,” Davis said.
He began his career after graduating in 1988 from
the West Central Texas Council of Government’s Law

Enforcement Academy in Abilene.

His first job was as a deputy for the San Saba
County Sheriff’s Office.

“They carried my commission and I worked for
them after graduation,” Davis said.

There was no word on whether the city council
would be appointing an interim chief, at press time.

technical teams at USDA will tell us which
ones can terminate from the program with
little impact on'the‘overall conservation
efforts. When they do, we'll be ready to
help beginning farmers like military veteran
Aaron White.”

Normally if a landowner terminates a CRP
contract early, they are required to repay
all previous payments plus interest. The
new policy waives this repayment if the
land is transferred to a beginning farmer
or rancher through a sale or lease with an
option to buy. With CRP enrollment close
to the Congressionally-mandated cap of 24
million acres, the early termination will also
allow USDA to enroll other land with higher
conservation value elsewhere.

“Starting the next generation of farmers
and ranchers out with conservation and
stewardship in mind is another important
part of this announcement,” Baccam said.
“The land coming out of CRP will have pri-
ority enrollment opportunities with USDA’s
working lands conservation programs
through cooperation between the Farm
Service Agency and the Natural Resources
Conservation Service.”

Acres terminated early from CRP under
these land tenure provisions will be eli-
gible for priority enrollment consideration
into the CRP Grasslands, if eligible; or the
Conservation Stewardship Program or
Environmental Quality Incentives Program,
as determined by the Natural Resources
Conservation Service.

According to the Tenure, Ownership and
Transition of Agricultural Land survey,
conducted by USDA in 2014, U.S. farmland
owners expect to transfer 93 million acres
to new ownership during 2015-2019. This
represents 10 percent of all farmland across
the nation. Details on the early termination
opportunity will be available starting on

Jan. 9, 2017, at local USDA service centers.

Teens facing charges for illegal deer
hunting; no arrests have been made

RUNNELS COUNTY —
Four juveniles are facing
charges for allegedly killing
nine deer illegally in early
December according to
Texas Parks and Wildlife.

On Dec. 3, Runnels
County Game Warden Lane
Pinckney, received a report
of two transformers that
had been allegedly shot. The
transformers were the prop-
erty of the Coleman County
Electric COOP.

While investigating the
damage, Pinckney discov-
ered evidence at the scene
which included a “love let-
ter” which led him to one of
the alleged shooters.

He also said a evidence
was found that a deer had

been killed. On the same
night, a rancher near Lake
Ballinger, two deer killed on
his property.

Bloody shell casings and
bloody drag marks where
the carcasses had been
dragged out of the field
were found, but no deer car-
casses were found, Pinckney
said.

Upon further investiga-
tion, Pinckney discov-
ered evidence that six more
deer had been reportedly
killed illegally and given to a
Miles resident.

The investigation led
Pinckney to four juveniles
from Ballinger, three who
were 16 years of age and
one who is 17.

Pinckney also discovered
that three responders, also
owned by CCEC, had been
shot as well.

The juveniles are facing
one count each of criminal
mischief, a third degree
felony, killing deer without
consent of a landowner, a
state jail felony, hunting
at night and hunting deer

from the road, both Class A

misdemeanors. The sus-
pects may also have to pay
for the damage to the CCEC
equipment.

The Miles resident who
accepted the deer is facing
Class C misdemeanors for
possession of un-tagged
deer and possession of a
deer by illegal means.

No arrests have been
made and no citations have
been issued.

“All of the evidence and
reports have been turned
over to the juvenile authori-
ties, the county attorney
and the district attorney,”
Pinckney said.

The juveniles reportedly
took a photo of the deer car-
casses in the back of their
truck, which was obtained
through the investigation.

“I have never worked a
case like this before,” Pinck-
ney said.
