Parmer County Com-
missioners Court met

attorneys to represent
the indigent in court.
The TIDC will serve 13
counties and maintain
offices in Plainview,
Levelland, and/or Mule-
shoe.

Commissioners
voted to approve a con-
tract with the TIDC.

The Right to Vote

By John Grimaldi and David Bruce Smith

In 1919, Congress passed the 19th Amendment; a
year later it was ratified, and women got the right to
vote. Then, a Baltimore attorney, Oscar Leser, defied
the law in 1922. He claimed that Maryland’s Con-
stitution only endorsed suffrage for men. He sued
to have two women stricken from the election lists.
On February 27 of that year, the case went to the Su-
preme Court; it upheld the Amendment.

As Politico magazine put it, “In a 1,036-word opin-
ion written by Justice Louis Brandeis, the court
spurned Leser’s claims. Brandeis noted that the 15th
Amendment, which guaranteed voting rights to Afri-
can-Americans, had similarly expanded the elector-
ate by that time for over 50 years — despite its having
been rejected by six states, including Maryland.

Part one: getting schooled
Part two: getting schooled in the supply chain

You get a two columns-for-the-
price-of-one this week.

The first segment is a follow-up
to a previous column about STA-
AR testing. Despite my staunch
stance against high-stakes test-
ing, I remain open to views about
accountability for schools. I had
some conversations this week
with educational consultants—
these particular ones are experts
in their respective curriculum
fields. In those discussions, it
was mentioned how many years
ago, no such “feet to the fire” for
school districts existed. Other
than pride and professionalism
and the local newspaper keeping
tabs on personnel, schools pretty
much did what they wanted. As
a result, many students received
diplomas who could barely read,
do fundamental math, or write an
essay.

More significantly—and harder
to admit—is that there were and
are teachers who are not good at
their craft. I maintain it is a small,
small percentage, but that ad-
mission is part of the reason why
TEAMS, TAKS, and STAAR testing
have their place in Texas schools.
As was told to me, teachers are
not supposed to teach toward
the test. They are teaching to the

TEKS (Texas Essential Knowledge
and Skills), which come from the
Texas Education Agency’s cur-
riculum focus for each grade and
each subject. If teachers K-12 fol-
low these TEKS, STAAR is nothing
more than the state’s attempt to
keep teachers and students fo-
cused. I can buy that logic.

I remain concerned. Students
learn differently. High-stakes
testing places an incredible stress
on those with learning difficul-
ties or testing anxiety. Annual
STAAR test results (taken once
a year) comprise legislative and
public perception of a school’s
worth. Might we lower the stakes
and measure growth rather than
once-a-year-performance?

Now, segment two: the car rent-
al story that has no end

You may recall last October the
story of the rude deer and my Civ-
ic named Cardi B. My lone ride
was taken to Lubbock, repaired,
but still remains in shop because
an air bag replacement has not
arrived.

My brother-in-law and sister
and I have had many discussion
about global impacts.

This vital business
can no longer sell cars once they
get 25,000-30,000, in order to
keep their fleets new and shiny.

It may sound like no
big deal, but my time commut-
ing each week is substantial. Are
the original tires going to keep me
safe on the road? The rental vehi-
cle I just returned had worn tires,
the need for an oil change, and an
inspection sticker expiring. These
are expenses that rental car busi-
nesses probably did not incur be-
fore the pandemic. The cost has
been passed on to the consumer.

I thought once I turned 65 the
hardest thing I would have to
do is the cardio workout when
changing the sheets on my bed.
How wrong I was. My heartbeat
elevates when it comes to Texas
school issues (school vouchers
may give me a heart attack). And
the ol’ ticker in my chest deflates
a bit when I fork over that rental
car money every Friday. Whoever
said life was not for the faint of
heart should be slapped for being
correct.

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Inflation worries
keeping gas prices lower

Average gasoline pric-
es in Texas fell 10.2 cents
in the last week to an av-
erage of $2.86 per gallon
according to GasBuddy's
survey of 13,114 stations
in Texas. Prices in Texas
are 24.2 cents per gallon
lower than a month ago
and stand 40.2 cents per
gallon lower than a year
ago. According to Gas-
Buddy price reports, the
cheapest station in Texas
was priced at $2.29 while
the most expensive was
$4.17 per gallon.

The national average
price of gasoline has fall-
en 4.3 cents in the last
week, averaging $3.33
per gallon. The national
average is down 17.6
cents per gallon from a
month ago and stands
26.3 cents per gallon
lower than a year ago.
The national average
price of diesel has fallen
7.7 cents in the last week
and stands at $4.38 per
gallon.

“The national aver-
age has resumed its de-
cline after a pause last
week as oil and whole-
sale gasoline prices fell
on worrisome inflation

figures showing the Fed
likely to ramp up rates
to slow inflation,” said
Patrick De Haan, head
of petroleum analysis at
GasBuddy.

De Hann continued,
“Some nine out of 10
states saw declines over
the last week, so the
drops are showing up for
most across the coun-
try, with the exception
of the West Coast as the
transition to summer
blends continues, and in
the Great Lakes, where
prices cycled last week
but have now resumed
declining. For the weeks
ahead, tradition tells us
to expect prices to move
up eventually, but that
could at least be partial-
ly offset by inflationary
data that continues to
be hotter than expected,
leading to anxiety that
the Fed will boost in-
terest rates and cooling
the economy and oil de-
mand considerably.”

GasBuddy data is
compiled from more
than 11 million weekly
price reports covering
over 150,000 gas stations
across the country.

Psalm 143:10 says, “Teach me to do
your will, for you are my God! Let your
good Spiritlead me on level ground.” 1
love the clear and simple desire of this
prayer and aspiration to live in a way
the pleases and glorifies God accord-
ing to His will. Following God’s will is
to be the desire and direction of every
believer, but our prayers do not often
resonate the petition of Psalm 143:10,
but naturally drift into pleas for help in
accomplishing our will and desires.

When it comes to seeking God’s will,
a few simple points are key. First, pray
to know and obey God’s will, remem-
bering that God’s will for you is not
centered around your comfort, pros-
perity and happiness but His glory.

Street takeover spurs
governor’s action

Gov. Greg Abbott has
created a statewide task
force after several “street
takeovers” recently took
place in Austin in which
motorists obstructed in-
tersections, shot off fire-
works and drove reck-
lessly.

Videos posted after the
events showed vehicles
doing donuts, crowds
gathering around in-
tersections, and people
setting off fireworks, ac-
cording to the Austin
American-Statesman.

Seven people were ar-
rested in the incidents,
which occurred at four
Austin intersections.

Abbott directed the
Texas Department of
Public Safety to investi-
gate the events and “tar-
get the organized crime
aspect” of the events,
according to The Dallas
Morning News.

“We are seeing fire-
works fired at officers in
crowds, lasers pointed
at aircraft, drivers driv-
ing upwards of 130 miles
per hour with no lights
on in the dark of night
— all ofitis reckless, and
it needs to be stopped,”
DPS Director Steve Mc-
Craw said.

Additional arrests are
expected, law enforce-
ment officials said.

TxDOT proposes $100
billion transportation
plan

The Texas Department
of Transportation is pro-
posing a record $100 bil-
lion, 10-year transpor-

tation plan to improve
congestion, increase
safety and maintain the
state’s roadways. That’s
a $15 billion increase
over the original plan
and comes after record
projected revenue for
the state, generated by
oil and gas fees that are
dedicated to highway
projects.

The latest plan would
increase funding in a
number of areas, includ-
ing “safety, energy sector,
rural and urban connec-
tivity, border infrastruc-
ture, maintenance and
preservation,” according
to a TxDOT statement.

“Safety is a top prior-
ity for TxDOT, and these
funding levels reflect
that” TxDOT Executive
Director Marc Williams
said.

TxDOT now has more
than $33 billion in trans-
portation projects under
construction through-
out the state. More than
7,000 projects are either
underway or scheduled
to break ground this
year.

TEA releases teacher
vacancy recommenda-
tions

A task force appointed
last year by the Texas
Education Agency has
released its recommen-
dations to address the
teacher and staff va-
cancy crisis in Texas, as
record numbers of both
leave the education field
in the wake of the pan-
demic and other issues.

The Teacher Vacancy
Task Force, established

last March, was com-
prised of teachers and
school system leaders
from across the state.
The recommendations
include:

e A significant increase
in overall teacher sala-
ries

e Enhancing teach-
ers’ total compensation
package, including re-
ducing cost of health
care insurance.

e Provide incentives
and support for hard-to-
staff areas, such as spe-
cial education and bilin-
gual education teachers.

e Improve the pipeline
and pre-service prepa-
ration of novice teach-
ers.

e Expand training
and support for teacher
mentorship.

e Provide access and
support for high-quality
instructional materials.

« Demonstrate respect
and value for teacher
time.

e School culture and
discipline supports.

The task force urged
the Legislature to in-
crease funding for
teacher salaries, noting
the state ranks 28th in
the nation for average
teacher salary.

Parmer Gounty FSA News

2023 Crop Year Elec-
tions

Agricultural produc-
ers can now change
election and enroll in
the Agriculture Risk
Coverage (ARC) and
Price Loss Coverage
programs for the 2023
crop year, two key safe-
ty net programs offered
by the U.S. Department
of Agriculture (USDA).
Signup has begun and
producers have until
March 15, 2023, to en-
roll in these two pro-
grams. If producers do
not submit their elec-
tion by the deadline,
their election remains
the same as their 2022
election for crops
on the farm. USDA’s
Farm Service Agency
(FSA) has started issu-
ing payments totaling
more than $255 mil-
lion to producers with
2021 crops that have
triggered payments
through ARC or PLC.

General CRP Signup
to open February 27

Agricultural pro-
ducers and private
landowners can be-

gin applying for the
Conservation Reserve
Program (CRP) Gen-
eral signup starting
February 27 through
April 7, 2023. CRP is a
cornerstone voluntary
conservation program
offered by the U.S. De-
partment of Agricul-
ture (USDA) to help ag-

ricultural communities
invest in the long-term
well-being of their land
and natural resources.

Producers and land-
owners enrolled more
than 5 million acres
into CRP through sign-
ups in 2022, building
on the acceptance of
more than 3.1 million
acres in the largest
Grassland CRP signup
in history. There are
currently 23 million
acres enrolled in CRP,
with 1.9 million set to
expire this year. USDA’s
Farm Service Agency
(FSA)is aimingtoreach
the 27-million-acre cap
statutorily set for fiscal
year 2023.

By the Numbers

In 2021, producers
signed nearly 1.8 mil-
lion ARC or PLC con-
tracts, and 251 million
out of 273 million base
acres were enrolled in
the programs. For the
2022 crop year signed
contracts surpassed 1.8
million, to be paid in
the fall of 2023, if a pay-
ment triggers.

Since ARC and PLC
were first authorized by
the 2014 Farm Bill and
reauthorized by the
2018 Farm Bill, these
safety-net  programs
have paid out more
than $34.9  billion to
producers of covered
commodities.
