Egg prices expected to go down after Easter

Egg prices were trend-
ing downward in recent 
months but were rising 
again based on seasonal 
demand for Easter, ac-
cording to a Texas A&M 
AgriLife Extension Ser-
vice expert.

David Anderson, 
Ph.D., AgriLife Exten-
sion economist, Bryan-
College Station, said the 
Consumer Price Index 
reported retail egg pric-
es dropped from $4.82 
per dozen to $4.21 per 
dozen between Janu-
ary and February. Prices 
continued to fall into 
early March, but the U.S. 
Department of Agricul-
ture reported wholesale 
egg prices were making 
their annual climb with 
Easter approaching.

Egg demand histori-
cally peaks each year 
with traditions related 
to Easter like egg hunts 
and baking for holiday 
meals, and prices typi-
cally follow, Anderson 
said.

“We were seeing pric-
es come down, I think, 
due in part to produc-
tion levels improving 

and some reduced con-
sumer demand because 
of high prices,” he said. 
“But recent price trends 
are likely related to that 
buildup to the Easter 
holiday.”

Avian influenza time-
line

Egg prices over the 
past year have been an 
historically high. The 
number of table egg-
laying hens has gener-
ally declined over the 
last few years due to 
high production costs, 
including feed and low 
egg prices.

But since February of 
2022, a highly pathogen-
ic avian influenza led to 
the loss of 58.6 million 
poultry birds in 47 states, 
including more than 43 
million laying hens.

The disease is believed 
to hit table egg-laying 
poultry flocks more fre-
quently because egg-lay-
ing hens are in produc-
tion much longer than 
broiler chickens, which 
increases their risk of ex-
posure to the pathogen. 
Egg-laying operations 

produce both table eggs 
and those for hatching, 
either in broiler produc-
tion to provide meat in 
grocery stores and res-
taurants, or to replen-
ish laying hen numbers. 
For instance, in April 
2019, the U.S. layer flock 
consisted of 406 million 
hens, with 344 million 
hens producing eggs 
bound for table use.

There were 327 million 
hens producing table 
eggs in the U.S. flock in 
December 2021, and the 
average cost for a dozen 
eggs was $1.79.

Avian influenza out-
breaks were reported 
in poultry operations 
in seven states by Feb-
ruary 2022, and prices 
were $2.05 per dozen by 
March. By April, 23 mil-
lion commercial poultry 
birds, including laying 
hens, broilers, ducks 
and turkeys, had been 
lost from production in 
dozens of states, includ-
ing Texas. The first case 
in Texas was reported by 
a commercial quail pro-
ducer.

Texas leads nation in jobs added
The Lone Star State continues to 

lead the nation in jobs added with 
58,200 new positions in February, 
bringing the state to nearly 14 mil-
lion total nonfarm jobs, according 
to the Texas Workforce Commis-
sion. February also marked two full 
years of uninterrupted job growth in 
the state.

“The past 24 months of uninter-
rupted job growth show the strength 
of the Texas economy and ongoing 
economic opportunities for Texans,” 
said TWC Chairman Bryan Daniel. 

The state’s jobless rate in February 
was 4.5%, which is higher than the 
national rate of 3.9%, according to 
the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics. 
The highest jobless rate in a Texas 
metropolitan statistical area is 6.8% 
in McAllen-Edinburgh-Mission. 
The lowest rate in an MSA is 3.0% in 
Midland.

Rainy Day Fund hits cap for first 
time

The state’s piggy bank is nearly 
full.

Comptroller Glenn Hegar pre-
dicts the state’s so-called Rainy Day 
Fund, officially the Economic Sta-
bilization Fund, will reach its statu-
tory limit by 2025, which is 10% of 
what is deposited in the General 
Revenue Fund. Rising revenues fu-
eled by spikes in energy prices and 
inflation have filled the state’s cof-
fers, Hegar said.

“The revenue increases that we 
have seen truly have been historical 
and unprecedented. We have never 
seen anything like this in the past, 
and I don’t think we’ll see anything 
like this in the future,” he said.

The state experienced record 
growth in tax collections in 2022 of 
25.6% from the previous year, filling 
the state’s coffers with a surplus of 
$32.7 billion. 

“I am glad to see that lawmakers 
are giving careful thought to how 
this tremendous asset can be best 
put to work for Texans,” Hegar add-
ed.

Senate passes bill to limit gover-
nor’s powers

The Texas Senate unanimously 
passed a bill to rein in the governor’s 
authority during emergencies or di-
sasters, the Austin American-States-
man reported. A matching proposal 
in the House is awaiting a commit-
tee hearing. The bill, sponsored by 
state Sen. Brian Birdwell, R-Gran-
bury, would require the governor to 

call the Legislature into special ses-
sion if the executive office wants to 
extend a disaster or emergency dec-
laration past 30 days. Only the Leg-
islature would be able to put restric-
tions on businesses such as those 
imposed during the initial weeks of 
the COVID-19 pandemic.

“We must no longer allow a 
19-month legislative interim to be 
leveraged against the Legislature, 
especially during times of emergen-
cy disasters that affect a significant 
number of Texans,” Birdwell said.

Under current law, disaster dec-
larations last 30 days but can be re-
newed by the governor. For exam-
ple, Gov Greg Abbott has extended 
a disaster declaration relating to il-
legal border crossings each month 
since May 2021, according to the 
Statesman. 

Abbott expressed support in his 
State of the State address in Janu-
ary for involving the Legislature in 
disaster declarations that deal with 
public health crises.

Senate backs boost for retired 
teachers

The Texas Senate also unani-
mously approved a package that al-
locates $4.7 billion from the budget 
surplus to increase monthly pay-
ments for retired teachers and gives 
a one-time bump to retirees over 75, 
the Statesman reported. The bill is 
now headed to the House for con-
sideration. 

The measure calls for a 2% raise 
for teachers who retired between 
Sept. 1, 2013, and Jan. 1, 2022, and 
a 4% raise for those who retired 
before Sept. 1, 2013. Senate Bill 10 
also provides a one-time stipend of 
$7,500 for retirees older than 75. The 
bill affects nearly a half-million re-
tired teachers.

“This is a significant financial 
commitment from the state,” state 
Sen. Joan Huffman, R-Houston, 
said. “Many TRS retirees have been 
struggling for so long. We needed to 
do this.”

Retired teachers on average make 
$2,100 a month through the Teach-
ers Retirement System.

Boaters, anglers urged to avoid 
coastal rookeries

Anglers and boaters along the 
Texas coast are urged to watch out 
for nesting birds during this peak 
breeding and nesting season, ac-
cording to the Texas Parks and Wild-
life Department. Brown pelicans, 
roseate spoonbills, black skimmers 

and reddish egrets are among the 
birds nesting in dense colonies, 
called rookeries. TPWD encourages 
folks to watch out for these nesting 
birds so they are not disturbed dur-
ing a sensitive time.

“With too many disturbances, an 
entire colony of thousands of birds 
may abandon an island and give up 
on breeding for the year, which can 
potentially lead to drastic popula-
tion declines,” said Trey Barron, 
a diversity biologist with TPWD. 
“When approached too closely by 
boaters or people wading nearby, 
birds are frightened off their nests, 
leaving eggs and chicks exposed to 
the summer sun, which can cause 
them to overheat. The abandoned 
nests also allow opportunistic 
predators like gulls and grackles to 
quickly swoop in and feed on them.”

Boaters and anglers are also en-
couraged to properly dispose of 
fishing line, tackle and other waste 
to ensure it does not harm birds, 
turtles or other marine life.

“The habitats that waterbirds use 
are the same habitats in which we 
— including myself — enjoy fishing, 
hunting and photographing wild-
life,” Barron said. “We just have to 
remember to give them their space, 
especially during the nesting sea-
son, and pick up after ourselves. 
If you’re out on the water, look for 
the yellow signs that identify rook-
ery islands and keep your distance. 
We can all enjoy the same places, as 
long as we do it responsibly.”

House passes diaper, period prod-
ucts bill

The Texas House last week over-
whelmingly passed a bill repealing 
the state sales tax on diapers, period 
products, baby wipes and similar 
items. The measure now heads to 
the Senate.

Its sponsor, state Rep. Donna 
Howard, D-Austin, has tried for 
several sessions to get the measure 
passed.

“This bill provides an opportu-
nity to help Texas families at every 
stage of life,” Howard said Tuesday, 
as reported by The Dallas Morning 
News. The measure also exempts 
adult diapers.

Egg prices expected to go down after Easter

Replacing egg layers takes time, 

and commercial egg producers 
continued to replace lost birds as 
outbreaks continued to pop up 
across the country. The table egg-
laying flock climbed to 309 million 
by December 2022 and recently 
reached 313 million hens. But, 
that is still 12 million fewer than in 
March of last year.

Avian influenza continues to be 
a concern as it circulates through 
wild bird populations, but com-
mercial operations are not report-
ing losses at previous levels due to 
increased biosecurity procedures.

The previous peak price occurred 
in September 2015 – $2.97 per doz-
en – and was also attributable to an 

avian influenza outbreak in which 
more than 50 million commercial 
birds, including layers, broilers, tur-
keys and other poultry, were lost.

Market factors could lead to lower 
egg prices

Anderson said consumers should 
expect egg prices to fall after the 
Easter demand subsides. Supply 
and demand trends as well as ex-
pected feed cost declines in the fu-
ture should fuel lower egg prices.

Another factor that could weigh 
into future egg prices will be the 
expectation that the price of grains 
used in animal feed could decrease. 
Feed prices were exceptionally high 
over the past year like many agricul-
ture necessities, including fertilizer, 

in response to multiple economic 
factors, from inflation to the war in 
Ukraine.

Anderson said the USDA pro-
spective planting reports for corn 
was 92 million acres, and that good 
yields would be a positive signal for 
lower feed prices and livestock pro-
duction.  

“I think egg prices, the flock losses 
and recovery are a good represen-
tation of how long it can take to see 
the supply and demand side of agri-
culture to play out,” he said. “We’ve 
seen that happen with drought and 
other calamities, natural and man-
made, but an egg growing into a 
layer that produces more eggs to 
become more egg layers, that’s not 
an overnight thing.”

I will never forget my 
first active shooter drill. I 
was in Mrs. Turner’s 5th 
Grade class. I will forever 
remember the conversa-
tions about what books 
we’d put in our backpack, 
hoping that they’d be 
thick enough to stop bul-
lets.

I will never forget my 
dad, the principal, keep-
ing a billy club under his 
desk. His office was the 
closest one to the door. It 
occurred to me that my 
father might be the first 
one to confront an armed 
intruder, with a billy club. 
I had nightmares about 
him not coming home.

Unlike a growing num-
ber of students in this 
country, I graduated 
without ever having to 
test to see if my social 
studies and reading text-
books could stop a bullet. 
Thank God I still have my 
dad, but he is still an edu-
cator. Two decades after 
that first shooter drill, my 
fears for his safety remain.  

My first job post uni-
versity was working in 
student conduct and be-
havioral intervention. My 
granddad, also a former 
principal, bought me a 

retractable night stick to 
keep in my desk. A gen-
erational curse, I guess, 
a McMeans versus a fire-
arm in the event a dis-
turbed student entered 
my office. While working 
on campus, I noticed that 
university police added 
tourniquets to their utility 
belts. I knew why.

To many of you this may 
seem dramatic. Fami-
lies at a church school 
in Nashville, Tennessee, 
would beg to differ.

I own multiple firearms 
and love hunting and 
shooting for sport. My dad 
and granddad exposed 
me to guns at a young 
age, and it continues to be 
a hobby and sport that I 
cherish and enjoy.

I am a conservative. I 
believe in the first amend-
ment and am a staunch 
supporter of individuals 
being able to own and 
bear firearms.

Maybe because I am a 
former debater, however, 
I am capable of looking at 
the issue of school shoot-
ings in the United States 
with reason. Facts matter. 

Since the shooting in 
Columbine in 1999, there 
have been over 175 peo-
ple who have lost their 
lives to mass shootings on 
US schools and college 
campuses. Please note 
this number does not in-
clude events where three 
or fewer students and 
staff members lost their 
lives. There have been 15 
mass school shootings 
since Columbine and last 
week’s tragedy (AP data).

In our Community 
Bible Study lesson this 
week, Revelation 19, 
we saw “Jesus as a lov-
ing bridegroom and a 
warrior-king.” We were 
asked how each image 
connected with us per-
sonally, and we were 
asked to respond to Je-
sus with what I “feel in 
your (my) heart about 
this aspect of who He is.”

I talked to a couple of 
my ladies yesterday, and 
I may have not “gotten” 
what they got from our 
lesson, but here is what 
I wrote.

Jesus is a true man, 
a perfect man, a real 
man: loving, kind, car-
ing, compassionate, 
thoughtful, an encour-
ager; all the things of a 
bridegroom.  As a war-
rior-king, He is strong, 
fearless, fair, just. As 
both a bridegroom and 
warrior- king, He is a 
listener, protector, and 
provider. Every male 
should strive and live to 
be like Him, and every 
woman should want a 
man like Him.

I never have been a 
women’s libber. I have 
never cared for the 
women involved in that 
movement, and I don’t 
think I have to believe 
and do what they believe 
and do to be a woman. I 
enjoy the freedom Jesus 
gives me to just be me.

I never have believed 
in marriage as one part-
ner having total domi-
nance over the other. I 
have always looked at 
marriage as a partner-
ship. God created men 
and women differently 
with different roles. I will 
admit there are times 
when I don’t want the 
responsibility of making 
decisions, so I ask Feller 
what he thinks, and we 
go along with what he 
says. Other times, I ask 
him what we should do; 
we discuss it; then we 
do what we think is best.   

I want (and do have) 
a strong man in my life; 
one who loves Jesus and 
isn’t afraid to do what 
he thinks is right, no 
matter what the world 
thinks. He doesn’t put 

the things and interests 
of the world and himself 
above God, his family, 
or his job.

I fell head over heels in 
love with Jesus answer-
ing this question.

It is Easter; what a per-
fect time to think about 
what He did for you on 
the cross, and what a 
perfect way to thank 
Him by living for Him 
and as Him!

Christianity began 
with a radical Teacher 
and twelve followers. 
They would see and 
do things that often 
left them in wonder. I 
can only imagine see-
ing the prophets of old 
come alive as they saw 
the prophecies unfold 
before them, or at least 
what they could even 
comprehend at the 
time. A mere three years 
or so into their ministry 
things would come to a 
sudden, although fore-
seen, halt. 

Betrayal led to the ar-
rest of Jesus in the mid-
dle of the night when 
most things sinister 
seemed to be done.  A 
mockery of a hearing 
before the religious 
elite, Jesus would then 
come before Pilate, be 
scourged and hanging 
on a cross outside of 
town by 9am on Friday. 
I can only imagine the 

apostles, hiding in the 
shadows having gone 
from hope to despair 
in less than a day. They 
had plans dashed by a 
crowd yelling CRUCI-
FY! They had questions 
without answers and 
by 3pm that Friday, the 
rams horn would blow 
at the temple signifying 
evening sacrifice and 
prayer and Jesus would 
breath his last, say-
ing “It is finished,” and 
they would be without a 
Messiah.

He had done what he 
had come to do. Give 
the world hope and 
choice and his prayer 
the night before his ar-
rest he prayed in hope 
that those who would 
believe would chose 
well. Choose to be 
one. Choose to be His. 
Choose to follow Him 
home.

The silence from Fri-
day evening to Sunday 

morning had to almost 
be deafening. I suspect 
even the angels long-
ing to look into these 
things held their breath. 
Afterall, no one really 
planned on this story 
ending in an empty 
tomb and a resurrect-
ed Savior, even though 
Jesus spoke plainly to 
them. Sunday did final-
ly arrive, Sabbath now 
over and the tomb was 
empty as promised.

This has been the 
Christian story of hope, 
forgiveness, and love 
since that day. It is our 
story those of us who 
believe. I pray you have 
opportunity to pause 
and remember. Re-
member you are loved. 
The cross will always 
bear witness to that fact. 
The empty tomb lets us 
know there is more than 
this life to our story. Oh, 
the wonder of it all. God 
bless. He is Risen!

The Crucifixion and 
Resurrection of Jesus is 
a time of paramount im-
portance for the Church 
as Jesus’ horrific suffer-
ing and atoning death 
is remembered and His 
victorious resurrection 
is celebrated.  There are 
so many powerful as-
pects to the crucifixion 
and resurrection, and 
one such focus is what 
Jesus said while on the 
cross.  Jesus said sev-
en things while on the 
cross and a couple of 
those statements were 
prayers.  

In Luke 23:34 Jesus 
prayed, saying “Father, 
forgive them, for they 
know not what they do.”  
This prayer had an im-
mediate context toward 
those who placed Jesus 
on the cross, but also 
rings through the ages 
that people would turn 
to Jesus for forgiveness.  
For believers, you can 
cherish Jesus’ forgive-
ness because He has 
paid the debt for your 
sin and redeemed you 
for eternity.

Jesse James was—arguably–the most 
notorious cowboy-outlaw of yester-
year. History.com writes, “For 16 years, 
[he] and his brother, Frank, commit-
ted robberies and murders through-
out the Midwest. Detective magazines 
and pulp novels glamorized the James 
gang, turning them into mythical Rob-
in Hoods who were driven to crime by 
unethical landowners and bankers. In 
reality, Jesse James was a ruthless killer 
who stole only for himself.”

Then, on April 3, 1882, he was killed, 
while being “camouflaged” under the 
alias of “Tom Howard”, by fellow fugi-
tive Bob Ford, who wanted to collect 
the $10,000 dead-or-alive bounty on 
James’s life.

Later, Ford was immortalized in Van 
Morrison’s Ballad of Jesse James as 
“that dirty little coward that shot Mr. 

Howard [and] laid Jesse James in his 
grave.”

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Texas Comptrol-
ler Glenn Hegar an-
nounced on Monday 
that state sales tax reve-
nue totaled $3.57 billion 
in March, 5.9 percent 
more than in March 
2022. The majority of 
March sales tax revenue 
is based on sales made 
in February and remit-
ted to the agency in 
March.

“In line with our bien-
nial revenue forecast, 
state sales tax collec-
tions resumed the re-
cent trend of significant 
but slowing growth, 
with the gain compared 
with the previous year 
being the lowest since 
the end of pandemic re-
strictions two years ago,” 
Hegar said. “Growth in 
tax receipts was evident 
across all major sectors, 
with the exception of 
retail trade, as consum-
ers reallocate budgets 
away from goods in fa-
vor of services as infla-
tion continues to impact 
shoppers.

“Receipts from the oil 
and gas mining sector 
led the way for all sec-
tors, showing nearly a 
50 percent gain for the 
third straight month. Re-
mittances from the con-
struction sector were up 
by double digits com-
pared with last March, 
and receipts from the 
wholesale trade sector 
showed gains compared 
with a year ago, indicat-

ing business spending 
is still very strong in the 
state.

“Remittances from the 
retail trade sector were 
negative compared 
with the same month 
the previous year for 
the first time since April 
2022. Within the sector, 
general merchandise 
receipts were down the 
most compared with 
last year. Remittances 
from the sale of build-
ing materials declined 
for the third consecu-
tive month, as the pace 
of home improvements 
and remodeling proj-
ects that saw enormous 
increases at the height 
of the pandemic decid-
edly slowed. Receipts 
from clothing and ac-
cessory stores were 
down moderately.

“Restaurant receipts 
were up considerably 
for the second month in 
a row compared with a 
year ago, outpacing the 
inflation rate for food 
away from home by 
nearly 50 percent.”

Total sales tax revenue 
for the three months 
ending in March 2023 
was up 8.7 percent com-
pared with the same 
period a year ago. Sales 
tax is the largest source 
of state funding for the 
state budget, account-
ing for 56 percent of all 
tax collections.

Texas collected the 
following revenue from 

other major taxes: (1) 
motor vehicle sales and 
rental taxes — $432 mil-
lion, up 12 percent from 
March 2022; (2) motor 
fuel taxes — $287 mil-
lion, up 4 percent from 
March 2022; (3) oil 
production tax — $427 
million, down 10 per-
cent from March 2022; 
(4) natural gas produc-
tion tax — $267 million, 
down 23 percent from 
March 2022; (5) hotel 
occupancy tax — $61 
million, up 21 percent 
from March 2022; and 
(6) alcoholic beverage 
taxes — $138 million, up 
11 percent from March 
2022.

Texas collected the 
following revenue from 
other major taxes: (1) 
motor vehicle sales and 
rental taxes — $566 mil-
lion, up 18 percent from 
January 2022; (2) motor 
fuel taxes — $311 mil-
lion, up 5 percent from 
January 2022; (3) oil 
production tax — $486 
million, up 14 percent 
from January 2022; (4) 
natural gas produc-
tion tax — $322 million, 
down 13 percent from 
January 2022; (5) hotel 
occupancy tax — $55 
million, up 11 percent 
from January 2022; and 
(6) alcoholic beverage 
taxes — $156 million, 
the highest monthly col-
lections on record, up 
11 percent from January 
2022.

State Sales Tax Revenue Totaled $3.6 Billion in March
