Senate, House begin budget 
reconciliation process

The Texas Senate unanimously 
approved a $308 billion two-
year budget last week, the Austin 
American-Statesman reported. 
The next step is to reconcile that 
budget with one passed earlier by 
the Texas House.

The Senate’s budget funds $10 
billion in electric grid reforms, 
provides pay raises to state em-
ployees, and devotes more than 
half of its budget to funding edu-
cation.

“Over the next few weeks, I will 
be working with my colleagues 
in the Senate and the House to 
reach a consensus on the differ-
ences between the two chambers, 
and I look forward to sending the 
final appropriations bill to Gov. 
(Greg) Abbott before the legisla-
tive session ends,” state Sen. Joan 
Huffman, R- Houston said in a 
statement. Huffman chairs the fi-
nance committee.

The main difference in the two 
budgets is in how to provide prop-
erty tax relief. The House version 
dedicates $17.3 billion to cutting 
the annual amount a home’s ap-
praisal can increase, from 10% to 
5%. The Senate budget allocates 
$16.5 billion for property tax relief 
by increasing the homestead ex-
emption from $40,000 to $70,000, 
with added breaks for homeown-
ers 65 and older.

Medicaid expansion for new 
moms possible

The Texas House has passed 
a bill that allows low-income 
moms to stay on Medicaid for a 
full year after childbirth.

The Texas Tribune reported that 
is a marked increase from current 
practice, in which postpartum 
Medicaid expires two months af-
ter birth in Texas.

The bill has widespread sup-
port, including from Gov Greg 
Abbott and more than 170 groups 
in the state across the political 
spectrum. However, Lt. Gov. Dan 
Patrick, who presides over the 
Senate, has not publicly stated 
his position on the measure.

Texas has the largest unin-
sured population in the country, 
with nearly 1 in 5 Texans lacking 
health insurance, the Tribune re-
ported.

“As I have said before, it is es-
sential that the Texas House 
makes meaningful progress this 
year on better supporting moth-
ers and children in the state — 
and that starts with extending 
health coverage for new moms to 
a full year,” House Speaker Dade 
Phelan, R-Beaumont, said previ-
ously when outlining his priori-
ties for the legislative session.

Bill bans ‘sexually explicit’ 
books in school libraries

The Texas House last week 
passed a preliminary measure 
that requires vendors to assign a 
rating to books with sexual con-
tent before selling them to school 
districts, The Dallas Morning 
News reported. The measure 
requires one more vote in the 
House before heading to the Sen-
ate, where it is likely to pass.

“This bill is about radically sex-
ual content in the hands of un-
accompanied children in public 
school libraries,” state Rep. Jared 
Patterson, R-Frisco, the bill’s 
sponsor, said from the House 
floor Thursday.

Opponents to the measure 
are concerned it would lead to 
books about LGBTQ people be-
ing banned from libraries. About 
a dozen people with the Texas 
Freedom Network held a read-in 
on the Capitol rotunda’s floor as 
the bill was being debated.

State Rep. Venton Jones, D-Dal-
las, is one of eight openly LGBTQ 
legislators. He said the bill would 
hurt children who grow up feel-
ing out of place because of their 
sexual orientation.

“I remember going to my 
school library looking for books 
when healthy conversations with 
my loved ones were not always 
available or always comfortable,” 
Jones said. “What I was looking 
for was materials that spoke to 
me and for stories of the people 
who came before me.”

Billions more for university re-
search likely

Billions of dollars for higher 
education research appear like-
ly as two bills have passed the 
House, the Statesman reported. 
One measure changes the name 
of the National Research Univer-
sity Fund to the Texas University 

Fund, while another proposes a 
constitutional amendment to en-
act the bill and allocate $3.5 bil-
lion to the fund.

Both bills were filed by state 
Rep. Greg Bonnen, R-Friend-
swood.

“This is a transformative piece 
of legislation that will allow Texas 
for generations to come to be the 
intellectual capital of the world,” 
Bonnen said last week. “It chang-
es the eligibility requirements for 
access to this fund, and it does so 
in a merit-based approach and in 
an approach that, as other uni-
versities grow and enhance their 
research performance, they will 
be able to access this fund and 
not dilute the ones that are cur-
rently in the fund.”

Similar measures have already 
passed the Senate, though that 
body allocated $1 billion less 
than the House measure.

‘Lights out’ across Texas helps 
birds migrate

The annual migration of birds 
through Texas to northern breed-
ing grounds has begun, and Tex-
ans are urged to help by turning 
off outdoor lights at night from 
now through May 12, according 
to the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department.

Bird mortalities are associated 
with light pollution, which dis-
orients our winged friends. One 
of every three birds migrating 
through the United States comes 
through Texas in the spring and 
fall – nearly 2 billion in total, ac-
cording to TPWD.

Texans can help by:
• Turning off all nonessential 

lights from 11 p.m. to 6 a.m. dur-
ing this migration period.

• Not using landscape lighting 
to illuminate trees or gardens 
where birds may be resting.

• Aim security and safety light-
ing downward.

• In commercial buildings, en-
suring custodial work is done by 
11 p.m., and lights are turned off.

The Library of Congress has the world’s largest port-
folio of books, films, videos, audio recordings, photo-
graphs, newspapers, maps, and manuscripts.

On April 24, 1800, President John Adams signed 
legislation that provided $5,000 for the purchase of 
books.  Two years later, the library had 964 volumes 
and nine maps.  But according to History.com “the 
British army invaded the city of Washington [during 
the War of 1812] and burned the Capitol, including the 
then 3,000-volume Library of Congress.”

Former president Thomas Jefferson came to the res-
cue [and sold] “his personal library [6,487 volumes], 
the largest and finest in the country,” to restart it. “In 
1851, a second major fire at the library destroyed about 
two-thirds of its 55,000 volumes, including two-thirds 
of the [Jefferson’s books]. Congress responded quickly 
and generously to the disaster, and within a few years 
a majority of the lost books were replaced.”

America’s Greatest Library: An Illustrated History 
of the Library of Congress by its historian, John Y. 
Cole.

Average gasoline prices in Texas fell 9.4 cents last 
week, to an average of $3.26 per gallon, according 
to GasBuddy’s survey of 13,114 stations in Texas. 
Prices in Texas are 19.6 cents per gallon higher 
than a month ago and stand 49.9 cents per gal-
lon lower than a year ago. According to GasBuddy 
price reports, the cheapest station in Texas was 
priced at $2.65 while the most expensive was $4.29 
per gallon.

The national average price of gasoline has fall-
en 0.8 cents in the last week, averaging $3.64 per 
gallon. The national average is up 22.8 cents per 
gallon from a month ago and stands 46.4 cents per 
gallon lower than a year ago. The national average 
price of diesel has fallen 3.0 cents in the last week 
and stands at $4.12 per gallon.

“For the first time in several weeks, the national 
average price of gasoline has seen a decline, and 
while the fall was quite small, the bigger news may 
be that we may have seen a short-term peak for the 
price of gasoline. While any unexpected outages 
could push it up again, there is a rising possibility 
that barring such, we may have seen our high wa-
ter mark for the national average for the summer,” 
said Patrick De Haan, head of petroleum analysis 
at GasBuddy.

De Haan explained, “Typically, gas prices peak 
between May and June, and with the oil market 
showing significant cracks in strength, we may 
have seen the peak in the national average already 
occur, a few weeks earlier than average. While it’s 
possible we could go higher later this summer 
should a major hurricane target sensitive infra-
structure, it appears the odds that the national av-
erage will miss the $4 per gallon mark are rising. 
It’s certainly looking optimistic for motorists.”

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 
million weekly price reports covering over 150,000 
gas stations across the country.

Wrong Turns

Don’t Be Afraid to Dance
You probably remember the story of Da-

vid and his first wife, Michal. She was the 
youngest daughter of King Saul, and she 
dearly loved David. But, her father took 
her from him to be another man’s wife 
when David married two other women. 
Later, David had her returned to him. 

When David returned home from trans-
porting the Ark of the Covenant to Jeru-
salem, Michal’s attitude toward David 
changed. In an article by Misti House, she 
reminds us that David was a “man after 
God’s own heart”, and Michal didn’t un-
derstand David’s relationship with God, 
because she didn’t know what it meant to 
have a relationship with God; they were 
unequally yoked. 

2 Samuel 6:16 tells us that “as the Ark 
of the LORD entered the City of David, 
Michal...looked down from her window. 
When she saw King David leaping and 
dancing before the LORD, she was filled 
with contempt for him.”  Until I read 
House’s article, I didn’t understand why 
Michal was filled with contempt. She 
made a judgment about David and his 
dancing before the LORD without really 
knowing and understanding who he was 
in the LORD. 

2 Samuel 6:20-22a tells us that, “When 
David returned home to bless his family, 
Michal came out to meet him and said 
in disgust, ‘How glorious the king of Is-
rael looked today! He exposed himself to 
the servant girls like any indecent person 
might do!’ David retorted to Michal, ‘I 
was dancing before the LORD, who chose 
me above your father and his family! He 
appointed me as the leader of Israel, the 
people of the LORD, so I am willing to act 
like a fool in order to show my joy in the 
LORD. Yes, I am willing to look even more 
foolish than this.’”

Now, there are MANY things we can talk 
about with David and Michal, but the sec-
ond thing that interested me was the fact 
that David was dancing before the LORD! 
I asked myself, how many of us are willing 
to dance before the LORD? How many 
of us wouldn’t care one bit what other 
people think of us if we dared to worship 
the LORD in a way that is not always con-
sidered “the right way to worship” the 
LORD? How many of us are willing to sur-
render everything, to bare our souls be-
fore God and enjoy the freedom of danc-
ing before Him? Don’t you think dancing 
before Him is a pretty small thank-you for 
all He has done, and is doing, for us?

Here is what House says we should do:
“Don’t be ashamed or afraid to bare 

it all before Jesus. He has covered you 
anew with a white robe of righteousness. 
Don’t hide or cover up.

Don’t feel the need to apologize to man 
for behaving righteously before God.

Dance with all of your heart as David 
did. Celebrate your faith, praise God for 
your victories, and thank Him for His 
gifts, even when others don’t get it or 
share your same heart for Jesus.

You don’t have to be in right standing 
with man to be in right standing with 
God.

You can’t help but dance in all you do 
when you know all He has done.

Dance out of a LOVE response toward 
God, not for a love response from man.

Don’t dance to be seen, or heard, 
or recognized. Don’t dance to make a 
name for yourself. Dance to glorify the 
Lord and bring Him honor.

Don’t fear man, but continue to fear 
the Lord in loving reverence and awe-
struck wonder.” 

Don’t be afraid to dance for the LORD!!!

Just a few months after we moved to Fri-
ona in 2009 we met some family at Leal’s 
in Muleshoe, and by the time we headed 
back home, a severe thunderstorm was 
bearing down on us as we drove home.  
One vehicle made it back safely to Friona, 
with a small bit of rain and hail, but the ve-
hicle I was driving didn’t experience the 
rain and hail, because I had missed my 
turn and ended up in Earth.  By the time 
my bad directions were realized, it was 
time to turn back and face nature’s fury as 
I headed home.  

In a similar way, we have all missed our 
turn in the journey of life and had to pay 
the consequences.  This was also the case 
for the Israelites when God delivered them 
from Egypt and set their direction on the 
Promised Land.  Things went well for a 
while, but in Deuteronomy 1:19-33, we see 
that fear led to failure when they were on 
the doorstep of taking the land God had 
given them.  They had seen the Lord do 
amazing miracles, crush the mighty Egyp-
tians and display His faithfulness at each 
turn, yet they refused to continue trusting 

God after the spies returned with their bad 
report of the land and its inhabitants.  Al-
though they heard the truth of God and 
knew He would fight for them, verse 32 
says, “Yet in spite of this word you did not 
believe the Lord your God.”  Their disbelief 
led to disobedience.  Their doubt led to di-
saster.  Their lack of faith caused them to 
fail miserably.  Its not that the people dis-
owned God in their words and theology, 
but it is that they chose to listen to their 
fears and murmurings instead of trust God 
and move forward as He commanded 
them.  

Today, believers are in a similar danger 
in of rationalizing away the direction of 
God, compromising on His Word, and al-
lowing disbelief to grow in greenhouses of 
comfort and complacency.  Such unbelief 
won’t express itself in an agnostic or athe-
istic rant against Jesus, but it will manifest 
itself in partial obedience, lukewarm love 
for God and a powerless Christian life.  In 
the wrong turns you have taken, turn back 
in the right direction as you confess sin and 
walk in faith and obedience to the Lord.

She longed to be loved and found the 
love of a man who had a wife. Caught in a 
very compromising moment. She was cast 
into the street to be stoned by the self-righ-
teous of her community.

He was a beggar. Humiliated daily by 
those who just walked by not giving him 
any notice. His life was of little worth to the 
world after all he couldn’t even walk.

She was in and out of relationships each 
time thinking this was the one only to 
leave a string of 5 divorces and not the en-
ergy to marry again, shacked up with some 
fella. She was the talk of the town in a bad 
way other women didn’t even want to be 
around her.

He was a rich thief. Extorted money from 
those who barely had any and lived like a 
king or so he thought, but when he looked 
around there was no one he could trust. 
His greed was his only friend.

At sixteen she was on the streets learn-
ing harsh realities about life that no child 
should have to face. By eighteen she was a 
pro in a very old profession. No self-worth, 
no home and no future.

The first four little stories come from the 
Bible. The adulteress in John 8. The lame 
man in Acts 3. The Samaritan woman in 
John 4. Zaccheus in Luke 19. The last story 
is a modern day representation of any one 
of us, but for the decisions we made. 

They all were opportunities for redemp-
tion. Jesus did not condemn the woman 
in John 8, but told her to go and sin no 
more. The beggar was healed in the name 
of Jesus by Peter and John. The Samari-
tan woman’s encounter with Jesus lead 
the whole town out to meet him and the 
rich thief found a friend and the value of 
his soul. What about our girl? What if she 
found the Lord? Let’s pretend she did. She 
found her value, married a godly man and 
now counsels girls caught in the sex trade.

Not all stories will end this way, I wish 
they did. But for those who do the old 
hymn rings true. “This is my story, this is 
my song, praising my Savior all the day 
long.” May you choose to find Jesus, He’s 
been waiting for you. Let this be your story 
and your song, praising your Savior all the 
day long.

What’s in a name?
My mother Lillie is tak-

ing up a bit more space 
in my head and heart 
this week. Springtime 
reminds me of her birth-
date, April 28, so I sup-
pose it is only natural 
to feel a stronger tug to 
memories and moments 
shared with her.

From her days on a farm 
in the 1930s to graduate 
school in the 1980s, she 
was a reader and a learn-
er. The decades of her 50s 
and 60s found her teach-
ing the second language 
(Spanish) she had fallen 
in love with at Rotan High 
School under Miss Josey 
Baird. After retirement, 
Mother’s residences 
went from Pt. Townsend, 
Washington, back home 

to the dusty plains in 
Brownfield. Lillie Mae’s 
final three years gave her 
proximity to doctors and 
family in Lubbock as she 
continued to read, color, 
sleep, and watch all the 
sports she loved on cable 
television.                      

The photos are of a per-
son I did not know: the 
little girl who thought she 
needed to entertain her 
family through their grief-
stricken years after her 
father died.

My well-read 
and informed Mother 
suffered no fools when it 
came to politics, and she 

saw an abundance the 
last two years of her life. It 
makes me happy to think 
she did get to vote for a 
woman in her last presi-
dential election. 

I miss her laugh espe-
cially. Fewer things made 
my brothers and sisters 
happier than to make her 
laugh. It was a competi-
tion among the five of us 
to do so.

In memory and honor 
of Lillie Mae McCleskey 
Sullivan, her namesake 
Lillie and Lillie’s sister El-
lie will make a cake April 
28. I bet they will deco-
rate it with hideous blobs 
of multi-colored sprin-
kles. 

And if Mother were 
with us, she would laugh 
and laugh and laugh.

From Japan with Love
Hollis & Lunell Horton 

recently received a pack-
age from Japan. It was a 
gift from Keiichi Miyake. 
Hollis & Lunell met Kei-
ichi in 1975 and have cor-
responded with him over 
the past 48 years. Below 
is a timeline of some of 
their interactions with 
Keiichi and his family.

July 1975 - 20 year-
old Keiichi Miyake, 20, 
from Koraskik, Japan, 
stays with Hollis & Lunell 
Horton and their fam-
ily for six weeks as part 
of an exchange program 
sponsored by Lions Club 
International. Keiichi’s 
father was a member of 
the Lions Club in Japan 
and the Youth Exchange 
Program was under-

taken for the purpose of 
young people traveling 
to different countries and 
sharing in the culture of 
that country; to learn the 
ways of the country and 
live as the natives live.

January 1983 - While 
on a honeymoon trip to 
the United States, Keiichi 
and his wife Eiko, visit 
Hollis & Lunell at the 
Horton home in Friona. 
Keiichi has been attend-
ing college for six years 
studying architecture. 
Both of the newlywed’s 
families are business 
people in Japan.

April 2001 - Hollis and 
Lunell Horton make a 
trip to Japan to attend the 
50th anniversary com-
memoration of General 

Douglas MacArthur’s 
1951 departure from 
Japan. While in Japan,  
Hollis & Lunell visit Kei-
ichi & Eiko and their son, 
Jun, and daughter, Nagi. 
They also meet Keiichi’s 
mother, Yae-Ko Miyake.

September 2017 - Kei-
ichi travels to the United 
State to help celebrate 
Hollis’ 90th birthday 
which is being held at 
Gilley’s Complex in Dal-
las.

March 2023 - “Grand-
dad” Keiichi mails a gift 
to Hollis & Lunell with 
“good luck and get well” 
wishes. He has worked 
on the gift for over three 
years and just put it in a 

box and sent it over.
Origami, the Japa-

nese art of folding pa-
per, often conjures im-
ages of paper cranes, 
or orizuru in Japanese. 
Origami was popular-
ized and taught in Japa-
nese schools in art class, 
and has since evolved 
as a childhood pastime. 
In Japanese lore, the 
crane—a type of large, 
migratory bird—was 
thought to live for 1,000 
years, and the animals 
are held in the highest 
regard. Paper cranes are 
now a symbol of peace 
and are sent around the 
world to those places in 
need of healing.

Students at Friona Elementary/Pri-
mary jumped all over heart disease 
and stroke by participating in the Kids 
Heart Challenge Event.
