rial Day. I would like to 
take the opportunity to 
highlight and honor our 
local police officers for 
their tireless efforts to 
maintain safety and or-
der in our community.  
On the point of Peace 
Officers Memorial Day, 
I would ask the com-

munity to remember the 
sacrifice of Officer Jose 
Arturo Herrera, who was 
killed in the line of duty 
on April 14, 2003, twen-
ty years ago this past 
month. Officer Herrera 
was killed when his pa-
trol car was intentionally 
rammed by a vehicle be-
ing chased by other offi-
cers. His sacrifice for the 
safety of his community 
will be continually re-
membered through the 
memorial that stands 
outside the Friona Po-
lice Department. 

Our current police de-

partment is headed by 
Chief Isidro Jimenez, 
and includes Lieutenant 
Andrew Aguirre, Jesus 
San Miguel, Pedro San-
chez, and Bobby Marti-
nez. Bobby also serves 
as a sheriff’s deputy 
for Parmer County and 
works part time help-
ing our two full time 
officers, Isidro and An-
drew. Desiree Rangel is 
our Dispatch Supervisor 
that supervises a staff of 
four dispatchers. Chief 
Jimenez and all the staff 
work tirelessly to keep 
our community safe, 
please take a moment to 
thank them if you get an 
opportunity. 

Throughout the next 
few months, as we begin 
work on our city’s bud-
get for the year that will 
begin in October, I will 
share details regarding 
the budget and high-
light each department’s 
contribution to the city. 
This month, because of 
the week in which this 
article is published, I 
will start with the police 
department. The City’s 
total adopted budget 
for the current fiscal 
year that ends Septem-
ber 30th is $5,032,626. 
The police department’s 
budget for this year is 
$780,190, representing 
15% of the total budget. 
Personnel expenses for 
the police department 

are currently budgeted 
at $647,742, or 83% of 
their department’s total 
budget. It is the focus of 
the council continually 
to recruit and retain offi-
cers, as is often difficult 
in rural areas. 

In other City news, 
Judge Deborah Camp-
bell will be retiring on 
June 2nd, and a recep-
tion for her retirement 
is planned at the court 
complex. I encourage 
you to go by that Friday 
and thank Deborah for 
her many years of ser-
vice to the city. The City 
Council is currently go-
ing through the recruit-
ment process to replace 
Judge Campbell and 
anticipates appointing a 
new judge by the end of 
this month. Unlike most 
city positions, the Mu-
nicipal Court Judge po-
sition is a direct report 
position to the council, 
as is the City Manager. 

The annual Kid’s Fish 
event sponsored by 
the FEDC and the City 
will be this Sunday, 
May 21st, beginning at 
noon. Even if you are 
not a fisherman, it’s a 
good opportunity to 
go to Reeve’s Lake and 
have a picnic.

Two Cents Worth — 
The United States first 
issued a one-cent coin 
produced by a private 
mint in 1787. Benjamin 
Franklin designed it. On 
one side, it read “Mind 
Your Business” and the 
other “We Are One.”

When dogsitting gets ruff

Average gasoline prices in Texas have rose 4.7 cents 
last week, averaging $3.06 per gallon, according to 
GasBuddy’s survey of 13,114 stations in Texas. Prices 
in Texas are 28.9 cents per gallon lower than a month 
ago and stand $1.06 per gallon lower than a year ago. 
According to GasBuddy price reports, the cheapest 
station in Texas was priced at $2.69 while the most ex-
pensive was $4.17 per gallon.

The national average price of gasoline has risen 0.4 
cents in the last week, averaging $3.51 per gallon. The 
national average is down 14.9 cents per gallon from 
a month ago and stands 95.6 cents per gallon lower 
than a year ago. The national average price of diesel 
has fallen 4.0 cents in the last week and stands at $3.97 
per gallon.

“With oil prices bouncing back over $70 per barrel 
after reaching as low as $66 in early May, we’ve seen 
gasoline prices move higher in some states, while oth-
ers have continued to decline. The national average 
has seen little change as a result, but overall, gasoline 
prices continue to see significant relief from year ago 
levels,” said Patrick De Haan, head of petroleum anal-
ysis at GasBuddy.

De Haan concluded, “We’re likely to soon see gaso-
line prices slip to their largest year on year deficit since 
Covid hit, when prices fell over $1 per gallon from 
2019. So the relief at the pump as been significant and 
even though the gas price decline hit pause last week 
it’s looking more likely that, barring a major hurri-
cane or series of refinery outages, the national average 
may not end up hitting the $4 per gallon mark. That is 
something that will make most motorists very happy.”

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 mil-
lion weekly price reports covering over 150,000 gas sta-
tions across the country.

With summer ap-
proaching, my calen-
dar’s color codes reflect 
where I will be dogsitting 
and housesitting.

Words to Live By

In the 1970s the US 
Government began 
launching satellites 
into space to help them 
track enemy threats as 
well and pinpoint the 
locations of objects 
such as submarines.  
The end result of this 
project that placed sat-
ellites into space for 
more than a decade, 
was a global position-
ing system.  The pri-
vate, military side of 
the system is still re-
stricted, but the public 
side has redefined how 
parents keep up with 
their kids, how you 
drive, measure exercise 
goals and much more.  
GPS as we know it is an 
essential component to 
many things we do to 
help us know where we 
are and where we need 
to be going.    

In a similar way, God 
also has a positioning 
system that tells you 
His direction and will.  
Near the end of the four 
decades of God’s judg-
ment on the rebellious 
generation of Israelites, 
God positioned them 
to enter the promised 
land, but it was differ-
ent than the first time 
the nation approached 
the land.   Deuterono-
my 2:1 says “Then we 
turned and journeyed 
into the wilderness in 
the direction of the Red 
Sea, as the Lord told 
me.  And for many days 
we traveled around 
Mount Seir.”  The direc-
tion God told them to 
go initially went in the 
opposite direction of 
the promised land, be-
fore they circled back 
up to the north, but they 

listened and obeyed 
and ended up right 
where God wanted 
them.  When they quit 
moaning and groaning 
about the challenges or 
how things didn’t make 
sense to them and fo-
cused on God’s word 
and His will, they were 
ready to be led right 
where God wanted 
them.  

In a similar way, God’ 
positioning system is 
still in full operation, 
as His truth is laid out 
in His Word, and as His 
Holy Spirit helps us ap-
ply, obey and be led in 
accordance with His 
will.  When you focus 
on what He says and 
obey in childlike faith, 
you put yourself right 
where God wants you 
according to God’s Po-
sitioning System.

Growing up in Friona 
in our agricultural set-
ting we are intimately 
tied to weather. Every 
spring we watch the 
dryline bounce back 
and forth across the 
Panhandle. We know 
all too well that east of 
the dryline the chance 
of moisture is greatly 
increased and west of 
the dryline the reality 
of wind is multiplied 
by a thousand, or so it 
may feel. Much of the 
time the dryline sets 
up over us giving us the 
smell of rain, but the 
weather builds here 
and rains east of here. 
Then there are those 
rare occasions that the 
dryline heads west of 
us and we do benefit 
from the east side of the 

dryline, and so life goes 
for us on the western 
side of the Panhandle. 
We are stronger due to 
the wind and thankful 
when moisture does 
come our way.

Life has a way of mim-
icking weather some-
times, anyway. Life has 
moments of promise, 
the clouds build, the 
smell of rain is in the 
air only to be dashed 
by some unforeseen 
event, or circumstance. 
The trials of life blow in 
relentlessly taking their 
toll, but also build-
ing our resolve. Faith 
is the lens through 
which we must look at 
things. James would 
tell us to “2 Consider 
it pure joy, my broth-
ers and sisters, when-

ever you face trials of 
many kinds, 3 because 
you know that the test-
ing of your faith pro-
duces perseverance. 4 
Let perseverance fin-
ish its work so that you 
may be mature and 
complete, not lacking 
anything.” NASV Life 
here can be tough, rain 
can be scarce, but faith 
produces perseverance 
and perseverance can 
make us mature and 
complete.

So, in the end we 
lean into the wind, give 
thanks when the rains 
come and stay the 
course and trust the 
God who gives us ev-
erything we need to get 
home. Life can be full 
of joy even on the west 
side of the dryline. 

For the last two 
weeks, we have been 
reading Psalms in our 
chronological order 
study of the Bible. I 
admit that sometimes 
I don’t get much from 
reading one psalm af-
ter another. But, I also 
have to admit I have 
gotten more, and been 
touched more, from the 
readings this time. 

This morning, I was 
reading Psalm 101, and 
I thought this Psalm 
of David was a good 
checklist for how we 
are living our lives. One 
of the things that spoke 
to me is, are we do-
ing these things in our 
homes? 

It is pretty easy to 
think of home as our 
safe place where we can 
say and do anything we 
please, simply because 
no one will hear or see 
us. And, since home is 
our safe place, no one 
but our spouse, and 
maybe our kids, will 
know how we really 
feel about someone or 

something. I have to 
wonder how some of 
the things I said or did 
in the presence of my 
kids affected them in 
a negative way; how it 
may have contributed 
to their behavior or 
thoughts of some peo-
ple.  

We are wrong to 
think that we can get 
away with doing and 
saying things in our 
“safe place”, because 
God knows; the only 
One who really mat-
ters, knows; and, that is 
why the way we behave 
in the privacy of our 
homes matters. 

If how we behave mat-
ters to God, it should 
matter to us. So, please 
read the words of Psalm 
101, and see how you 
are doing. What areas 
do you (and I) need to 
change? How can I lead 
a life pleasing to God 
and myself? Am I will-
ing to make changes to 
honor God and myself? 

Psalm 101: “I will sing 
of your love and justice. 

I will praise you, LORD, 
with songs. I will be 
careful to live a blame-
less life---when will you 
come to my aid? I will 
lead a life of integrity in 
my own home. I will re-
fuse to look at anything 
vile and vulgar. I hate 
all crooked dealings; 
I will have nothing to 
do with them. I will re-
ject perverse ideas and 
stay away from every 
evil, I will not tolerate 
people who slander 
their neighbors, I will 
not endure conceit and 
pride. I will keep a pro-
tective eye on the god-
ly, so they may dwell 
with me in safety. Only 
those who are above re-
proach will be allowed 
to serve me. I will not 
allow deceivers to 
serve me, and liars will 
not be allowed to enter 
my presence. My daily 
task will be to ferret out 
criminals and free the 
city of the LORD from 
their grip.”

American who had been abducted as 
a nine-year-old child and assimilated 
into the Nokoni tribe.

Quanah Parker emerged as a domi-
nant figure in the Red River War, clash-
ing repeatedly with Colonel Ranald S. 
Mackenzie. With European-Ameri-
cans hunting American bison, the Co-
manches’ primary food source, into 
near extinction, Quanah Parker even-
tually surrendered and peaceably led 
the Kwahadi to the reservation at Fort 
Sill, Oklahoma.

Fort Hood renamed after Korean, 
Vietnam war hero

It’s official. Fort Hood, named for 
a high-ranking Confederate officer 
in the Civil War, has been renamed 
Fort Cavazos, in honor of native Tex-
an Richard E. Cavazos, the country’s 
first Hispanic four-star general.

Fort Cavazos is the Army’s largest 
armored, active-duty military instal-
lation, according to a report in the 
Austin American-Statesman. It is 
one of nine that are being renamed 
around the country, based on rec-
ommendations from a naming com-
mittee commissioned by Congress 
to remove the names, symbols and 
displays that honor the Confedera-
cy.

Cavazos was widely decorated for 
his service during the Korean and 
Vietnam wars, receiving two Distin-
guished Service Cross medals dur-
ing his military career. He died in 
2017 at 88.

State rep expelled from Texas 
House

The Texas House voted 147-0 to ex-
pel state Rep. Bryan Slaton after an 
investigating committee determined 
he engaged in inappropriate behav-
ior with a 19-year-old legislative 
aide. Slaton, R-Royce City, was found 
to have had sexual intercourse with 
the aide, who works in his office, and 
to have supplied alcohol to an und-
eraged person on at least three occa-
sions, the Statesman reported.

Slaton resigned the day before the 
vote to expel him but would have 

remained an officeholder and been 
paid until a successor was elected 
through a special election.

“Expulsion of a member of this 
body is rare,” House Speaker Dade 
Phelan said. “Mr. Slaton’s preda-
tory behavior merits such a conse-
quence. I am proud of my colleagues 
for holding each of us accountable.”

Slaton is the first House member to 
be expelled since 1927, according to 
the Statesman.

Eight more counties added to di-
saster declaration

The Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Agency has added eight more 
Texas counties to  a disaster decla-
ration after an early February ice 
storm caused considerable damage 
across wide swaths of the state, Gov. 
Greg Abbott announced last week.

“This update will help support on-
going recovery efforts in Texas com-
munities impacted by Winter Storm 
Mara in February,” Abbott said.

The eight added to the 13 already 
approved by FEMA are Falls, Hop-
kins, Red River, Anderson, Gillespie, 
Kerr, Kimble and Limestone coun-
ties. The counties are now eligible 
for federal funding for debris remov-
al and repairs to infrastructure.

dents eligible for the program, mod-
ify the state’s standardized testing 
program, and eliminate the Senate 
bill’s restriction on teaching about 
gender and sexual orientation.

A move to get the bill quickly out of 
committee failed after state Rep. Er-
nest Bailes, R-Shepherd, questioned 
why the committee wanted to move 
forward without holding a public 
hearing.

“You’re trying to bring an 80-page 

substitution to this body and force 
a vote without thoughtful delibera-
tion,” Bailes said. House committees 
have until May 20 to vote on Senate 
bills to advance them to the full floor.

The Senate version of the bill would 
give parents who opt out of the pub-
lic school system up to $8,000 in 
taxpayer money to pay for a child’s 
private schooling and related edu-
cational expenses, such as textbooks 
or tutoring.
