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Parmer County
burn ban lifted

Parmer County Com-
missioners Court met in
regular session on Mon-
day, June 12th, 2023 at
10:00 a.m. in the County
Courtroom of the Parm-
er County Courthouse in
Farwell, Texas. The meet-
ing began with prayer
and the Pledge of Alle-
giance to the American
Flag and Texas Flag.

A public hearing on
vote centers in Parmer
County was held and 14
individuals spoke in fa-
vor of having 4 polling
locations that any Par-
mer County voter could
utilize.

Commissioners voted
to lift the burn ban. Most
of the county is very
green due to the abun-
dant rains received dur-
ing the past 4-5 weeks.
Precipitation maps show
that nearly all of Parmer
County received at least
10 inches of rain. The lift-
ing of the ban will be in
effect for ninety days.

A Road Use, Repair,
and Improvement
Agreement with Lazbud-
die Wind Energy LLC
was approved. The Laz-
buddie 1 Wind Project
is scheduled to begin in
December.

In response to Gov-
ernor Abbott’s disaster
declaration for Parmer
County due to recent
flooding, Commission-
ers passed the necessary
motions to be consid-
ered for any possible re-
imbursement. There is a
$48,000 threshold or de-
ductible amount.

County Clerk Susie
Spring provided an up-

date on recent legislative
activity. Commissioners
approved a resolution
supporting inclusion in
the Texas CountyWide
Polling Place Program.

Sealed bids were
opened and First Bank
Trust of Lubbock was
awarded the banking
depository contract with
Parmer County.

Sheriff Geske report-
ed to the Court that the
Parmer County Law
Enforcement Center is
currently housing 33 in-
mates of which 14 are
paying customers from
Dawson County.

In other business, the
yearly salary contribu-
tion agreement with
Texas A&M Agrilife Ex-
tension Services was re-
newed. A budget amend-
ment for Precinct 3 was
approved. The biennial
interlocal agreement for
E9-1-1 and PSAP Equip-
ment was approved. A
water line under a coun-
ty road in Precinct 3 was
approved.

There were no com-
ments from the public
during the open forum.
Minutes from the May
22nd meeting were read
and approved. Commis-
sioners approved the
payment of the accounts
payables as presented by
County Treasurer Sha-
ron May. The Treasurer’s
Payroll Report was also
approved. The next regu-
lar meeting is Monday,
June 26th.

All meetings are open
to the public. Informa-
tion in this article is only
a summary.

One of the many projects that the City of Friona has underway is Buena Tierra. Phase 1 of the hous-
ing project is progressing and will consist of one 3-bedroom home and two 4-bedroom homes. This
first phase is scheduled to be completed by August 13th. Other projects on deck include community
center renovation, street lights on main, demolition of 4-Way Pump building and adding new busi-
nesses on the property, daycare center renovation, fire station remodeling, and more on the horizon.

Diesel prices drift lower

Average gasoline
prices in Texas have
rose 8.9 cents last week,
averaging $3.13 per
gallon, according to
GasBuddy’s survey of
13,114 stations in Tex-
as. According to Gas-
Buddy price reports,
the cheapest station
in Texas was priced at
$2.19 while the most
expensive was $4.17
per gallon.

The national average
price of gasoline has
risen 5.6 cents in the
last week, averaging
$3.57 per gallon. The
national average price
of diesel has fallen 1.6
cents in the last week
and stands at $3.87 per
gallon.

“We've seen some
hefty gas price increas-
es in several states in
the Great Lakes and
also in Florida. These
areas saw prices jump
up in line with be-
haviors that see such
jumps every couple of
weeks.  Exacerbating
these routine jumps
was government data
that showed the third
straight week with U.S.

gasoline demand over
the critical 9 million
barrel per day mark,
putting upward pres-
sure on average prices
in other areas as well,”
said Patrick De Haan,
head of petroleum
analysis at GasBuddy.
“With the Fed meet-
ing this week to po-
tentially alter interest
rates again, we could
see some turbulence
in oil markets, poten-
tially impacting states
where gas prices were
quiet this week, while
the states that saw a big
jump last week could
see some moderate re-
lief in the week ahead.
The good news has
continued for average
diesel prices, which
again fell last week to
their lowest since early
2022, helping to relieve
some pressure on hard-
hit consumers of die-
sel” De Haan added.
GasBuddy data is
compiled from more
than 11 million weekly
price reports covering
over 150,000 gas sta-
tions across the coun-

try.

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Batteries Required

Have you ever purchased something
that was a wonderful trinket or elec-
tronic gadget that required batteries?
The wonders of such a device are de-
pendent upon a power source that
allows you to enjoy the benefits the
device brings. In a similar way, God’s
blessings often have requirements for
you to partake of them as He intends.
For example, to partake of eternal life
that God gives, you must have saving
faith in Jesus Christ. To have a mar-
riage that is blessed by God, you must
actually get married, not shack up and
convince yourself you're married.

In Deuteronomy the Israelites his-
tory reminds us that many of God’s
blessings have a requirement of obedi-
ence. In Deuteronomy 2 the Israelites
are marching closer to the promised
land after their wilderness wander-
ings, but they are reminded that to ex-
perience God’s blessings, obedience
is required. After passing peacefully
through Edom, Moab and Ammon
they sought to pass through the land
of King Sihon of Heshbon, but this pa-
gan king would not allow it. Therefore,

God gave them this land (Dt 2:31), but
for the Israelites to receive this land
they would have to go to battle for it.
This is exactly what they did, and the
Lord gave them tremendous victory as
they marched forth in obedience. If
they would have shrunk back in fear, as
did their fathers, they would not have
received the blessing of the land, but
they did go forth in obedience and re-
ceived the land God gave them.

As Christians, God wants you to live
out an abundant life filled with His
blessings, but you must live in obedi-
ence to enjoy them. That’s why Jesus
said in Matthew 6:33 that we must
“seek first the kingdom of God and
His righteousness,” and in Luke 11:28
he said “Blessed rather are those who
hear the word of God and keep it!”

State Capital Highlights

New $321.3 billion budget sent to Abbott

Texas comptroller Glenn Hegar has certified that
the recently passed $321.3 billion, two-year state
budget is balanced. The budget legislation is the
only task required of lawmakers by the Texas Con-
stitution, the Texas Tribune reported. That means
Gov. Greg Abbott can now review the 1,115-page
document and potentially veto certain items that
do not meet his approval. The deadline to do so is
June 18.

Abbott’s line-item veto authority only applies to
the state budget. The 2024-2025 budget allocates
tax money toward tax cuts, broadband internet
expansion, border security and raises for state
employees, to name a few items. It does not pro-
vide increased pay for teachers. Although $4 bil-
lion has been set aside to increase teacher salaries
and public-school funding, that will occur only if
the Legislature acts separately to create a private
school voucher program. Legislation for that failed
in the regular legislative session but likely will be
considered again in a special session later this year.

Jackson named interim chair of PUC

Kathleen Jackson, recently confirmed to the Pub-
lic Utility of Commission by the Texas Senate, has
been named interim chair by Abbott. That follows
the resignation of chair Peter Lake, who will re-
main on the PUC until July 1. He joined the PUC
in April 2021 in the wake of the major failure of the
electric service after Winter Storm Uri the previous
February.

“I'm honored and humbled by Governor Abbott’s
trust and confidence in me to lead the Public Util-
ity Commission at this very important time for the
agency and for Texas,” Jackson said.

In a June 12, 1987
speech President Ron-
ald Reagan dared the
Soviet Union’s presi-
dent, Mikhail Gor-
bachev, to “tear down
[the] wall” that had
separated [East and
West Germany for
more than a quarter of
a century. Even with
doubtful warnings from
White House insiders,
Reagan’s daring leap
crushed Communism
in Russia and Europe.
The wall came down
and East Germany was
finally liberated.

History.com explains
that “In 1945, follow-
ing Germany’s defeat
in World War 1II, the
nation’s capital, Ber-
lin, was divided into
four sections, with the
Americans, British and
French controlling the
western region and the

Soviets gaining power
in the eastern region.
In May 1949, the three
western sections came
together as the Federal
Republic of Germany
(West Germany), with
the German Demo-
cratic Republic (East
Germany) being estab-
lished in October of that
same year. In 1952, the
border between the two
countries was closed
and by the following
year East Germans were
prosecuted if they left
their country without

permission. In August
1961, the Berlin Wall
was erected by the East
German government to
prevent its citizens from
escaping to the West.”

Constancio, who manages
the service station for Ken-
drick Oil Company, said he
has been unable to obtain
gas since June 1. Several
service stations here have
had to stay closed for a day
or so, or close early in the
day after running out of
gasoline. Many are find-
ing it difficult to take care
of their regular customers
and limiting the amount
purchased at one time has
become a common prac-
tice.
