Summer starts 
with lower prices

By GasBuddy

Average gasoline prices in Texas fell 8.7 cents last 
week, averaging $3.12 per gallon, according to Gas-
Buddy’s survey of 13,114 stations in Texas. Prices in 
Texas are 7.1 cents per gallon higher than a month 
ago and stand 125.7 cents per gallon lower than a 
year ago. According to GasBuddy price reports, the 
cheapest station in Texas was priced at $2.56 while 
the most expensive was $4.17 per gallon

The national average price of gasoline fell 4.1 cents 
last week, averaging $3.50 per gallon. The national 
average is down 1.9 cents per gallon from a month 
ago and stands 129.3 cents per gallon lower than a 
year ago. The national average price of diesel fell 3.4 
cents last week and stands at $3.80 per gallon.

“Just ahead of Independence Day, the national 
average has fallen to its lowest level since late April, 
with oil prices remaining under considerable pres-
sure due to a cloudy outlook for the global economy. 
We could see gasoline prices under some additional 
pressure soon, especially as we head into the clos-
ing innings of summer next month,” said Patrick De 
Haan, head of petroleum analysis at GasBuddy.

De Haan continued, “For now, gasoline demand 
will likely ramp up as we enter the peak of the sum-
mer, with millions of Americans set to take to the 
roads with some of the season’s lowest average gaso-
line prices. At the half point of the year, the national 
average is right at level we anticipated for a full year 
average. While that’s good news, I believe we may 
see prices close out the second half of the year below 
our expectations, which would be welcome news for 
motorists, and the possibility exists that the national 
average this fall could fall under $3 per gallon.”

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 mil-
lion weekly price reports covering over 150,000 gas 
stations across the country.

The United States Postal Service 
has filed notice with the Postal Reg-
ulatory Commission (PRC) of mail-
ing services price changes to take 
effect July 9, 2023. The new rates 
include a three-cent increase in the 
price of a First-Class Mail Forever 
stamp from 63 cents to 66 cents.

If favorably reviewed by the Com-
mission, the proposed increases 

will raise First-Class Mail prices ap-
proximately 5.4 percent to offset the 
rise in inflation. The price changes 
have been approved by the Gover-
nors of the U.S. Postal Service.

The price for 1-ounce metered 
mail will increase to 63 cents, and the 
price to send a domestic postcard 
will increase to 51 cents. A 1-ounce 
letter mailed to another country 

would increase to $1.50. There will 
be no change to the single-piece let-
ter and flat additional-ounce price, 
which remains at 24 cents. The 
Postal Service is also seeking price 
adjustments for Special Services 
products including Certified Mail, 
Post Office Box rental fees, money 
order fees and the cost to purchase 
insurance when mailing an item.

I apologize if I have told this story 
before, but I know people of all ages 
struggle with surrendering their con-
victions to the world. I just want to 
encourage you to surrender only to 
Jesus, not to the world!

If I remember correctly, it was July 
5th,1966 when my parents took my 
cousins, my brother and me to the 
Rocksprings rodeo. As I watched the 
rodeo, I saw a young woman drinking 
a can of Lone Star beer and smoking 
a cigarette. On the way home, I said 
I thought that girl looked “trashy”. 
My dad said I should never criticize 
anyone like that because I would 
probably turn out to be like her. It 
was then that I made up my mind to 
never drink. Believe it or not, I have 
stuck with that promise. I just wish I 
could keep the same promise when it 
comes to Dr. Pepper and food!

When I was in college, I would go to 
bars and parties, and people would 
always try to get me to drink. After 
about a year of politely telling them 
I didn’t drink, they left me alone. 
In fact, it was at a bar in Lubbock 
where I realized one night that I was 
no longer trying to prove to my dad 
that I wouldn’t drink; I wasn’t drink-
ing simply because I didn’t want to 
drink! 

Last week, I got to thinking about 
this as I was driving to Uvalde. It 
dawned on me that I would have 

probably disappointed God if I had 
given in and started drinking just to 
be part of a crowd, or to be accepted. 
I would have been surrendering who 
I am, and who I want to be, to the 
world. This is true not only for drink-
ing; it is true when you surrender any 
conviction to the world.

Everyone (and especially young 
people) needs to learn to be you, 
the person God created you to be. In 
today’s world, it takes a lot of cour-
age and strength to stand up for your 
convictions and be that person, es-
pecially if you are a Christian who 
knows the Word and tries to live it. 

I have always found that even 
though people may be uncomfort-
able around me for not drinking, they 
usually respect me for living what 
I believe. They may choose to talk 
about me and make fun of me; they 
might not invite me to parties. No 
matter what they choose to do, I am 
fine, and so are you!!! I will always try 
to be nice to people and accept them 
for who they are. Most of all, I will be 
comfortable being the person God 
created me to be, and I will continue 
to work on the things God points out 
that I need to change. Because God 
loves each of us so very much, He 
never gives up on improving us, and 
aren’t we glad for that???!!! We just 
need to surrender to Jesus in all that 
we say and do, and not to the world!

For those who dislike arithmetic this 
article will be a disappointment, and 
for those looking to bash “new math” 
methods and ways to solve will likewise 
be left wanting more, because the way-
ward math that you need to be aware 
of is in relation to spiritual matters, 
not simply numbers and equations.  In 
Deuteronomy 4:2, the Lord warns of a 
devilish kind of addition and subtrac-
tion as He commanded, “You shall not 
add to the word that I command you, 
nor take from it, that you may keep the 
commandments of the Lord your God 
that I command you.”  Wayward and 
wicked math is when you add to or sub-
tract from God’s word, and through Is-
rael’s history they were prone to do just 
that.  They might add to God’s word in 
their allowances of idolatry, and in Je-
sus’ day a massive legalistic religion had 
been added to the Law of God to help 
others see the holiness of the religious 
leaders.  Israel was also prone to take 
away from God’s word as well by ignor-
ing God honoring giving, the prophets 
who preached the Word of God were 
persecuted, and when the feasts were 
forgotten.  In subtracting from God’s

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Go see Buffalo Lake (while it’s holding water again)

If you haven’t done so 
yet, you probably owe 
yourself a trip over to 
Umbarger. Either a drive 
within the Buffalo Lake 
refuge or jaunt south 
down FM 168 to cross 
Tierra Blanca Creek in 
front of the dam and get 
a look at Buffalo Lake 
while it has water and is, 
indeed, for the first time 
in a long time, a lake. At-
taining that status doesn’t 
happen often in the mod-
ern era for what was once 
a Panhandle playground.  

We visited the lake the 
other evening before sun-
down. It was a bittersweet 
sentimental journey that 
brought back memories 
of great times, as well 
as recollections of what 
some of us around here 
will always regard as a 
government boondoggle 
in the handling of a water 
resource.

Buffalo Lake was cre-
ated with the building of 
Umbarger Dam by the 
U.S. Department of Ag-
riculture. Back in 1937, 
Buffalo Lake pooled be-
hind Umbarger Dam, 
built as part of the Bank-
head-Jones Farm Tenant 
Act of 1937. Water in a dry 
land instantly attracted 
waterfowl along the Cen-
tral Flyway.

The Soil Conservation 
Service first managed the 
lake for water conserva-
tion, recreation, and as a 
wildlife sanctuary.

Flowing spring waters 
along the Tierra Blanca 
Creek watershed—likely 
augmented by irriga-
tion runoff in latter days, 
made for a jewel of fondly 
recalled recreational op-
portunity across decades 
into the late 1960s.

It was in 1958 that the 
7,664 acres were trans-
ferred to the Department 
of Interior and in 1959, 
Buffalo Lake National 
Wildlife Refuge was es-
tablished. 

During its salad days 
Buffalo Lake drew fish-
ermen from all over the 
Panhandle, particularly 
nearby Hereford, Can-
yon, and Amarillo, and 
there was excellent an-
gling for panfish includ-
ing bass and crappie, and 
channel catfish. There 
were bait stores in nearby 
Umbarger.

On the west side of 
the lake itself, you could 
store a boat, rent a boat, 
or obtain accommoda-
tions for a day or several. 
On weekends or late in 
the week there would be 
a line of boats headed 
for this shortgrass prairie 
lake.

An abundance of trees 
were a while in getting es-
tablished but eventually 
surrounded the lake and 
there were numerous 
choice picnic sites. First 
come, first served, so best 
get there early. I remem-
ber times when the cous-
ins from Saint Louis were 
visiting and other cousins 
from Amarillo would join 
in and we would all gath-
er for a family outing at 
Buffalo Lake replete with 
fishing, picnicking and 
some in-the-water activi-

ties. 
My grandad would take 

his before-its-time camp-
er bus replete with kitch-
en and line a whole sec-
tion of the shoreline with 
fishing rods in conduit 
holders. Perry Van Vliet 
from Hart could catch a 
burlap sack of catfish in a 
couple of hours, stopping 
by the lake on a return 
trip from Amarillo buy-
ing carpentry supplies.

There was water skiing 
on Buffalo Lake. There 
were fishing boats up 
and down. When the wa-
terfowl wintering season 
came, floating barrel bar-
riers on cables marked 
the limit that boats could 
traverse, the south end of 
the refuge was for water-
fowl and bald and golden 
eagles—it all worked out 
nicely since there weren’t 
a lot of water contact 
sports going on in the 
cold weather months 
anyway.

I can remember folks 
who attended church 
in Nazareth on Sunday 
morning—they had their 
boat parked just down 
the hill and right after 
church they would hitch 
up and hook ‘em for Buf-
falo Lake for a day of fam-
ily water skiing action. 
Thinking about that was 
a distraction from the 
sermon.

Tierra Blanca Creek 
and natural springs fed 
Buffalo Lake until the 
1970s. Irrigation and 
urban water pumping 
sapped the water table 
and, simultaneously, the 
rains decreased. 

Tierra Blanca Creek 
dried up. With the end 
of quality spring water, 
eventually so did Buffalo 
Lake. 

After a torrential rain 
known as the Memo-
rial Day Flood filled the 
lake to what some par-
ties termed “capacity” in 
May of 1978, folks got all 
excited over the prospect 

of their recreation lake 
being back again. Texas 
Parks and Wildlife even 
stocked some fish. De-
spite the fact that it stood 
up to a substantial flood 
surge and saved Canyon 
from even worse flood-
ing, Umbarger Dam was 
suddenly deemed unsafe 
and declarations from on 
high in Washington were 
that the lake must imme-
diately be drained.

Those were fighting 
words. A volunteer citi-
zen committee includ-
ing folks from Hereford, 
Canyon, and Amarillo 
formed and took legal ac-
tion against the Depart-
ment of the Interior and 

the Fish and Wildlife Ser-
vice. Hearings were held. 
One in Canyon reached 
near-riotous proportions 
as oblivious Interior of-
ficials citing rote policy 
way-under-gauged the 
intense emotional at-
tachment to Buffalo Lake 
and what locals deemed 
the unwarranted drain-
age of the lake.

Draining of the lake 
was stalled by the citizen 
committee legal action 
for two years—a little 
longer thanks to the sud-
den mysterious disap-
pearance of the wheel 
controlling the gate at 
the dam amidst dark of 
the night activity, but in-

evitably the Feds, who in 
the opinion of some Buf-
falo Lake backers, didn’t 
care about Panhandle 
water, prevailed. 

The Umbarger Dam 
was summarily con-
demned and the lake 
drained. 

In 1992, the Fish and 
Wildlife Service replaced 
Umbarger Dam with 
a lower flood control 
structure different in ap-
pearance and build from 
the old dam. 

There’s no denying that 
now, when major storms 
occasionally flood Tierra 
Blanca Creek, they are 
essentially a cattle ma-
nure washout of feedlots 

from Hereford virtually 
to the New Mexico bor-
der. Accordingly, water 
quality suffers from up-
stream cattle feedlots 
and water is laden with 
fecal matter and e-coli 
bacteria, prompting a no 
water contact directive. 

Per Fed policy from 
Washington, our close-
to-home refuge releases 
any accumulated wa-
ter and instead the dry 
lakebed is managed as 
an arid wildlife habitat. 

All of that is hard to 
ponder when one looks 
at water again in the 
fondly-recalled expanse 
of Buffalo Lake where 
we once dunked home-
made dough bait and 
cranked channel catfish 
from the south end. 

The tainted waters are 
deceptively blue and 
nonhazardous-appear-
ing at a distance. Don’t 
they shine amidst the 
green of surrounding 
grassland. The water will 
be there at least for a lit-
tle while.

Our friends Jude Smith, 
refuge manager, and 
Melanie Hartman, who 
work at the Buffalo Lake, 
Muleshoe, and Grulla 
wildlife refuges, do their 
best to manage what’s 
there at Buffalo Lake 
peaceably, according 
to dictums from agency 
folks far-removed from 
Panhandle values.

At least the grassland 
and the wildflowers, the 
walking trails, and the 
viewing points haven’t 
yet been condemned.  

Go see Buffalo Lake the 
way it used to be—while 
you can.
