Wrong Way?

America’s “dare dev-
ils” of the skies pack the 
history of aviation. The 
Wright brothers, for ex-
ample, invented the air-
plane and flew the first 
powered flight in 1903, 
while other risk takers 
— Charles Lindbergh 
and Amelia Earhart — 
piloted solo and non-
stop across the Atlantic 
in 1927 and 1932, re-
spectively.

And then there was 
Douglas Corrigan: an 
aircraft mechanic who 
salvaged an airplane 

from a trash heap, re-
stored it, and soared 
from California to New 
York. He anticipated 
a transatlantic jour-

ney, but the authorities 
quashed it.

Even so, on July 17, 
1938, Corrigan took off–
allegedly for California, 

but reversed course, 
turned east, crossed the 
Atlantic, and ended up 
in Ireland 28 hours later.

Afterwards, he was 
famously known as 
“Wrong Way” Corrigan.

Gas prices remain stable
By GasBuddy

Cheesecake

Average gasoline prices in Texas rose 9.2 cents per 
last week, averaging $3.23 per gallon, according to 
GasBuddy’s survey of 13,114 stations in Texas. Prices 
in Texas are 2.3 cents per gallon higher than a month 
ago and stand 58.5 cents per gallon lower than a 
year ago. According to GasBuddy price reports, the 
cheapest station in Texas was priced at $2.45 while 
the most expensive was $4.17 per gallon.

The national average price of gasoline rose 2.1 cents 
last week, averaging $3.55 per gallon. The national 
average is down 0.4 cents per gallon from a month 
ago and stands 78.0 cents per gallon lower than a 
year ago. The national average price of diesel rose 2.7 
cents in the last week and stands at $3.83 per gallon.

“For another week, we saw little meaningful 
change in the national average, which has been stuck 
in the same 10 cent range we’re in today since April. 
It’s been a remarkably quiet summer for gas prices, 
which have been far less active than normal,” said 
Patrick De Haan, head of petroleum analysis at Gas-
Buddy.

De Haan added, “However, with tremendous heat 
gripping much of the country, I remain concerned 
about the fuel that such high temperatures will pro-
vide for tropical systems that venture into the Atlantic 
and Caribbean. For now, I don’t expect much change 
in the toss up that has been gas prices for weeks on 
end. But, with gasoline demand now hitting its sum-
mer high, there remain some risks that could disturb 
gas prices in a significant way before summer’s end.”

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 mil-
lion weekly price reports covering over 150,000 gas 
stations across the country.

(For a mini 
muffin pan, see recipe note.) 
This recipe yields only 9–10 mini 
cheesecakes, so there will be 2–3 
empty.  You could skip the liners 
and spray the pan with non-stick 
spray or grease with butter, but 
the mini cheesecakes are pret-
ty stubborn to release from the 
pan.  I recommend using liners 
to make things easier.

Make the crust: Combine all of 
the crust ingredients in a medi-
um bowl. Mixture will be sandy. 
Firmly press a heaping Table-
spoon of crust mixture into each 
liner.  (I use closer to 1 and 1/2 
Tablespoons of crust per mini 
cheesecake.) Pre-bake for 5 min-
utes.

Make the filling: Using a hand-
held or stand mixer fitted with a 
paddle or whisk attachment, beat 
the cream cheese and granulated 
sugar together on medium-high 
speed in a large bowl until the 
mixture is smooth and creamy, 
about 1 minute.  Add the sour 
cream, vanilla extract, and lemon 
juice then beat until fully com-
bined.  On medium speed, add 
the egg and beat just until com-
bined.  Batter will be thick.  Di-
vide the batter between all the 
liners.  It’s about 1 Tablespoon 
per cheesecake.

Bake until the edges are set, 
and the centers only slightly jig-
gle, about 18–20 minutes.

Set the pan on a wire rack and 
allow cheesecakes to cool at room 
temperature for 30 minutes, then 
transfer to the refrigerator and 
chill for at least 2 hours and up 
to 1 day.  If chilling for longer 
than 2 hours, loosely cover the 
cheesecakes.  The cheesecakes 

will slightly sink in the middle as 
they chill.  It gives you room for 
toppings!  Once chilled, add any 
desired toppings (see Note be-
low) and serve.  Cover and store 
leftover cheesecakes in the re-
frigerator for up to 5 days.

Notes
Make Ahead Instructions: Pre-

pare the cheesecakes through 
Step 3 up to 2–3 days in advance.  
Cover unbaked cheesecakes 
and store in the refrigerator un-
til ready to bake.  Continue with 
Step 4.  Freeze individual baked 
cheesecakes for up to 3 months.  
Thaw overnight in the refrigera-
tor before serving.

Super Mini Cheesecakes: Line 
a 24-count mini muffin pan with 
mini muffin liners or grease with 
nonstick spray or butter.  For easy 
and seamless removal from the 
pan, using liners is preferable.  
Make the crust and cheesecake 
batter as directed.  Press 2 tea-
spoons of crust into each mini 
muffin liner.  Pre-bake at 350°F 
(177°C) for 4 minutes.  Remove 
from the oven and fill each with 
cheesecake batter.  Bake for 10–
11 minutes or until the cheese-
cakes appear set on top.  Con-
tinue with Step 6 in this recipe.  
Yields approximately 30 super 
mini cheesecakes.

How comfortable am I?

To Include or Exclude

Comfort is king, as countless areas 
in you life makes clear.  You adjust the 
thermostat for a comfortable tempera-
ture, your bed may adjust for maxi-
mum comfort, your car seat adjusts 
for the sake of comfort, and you may 
drastically avoid people who make you 
uncomfortable.  With the aforemen-
tioned examples, they are not bad in 
and of themselves, but the reality is 
that when one lives our comfort, that 
can become a tremendous spiritual 
hinderance and even lead into idola-
try.  	

Deuteronomy 4:25-26 warns the Is-
raelites against the dangers of idolizing 
comfort by saying, “When you father 
children and children’s children, and 
have grown old in the land, if you act 
corruptly by making a carved image in 
the form of anything, and by doing what 
is evil in the sight of the Lord your God, 
so as to provoke him to anger…You will 
not live long in it [the promised land], 
but will be utterly destroyed.”  It is in-
teresting that there is a warning against 
getting comfortable, complacent and 
apathetic, even as you are enjoying the 
gifts and blessings of God.  When one’s 
life begins to revolve around comfort 

and preferences instead of the mission 
of Christ and glorifying God, then one 
is in dangerous territory.  The danger 
of comfort is that it seduces you away 
from a fervent and vibrant faith in 
Christ, and replaces it with a love for 
the comforts we begin to depend on 
for happiness.  Instead of forsaking 
all things and following Christ, one’s 
obedience has limits, based on when, 
where and convenience instead of 
the attitude of “Wherever He leads I’ll 
go.”  Through Israel’s history, one sees 
that comfort cooled their love for God 
which began to open the door for idol 
worship and a host of other sins that 
were an abomination to God.  

As you consider the warning against 
idolizing comfort, may you also be 
encouraged by many godly examples 
who traded in their comfort for a cross 
to bear daily as they walked with Christ 
each day.  Moses shunned the luxu-
ries of Egyptian royalty, Daniel denied 
himself food from the King’s table, Es-
ther risked her life, Matthew left his lu-
crative career, and Jesus left the glory 
of heaven to die on the cross, so that 
you could one day enjoy the comforts 
and glory of heaven.

We had a family re-
union for my side of the 
family this past week-
end. It was the first re-
union we have had in 
over 50 years, and it was 
a great reunion!!!

When one cousin, 
Oran, texted to say he 
and his sister, and their 
spouses, were coming, 
he said, “Thank you for 
including us.”

I thought it was a little 
strange that he thanked 
us for including them, 
but I didn’t really think 
anything about it until 
he said it again when he 
signed a family reunion 
guest book, and then 
again when they were 
leaving.

After they left, my 
brother shared part of 
a conversation he had 
with Oran. Oran’s dad 
passed away at age 35, 
and his grandmother 
Carson died at an early 
age. His grandfather re-
married, and so did his 
mother. It turns out that 
the step-grandmother 
was Cinderella’s step-
mother on steroids. On 

Oran’s grandfather’s 
deathbed, she got him 
to sign a new will with 
XXX; she cut Oran and 
his sisters out of the will. 
When their mother died, 
she got a restraining or-
der to keep her from be-
ing buried next to Oran’s 
father. 

We were all teenagers 
the last time we were 
together, so since we 
haven’t had any contact 
with one another, I am 
sure Oran didn’t feel 
included in our fam-
ily, and that breaks my 
heart! There isn’t a much 
worse feeling than not 
feeling included, feeling 
left out, or not feeling 
wanted, especially by 
family.  

I guess the purpose 
of writing this is to say 
that I need to do a better 
job of including people, 
especially my family. I 
reasoned that because 
I haven’t had any con-
tact from them, they 
don’t want anything to 
do with us; sadly, we do 
have two family mem-
bers like that. However, 

everyone at this reunion 
does want to be family to 
one another!

So, this is the way I han-
dle situations like this. 
I invite everyone; then, 
I pray and ask God that 
the people who are sup-
posed to be here, will be 
here. The last time I did 
this, the people I really 
didn’t want to come, but 
I invited anyway, didn’t 
come; however, some 
of the people I really 
wanted to come, didn’t 
come either! God knew 
who needed to be here, 
so it is better to include 
rather than exclude and 
make people feel bad or 
hurt their feelings. 

To include or exclude 
is up to each of us. With 
family, there is no ques-
tion, I will invite all of 
them! With others, I will 
invite everyone some-
how, some way; I don’t 
want anyone to feel left 
out or unwanted. With 
that said, I am being to-
tally honest when I say I 
might do a little praying 
and ask God for every-
one not to come!

Parmer County Commissioners met 
in regular session on Monday, July 24, 
2023 at 10:00 a.m. in the County Court-
room of the Parmer County Courthouse 
in Farwell, Texas.

The average rating 
for most counties is around 6-9 months.

The Treasurer’s Quarterly Report was 
reviewed and approved. You can find it 
on page 9 in this issue of the Friona Star.

Sheriff Geske reported to the Court 
that the Parmer County Law Enforce-
ment Center is currently housing 36 
inmates of which 4 are paying custom-
ers from Dawson County and 10 paying 

customers from Lubbock County. He 
also mentioned that an interlocal agree-
ment with the City of Friona was being 
discussed.

In other business, a tile line under a 
county road in Precinct 2 was approved. 
A contract extension with Rana Crow to 
maintain the county website was tabled. 
A request by Rob Pomper to use the 
courthouse lawn for Border Town Days 
was approved. Commissioners also dis-
cussed possible grants in Texas Senate 
Bill 22 but the legislature still has not 
finished the implementation language.

There were no comments from the 
public during the open forum. Min-
utes from the July 10th meeting were 
read and approved. Commissioners 
approved the payment of the accounts 
payables as presented by County Trea-
surer Sharon May. The Treasurer’s Pay-
roll Report was also approved. The next 
regular meeting is Monday, August 
14th.

All meetings are open to the public. 
Information in this article is only a sum-
mary.
