Texas Sales Tax Holiday
isAugust11-13

Texas Comptroller Glenn Hegar is reminding shop-
pers they can save money on clothes and school sup-
plies during the state’s sales tax holiday on Friday,
Saturday and Sunday, August 11-13.

State law exempts sales tax on qualified items —
such as clothing, footwear, school supplies and back-
packs — priced below $100, saving shoppers about
$8 on every $100 they spend. The dates of the sales
tax holiday and list of tax-exempt items are set by the
Texas Legislature.

“As Texans prepare for the back-to-school bell, this
is the perfect time to take advantage of the opportu-
nity to save money on everything from blue jeans to
ballpoint pens,” Hegar said. “As the father of three, I
know how these expenses can add up.”’

The Comptroller’s office estimates that shoppers
will save $136 million in state and local sales tax dur-
ing this sales tax holiday.

Apparel and school supplies that may be purchased
tax free are listed on the Comptroller’s website at
TexasTaxHoliday.org.

During the annual sales tax holiday, qualifying
items can be purchased tax free online or by tele-
phone, mail, custom order or any other means (in-
cluding in-store purchases) when either: (1) the item
is both delivered to, and paid for by, the customer
during the exemption period; or, (2) the customer
orders and pays for the item, and the seller accepts
the order during the exemption period for immedi-
ate shipment, even if delivery is made after the ex-
emption period ends.

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Study shows the health benetfits of pecans

Daily consumption of pecans
have been shown to prevent obesity
and a host of related health issues
like fatty liver disease and diabetes,
according to a collaborative study
by Texas A&M AgrilLife scientists.

“Obesity and diabetes numbers
are increasing in modern society
worldwide, and the trend in high
fat diet consumption is one of the
main reasons besides lifestyle and
genetic predisposition,” said Luis
Cisneros-Zevallos, Ph.D., professor
of horticulture and food science in
the Department of Horticultural
Sciences in the Texas A&M College
of Agriculture and Life Sciences and
affiliate scientist in the Institute for
Advancing Health Through Agri-
culture. “People are searching for
healthier options, and we have now
shown pecans are a healthy tool
consumers have in their hands.

Cisneros-Zevallos, principal in-
vestigator for the study, published
“Pecans and Its Polyphenols Pre-
vent Obesity, Hepatic Steatosis and
Diabetes by Reducing Dysbiosis, In-
flammation and Increasing Energy
Expenditure in Mice Fed a High-Fat
Diet” in MDPI.

Cisneros-Zevallos's work pro-

vides scientific evidence support-
ing the traditional knowledge in the
Americas that pecans are highly nu-
tritious, said Amit Dhingra, Ph.D.,
head of the Department of Horticul-
tural Sciences.

“Thanks to Dr. Cisneros-Zevallos’
work, we now know what potential
mechanisms underlie that nutri-
tional benefit” he said. “Our de-
partment is focused on the areas of
sustainability, wellness and food se-
curity, and this research illustrates
the relevance of horticultural crops
for human health”

Pecans provide health benefits
The study was conducted by an
interdisciplinary collaborative team
including Claudia Delgadillo-Puga,
Ph.D.,, and Ivan Torre-Villalvazo,
Ph.D., at the National Institute of
Medical Sciences and Nutrition Sal-
vador Zubiran, Mexico.
Cisneros-Zevallos said research-
ers applied pecans and high fat di-
ets to mice models and found that
pecans increased energy expendi-
ture and reduced dysbiosis and in-
flammation. The study confirmed
that pecans modulate adipose tis-
sue lipolysis and mitochondrial oxi-

dative metabolism in liver and skel-
etal muscle.

He also noted the anti-inflamma-
tory properties of pecans observed
in the study reduced low-grade in-
flammation that leads to chronic
inflammation and the development
of a range of prevalent diseases. He
added that this also shows pecans
maintain body weight and prevent
diabetes despite consuming a high
fat diet.

The new functionality can make
pecans a superfood, which can be
consumed directly or utilized in the
growing markets of functional foods
and dietary supplements.

Identifying new ways to consume
pecans

“This observation is key when
designing strategies for studies, the
more we know of unique function-
alities of pecans, the more possi-
bilities to create healthier products,’
Cisneros-Zevallos said. “Pecans
are of economic and historical im-
portance to Texas and the U.S., and
their production provides stabil-
ity to farmers. This work will aid in
the development of novel uses and
products from pecans.”

Wildfire chances
across state

The risk for wildfires across the
state has risen along with the hot
and dry conditions, according to
the Texas A&M Forest Service.

“With the recent uptick in wild-
fire activity, Texas A&M Forest
Service has mobilized addition-
al personnel and equipment to
assist with response,” said Wes
Moorehead, Texas A&M Forest
Service fire chief. “State and lo-
cal firefighters are prepared to re-
spond quickly but we need Texans
to be careful and prevent wildfire
ignitions while conditions remain
hot and dry.”

Nine out of 10 wildfires cross
the state are both human-caused
and preventable. The most com-
mon causes of wildfires during
summer are debris burning and
equipment use. That includes
parking in dry grass and dragging
trailer chains.

The forest service reported sev-
en active wildfires as of Friday,
most of which were 90% con-
tained. However, the Blum Fire
covering an estimated 300 acres
was only 40% contained, while
the Classic Canyon Fire in Coryell
County, covering 150 acres, was
20% contained.

There are 150 counties in Texas
with burn bans.

Abbott signs tax relief bill; now
goes to voters

With Gov. Gregg Abbott’s signa-
ture on an $18 billion property tax
relief package, now it’s up to the
voters in November to approve a
proposed constitutional amend-
ment that would put it into effect.

The Austin American-States-
man reported that, if passed in
November, homeowners would
be eligible for a $100,000 home-
stead exemption, with those 65
and older getting an additional
$40,000 exemption. The omni-
bus measure also exempts many
smaller businesses from paying
franchise taxes and implements
a pilot program to limit annual
property tax appraisal value in-
creases.

Voters also will decide the fate of
13 other proposed constitutional
amendments on the November
ballot. Besides the property tax
measure, the propositions in-

clude creating a broadband infra-
structure fund; creation of a Texas
energy fund to build new electric
generating plants; and creation
of a water fund to finance water
projects in Texas.

Bookstores sue over law rating
books in schools

Texas bookstores have joined
with national organizations to sue
in federal court over a new Texas
law that requires a rating system
for books in schools and seeks to
ban sexually explicit books from
public school libraries.

The American Booksellers Asso-
ciation and other national groups
were joined by BookPeople in
Austin, Blue Willow Bookshop in
Houston and others in filing the
suit, saying the law, due to take
effect on Sept. 1, “is unrealistic,
limits students’ reading options
and narrows libraries’ book se-
lections,” according to the States-
man.

Named as defendants in the suit
are several state agencies, includ-
ing the Texas Education Agency,
the Texas State Library and Ar-
chives Commission and the State
Board of Education, all of which
will be responsible for imple-
menting the law.

“This law is bad for small busi-
nesses, like independent book-
stores,” Charley Rejsek, CEO of
BookPeople, said. “The workload,
and the monetary aspect that
goes along with the workload, is
just impossible to meet.”

In a tweet responding to the
lawsuit, Rep. Jared Patterson, R-
Frisco, who authored HB 900, said
“bring it.”

One in five Texans live in flood
plain

About 20% of the state’s popu-
lation — nearly 6 million Texans
— live in an area susceptible to
flooding, according to new data
gathered by the Texas Water De-
velopment Board and reported by
the Texas Tribune.

The analysis by TWDB is part
of its first statewide flood plan,
required by a law passed in 2019
in response to Hurricane Harvey.
Flood risks in Texas are increasing
as the result of heavier precipita-
tion due to climate change, stron-
ger hurricanes and a rise in sea

levels — even as the state’s popu-
lation continues to increase.

In a presentation in mid-July,
TWDB staff said one-fifth of the
state’sland — about 56,000 square
miles — falls within an area clas-
sified as being in a 100-year flood-
plain.

The state is likely to spend tens
of billions of dollars in flood pro-
tection. One of the first projects
is the “Ike Dike,” a massive gate
system planned for the mouth of
Galveston Bay, the Tribune re-
ported.

“Getting this program up and
runningis areallybig deal,” TWDB
Chair Brooke Paup said before the
board approved the 15 regional
plans, a major step in creating the
statewide flood plan. Each region
is built around one of the state’s
major watersheds.

“I know it’ll truly go so far to
save lives and people’s homes,’
Paup said.

Border concertina razor wire
made by inmates

The miles of concertina razor
wire strewn along the banks of the
Rio Grande by Texas authorities
— and the subject of a suit by the
Department of Justice — is man-
ufactured by inmates in an East
Texas minimum-security prison
unit, the Corpus Christi Caller
Times reported.

The Texas Department of Crimi-
nal Justice was authorized to pur-
chase nearly $1.1 million worth
of equipment to make the wire,
according to the Legislative Bud-
get Board’s contract database, the
Caller Times reported. While the
prison system has been making
such wire for the state’s 100-plus
prison units for some time, the
new machines are allowing ex-
panded production for use on the
Texas border.

The new unit was shipped to the
Powledge Unit near Palestine in
East Texas. That prison also has a
metal manufacturing unit.

State Sales Tax Revenue Totaled Nearly $4 Billion in July

On Tuesday, Texas Comptrol-
ler Glenn Hegar announced that
state sales tax revenue totaled
$3.99 billion in July, 2.7 percent
more than in July 2022. The ma-
jority of July sales tax revenue is
based on sales made in June and
remitted to the agency in July.

“The rate of sales tax revenue
moderated last month, consistent
with a slowing pace of economic
growth and declining price in-
flation,” Hegar said. “Growth in
receipts from sectors driven by
business spending, which have
seen the largest increases in year-
over-year remittances this year,
slowed markedly, with receipts
from the manufacturing and
wholesale trade sectors falling
below last year’s levels. Receipts
from oil and gas mining grew at
the slowest pace since May 2021,

when the sector began its sharp
recovery from the pandemic.

“Remittances from the retail
trade sector overall were slightly
down from a year ago. Among re-
tail subsectors, receipts from the
electronic shopping sector grew
robustly as online sales continue
to win market share from physi-
cal stores. Receipts from home
improvement centers and furni-
ture and home goods stores were
down once again, as the home re-
modeling boom of the pandemic
continues to fade. Receipts from
sporting goods and hobby stores,
another sector that had flourished
in the pandemic, also dropped
significantly.

“Restaurant receipts increased
slightly less than the inflation rate
for food away from home in June.”

Total sales tax revenue for the

three months ending in July 2023
was up 4.5 percent compared with
the same period a year ago. Sales
tax is the largest source of state
funding for the state budget, ac-
counting for 56 percent of all tax
collections.

Texas collected the following
revenue from other major taxes:
(1) motor vehicle sales and rental
taxes — $625 million, up 3 per-
cent from July 2022; (2) motor fuel
taxes — $330 million, up 2 percent
from July 2022; (3) oil production
tax — $437 million, down 37 per-
cent from July 2022; (4) natural
gas production tax — $65 million,
down 88 percent from July 2022;
(5) hotel occupancy tax — $71
million, down 3 percent from July
2022; and (6) alcoholic beverage
taxes — $149 million, up less than
1 percent from July 2022.

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Gas prices surge higher

Average gasoline pric-
es in Texas rose 18.6
cents last week, averag-
ing $3.42 per gallon, ac-
cording to GasBuddy'’s
survey of 13,114 stations
in Texas. Prices in Texas
are 285 cents higher
than a month ago and
stand 24.2 cents per gal-
lon lower than a year
ago. According to Gas-
Buddy price reports, the
cheapest station in Texas
was priced at $2.85 while
the most expensive was
$4.29 per gallon.

The national average
price of gasoline rose
16.5 cents last week, av-
eraging $3.72 per gallon.
The national average
is up 21.4 cents from a
month ago and stands
45.6 cents per gallon
lower than a year ago.
The national average
price of diesel jumped
15.5 cents in the last
week and stands at $3.99
per gallon.

“Gas prices suddenly
soared over the last week
due to heat-related refin-
ery outages that impact-
ed some of the largest
refineries in the country,
at a time when summer
gasoline demand peaks

and as gasoline inven-
tories slid to their low-
est July level since 2015,
said Patrick De Haan,
head of petroleum anal-
ysis at GasBuddy.

De Haan -continued,
“In addition, oil prices
surged to their highest
level in months, rising to
over $80 per barrel due
to SPR releases coming
to an end and concerns
over cuts in supply from
Saudi Arabia and Rus-
sia, the second and third
largest o0il producers
in the world. Motorists
have seen average gaso-
line and diesel prices rise
at the fastest pace in over
a year, but the rise seen
in the last week should
now start slowing. How-
ever, as we get ever closer
to the peak of hurricane
season, any new issues
could easily push the na-
tional average over $4 per
gallon for the first time in
2023. Drivers may want
to brace for potentially
higher prices yet.”

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Taming the Dangerous

Have you ever been to a circus and seen li-
ons and tigers and bears tamed and trained
to jump through hoops, sit and lay down,
or have you seen killer whales tamed to the
point that their trainer rides on their back?
There is a fascination with taming things that
are dangerous, whether it is animals, elec-
tricity, atoms, or explosives, and sadly this
fascination can sometimes turn into tragedy
if the tamed object goes rogue or is used in a
malicious manner.

It is good and right for people to seek to
have dominion over the creation by tam-
ing the dangerous, but one massive mistake
made throughout history is the idea that
one can tame God. Almighty God, the true
God, Creator, Redeemer, Sovereign over all
things for all time in all ways is untamable,
although countless philosophers, misguided
theologians, and apathetic Church attenders
attempt to tame God to fit their preferences.
The Israelites were prone to this temptation,
and in Deuteronomy 4:24 they were strongly
reminded that God is untamable, and not
conformable to their perception of God. This
verse proclaims, “For the Lord your God is a
consuming fire, a jealous God.”

First, notice that the people were remind-
ed the Lord is their God, not some other false
deity. This is the Lord who rescued them
from slavery, performed many mighty mira-
cles to display His power, entered into cove-
nant with them and provided for them in the
wilderness. The bilateral covenant at Sinai
was a path for blessings or curses, prosperity

or disaster, dependent upon their faith-filled
obedience to the Lord. Second, notice the
reality that “God is a consuming fire” God is
intense in His character and in glory, just as
a consuming flame intensely burns and ra-
diates heat. Among the Israelites, they knew
God’s presence as the pillar of fire with them
at night, had seen His judgment fall by fire
onrebellious leaders, and also knew of God’s
manifestation of Himself at Sinai through
lightening, smoke and thunders, terrifying
enough to melt even the toughest soul. Just
as fire is a fearful thing, we are to fear God,
but fire can also be the lifegiving heat one is
drawn to on a cold night, and similarly we
are made to draw near to the Lord who gives
light and life.

Finally though, notice that God is “a jeal-
ous God,” which speaks of His requirement
of unqualified allegiance to Him. The Isra-
elites treated their covenant with God often
as a contract of convenience, following when
they saw personal benefit to following Him,
but in their lukewarmness, they forfeited so
much because God requires full commit-
ment. God is a jealous God, and there are to
be no competitors with him in your life. Just
as aman would jealously abhor another suit-
er pursuing his gal, so God abhors the idols
you put up next to him. The hymn “I Surren-
der All” depicts what our response should be
in our commitment and love to Jesus, and
my prayer for me, my family, my church and
you is that we will intentionally and joyfully
live in full surrender to the Lord Jesus.
