This repre-
sents 89 percent of expected
enroliment. FSA will send re-
minder postcards to produc-
ers who, according to agency
records, have not yet submit-
ted signed contracts for ARC
or PLC for the 2020 crop year.

Producers who do not com-
plete enrollment by close of
business local time on Tues-
day, June 30 will not be en-
rolled in ARC or PLC for the
2020 crop year and will be in-
eligible to receive a payment
should one trigger for an eli-
gible crop.

ARC and PLC contracts
can be mailed or emailed to
producers for signature de-
pending on producer prefer-
ence. Signed contracts can
be mailed or emailed back to
FSA or, arrangements can be
made in advance with FSA to
drop off signed contracts at
the FSA county office — call
ahead for local drop off and
other options available for
submitting signed contracts
electronically.

Producers are eligible to en-
roll on farms with base acres
for the following commodi-
ties: barley, canola, large and

That and | am tired by
the heat. | suspect the adher-
ents of the “jewel of the sum-
mertime” philosophy spend
much of the summertime in
air-conditioned environs, or
at least take shelter as often
as needed to get some re-
spite from the persistent heat
and sunlight. | will admit that
it is nice to not need to worry
about things freezing, as we
must do in the winter, but the
potential of things overheat-
ing is its own problem.

Since | mentioned freez-
ing, as occurs in winter, | will
digress to say | have often
wondered why the seasons
were arranged in the way
they were — we have mini-
mal daylight during the win-
ter months, compounded by
semi-ubiquitous cloud cov-
er; and during the summer
months we have maximum
daylight, and very seldom do
we have cloudy days. Have
you noticed the other phe-
nomenon in the winter, where
often it seems to be cloudy
all day, keeping the tempera-
tures suppressed, and then
as evening approaches, often
the clouds move off, render-
ing a clear night, resulting in
lower temperatures than if it
were a cloudy night? Think of
how much less uncomfortable
it would be if it were reversed
— sun during the winter day-
times, and clouds at night to
trap the radiant warmth. Or,
imagine if the whole cloud/
season relationship were re-
versed — minimal cloudiness
during the winter months, with
the summertime being the
cloudy season. That would
make both of those seasons
more comfortable. But, if God
arranged things such, it must
have been for some reason.

And a quick review of the
Scriptures, augmented by a
cursory consideration of the
natural world, leads me to be-
lieve that comfort is not God’s
top priority with humanity; in
fact, other than the obvious
exception of the concept of
the all-surpassing comfort of
eternal salvation, one could
reason that our discomfort
is a greater priority than our
comfort. And looking at it this
way, | can see the merit in
that perspective, for charac-
ter, endurance, and patience
are all promoted more, or
given the chance to develop
and blossom, more by dis-
comfort than they are by com-
fort, and then, when comfort
is received, the discomfort
that preceded it makes the
relief that much sweeter, and
inclines us toward gratitude
more. It is as the poet says,
“You don't know peace Hill
you’ve had suffering.” And the
heat of the summer months,
for myself, who does have
recourse to air conditioning
if needed, is not that big of a
problem in the grand scheme
of things; a law-inclined per-
son could even call it de mi-
nimis. Therefore, like Job, |
will now shut my mouth and
complain or question no more
for the time being, although,
like Job, | may come back to
make another reply.
