| have decided to share
some thoughts on the virtue
and practice of gratitude. A
few months ago | was ex-
posed to the concept of
gratitude journaling. (By that,
| don’t mean gratitude per-
sonified, which happened to
be journaling, but the idea of
journaling things about which
you may feel gratitude.) It
wasn'’t the first time | was ex-
posed to the idea, but it was
the first time | was exposed
to it in a way that prompted
me to engage in the practice.
Someone | knew was speak-
ing of the benefits of docu-
menting on paper (though |
suppose digital documenta-
tion might yield the same ef-
fect) things she was grateful
for, or things about which to

feel gratitude. Another person
in the conversation indicated
that if he were to do that, he
would save money, because
he would make fewer pur-
chases. He elaborated that
sometimes he purchases
things out of a sense of de-
privation, because he hasn’t
taken the time to recognize
the blessings of the things
he already has. He thought
the concept of writing down
things he was grateful for
would result in thousands of
dollars of savings each year.

| was astonished by the fi-
nancial impact the practice
of gratitude journaling would
make for this individual, and
though | don’t believe the
savings would be as large
for me, there would be a cost

stard

savings, no doubt. The whole
objective of advertising is
to trigger deprivation-based
purchasing, and the profes-
sionals are quite skilled at
attaining the objective. Be-
coming grateful for the things
you have reduces the persua-
siveness of the advertisers’
message. But, even more
attractive than the financial
aspect, practicing gratitude
could be expected to increase
contentment and diminish
perceptions of inadequacy
or deprivation. Contentment
is a relative word, because |
believe total contentment is
unattainable in this life, or at
least that if man believes he
has achieved total content-
ment he has perhaps not set
his sights high enough, or

opened his eyes enough. So
contentment must be consid-
ered as an inevitable counter-
part that exists in juxtaposi-
tion to discontentment, where
both are present but harmo-
nized in a sort of precarious
balance that yields peace. |
do not feel as though | have
articulated the concept par-
ticularly well, nor is it what |
intended to write about, so |
shall move on.

| began writing down things
| was grateful for, as part of
my morning routine. | im-
posed no requirements as to
the number of things | would
write down, though | tried not
to necessarily repeat them;
for instance, one could be
grateful each day for having
woken up, or a cup of water or
coffee, and so on, with the list
growing in a cumulative fash-
ion over time, and becoming
so cumbersome it is more like

an albatross than something
that uplifts. That said, it isn’t
as though once something
were written down it was
off-limits to be used again.
The whole process is mostly
free-form, able to swell and to
shrink according to the day,
or the amount of time | have
available. Most of the time,
the task can be completed in
five minutes, though on fruit-
ful days it might take ten. But
that is a sufficient amount
of time to trigger a gratitude
response. It is a good way
to start the day, and | have
found it is a way to better sa-
vor those things to be grateful
for, rather than allowing them
to wash over me without my
noticing. About once a month
I will go back through and re-
view a month’s worth of grati-
tude pages, though that is not
at all required — one could,
if desired, discard the paper

immediately after it has been
completed. But the occasional
review has been illuminating,
enabling me to see both and
remember isolated incidents
specific to a given day, as well
as the common patterns that
weave throughout the days
and weeks. The net result
is that | have found a quote
| heard about ten years ago
to be proven true: our gifts far
outweigh our struggles.

All in all, I would recom-
mend the practice of gratitude
journaling to anyone who is
able. | have been surprised at
how many blessings fall into
my hands and which | may
not have ever noticed if | had
not taken the time to capture
them on paper, and savor
them. | don’t know what it is
about the act of writing that
causes this impact, but | have
heard for years that if you
