Farm Service Agency (FSA)
emergency loans.

items. Papers too small to be-
gin with are whittled down by
fluff, making them borderline
useless for writing purposes.
Perhaps that is my problem —
that | haven't yet discovered
the true purpose, or best use
of such scratch pads.
