Fort Elliott’s Gatlin Goad Won The UIL 
Class 1A State Individual Championship

Fort Elliott’s Gatlin Goad 
as well as the Canyon and 
Panhandle teams highlighted 
a soggy University Interscho-
lastic League boys state golf 
tournament Monday and 
Tuesday around the Austin-
area.

Goad turned in the top per-
formance over the two-day, 
36-hole tournament. Despite

I sometimes wish there 
were some master plan, 
some course that had been 
charted out to follow, where 
all one needed to do to make 
progress was to stay on the 
path, checking off the boxes 
at the way stations, or con-
necting the dots like a dot-to-
dot picture book. This concept 
came first to mind concerning 
this column, for which there is 
no master plan, nor a cohe-

sive theme or string of ideas. 
But as I was thinking about it, 
it also seems applicable for 
life in general – the desire for 
a clear objective or destina-
tion.	

Generally we have indica-
tions about which way we 
ought to be heading, but often 
the detailed path is obscured, 
like a trail through a forest 
that has to be discovered 
little by little. Occasionally 

the lack of a clear path is a 
psychological load, and it can 
give the impression that the 
path will never be discovered, 
or that you will never reach 
where it is you want to be. 
This is a particularly tempting 
thought when it appears that 
others have found a path to 
walk and are walking it, even 
while everything seems as 
yet camouflaged. Sometimes 
in bouts of frustration such as 

this one may desire to burn 
down the whole forest so as 
to see more clearly. I wonder 
if that is why trail ‘blazing’ was 
coined to describe making a 
path, instead of ‘clearing’ or 
‘cutting’, etc. 

I suspect the appearance 
of others’ seeing their paths 
clearly is actually a bit of an 
illusion, and that everyone is 
laboring to continue putting 
their feet down in the right 

place step after step. A mentor 
told me that he had conclud-
ed that everyone – even the 
gurus of whatever domain(s) 
in which they hold the status 
of guru – is trying to figure 
things out, and struggles with 
the same things the regular 
people do. I found that insight 
interesting, and upon further 
thought I determined it was 
true. Most gurus don’t show

On or about June 21st, 2021 the City of Wheeler will submit a request to the Texas Department 
of Agriculture for the release of Community Development Block Grant funds under Section 104(f) 
of Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 as amended, to undertake 
a project known as City of Wheeler, Water System Improvement Project #7220501: The City 
of Wheeler shall replace the elevated water storage tank and water lines to comply with Texas 
Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) regulations.
