Making simple
things complex is human ten-
dency — case in point, see
theologians and engineers;
intentionally making things

complex intentionally is ei-
ther a gross misjudgment, or
a maneuver used to subvert
the subjects upon whom this
complexity is administered,
because they (we) don’t un-
derstand enough about how it
works to discard the fluff and
return to and operate based
upon the simple.

So | am in the process of
discarding some of the com-
plexity as it pertains to how to
maintain balance and operate
in this world. It feels promising
and freeing, like taking a one-
inch-thick operator’s manual
for a machine, determining
half of it was unnecessary,
and excising half the volume
of the book. The nice thing
is, unlike surgery, if | discard
a critical component, it won't
cause immediate failure, and
it is not irreversible — the com-
ponent can be re-inserted.

Ethel was very resourceful
and could do anything. She
was an accomplished seam-
stress, quilter and loved to
crochet. She produced hun-
dreds of handmade quilts in
her lifetime. She gave quilts
to most of her family. She
was also a wonderful cook
and avid gardner.

Ethel could build fence or
nail the tin down on the barn,
whatever needed doing!

trade sectors continue to be
the most highly elevated, as
resurgent consumer spend-
ing following the lifting of
pandemic-related restrictions
and supported by increasing
employment, federal income
support policies and low in-
terest rates does not appear
to have begun to slow. With-
in retail trade, the greatest
growth in receipts from a year
ago was from clothing and
clothing accessories stores
and electronics and appliance
stores — retailers especially
hard hit by the pandemic.
While receipts from sectors
that had increased sales fol-
lowing the onset of the pan-
demic — food and beverage
stores, furniture and home
furnishings stores, and sport-
ing goods and hobby stores
—had no growth compared to
a year ago, receipts remain
strongly above pre-pandem-
ic levels. And receipts from
other retail sectors that grew
strongly last year — big box
and online general merchan-
disers and building materials
stores — continued to have
robust growth.”

Year-over-year increases
for most tax revenues contin-
ue to be affected by base ef-
fects: year-ago revenue col-
lections to which this year’s
collections are compared
were suppressed by the pan-
demic. Year-over-year growth
in July sales tax collections,
however, is not attributable
to such base effects, as sales
tax revenue was surprisingly
strong in July 2020. Com-
pared to July 2019, sales tax
collections were up 18.4 per-
cent.

Total sales tax revenue for
the three months ending in
July 2021 was up 20.2 per-
cent compared to the same
period a year ago and 13.9
percent compared to 2019.
Sales tax is the largest source
of state funding for the state
budget, accounting for 59

percent of all tax collections.

Texas collected the follow-
ing revenue from other major
taxes, most of which were up
sharply from a year ago due
to base effects:

motor vehicle sales and
rental taxes — $577 million;
up 24 percent from July 2020,
and up 19 percent from July
2019;

motor fuel taxes — $315
million, up 4 percent from
July 2020, and up 1 percent
from July 2019;

oil production tax — $377
million, up 102 percent from
July 2020, and up 21 percent
from July 2019;

natural gas production tax
— $187 million, up 408 per-
cent from July 2020, and up
45 percent from July 2019;

hotel occupancy tax — $60
million, up 79 percent from
July 2020, and up 4 percent
from July 2019; and

alcoholic beverage taxes
— $132 million, up 20 per-
cent from July 2020, and up
12 percent from July 2019.
