where | rank on the graph.)

The left slope of the graph
represents those who fall “be-
low average.” The descend-
ing slope means “the further
the drop below average, the
fewer people in that catego-
ry.”

The right side of the de-
scending curve represents
“above average.” This means
the lower you fall on the right
slope, the better athlete you
are.
