You may submit public comments
to the Office of the Chief Clerk at the address below. The
TCEQ will consider all public comments in developing a fi-
nal decision on the application and the executive director will
prepare a response those comments. Issues such as prop-
erty values, noise, traffic safety, and zoning are outside of the
TCEQ’s jurisdiction to address in the permit process.

OPPORTUNITY FOR A CONTESTED CASE HEARING.
You may request a contested case hearing if you are a
person who may be affected by emissions of air con-
taminants from the facility. If requesting a contested
case hearing, you must submit the following: (1) your
name (or for a group or association, an official repre-
sentative), mailing address, daytime phone number; (2)
applicant’s name and permit number; (3) the statement
“[Vwe] request a contested case hearing;” (4) a specific
description of how you would be adversely affected by
the application and air emissions from the facility in a
way not common to the general public; (5) the location
and distance of your property relative to the facility; (6)
a description of how you use the property which may be
impacted by the facility; and (7) a list of all disputed is-
sues of fact that you submit during the comment period.
If the request is made by a group or association, one or
more members who have standing to request a hearing
must be identified by name and physical address. The
interests the group or association seeks to protect must
also be identified. You may also submit your proposed
adjustments to the application/permit which would sat-
isfy your concerns.

The deadline to submit a request for a contested case
hearing is 15 days after newspaper notice is published.
If a request is timely filed, the deadline for requesting a
contested case hearing will be extended to 30 days after
mailing of the response to comments.

If any requests for a contested case hearing are timely filed,
the Executive Director will forward the application and any re-
quests for a contested case hearing to the Commissioners
for their consideration at a scheduled Commission meeting.
Unless the application is directly referred to a contested case
hearing, the executive director will mail the response to com-
ments along with notification of Commission meeting to ev-
eryone who submitted comments or is on the mailing list for
this application. The Commission may only grant a request
for a contested case hearing on issues the requestor sub-
mitted in their timely comments that were not subsequently
withdrawn. If a hearing is granted, the subject of a hearing
will be limited to disputed issues of fact or mixed ques-
tions of fact and law relating to relevant and material air
quality concerns submitted during the comment period.
Issues such as property values, noise, traffic safety, and zon-
ing are outside of the Commission’s jurisdiction to address in
this proceeding.
