Reese team  takes hard look at how wing operates

The 64th FTW is readying for an in- 
depth self-assessment as wing mem­
bers prepare to take a look at Reese’s 
Quality Air Force and operational ef­
forts.

The assessment will be conducted by

a 40-person team of people from 
throughout the base. It is being done in 
connection with a commandwide ini­
tiative, whereby all AETC units are 
expected to do a unit self-assessment, 
Or USA, based on the criteria used for 
the Malcolm Baldridge National Qual­
ity Improvement Award. The Air Force 
adopted the Baldridge criteria as the

basis for Quality Air Force in 1992.
These criteria will evaluate how the 

wing uses QAF principles to continu­
ally improve its operations and cus­
tomer support efforts. Seven different 
categories make up the Baldridge cri­
teria; accordingly, the 40 wing asses­
sors have been broken down into seven 
subordinate teams.

Because of the scope of the criteria 
and its newness at Reese, USA team 
members are currently in the midst of 
intensive preparations for the assess­
ment. The exact time frame when as­
sessors will conduct the USA has not 
been established yet, although the start 
date is expected to be in late August.

Why can’t I  redeem all coupons?
I am calling to ask why the commissary won’t 

accept coupons that don’t have anything printed on 
the top. We recently came back from overseas and 
we could use these coupons there. I can use them 
at Lubbock supermarkets, so why not here?

The Commissary accepts all valid coupons 
when redeemed in accordance with the terms 
stipulated on the coupon. This includes local 
coupons and specific area coupons known as 
route salesman coupons. Since the Commis-
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sary must comply with higher headquarter’s 
directives, we cannot redeem coupons that 
do not have anything printed on the top of 
them, such as expiration or manufacturer’s 
information.

According to Defense Commissary Agency 
directives, a valid coupon must:

□  Be a “word” coupon
□  Have a message to the retailer specifying 

the terms and conditions for accepting the 
coupon

□  Provide a redemption address
□  Have an expiration date or indicate an 

indefinite expiration
□  Specify the purchase requirement (for 

example: good on any size, purchase of two, 
etc.)

□  Provide the face value of “free term” of 
coupon

In the future if you have a problem with 
redeeming your coupons at the Commissary, 
please check with our customer service 
representative.

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AF leaders cite need for review

The recent Pope and Fairchild 
accidents, and the Black Hawk shoot- 
down in Iraq, remind us of how lethal 
and unforgiving our business can be.

They also painfully remind us there 
is no substitute for good leadership, 
relevant and tough training, and 
attention to detail.

In particular, the tragic Black 
Hawk helicopter shoot-down in 
Iraq, which cost 26 of our comrades-in- 
arms their lives, is a clear indicator 
that we must do a thorough review of 
all our training and operational proce­
dures.

And we are.
We’re reviewing airborne warning 

and control system training and 
certification procedures, assessing the 
operational readiness of AWACS units 
worldwide and reviewing the adequacy 
of pilot visual and electronic identifica­
tion training procedures.

We’ll emphasize the limitations of 
electronic identification systems and 
ensure that visual identification 
training includes all possible types of 
aircraft, friend or foe.

We’re reviewing and revising as 
necessary tactics used by fighters to 
visually identify helicopters. Pius, 
we’re also reviewing training and

certification, along with other services, 
for all land, sea and air-based tactical 
air command and control centers.

As we progress through our various 
and comprehensive inquiries, we will 
take corrective action where needed 
and expand our review as required.

At the conclusion of the review, we’ll 
conduct a summit of all major com­
mand and numbered Air Force com­

manders to review in detail the lessons 
learned and ensure they’re imple­
mented.

But during this self-examination, 
we should also note what we’ve been 
doing right, and what we’ve accom­
plished, and build on that.

With the end of the Cold War, you 
would think we could have relaxed our 
operations tempo a bit. We have not.

Our world today is, in many re­
spects, more dangerous than that of the 
Cold War era. It is volatile and gener­
ally unpredictable. What is certain, 
however, is that the U.S. Air Force is 
being called upon to simultaneously 
offer airlift relief, no-fly zone enforce­
ment, evacuation, counter-narcotics 
support and forward presence world­
wide.

Pick any hot spot in the world and 
chances are high our Air Force is 
engaged. In Iraq, for instance, we’ve 
flown almost three times the number of 
sorties since the end of Desert Storm as 
we flew during Desert Storm.

In Bosnia, we’re entering our third 
year of active air operations. We have 
flown almost 6,000 sorties and deliv­
ered 70,000 tons of meals and medicine 
in history’s longest running humanitar­
ian airlift operation — surpassing even 
the Berlin Airlift. We’re also assisting 
NATO Allies to enforce the no-fly zone 
there.

Overall, we’re flying 100-200 
combat and combat support sorties 
every day, not to mention hundreds of

air mobility sorties to support dozens of 
operations worldwide. To put it into 
perspective, American combat involve­
ment in World War II was shorter by 
almost four months than the sustained 
combat and combat support operations 
conducted by the Air Force and our 
sister services since the start of Desert 
Shield. And there is no sign of it 
letting up.

We’ve evacuated Americans from 
Yemen, delivered aid to Rwanda, 
assisted counter-narcotics efforts in 
South America and supported opera­
tions around Haiti.

At home, the Air Force has sup­
ported relief efforts in Florida, floods in 
the Midwest and Southeast, typhoons 
in the Pacific, and wildfires and 
earthquakes in the West.

With all this activity, Air Force 
people are on the road constantly. On 
average, fighter and airlift crews and 
support personnel are gone about one 
month out of three. Our AWACS air 
and maintenance crews have been 
deployed 170-plus days a year.

We are in some respects victims of 
our own success. We are asked to take 
on difficult missions because we have 
done them successfully in the past.
Our national leaders recognize and 
value the unique qualities the Air Force 
brings to the fight — global reach, 
global power, and increasingly, global 
presence.

So our outfit is relevant, is busier 
than ever, and will stay that way.

However, while the demand for our 
product is on the rise, the resources to 
sustain the force have been heading 
south for some years. Our budget is 
down about 50 percent since its peak in 
the mid-1980s. Our ranks have shrunk 
by one-third. The combat fighter force 
is down to half what it was just five 
years ago.

We’ve also cut away a big chunk of 
our infrastructure. Overseas, we’ve 
gone from operating 38 major bases to 
13 — a two-thirds reduction. At home, 
we have closed, or are in the process of 
closing, 27 major installations, and 
more bases will close in the future.

So, our Air Force is much smaller — 
but being smaller doesn’t mean we are 
less capable. We have learned to be 
more efficient and effective. During the 
past three-and-a-half years we’ve 
conducted a top-to-bottom reorganiza­
tion to create a leaner, simpler, tougher 
Air Force. We’ve literally reinvented 
the Air Force.

We’ve reduced the number of active

wings from more than 200 in 1990 to a 
projected 88. We eliminated air 
divisions altogether. We totally 
redesigned the numbered air force.
And we’ve reorganized and streamlined 
our Washington headquarters.

We have also launched our “Quality 
Air Force” effort. Our quality move­
ment started with a commitment by 
senior leadership to continuous im­
provement at all levels, and it’s our 
guiding theme behind all major initia­
tives. We’ve created mission and vision 
statements so we have clear guidelines 
on what we’re about and where we 
want to go. We’ve broken down barri­
ers and empowered our people. We 
have a new inspection system. And 
we’ve replaced cumbersome regulations 
with broad policy direction to promote 
initiative.

These adjustments were essential to 
maintain our capabilities with a leaner 
force. At the same time, however, they 
were also painful. Despite these many 
and difficult changes and our increas­
ingly demanding operations tempo, our 
Air Force is prevailing.

The secret of the Air Force’s success 
is our people. We have the brightest 
and best Air Force the world has ever 
seen, and we are getting better. For 
example, in our enlisted force, about 99 
percent of our people have at least a 
high school education, and 4 percent 
have a college degree. Almost three- 
quarters of them have some semester 
hours toward a degree.

In fact, nearly half of our enlisted 
force has chosen to make the Air Force 
a career and are in their third or 
greater term of enlistment. And the 
Air Force is still the branch of choice for 
those considering military service, 
according to a youth tracking survey.
So these indicators make us very 
optimistic about our Air Force’s future.

It’s true, we have suffered some 
recent setbacks. But we will learn from 
these experiences, build on our 
strengths and continue to move for­
ward. We are, after all, the most 
respected air and space force in the 
world and shall remain so.

AFOSI helps recover $112 million

LOS ANGELES AFB, Calif. (AFNS) — Air Force Office 
of Special Investigations Detachment 110 here recently 
conducted two fraud investigations that resulted in one of 
the largest payments ever by a defense contractor in the 
settlement of civil lawsuits.

Teledyne Inc. of Century City, Calif., agreed to pay 
$112.5 million to settle two lawsuits by former employees 
who accused the company of defrauding the government.

The settlement is the result o f investigations of allega­
tions brought against Teledyne by former employees un­
der the provisions of the False Claims Act, a statute that 
allows people who come forward with information on 
procurement fraud to recover 15 percent to 25 percent of a 
settlement won by the government.

Mission-ready technicians graduate
SHEPPARD AFB, Texas (AFNS) —  The customer 

wanted crew chiefs ready to go to work when they gradu­
ated from tech school. Sheppard’s 82nd Training Group is 
giving them those mission-ready mechanics with the first 
class of C-141 crew chiefs graduates who will move on for 
the final phase of training.

The first class of C-141 students began the 362nd 
Training Squadron’s new aircraft fundamentals block of 
instruction here in March.

They graduated July 29, and moved on to Altus AFB, 
Okla., for 10 days of “finishing school” before moving on to 
their initial duty assignments.

Until last year, aircraft mechanic trainees here got 
most of their initial training exclusively from textbooks. 
When heavy transport aircraft maintenance training be­
gan at Sheppard in 1989, instruction was centered around 
just 12 days o f classroom lecture.

The only mechanical equipment used in the course was 
a slide projector.

All team members completed 
an assessment training course 
given by command QAF ex­
perts in early August.

Wing USA and QAF officials 
stressed that assessors are not 
the “bad guys.”

“The whole point of this as­
sessment is to find out how we 
can im p rov e ,” said Capt. 
Charles Kuckel, team mem­
ber. “Wing units need to re­
member that we’re not going 
to be coming around, trying to 
‘tear people up.’ This assess­
ment will be used to make

Reese better.”
“People aren't expected to 

put together new programs in 
the next three weeks just for 
the assessment,” said Capt. 
Jim Wurzer, wing quality of­
fice. “This assessment is meant 
to show us where we are now 
in our quality efforts,” he said, 
placing an emphasis on "now."

Col. William Reynolds, wing 
vice commander and inspector 
general, said the wing com­
mander and other senior wing 
officials have "thrown their full 
support behind the assess­
ment." Once it's completed,

the results will be given to the 
commander; he or she, in turn, 
will use them to implement 
improvement efforts. In addi­
tion, the report will “serve as a 
baseline” for future USAs.

Some command bases, such 
as Lackland AFB in San Anto­
nio, are already preparing for 
th eir  second assessm ent. 
Lackland’s past USA efforts 
resulted in their selection for 
the most recent Secretary of 
the Air Force Quality Award.

Details on the individual cat­
egories and team members will 
appear in upcoming Roundups.

How Financial Statements Affect Your Investment
by Dominic Tarantino, CPA
(NAPS)—Last year, millions of 

Americans shifted their money 
out o f CDs and money market 
accounts and into mutual funds 
and other investments hoping to 
capture higher returns. If you are 
one o f those savers-turned- 
investors, how do you know your 
nest egg is safe?

The potential for higher profits 
usually involves greater risk. While 
there are no guarantees, one way to 
reduce that risk is to base your 
investment decision on reliable 
inform ation. One source is the 
financial statement portion of an 
investment prospectus.

Companies that sell stock or 
bonds to the public are required to 
disclose accurate and objective 
information about their financial 
position. This information, called 
a financial statement, is what 
investors, credit-rating services, 
and bankers look to when decid­
ing where to invest, how to 
determine creditworthiness, and 
whether to lend money.

Reliable reporting in financial 
statements is a critical link to 
investor protection and risk man­
agement. As an added precaution 
to investors, annual financial state­
ments of public companies must be 
reviewed by certified public accoun­
tants (CPAs) to make sure they are 
presented fairly and in accord with 
Generally Accepted Accounting 
Principles.

Although financial statements 
do not predict future performance, 
the auditor’s report provides rea­
sonable assurance that the finan­
cial statements are free of materi­
al error or detectable fraud.

Accounting professionals serve 
the public interest by making sure

change and by ensuring that 
financial reporting remains rele­
vant, timely, and informative.

Reese is expected to slash 

the cost of maintaining one of 
its airfield programs by 93 per­
cent because of a “bright” idea 
submitted through the Air 
Force Suggestion Program.

SrA. Darrell Rieves, an elec­
trical systems technician in the 
64th Civil Engineering Squad­
ron Operations Flight, sug­
gested a change in lighting run­
way distance markers that is 
expected to cut the purchase 
costs on lights alone from 
$3,880 dollars per year to ap­
proximately $266. Overall, the 
change should save Reese ap­
proximately $11,000 per year.

Reudell Turner, Reese Sug­
gestion Program manager, said 
the suggestion involved using 
a weather-proof flood lamp

instead of the burn-out prone 
bulbs used previously.

“The brighter flood lamps, 
which also make the distance 
markers more visible to air­
crews, have a life expectancy of 
about 2,000 h ou rs ,” said 
Turner. “The old bulbs had a 
life expectancy of about 500 
hours, but were extremely 
susceptible to bad weather.”

In addition to lasting longer 
and providing more light, the 
flood lamps are also cheaper, 
said Airman Rieves. The old 
bulbs cost nearly $10 each 
while the flood lamps cost only 
$3.77.

Reese has 40 distance mark­
ers on its three runways. Ac­
cording to 64th CES officials, 
changing to the flood lamp is

Hundreds of airmen head for central Africa  
as U.S. expands Rwandan refugee aid effort
by TSgt.

WASHINGTON — Several 
hundred more Air Force mem­
bers are heading for locations 
in central Africa to join the 
international Rwandan refu­

gee relief effort, Operation Sup­
port Hope.

The deployments started 
the day after Defense Secre­
tary William Perry announced 
at a Pentagon press conference 
July 27 that U.S. support to 
the aid effort could increase 
from 750 to about 4,000 troops.

“The operations we are com­
mitted to conduct and are ex­
ecuting right now are humani­
tarian relief operations,” Perry 
said. “All those programs we’ve 
already undertaken could eas­
ily involve 4,000 people.” 

Officials at U.S. European 
Command headquarters at 

S t u t t g a r t ,  
Germany, are 
spearheading 
the operation 
and identify­
ing the spe­
cific require­
ments, which 
w ill d e ter­
mine which 
units will be 
tasked for the 
job.

The first 
priority was 
p r o v i d i n g  
fresh water 
for all the 
R w a n d a n  
refugees in 
Zaire. That 
done, the ef­
fort is now to

get the water to the people, 
Navy Cmdr. Ronal Morse, a 
EUCOM spokesman, said.

The other immediate pri­
orities in Zaire, Morse said, 
include
cargo flow capabilities, bring­
ing in life support systems to 
sustain U.S. forces and provid­
ing medical assistance for sani­
tation and preventative medi­
cine.

Air Force Reserve and 
Guard officials have confirmed 
they will provide transport air­
craft and aircrews from sev­
eral stateside bases. And Air 
Force surgeon general officials 
said an air transportable hos­
pital and staff will be deployed 
into central Africa.

Asked if  U.S. forces would 
eventually be stationed in 
Rwanda, Perry said there were 
no plans to do that, although a 
U.S. team is in Kagili, Rwanda, 
to assess possible security and 
infrastructure needs should 
U.S. troops have to deploy into 
the country.

The secretary stressed that 
the present U.S. operation is

strictly hum anitarian, not 
peacekeeping. “The United 
Nations and France are work­
ing on a peacekeeping opera­
tion, which is a different opera­
tion. We support that through 
the United Nations.

“We have not provided, and 
are not planning to provide, 
troops to the peacekeeping op­
eration,” he said.

The secretary said he could 
not predict when U.S. forces 
would return home.

“The real test of the success 
of this whole operation will be 
refugees going back to Rwanda. 
But the humanitarian opera­
tion, by itself, cannot assure 
that. That also takes political 
resolution in Rwanda and it 
takes the actions of peacekeep­
ing forces.”

Although some refugees are 
already returning to their 
homes in Rwanda, Perry said 
the trickle is not relieving the 
situation. “It is promising, 
though, that some of the refu­
gees have already started to
