necessary for evolution of a 
quality Air Force culture. Each 
individual in the unit must be 
a visionary, a consummate 
team-builder and an active 
change agent.

Historically, long range 
goals setting and creating an 
organizational vision have 
been the responsibility of a 
unit’s senior leaders. This is 
still true. For an organization 
to have a common focus shared 
by all its members and aspira­
tions to strive toward, it must 
have goals and objectives 
established for future achieve­
ment. Being a visionary does 
not stop there, however. Each 
flight commander or supervi­
sor must know where his group 
fits into the overall 
organization's future and what 
their role is to help the organi­
zation get there.

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12 FTW fabrication shop airmen 
build command sword from scrap

RANDOLPH AFB, Texas 
(AETCNS) — Two members of 
the 12th Flying Training Wing 
Aircraft Fabrication Shop used 
scrap aircraft aluminum to cre­
ate Air Education and Train­
ing Command’s first Order of 
the Sword.

SrAs. K evin W yse and 
LeeRoy Smith III began work 
in August on the 5-foot, 20- 
pound Excalibur sword, which 
is patterned after the legend­
ary sword of King Arthur. Air­
man Wyse, a machinist, and 
Airman Smith, a sheet metal 
technician, created the sword 
for Gen. Henry Viccellio’s Or­
der of the Sword induction cer­
emony, Saturday.

Airmn Smith designed the 
sword’s hilt with the aid of a 
computer, then transferred the 
design to a piece of aircraft 
aluminum. “The size and pro­

portion of the hilt are critical 
because they act as counter­
weights for the sword blade,” 
Airman Smith said. T h e  
blade slips into the hilt and is 
secured to prevent damage to 
the blade.

Airman Wyse used a milling 
machine and lathe to cut out 
the sword blade from a 5-foot- 
long, 8-inch-wide and half-an- 
inch-thick piece of aluminum. 
He meticulously cut four sides 
of the blade to precise eight- 
degree angles, gently raising 
its surface to a point. After that, 
he hand-sanded the aluminum 
blade, smoothing out imper­
fections.

“It took 10 days of patience 
and has been a challenge... it’s 
a lot of machine and hand work. 
I have learned a lot from this 
process,” said Airman Wyse.

Their boss, SMSgt. Frank 
Mirabelli, 12th FTW fabrica­
tion flight chief, is happy that 
they volunteered to work on 
the special project. “It is great

experience for them. Airman 
Wyse has used the lathe and 
milling machine in different 
ways than he has in the past. 
And while Airman Smith has 
done a lot of design work, this 
was an opportunity to see the 
process through — from begin­
ning to the end,” he said.

During the Saturday cer­
emony, the former Air Train­
ing Command Order of the 
Sword will be retired. The re­
tired sword will be placed on 
perm anent display at the 
Lack land NCO A cadem y, 
Lackland AFB, Texas, accord- 
ingto CMSgt. Tommy Sanford, 
the AETC senior enlisted advi­
sor.

The AETC Order o f the 
Sword will be displayed in the 
AETC headquarters building 
at Randolph . General Viccel- 
lio will take home a second 
sword, which was purchased 
through the AETC Order of the 
Sword committee for his in­
duction.

Air Force. “He is genuinely happy to see the enlisted corps 
pursue educational goals,” said the chief.

The general’s encouragement extends beyond his own 
Air Force troops as he paved the way for Navy and Army 
instructors, who teach Air Force personnel, to earn associ­
ates’ degrees from CCAF. “This is a step closer to develop­
ing a Community College of the Armed Forces where 
enlisted members of all services can pursue a degree,” said 
the chief.

CMSgt. Arthur Haney, Senior NCO Academy comman­
dant at Maxwell AFB’s Gunter Annex, Ala., nominated 
General Viccellio based on his leadership during the 
command’s first year. He also stressed the general’s influ­
ence on many of the Year of Training programs.

“Among General Viccellio’s five fundamental precepts 
of leadership is the admonition to ‘Love your people,’ ” 
Chief Haney said. This leadership style goes beyond re­
spect, admiration and trust to require leaders to know who 
their people are and not simply what they do, Haney 
explained.

“General Viccellio is the catalyst for the rapid develop­
ment and implementation of the three level, or apprentice 
level schools for every specialty in the Air Force,” he said. 
This Year of Training initative alone eliminated direct 
duty assignments. It also helps in the creation of the 
Mission Ready Technician program. The program is 
designed to better prepare technical training graduates 
for their first duty assignments.

Chief Haney lauded the general’s support of the College 
for Enlisted Professional Military Education. The college 
has consolidated the curriculum for all enlisted profes­
sional military education, including Airman Leadership 
School and NCO academies. “He has allocated significant 

•funding toward the College for Enlisted PME’S educa­
tional objectives through technological advances, curricu­
lum enhancement and standardized classrooms,” he said.

AMC supports Uphold Democracy

SCOTT AFB, 111. (AFNS) — Air Mobility Command 
people and units are playing a major role in the airlift of 
troops and equipment to Haiti.

As of Sept. 20, AMC active-duty, Air Force Reserve and 
Air National Guard aircraft had flown 239 missions, 
airlifted 4,470 passengers and transported 3,510 tons of 
cargo. AMC tankers have delivered 150,881 gallons of fuel 
during aerial refueling missions in Support of Operation 
Uphold Democracy.

At the Tanker Airlift Control Center based here, plan­
ning teams are working around the clock to plan and 
schedule airlift and tanker support for the complex opera­
tion.

TALCE manages Haitian airfield
PORT-AU-PRINCE, Haiti (AFNS) — In only 24 hours, 

the civilian airport here was transformed into a major 
staging area by Air Mobility Command people.

Running the Air Force show at this hot, humid site is 
the 436th Airlift Squadron, Dover AFB, Del. Since receiv­
ing 250 support Air Force troops, and more on the way, 
from various stateside organizations, it’s become the 436th 
Tanker Airlift Control Element.

A miniature air base on wheels, the foundation of a 
TALCE is built upon a cadre that acts as the command 
element. It’s a deployed AMC organization set up at fixed, 
en route and deployment locations where AMC opera­
tional support is non-existent or insufficient. The organi­
zational structure of a deployed TALCE mirrors that of a 
typical wing, with the cadre providing command and 
operations functions and deployed maintenance and aerial 
port people providing cargo and passenger handling du­
ties.

The cadre is made up of airfield managers, loadmasters, 
navigators, pilots, communications people and aircraft 
generation equipment mechanics. Rounding out the 
TALCE are support people such as security policemen, 
civil engineers, medical technicians and personnel spe­
cialists.

SPs help keep Haiti quiet
Port-au-Prince, Haiti (AFNS) — Part of the peace­

keeping force here is a 57-man security police detachment 
patrolling the interior of the Port-au-Prince airport.

Making up most of the detachment is a 44-member 
flight from the 436th Security Police Squadron, Dover 
AFB, Del. The remainder come from the 438th SPS, 
McGuire AFB, N. J.

The team’s mission here as part of Operation Uphold 
Democracy forces is to provide internal air base ground 
defense. “W e’re making sure everything inside the fences 
(of the airport) is secured,” said SMSgt. Terence Lydon, 
operations superintendent of the detachment.

Controlling the crowds of curious Haitian people who 
swarm the fences around this Caribbean airport are Army 
military policemen. They also patrol the immediate area 
around the compound.

Some Air Force SPs do, however, make some trips 
downtown. Sergeant Lydon sends out two- and three-men 
units out with Office of Special Investigations agents on 
reconnaissance missions.

While out on these patrols, the SPs are under peacetime 
rules of engagement. The men can’t use force against any 
Haitian nationalist, Lydon said, “unless their lives are 
threatened.”

While most of the SPs are veterans of deployments such 
as Operation Restore Hope in Somalia, some are on their 
first deployment.

Reese freezes CDC fees
Center holds line against rate increase

Reese is holding the line 
against child care cost in­
creases, despite spiraling rate 
hikes in the private sector and 
a Department of Defense au­
thorization to raise rates in 
military facilities.

According to Capt. John 
P ovelones, 64th Services 
Squadron commander, Reese 
is freezing its fee rates at the 
Child Development Center at 
fiscal year 1993 prices.

“The senior leadership at 
Reese recognizes that even a 
modest increase would be a 
hardship for many of our child 
development center patrons,” 
said Captain Povelones. “We 
are committed to providing a 
first-class program at afford­
able rates.”

Earlier this year, DoD di­
rected military child develop­
ment centers to implement a 
higher rate structure no later 
than Saturday. However, local 
commanders were given the

option to freeze prices if deemed 
necessary to prevent hardship.

Center fees vary depending 
on each family’s annual earn­
ings. For example, a family 
making between $23,001 and 
$34,000 will pay $47 per week 
for one child at Reese. The 
maximum allowable rate un­
der the DoD plan for the same 
child would be $56. That trans­
lates into a Reese savings of $9 
per child, per week. Over the 
course of a year, that family 
would save approxim ately 
$450.

Center fees defray approxi­
mately one-half of the facility’s 
expenses. The rest of the cost is 
made up by Department of 
Defense appropriated funds 
and Department of Agriculture 
program subsidies.

According to Linda Smith, 
who heads DoD’s family policy 
support office, “There is no 
such thing as profit in DoD 
day care.”

At Reese, as at all DoD cen­
ters, the rate fees are divided 
into five categories with fees 
rising in relationship to family 
earnings.

Those in the lower three cat­
egories (up to $44,000) gener­
ally pay significantly less than 
in the civilian sector. For ex­
ample, the average cost of day 
care for a three-year old in 
Dallas is $64. The average 
cost o f children enrolled at 
Reese is less than $50.

C aptain  Povelones also 
points out that the child devel­
opment center offers many 
benefits in addition to low rates.

“The quality of our programs 
are second to none,” he said. 
“We have exceptionally well 
trained staffs, offer a variety of 
developmental programs and 
enforce vigorous health, safety 
and environmental standards.”
