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Are you really ‘open for business?’

Editor’s note: Lieutenant
Upton wrote the following ar-
ticle prior to a permanent-
change-of-station move to Lit-
tle Rock AFB, Ark..

It’s 3:30 p.m. Friday when
you walk into a local bank.
You've been extremely busy
all day and now is the first
opportunity you’ve had to
complete the loan paper work
for your new house. Unfortu-
nately, the person behind the
counter says he can’t help you
because he isn’t the loan clerk
and doesn’t know anything
about loans. The normal loan
clerk is gone for the day and
won’t be back until Monday.
You leave the bank frustrat-

ed and greatly displeased
with the service you’ve re-
ceived (or not received).

Scenarios like this also
happen far too often in our
Air Force. Can you imagine a
company that’s “open for
business” but can only pro-
vide part of what the custom-
er needs? That experience at
the bank is no different than
going to McDonald’s and or-
dering a Big Mac, french fries
and a milkshake and being
told that the only guy who
knows how to cook french
fries is off today!

One of the most important
principles of quality service is
the elimination of specialists
to the maximum extent pos-
sible. To achieve quality cus-
tomer service, we must train
our people to fill in at as
many positions as practical,

especially during contingen-
cies. Today’s smaller Air
Force greatly increases the
likelihood that your element
will be affected by a deploy-
ment or contingency.
Another reason to check
work center training status is
that our Air Force is being
compared to our civilian coun-
terparts, and whenever pos-
sible, the civilian sector is try-
ing to demonstrate how they
can perform the same jobs in
a more cost effective manner.
Recent surveys have shown
that the average civilian com-
pany can do the same job as
the military with only 60 per-
cent of the people. Most Air
Force members respond by
saying that contractors aren’t
subject to details, TDYs, new
assignments or extended de-
ployments. Even with these

commitments we must do bet-
ter than 60 percent.

One way to do this is by
training all our people to do
at least two of the jobs in a
particular shop. This can be
accomplished through job ro-
tations, continuity books and
comprehensive training pro-

grams. Some tasks are tradi-

tionally done by one element
or another because it’s always
been that way. Civilian com-
panies have been awarded
Department of Defense con-
tracts by combining tasks and
elements.

We can’t be bound by tra-
dition in providing quality
service. Having positions
that are one-deep or having
only one person qualified on
a system is not quality. With
reduced manning and in-
creased TDY commitments,

it’s not easy to keep every-
one in your element trained.
It might mean doing less
managing and more leading.
I'm not advocating that ev-
ery shop NCO or officer in
charge become an expert
technician, but don’t be
above rolling up your sleeves
and helping out.

Total quality begins with
self-assessment. Take a look
around your work center and
ask yourself: Can we provide
all the service we’re advertis-
ing, during all the hours
we’re open? Do we have ser-
vices that only one person can
provide? Do we have complete
and thorough continuity
books?

Don’t let your office or shop
be like the bank in the first
paragraph. We can’t afford it
anymore.

Sergeant Alexander
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Rising Imports Causing Downward Mobility

(NAPS)—Downward mobility is
rising in the United States. The
cruel irony in that statement is
reinforced in a new study by
economist Stephen Rose of the
National Commission for Employ-
ment Policy. Tracking of 5,000 fam-
ilies showed that
44 percent of the
nation’s entire
population fell
prey to real in-
come declines
during the 1980s.

Since service
sector jobs in-
creased and man-

™“ufacturing jobs
Robert E. Swift ;,.,.045ed in the

1980s, it doesn’t take a genius to
determine the primary cause of
this decline in real incomes. More
than three million U.S. manufac-
turing jobs have been lost since
1979, and more than 500,000
of those were in the fiber, tex-
tile and apparel manufacturing
sector.

In November 1993, average
weekly manufacturing wages were
$500.15, compared with average
weekly service sector wages of
$355.88. Clearly, as higher-paying
manufacturing jobs are replaced
by service jobs that pay 29 percent
less, American workers suffer loss-
es in real income.

What is the primary cause of
U.S. manufacturing job losses? A
look at the textile industry helps
answer that. During the 4980s,
the period in which 560,000 U.S.
fiber, textile and apparel manu-
facturing jobs were lost, annual
textile and apparel imports into
the U.S. nearly tripled. This
industry is not alone; in 1991 and
1992, 12 of 21 U.S. manufacturing
industries had trade deficits,

including paper products, trans-
portation equipment and electron-
ics merchandise.

While we have been losing
manufacturing jobs, the Pacific
Rim region has been flourishing—
fueled by an abundance of cheap
labor, the lower safety and envi-
ronmental standards in many of
the region’s countries, and exports
to the U.S. and other nations.

Analysis of the labor that it
takes to manufacture specific
imported garments can tell us
how many U.S. textile and appar-
el manufacturing jobs those
imports cost us. In 1992, glove
imports alone could have support-
ed nearly 68,000 U.S. jobs and
imports of women’s slacks and
shorts could have supported more
than 180,000 U.S. manufacturing
jobs. In total, analysis of 22 cate-
gories of garments imported in
1992 shows they could have pro-
vided more than 1,100,000 U.S.
manufacturing jobs if they were
made here.

In addition to the better-paying
American jobs those imports could
have provided if made here,
American consumers would have
enjoyed greater confidence in prod-
uct quality: Research consistently
shows that consumers believe U.S.-
made textile and apparel products
provide better quality, value and
fit than imports.

*American consumers should
make a Made in U.S.A. label a
primary requirement when shop-
ping for clothing and home tex-
tiles. The U.S. “labor content” of
what we buy must become more
important if we are to arrest the
decline in our standard of living.

Tower of power

Reese controllers land command honors

Two Reese air traffic controllers “towered”
over their AETC counterparts in 1993, earn-
ing honors as the best in the command.

MSgt. Louis Calderon and TSgt. Michael
Davis were chosen as the enlisted air traffic
control manager and
watch supervisor of the
year, respectively.

Sergeant Calderon “hit
the ground running”
when he arrived, getting
here just a few months
before the spring AETC
inspection of the wing. He
immediately revitalized
his flight’s self-inspection
program and targeted
many areas for improve-
ment. The flight scored
high marks on the inspec-
tion, and the tower was
later recognized as the fa-
cility of the year in AETC.

He was instrumental
in regulation changes that resulted in great-
er sortie generation, which has enabled the
wing to maintain an on-time departure rate
well above the command standard.

He was also part of the negotiating team
that put together a new procedures and coor-
dination agreement between Reese and Lub-
bock’s approach control. The New York na-
tive also worked closely with Federal Avia-
tion Administration officials and airspace

management in preparation for the Reese air
show, helping make the event a success.

Sergeant Davis was also a key player in
the high ratings the flight received on the
Quality Air Force Assessment. In addition,
he orchestrated the recov-
ery of more than 200 im-
periled aircraft during the
year, helping prevent po-
tential loss of life and air-
craft.

Originally from St.
Louis, Sergeant Davis is
known to his superiors as
a hard-working NCO, com-
monly found working after
normal duty hours. His ef-
forts were crucial to imple-
mentation of T-1A instru-
ment procedures, according
to unit officials.

The primary care clinic is
open to wing members from
7:30 a.m. to 6 p.m. weekdays
and from 8 to 11:30 a.m.
weekends and holidays. Ap-
pointments should be made by
calling 3245. Of course, people
should call 911 for emergen-
cies. .

When obtaining immediate
medical/dental care when the
clinic is closed, active-duty
personnel on flying status
should call 3515, if at all pos-
sible, before seeking other
than emergency medical care.
If unable to call, flight medi-
cine should be notified at 3545

If immediate medical care
is needed and the primary
care clinic is closed, all active-
duty personnel (including
those on flying status) should
go to University Medical Cen-
ter at 602 Indiana. Active-
duty members who seek care
at UMC should always iden-
tify themselves as active duty
by presenting their military
identification card.

All members who report to
UMC must report to the al-
ternative care office in the
base hospital the next duty
day with a copy of the civilian
treatment record. All visits to
UMC will be reviewed by the
chief of hospital services for
appropriateness.

If an active-duty member is
on leave out of town, he
should go to the nearest mili-
tary facility if it is an emer-
gency (i.e. loss of life, limb or
undue suffering) unless the
distance is too great. In that
case, civilian medical treat-
ment is appropriate. Inform
the facility at the time of
treatment that all bills are to
be forwarded to the closest
military facility.

For non-active-duty mem-
bers and dependents who need
immediate medical care when
the primary care clinic is
closed, they should seek care
at a civilian facility of their
choice. All outpatient medical

- care received from a civilian

service that accepts the
CHAMPUS allowable charge
as their full fee for care, will
be cost shared under the
CHAMPUS program. This
means the patient will pay
100 percent of the allowable
charges until the deductible
amount is met, then co-pay
subsequent allowable charges.

All of the following hospi-
tals in Lubbock accept
CHAMPUS: Methodist Hospi-
tal, UMC, St. Mary of the
Plains Hospital and Highland
Medical Center. In addition,
the following civilian hospitals
have agreed to see CHAMPUS
patients at a reduced charge
of $20 when the primary care
clinic is closed: St. Mary’s,
Highland and Methodist.

The charge is in effect for

many routine diagnoses such
as flu, strep throat and the
like and will cover all facility
costs, doctor fees, lab work, x-
rays and limited medication.
Diagnosis not falling in the
preset categories will be sub-
ject to the normal CHAMPUS
allowable costs for emergency

room, doctor, lab work, and x-

rays. Questions or a listing of

Reese recently received a message
from CHAMPUS in Aurora, Colo. Two
significant changes in the CHAMPUS
program have been delayed from their
Jan. 1 implementation date:

Q The requirement for all providers
to file claims for the beneficiary has
been postponed indefinitely. Participat-
ing providers are still required to file
claims for beneficiaries within one year

from the date of service as of Jan. 1, 1994.

Non-participating providers, while not required to file the claims,
may do so on behalf of the benéficiaries. If you see a participating
provider or a non-participating provider, it is always the beneficia-
ries’ responsibility to ensure the billing organization has filed the
claim with CHAMPUS. If the claim has not been mailed to CHAMPUS,
come to the hospital and fill out a yellow claim form, attach an item-

ized bill and mail to CHAMPUS in Madison, Wisc.

. If CHAMPUS has not received the bill within one year from the
date of service, the beneficiary will be responsible for paying the bill,

including any late charges.

O The 115 percent of CHAMPUS maximum allowable charge pay-
ment to non-participating providers has been delayed. This payment,
usually called the CMAC, Mmits the amount a non-participating pro-
vider can charge the beneficiary. Until this program is implemented,
non-participating providers may bill the beneficiary the difference

between the CHAMPUS-allowed amount and the billed amount.

When possible, useparticipating déctors from our current health
care finder list. These physicians will bill_you only the deductible and
the cost share amount, for allowed services, as indicated on your

CHAMPUS explanation of benefits.

Please maintain all explanation of benefits for a minimum of two
fiscal years. If there are any difficulties with billing or proper credit
for your yearly deductible amount, these explanations will be used to
prove your payments as well as your receipts from the facility or

provider of care.

SGLI premiums increase

WASHINGTON — For the first time ever, Ser-
vicemen’s Group Life Insurance premiums are go-
ing up, but only by one penny per $1,000 of cover-
-age.

Beginning July 1, $1,000 worth of coverage will
cost 9 cents instead of 8 cents. That means the
monthly premium for $100,000 of coverage will in-
crease from $8 to $9, and the premium for the max-
imum level of coverage, which is $200,000, will in-
crease from $16 to $18 per month, said Depart-
ment of Veterans Affairs officials.

A premium of 9 cents per $1,000 is now needed
to maintain the break-even point, officials said. The
military personnel flight has more information on
SGLI coverage, which is available to all active-duty
members. SGLI does not discriminate on the basis
of age, sex, personal life style, hobbies or vocation,
officials said.

OES improprieties checked

the Officer Evaluation System promotjon recom-
mendation process are being investigated prompt-
ly and thoroughly, said Lt. Gen. Billy J. Boles, Air
Force deputy chief of staff, personnel, here.

The general’s comments come on the heels of
recent allegations that errors similar to the one
recently confirmed at Hanscom AFB, Mass., may
have happened at other locations.

“We found cases where senior raters considered
non-performance related information such as ¥om-
pletion of advanced degrees, or used a board to~
rank- order eligible officers,” General Boles said.
Both actions violate the Air Force officer evalua-
tion regulations, he said. 2

“I believe what we have are some lapses in a
‘checklist discipline’ where senior raters tried to
‘help the system.” Nevertheless, we cannot afford
inconsistencies in the promotion recommendation
process. Our officers should and do expect perfec-
tion. Where that standard is not maintained, we
owe it to them to find out what went wrong and
then fix it — and we will.” (Air Force News Ser-
