I 
encourage those of you who haven’t started your

F ir e ! Electricity adds dangerous 
twist to fire hazards

A ll fires are dangerous and present a threat of 
injury due to flames and smoke, but an 

electrical fire adds another threat — shock or 
electrocution.

If an electrical appliance catches fire, first try 
disconnecting the appliance, or shutting the 
electricity off at the fuse or circuit breaker box. 
Once the electricity is cut off, most appliance fires 
will extinguish themselves.

If you attempt to extinguish the fire do not use 
water, or a water-based extinguisher on the fire. 
Use a dry chemical, or fire extinguisher with the 
letter “C” on it, meaning the extinguisher is 
approved for use on energized electrical equipment. 
If unable to extinguish the fire, evacuate the area 
and call the fire department at 911.

The Reese Fire Department provides the 
following safety tips to help eliminate electrical 
fires in the home or work area:

□  Do not overload electrical outlets.

□  Use only the correct size fuses in the fuse 
boxes.

□  Keep appliances and extension cords in 
good condition.

□  Do not run cords under rugs where people 
walk, through doors or windows, or anywhere 
they may be damaged.

□  Keep appliances unplugged when not in 
use.

□  Feel switch plates and outlet covers for 
heat. If an excessive amount of heat is 
transmitted, contact the civil engineering 
service call desk for assistance at 3647.

□  Cover unused electrical outlets with plastic 
safety caps.

□  Only buy appliances and cords with the 
Underwriters Laboratory or Factory Mutual 
label indicating that these appliances have been 
tested for fire safety.

□  Leave air space around appliances such as 
stereos, televisions and microwaves, to keep 
them cool.

Editor’s note: The following was written as a 
commentary on the April 14 incident in northern Iraq 
in which 26 people — including Air Force 1st Lt.
Laura Ashley Piper — died when two Air Force F-15s 
mistakenly shot down two Army helicopters.

To me, this tragedy goes to the very fabric of 
our institution. A passion to protect our comrades- 
in-arms is bred into the Air Force.

We scramble, we fly, we patrol to keep the 
skies above free from danger. That is why we took to the air over Iraq on 
April 14, as we had done for the previous 1,103 days of Operation Provide 
Comfort.

But, that day, something went badly wrong.
Now, as we continue to police the skies over Iraq and elsewhere, airmen 

feel a sense of profound loss. Airmen ask what we should have done differ­
ently. And we dedicate ourselves and our service to the goal of ensuring that 
such a thing will never happen again.

For now, we join in mourning and honoring these men and women, 
especially our sister, Lieutenant Piper.

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RADON
...is  no problem  at R eese, tests show

Reese’s radon levels- are 
well w ithin federal safety 
standards, test results have 
shown.

Radon testing was done 
from May 1991 through May 
1992 as part o f an Air Force­
wide sampling.

Radon is an odorless, col­
orless gas which decays ra- 
dioactively. It is produced as 
a result o f the normal decay 
o f  the  n a tu ra l u ra n iu m  
found in the soil. Radon gas 
can travel slow ly through 
the soil and it can collect in 
c losed , p oorly  v en tila ted  
spaces. Due to the energy 
cr is is , h ou sin g  has been  
m ade m u ch  t ig h te r  and 
there is a concern that ra­

don m ay be co llectin g  in 
houses. Increased risk  o f 
lung cancer is the principal 
hazard from continual, high 
exposures to radon. There is 
absolutely no connection be­
tween AF operations and the 
radon gas.

The Environmental Pro­
tection Agency compares the 
nonsmoker’s risk o f develop­
ing lung cancer from radon 
to the risk in smoking ciga­
rettes. For instance, expo- 
-sure to 10 picocuries per li­
ter o f air (the unit used to 
measure radon) —  equal to 
the cancer risk o f smoking a 
pack o f cigarettes a day. At 
30 units, the risk is the same 
as two packs a day, and at 
150 units the risk is the 
same as four packs a day.

In order to fully identify 
w here a potentia l health  
hazard existed, the testing

was done over a one-year pe­
riod . The w in ter m onths 
were when the radon levels 
are expected to be the great­
est, since houses are normal­
ly kept closed up for efficient 
heating. Extensive testing 
fully, evaluates the hazard 
and identifies the types o f 
repairs, i f  any, that will be 
requ ired . Structures that 
would need to be repaired 
are those with a level great­
er than four units. Those 
structures below this pose 
no threat to health, accord­
ing to the EPA.

Reese had an average o f 
1.1 units for the 444 sam ­
ples taken in base housing. 
The lowest sample measured 
0.1 units and the highest 
sample was 2.9 units. These 
re su lts  in d ica te  th a t no 
structures on Reese housing 
have hazardous radon levels.

Visit from birds 
Vaises feathers’

“Whoosh!!!”
This has become a familiar sound for some people at 

Reese since a group of Mississippi Kites — distant cous­
ins of the falcons — staked a claim to certain areas of 
Reese several years ago. Since their arrival every spring, 
they have made two things perfectly clear.

They like their privacy, and like most species, they 
protect their young.

They inhabit this area from April to October every year. 
Although these birds may be intimidating, they must not 
be harmed in any way since they are part of a protected 
species. Any action resulting in injury to these birds or 
their eggs could result in a fine up to $5,000 levied by the 
federal game warden.

The kites have a wingspan up to three feet and weigh 
about 8 to 12 ounces. Avoid areas around their nests as 
much as possible during the nesting period. Last year, 
their nests were spotted in the trees near the flight simu­
lator building (Bldg. 930), the hospital pedestrian gate 
(near Bldgs. 1220 and 1225), across Bldg. 105, in Reese 
Village and on the golf course.

Wildlife management officials advise people to wear 
hats when they are in kite areas, since the birds attempt 
to strike the highest point on their target. Other precau­
tions wing members can take are:

□ Whenever possible, avoid areas where the kites are 
known to be.

□ If it is necessary to go into one of these areas, try 
walking parallel to the line of trees. Also, as strange as it 
may sound, stay close to the trees. The kits are most apt 
to swoop into open areas.

□ Waving arms cause kites to pull out of a dive.

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Diamonds: What 
To Look For

(NAPS)— If the weather has 
you warming up to romance, you 
may consider buying that memo­
rable symbol of affection: a dia­
mond. The American Diamond 
Industry Association (ADIA) offers 
these tips:

• Buy from an established jewel­
er, one who has the experience and 
expertise to guide you in evaluating 
some of the factors listed below. 
However, the most important fac­

tors should be your own personal 
tastes and aesthetic judgments.

• Note the diam ond’s color. 
Diam onds come in different 
shades. In general, the more color­
less they are, the more valuable. 
However, some diamonds do have

highly distinct colors— canary, 
pink, red, green and blue. These 
are extremely rare, and can also 
be quite valuable.

• Look at any imperfections, 
such as spots, bubbles or lines. 
Diamonds without such “inclu­
sions” are rare, so the fewer the 
imperfections, the more valuable 
the diamond.

• The cut o f a diamond— its 
“brillance,” “fire,” “life” or what­
ever you may call the light it 
reflects into the viewer’s eye—is 
another factor to keep in mind. A 
stone that is more brilliant may 
be more desirable.

• Your jeweller can help when 
you’re ready to buy. It’s a good 
idea for the bill of sale to include 
the number of diamonds, as well 
as the weight, color, clarity and 
any other information that fully 
describes your purchase.

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Reese SP, four-legged partner make multimillion dollar drug bust

The air was thick with exhaust fumes.
The smell only added to the frustration 
felt by A1C Paul Archer and his part­
ner, Rudy. They had only one narcotic 
bust in 10 weeks of searching vehicles 
on the Texas-Mexican border.

A strong breeze began to blow and 
Rudy’s attention was quickly diverted 
away from the car he was “nosing” 
through, toward a truck that just pulled 
up.

This was the scene last fall that re­
sulted in Rudy’s nickname, “Million Dol­
lar Dog,” as he detected a truck carry­
ing more than 600 pounds of marijua­
na. Airman Archer, 64th Security Po­
lice Squadron, and his K-9 partner,
Rudy, made the bust while working with 
U.S. Customs officers in a joint mili­
tary-civilian effort to deter narcotics 
from entering the country.

“It was a random selection,” Airman 
Archer said. “Each base takes their 
turn. They sent Rudy and me because 
the other narcotic detection dog was 
sick.”

According to Judy Turner, U.S. Cus­
toms, they use K-9 teams from all mili­
tary branches to search for hidden nar­
cotics coming across the border.

“Customs uses military K-9 teams to 
augment their own teams,” explained 
Turner. “They work side by side with customs 
inspectors.”

Customs uses the teams in checking vehi­
cles at what they call primary and secondary

locations at ports of entry into the Unit­
ed States.

“That day I was working secondary,” 
said Airman Archer. “I was searching 
another vehicle when a truck pulled 
up. The minute it pulled under the 
carport, Rudy smelled the marijuana 

and took me straight to­
ward it. The odor just over­
whelmed him. He had nev­
er smelled that much at 
one time.
“W hen we got to the 

truck, Rudy shifted his 
head and looked at me. I gave him the 
command to seek and he went back to 
the source,” the airman explained.

Airman Archer added that Rudy did 
the same thing on a smaller bust pre­
viously, but it wasn’t as strong of a 
response.

Because of this bust, which was val­
ued more than $3 million, Airman Ar­
cher received the “Million Dollar Club” 
award and a certificate of appreciation 
from U.S. Customs. SSgt. James Veal, 
the base kennelmaster, said SPS has 
also put the 27-year-old Orlando, Fla., 
native in for additional recognition.

Sergeant Veal said the success of Air­
man Archer and Rudy is because their 
personalities blend well.

“Some dogs won’t work for some han­
dlers and vice versa,” Sergeant Veal 
explained. “Rudy likes him, and that’s 

the key to the whole thing. The dog will do 
anything for him.”

Relocation 
program 

offers aid 
to movers

The relocation assistance 
program is available to aid 
members preparing for a 
move or settling in.

The program includes in­
formation on selling and 
buying a house, housing re­
ferral, real estate, child care, 
spouse em ploym ent and 
more. Also available are 
computer programs that can 
help plan trips and print 
itineraries and maps for 
travel convenience. Several 
other handouts are available 
to plan a smooth move, such 
as a checklist and base agen­
cies fact sheets.

New to the relocation as­
sistance program  is the 
Standard Installation Topic 
Exchange Service, or 
“SITES.” The SITES data­
base is on CD-ROM and con­
tains information on more 
than 300 military installa­
tions stateside and overseas. 
Information on the database 
can be printed out in book 
form or downloaded to a disk 
for home viewing.

The SITES package com­
plements the base brochures 
that can be checked out at 
the family services center. 
For people who have more 
complex questions or needs 
about going to their new 
duty station, the center has

computer access to sever­
al stateside and overseas 
bases to obtain the infor­
mation required.

A “smooth move” semi­
nar is held quarterly at 
the family support center, 
where several agencies 
provide valuable informa­
tion to personnel PCSing, 
separating or retiring. 
The seminar includes 
speakers from legal, fi­
nance, hospital, traffic 
management, outbound 
assignments, housing and 
the Air Force Aid Society.

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Children And Television
(N A PS)—As parents know, 

ch ildren  spend a lot o f time 
watching te lev is ion , betw een  
two and three hours a day by 
some estimates.

No, accord­
ing to the American Psychological 
Association (APA), television “is 
not inherently evil or destructive 
to children—the effects of televi­
sion depend on how it is used.”

To help parents help their chil- .

some practical suggestions.

Regulate Time With TV 
Keep a time chart with the 

child o f his or her activ ities, 
including TV viewing, homework 
and play with friends. Discuss 
which to reduce and which to 
increase. Set- a weekly viewing 
limit and stick to it. Rule out TV 
at certain times, such as before 
breakfast or on school nights. 
Make a list of alternative activi­
ties, such as bike-riding, reading 
or working on a hobby and require 
the child to choose and do some­
thing from the list before watch­
ing TV. Don’t turn on the televi­
sion until you’ve decided what you 
want to watch and then turn it 
o ff when that show is over. 
Remember that you set an exam­
ple; if  you watch a lot o f TV, 
chances are your child will also.

CopingfWith Violence 
Be aware of how much violence 

is in the program s your child 
watches. When viewing TV to­
gether, discuss the violence, talk­
ing about why the violence hap­
pened and how painful it is. Ask 
the child how conflicts can be 
solved without violence.

program is “faked.” Encourage 
children to watch programs with 
characters that cooperate, help 
and care for each other. These 
program s can have a positive 
influence on children.

Applying Television 
To Real Life

Ask children to compare what 
they see on TV with what they’ve 
seen, learned or read about first­
hand. Encourage them to read 
newspapers, listen to the radio 
and talk to different people. Help 
children distinguish  between 
what is real and what is make- 
believe on TV. Make sure your 
child understands what values 
your fam ily holds about such 
things as sex, alcohol and drugs.

Understanding Advertising
Tell children that the purpose 

of advertising is to sell products 
to as many viewers as possible. 
Explain what disclaim ers like 
“partial assembly required” mean. 
On shopping trips, show children 
how the products they’ve seen on 
TV look in real life. Teach your 
child a few facts about nutrition 
and encourage them to read pack­
age labels and make nutritious 
choices.
