Understanding the various severe
weather classifications and being
prepared to take appropriate action
could be the best insurance Reese
people can obtain for their families’
safety.

For Reese and Lubbock residents,
the severe weather conditions to be
most concerned with are thunder-
storm watches, thunderstorm warn-
ings, tornado watches, and

nado is a warning. Most stations will
supplement the watch and warning
symbols with the names of affected
counties.

Lieutenant Dubay suggests Reese
people may want to invest in a weath-

. er radio. The radios are available in

most Lubbock stores and at the base
exchange. The cost is about $20.

On base, the weather flight con-
tinuously provides severe weather

and Reese Village residents should
take immediate cover if they hear
the tornado warning siren. Reese
personnel should take cover in their
facilities’ designated tornado shel-
ter. Do not go outside to look at the
tornado. If you do, it may be too
late to take cover. '
Once the siren stops, the com-
mand post will issue additional
guidance on the EBS system. The
"EBS system will be supple-
mented as necessary by

tornado warnings. Each of
these conditions represents
a different level and threat
of severe weather. As con-
_ditions -change, so do the
precautions people should
take.

Warning signs

First Lt. David Dubay,
chief of the base readiness
flight, says people must be
aware of warning signs and
prepare to take the proper
actions if severe weather is
approaching or is present.

base law enforcement and
disaster response officials.
A five-to 10-second test of
the warning siren is con-
ducted at noon the last Fri-
day of the month during the
winter. During the sum-
mer, it is tested at noon ev-
ery Friday unless there is
inclement weather in the
area.

The command post
and security police ask that
people refrain from calling
agencies such as them-
selves, weather service or
911 to get weather informa-

the local weather condi-
tions by tuning into local television
and radio stations.

All of the local broadcast stations
provide extensive severe weather
coverage, frequently breaking into
scheduled programing to provide up-
to-the-minute reports on area
weather. In addition to these up-
dates, each television station dis-
plays a thunderstorm or tornado
symbol on the screen to indicate a
specific weather watch or warning
within a viewing area. A watch
means that conditions are favorable

_ for a specific severe weather activi-
ty. A warning is issued when that
activity is actually taking place or
considered imminent.

An outlined thundercloud signals
a thunderstorm watch. A filled thun-
dercloud means the condition has
been upgraded to a warning. As with
thunderstorms, an outlined tornado
indicates a watch and a filled tor-

updates to the command staff and
command post. When there is a sig-
nificant threat of severe weather af-
fecting the base, the command post
will issue Emergency Broadcast Sys-
tem audio updates simultaneously
on all Mission Cable channels. A test
of the EBS is cogducted on the last
Friday of the month.between 6:00
and 7:00 p.m. If you do not hear the
test, contact Mission Cable with the
information..Reese residents who
are not connected t%\’Mission Cable
will not receive these EBS updates.

When to take shelter

When the threat of a tornado
striking Reese is imminent, the com-
mand post will activate the base si-
ren. Once activated, the siren will
sound a steady tone until the threat
of a tornado has ended. Lieutenant
Dubay stressed that base personnel

tion. People should stay
; tuned to their televisions
and radios. Only bona fide emergen-
cy calls should be made to these
agencies. In all cases, everyone
should use common sense.

When the severe weather season

is approaching, the disaster pre-

paredness office suggests each fam-
ily prepare a home “storm kit.”
These kits should contain such items
as candles, flashlight (with batter-
ies), water and a radio. Have this
kit available for immediate use and
frequently check the contents for
serviceability.

West Texas is part of “tornado al-
ley” and Reese people living on base
and in the local communities should
be aware that weather conditions
can become severe, literally without
warning. If there are questions con-
cerning tornados or appropriate re-
sponse actions, please call the di-
saster preparedness office at 3703.

Planning is
key to safety

Planning for a tornado can greatly enhance the chances of surviving one.

Make sure everyone in your work area or home knows where to goif a tornado strikes.

Maintain an emergency kit. It should include: flashlights, portable radio with extra
batteries, drinking water, first aid kit and other emergency items.

Monitor local broadcast television and radio stations for severe weather information.
KFYO AM-790, is the designated emergency information station in the Lubbock area.

MSSQ cagers take intramural title

In his last game here, SSgt. Mike Barnett-scored
