Weather Remains 
Rainy, Cloudy, Cool

Weather as the paper was being 
prepared for printing Tuesday was 
cloudy and cool, the noon temperature 
being 73°, and it looked as if it would 
be raining soon.

Rainfall received so far in August is 
.81 of an inch in Silverton, even though 
much heavier amounts have fallen 
south of town. South Plains received 
heavy rainfall, as much as four to five 
inches in places, while Silverton 
measured .16 of an inch in the 24-hour 
period ending at 6:00 a.m. Monday.

Normal for Silverton in August is 
2.64 inches.

Cotton farmers appreciate the rain 
showers, but need a swift return to hot 
dry weather if their crop is to be a good 
one.

Silverton Voters 
Reject Questions

In Saturday’s state constitutional 
amendment election and County 
Education District election, a handful 
of Silverton voters went to the polls and 
rejected all questions.

Across the state, voters approved 
Proposition 1, which gave the education 
districts the authority to hold the 
elections, and rejected Proposition 2 
which would have given money to the 
state’s student loan fund.

Silverton’s school is the only one in 
the Briscoe County Education District, 
and the voters here turned down 
Proposition 1,95-36, and Proposition 2, 
88-50.

In the matter of granting certain tax 
exemptions, local voters turned down 
the homestead exemption question, 95- 
21, the exemption for disabled and 
elderly, 99-22, and the personal

property tax question, 78-36.
A small turnout o f voters was seen all 

over the area, but in Silverton the light 
vote was attributed partially to the 
Briscoe County Birthday Celebration 
being held the same day which was 
attended by a large number o f present 
and former residents.

The Turkey-Quitaque school is a part 
o f the Hall County Education District, 
and voters in the Valley school portion 
o f that CED approved the exemptions, 
voting 22-18 for the homestead 
exemption; 32-11 for the disabled, 
elderly exemption, and turning down 
the personal property tax question 38- 
4. The overall vote in Hall County 
follow ed the same trend as was 
established in the Valley school portion 
of the CED.

Silverton’s school calendar for 1991- 
92 reflects a beginning date o f Monday, 
August 26, and the first period begins 
each morning at 8:05. Teachers go back 
to school Monday, August 19, and have 
in-service and workdays through 
August 23.

First holiday of the school year occurs 
on Monday, September 2, which is 
Labor Day.

The first six weeks period ends 
Friday, October 4, and the second six 
weeks ends Friday, November 15.

Next holidays on the calendar are 
Novem ber 28-29, which is the 
Thanksgiving observance.

School will be dismissed December 23

through January b for the Christmas 
and New Year holidays, and there will 
be a teacher workday Saturday, 
January 11, and an in-service day on 
Friday, January 24.

The first semester ends Friday, 
January 10, and the fourth six weeks 
ends Friday, February 21, with 
February 27-28-29 shown as holidays.

Fifth six weeks ends Friday, April 3, 
with a holiday Friday, April 17, and a 
bad weather day on Monday, April 20.

There is another bad weather day 
reserved on Friday, May 8, and the

Additionally, the 
caller’s telephone number and other originating network call 
information may be recorded and stored by the Exchange 
Connection Service customer. Customers may be able to identify 
the caller before the call is answered. All Exchange Connection 
Service customers will be required to sign a non-disclosure 
agreement prior to being provided service. In the agreement the 
customer agrees not to disclose the calling party's telephone 
number unless the customer has written permission from the 
calling party.

The Telephone Company estimates these new services will 
increase its annual revenues during the first year by approxi­
mately $1.2 million. Providers of voice messaging service and 
telephone answering services and their subscribers are the types 
of customers likely to be affected by approval of these services.

Exchange Connection Service is provided to customers in two 
parts: Local Serving Arrangement, which provides access to the 
exchange network; and Optional Service Features. The proposed 
rates, for both Exchange Connection Service and Customer 
Alerting Enablement, including installation charges, are as 
follows:
