The second “c” is communication.

We as officers must be effective
communicators. That means being
good listeners as well as good speak-
ers. It isn’t enough for us to under-
stand what the mission requires; we
must ensure our subordinates and
peers share the power of knowledge.
The third “¢” is courage. One of
the greatest challenges all of us face
as officers and leaders is having the

courage to let others make mistakes.

If an instructor pilot never gives the
stick to a student, he or she never
learns to fly on their own. Denying
people the “opportunity to fail” will
ensure they never succeed.

As we add Reese closure and
reuse to our pilot training mission,
the officers of the wing must work
together to meet the challenge.

Grab your lucky rabbit’s foot,
knock on wood, find a four-leaf clover
-- it's Friday the 13th.

There are a variety of theories
defining why Friday the 13th is
considered so unlucky. Ironically, the
most popular explanation stems from
the betrayal and crucifixion of
Christ. There were 13 in attendance
the Friday that Judas betrayed
Christ.

The bad-luck link between Friday
and the number 13 was strengthened
by Leonardo DaVinci’s painting of
‘The Last Supper,” in which he
portrays the revelation that one of
the disciples would betray- Christ.
Clearly evident before a shocked
Judas is a spilled container of salt;
even then a symbol of bad luck.

There are other supposed roots for
the number 13’s unlucky legacy. But,
one thing is certain, no superstitious
belief is as widespread nor has as big
an effect on society.

In France, there are very few
homes with the number 13. Sky-

scrapers rarely have a 13th floor and
many airlines have no 13th row of
seats. Few professional athletes are
willing to wear the number 13.

Here are a few common theories
about other superstitions:

Walking under a ladder

The fear of walking under a ladder
can also be traced to theological
beliefs. When erected, a ladder forms
a triangle—the ancient symbol of
Trinity. It was believed that walking
under a ladder, or into a triangle,
violated the sanctity of the Trinity.

Just how strongly this belief is felt
was recently demonstrated by an
English university. Students erected
a ladder across a busy London
sidewalk. During a 15-minute period,
52 people walked down the sidewalk.
Forty-two of the pedestrians stepped
into the traffic-filled street rather
than walk under the ladder.

Black cats

The superstition surrounding
black cats is simply explained. In the
Middle Ages, people believed that
witches could take the form of a cat—
usually a black cat.

This belief was strengthened by an
English tale of a villager and his son
chasing a black cat away with rocks.

Lucky horseshoes

This belief continued as
man developed glass mirrors. Some
believed that if the mirror was
broken, the soul was lost.

Wrong side of the bed

This is one of the most interesting
superstitions. Its roots trace to the
early Roman Empire.

The Romans believed there was a
good and evil side of the body. Since
most people were right-handed it
made sense that the right side was
the strong (good) side.

In fact, the Latin word for left
hand is sinister. Since the left side
was evil, all actions should be begun
with the right side -- shaking hands,
walking into someone’s home and
even getting out of bed.

The correct way to get out of bed to
avoid bad luck is to put your right
foot down first, making it necessary
to get out on the right side.

An ironic twist to this is that
although many of our military
traditions are also traced to the
legions of Rome, most marching
drills begin by stepping out with the

Chief Sanford eyes end
to drawdown instability

GOODFELLOW AIR
FORCE BASE, Texas
(AETCNS)—Force stability is
on the horizon as the end of
the military drawdown nears,
said the Air Education and
Training Command senior en-
listed advisor during a recent
visit to Goodfellow.

That’s good news for young
airmen and officers who have
experienced nothing but
change since they joined the
Air Force five or six years ago,
said Chief Master Sgt. Tho-
mas Sanford.

The top enlisted advisor to
Gen. Billy Boles, AETC com-
mander, said,

“It’s time for people to real-
ize a stability, not only for their
own career potential and
growth but for the sake of
their families as well,” San-
ford said.

As the Air Force enters the
post-drawdown era, Sanford
said improving quality of life
and other initiatives will help
lay the foundation for stabili-
ty.

Better family and dormito-
ry housing will likely be a prod-
uct of funding the Air Force is
getting to boost the quality of
life for its members, he said.

“The money is there for
housing. We have made mag-
nificent strides with Congress,”
the 29-year Air Force veteran
said.

“For the first time ever we
got money specifically for dor-
mitories in the budget. In this
command, where we do the
bulk of the Air Force’s train-
ing—not to mention the train-
ing we provide our sister ser-
vices where we are joint in
nature—it’s a real godsend.”

“General Boles has penned
a letter to wing commanders
indicating support for enlisted

heritage,” Sanford said.

“As we construct new build-
ings and open classrooms, we
should consider the pioneers
who wore the stripes when it
comes to naming these facili-
ties. It lets us recognize the
people in this command who
were doing wonderful things
for our Air Force, and it lets us
capture it for posterity.

“If we don’t soon capture
what the folks who went be-
fore us did to make this Air
Force what it is, it will be gone
forever. No one will be around
to remember,” he said.

Sanford cited the recent ded-
ication of the Goodfellow fire
training complex as the Louis
F. Garland Fire Academy as a
perfect example of preserving
heritage. Garland was a former
enlisted person who, from
1965-1976, developed much of
the current Air Force firefight-
er training program.

While honoring those who
contributed in the past, the -
chief said it’s also critical to
prepare young people for the
future. In AETC, that respon-
sibility rests mainly with the
command’s instructors.

Instructors must do more
than simply teach from behind
the podium; they must be facil-
itators for the learning pro-
cess, he said.

“We can no longer be satis-

fied to do lock-step instruc-
tion,” the chief said. “We’re us-
ing terrific technology in our
classrooms, not to mention that
audio and visual presentation
has changed— we’ve got real
F-16s on the ramp!”
The new high-tech environ-
ment means instructors have
to become actively involved
with the students. “And that’s
what I have seen around the
command,” he said.
