I think Air Force
people will be pleased with the
decisions and the direction
we’re headed.

Q. Whatisthe future for
married housing?

A. We're moving toward
privatization asking the pri-
vate sector to help us out and

perhaps, eventually get us out
of the housing business.

We have come to a point
today in the Air Force where
we have about 60,000 houses
that are below what we think
are acceptable standards. With
the current funding we get ev-
ery year to fix or replace these
houses, it’s going to take us 24

years to get them up to stan-
dards. By the end of that 24
years, we're probably going to
have another 60,000 houses to
fix. So it would be a continuous
circle. We'd be investing money
and could not see the benefit
and our people would fell the
brunt financially. So, we think
privatization is the way to go,
and the benefits privatization
provides will allow us to care
for our most valuable resource,
our people.

Q. What is the overseas
housing situation like?

A. It depends on the area.
Some cases it’s okay and some
casesit’s not. One of the things
we’ve looked at and been able
to use is government-leased
housing in some overseas ar-
eas.

Q. With a smaller mili-
tary, what is the availabil-
ity of overseas assign-
ments?

A. There’s not as many
choices as there used to be, but
there are not as many people
competing for those choices
either. The assignment process

can be frustrating because
people expect to volunteer and
get selected right away. Well,
that just doesn’t happen right
away for everyone but if you’re
persistent and patient, youll
more than likely get your as-
signment choice and have the
chance to serve overseas.

Q. Areyousatisfied with
the recent changes to the
performance system and
the promotion system?

A. Very satisfied! We just
did a review this past Febru-
ary and I'm confident the
changes we made will make
our system even better. We’ll
see, it takes time; you have to
let these things work.

Look at this year-- we had
a higher promotion rate in ev-
ery promotion grade than we
anticipated.

Proper food preparation, storage

Without proper storage and
preparation, these holiday
memories can turn from being
with friends and family to hav-
ing salmonella; which can be
abdominal pain, cramping, fe-
ver, diarrhea, nausea and vom-
iting.

In order to prevent any

foodborneillness from happen-
ing, you should consider sev-
eral things.

[ Microorganisms grow in
temperatures between 41 to
140 degrees Fahrenheit.

 Thaw food properly. De-
frost frozen foods in the refrig-
erator to prevent them from
passing the 41 degree Fahren-
heit limit.

[ Maintain cooked items at
or above 140 degrees Fahren-
heit while serving.

O Practice good personal
hygiene by washingyour hands
before, during and after pre-
paring food.

O Wash kitchen counters

and anythingthat touchesraw
meat. Keep dishes, utensils,
kitchen equipment and work
surfaces clean before and after
they are used.

O Wrap and store leftovers
in the refrigerator promptly.
This prevents potentially
harmful bacteria from grow-
ing.

O Freeze leftovers that will
be kept longer than a couple of
daysrather than refrigerating
them.

0 Use leftovers as soon as
possible after defrosting.

Survivorsrecount Saudi bomb blast

RIYADH, Saudi Arabia
(AFNS) — The grace of God, a
busy friend and a high-back
chair all may have kept the
death toll from rising after a
220-pound car bomb ripped
through an office buildinghere
Nov. 13, say some of its survi-
vors.

The blast killed six and in-
jured more than 60. Five of
those killed and 30 of the in-
jured were Americans. The
terrorist’s target housed ine
Office of the Program Mzen-
ager for the Saudi Arabian
National Guard, a U.S. Army
security assistance program
thatstartedintheearly 197Cs.

Most of the 150 U.S. sol-
diers and civilians who work
for OPM-SANG have offices in
that building.

“I was sitting in my high-
back chair up in my third floor
office. I remember adjusting
my glasses — then I had no
sense of anything happening
until I pushed a window frame
off my shoulder that had hit
me in the head,” said Greg
Turner a retired lieutenant
colonel, now an Army civilian.
Turner still in a Saudi hospi-
tal, said his recovery was go-
ing well after having his ear
reattached and many cuts
stitched up.

Right after the blast he
wasn’t so sure he’d make it.
Turner managed to crawl and
weave his way through a maze
of ceiling tile and its frame-
work toreach the stairs. “Right
before I reached the stairs all
this dust came in and you
couldn’t see a thing.” Turner

stumbled down to street level
where he remembers little.

“This Saudi pulled up in a
four-wheel drive vehicle of
some type, somebody loaded
up four or five of us who looked
the worst and then whisked us
off to the hospital. I really
wasn’t as bad off as the others,
butIwasbleedingalot. I guess
that’s why they took me.”

He then squeezes his wife’s
hand and says: “I'm thoroughly
convinced if it wasn’t for the
back of that chair (which faced
the wall of plate-glass) I
wouldn’t be sitting here talk-
ing to you today.”

That Monday, down on the
second floor of the three-story
building, 21-year-old Niamh
Miller, an American clerical
worker, was slightly annoyed
with her friend because she
was running late for lunch.

“I called her and she had to
finish up some work, so I de-
cided to eat lunch in the office
rather than go down to the
cafeteria,” said Miller. “If it
wasn’t for her I would have
been down in the cafeteria.”

The first-floor cafeteria was
one of the hardest hit areas.
Most ofthosekilled by the 11:30
a.m. blast were in that section
of the building.

The unity of this small,
tight-knit community of about

350 workers and family mem- -

bers was evident right after
the explosion, said Col. Lyn
Boylston, who was also work-
ing in the building.

“The spouses had raced
down from the housing area
and were there with bandages

and other first aid stuff within
10 minutes,” said Boylston.
Boylston, who had just been
out on his third-floor balcony,
was huddled over his desk with
two other people looking over a
briefing when the bomb went
off. ]

“I could feel the heat and
there was this pungent odor as
Ipicked myselfup offthe floor,”
he said. “I immediately began
trying to figure out what
caused the explosion. At first I
thought it might be the new
air conditioner they just in-
stalled on the roof, then maybe
a Scud (missile). About that
time there were more explo-
sions and I thought we were
under attack.” Later he dis-
covered the secondary explo-
sions were caused by the rup-
turing gas tanks of some of the
vehicles in the parking lot.
Boylston escaped with only a
few scrapes and bruises.

“About the time the explo-
sions stopped and I had found
the other people in the office, I
heard prayer call and remem-
ber thinking ‘how appropri-
ate.”

Boylston helped his fellow
office workers out of the build-
ing, then he helped an “unor-
ganized team effort to clear
the third floor. The scene out-
side was absolute chaos,” said
the colonel. “Your ears almost
hurt from all the sirens - civil-
ian police, military police and
all kinds of ambulances.”

He said the full effect of the
bombingdidn’t sink in until he
went back to the building the
next day.
