Fireworks are‘hot toys and should be used
only by individuals qualified and experienced in
handling them. ' .

Even sparklers are dangerous. They burn
with such extreme heat that they can burn
anything that comes in direct contact with
them. Parents need to be ever mindful of this
danger as sparklers are often mistakenly
believed to be a “harmless” form of fireworks.

If you’re planning a barbecue, keep in mind
the placement of your grill. Grills should be
kept clear from buildings and away from

combustible materials which may be ignited by
flying embers. Remember, charcoal lighter fluid
is a flammable liquid should be used carefully.

Never add charcoal lighter fluid to a burning
fire. Before leaving the barbecue, soak the hot
charcoal with water to ensure the burning is
extinguished.

If your using a propane gas grill, ensure you
read and follow the manufacturers’ operating
instructions. If the grill requires manual
lighting, have the lighter in position before
turning on the gas. A malfunctioning propane
grill should be repaired by a professional before

The 64th Logistics Squad-
ron’s Material Storage and
Distribution Flight/Natural
Working Group was presented
the first Commander’s Unit
Excellence in Quality Award.

The award is presented
quarterly to the unit best dem-
onstrating its performance,
achievements and improve-
mentsin customer satisfaction,
quality and productivity.

One sub-team freed up
needed storage space by elim-
inating excess stock and de-
signing a “state-of-the-art”
space saver configuration for
storing stock. For hazardous
materials, a second sub-team
saved the base money by build-
ing their own spill kits for con-
taining an accidental spill.
Another sub-team, focused
on improving direct support to
customers. It worked with a
local aircraft oxygen supplier
to increase cylinder pressure

for the T-1 which gave the tech-
nicians more service capacity.
Also, the team focused on de-
livery time for mission capable
parts to the flight line. Deliv-
ery times were made consis-
tent, with none exceeding the
30-minute maximum time lim-
it.

This improved base deliv-
ery for all priority customers
to approximately 15 minutes.

Because of these improve-
ments, the team was runner-
up as Air Education and Train-
ing Command’s Outstanding
MS&D Flight of the Year
Award for 1994.

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BRAC votes to close Reese, San Antonio ALC

WASHINGTON (AFNS) —
The Defense Base Closure and
Realignment Commission vot-
ed June 22 to close Reese, Mc-
Clellan AFB, Calif., and the
San Antonio Air Logistics Cen-
ter.

McClellan is the home of
the Sacramento ALC.

Four other Air Force instal-
lations are recommended for
closure and five others for re-
alignment.

The commission also voted
to keep six installations open
that the Department of De-

fense had recommended be.

closed or realigned

The commission’s decision
to close the two ALCs was tak-
en against Air Force and De-
partment of Defense recom-
mendations.

Overall, the commission
recommended closing 20 De-
partment of Defense military
bases and realigning six. Now
the recommendations must be
accepted or rejected in full by
the president and Congress.

A realignment is eliminat-

ing or reducing part of a base’s
population or mission but not
closing the installation.

Commission voting on Air
Force installations was com-
pleted June 22.

The other Air Force BRAC
actions, in the order they were
taken, were:

3 Rome Laboratory, New
York: The DOD recommenda-
tion was to close it, but the
commission voted to keep it
open.

DOD recommended closure,
but the commission voted to
keep it open.

3 Real-Time Digitally
Controlled Analyzer Processor
Activity, Buffalo, N.Y.: DOD
recommended “disestablish-
ing” the activity, and the com-

mission agreed.

3 Air Force Electronic
Warfare Evaluation Simula-
tor Activity, Fort Worth, Tex-
as: DOD recommended “dis-
establishing” the activity, but
the commission rejected the
DOD proposal and voted to
keep it open.
