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Four technical sergeants selected for promotion

percentage rate.

Chief Barber says people programs are Air Force's top priority
GOODFELLOW AIR FORCE BASE, 

Texas (AETCNS) — The senior enlisted 
person in Air Education and Training 
Command said people programs remain 
the number one priority of Air Force and 
command leadership.

During a visit to Goodfellow May 21- 
24, Chief Master Sgt. Annette Barber, 
senior enlisted advisor to AETC com- 

^mander Gen. Billy Boles, discussed a va- 
'iety of issues with the 17th Training 
Wing’s enlisted force.

As the person responsible for the 
morale, welfare, assignment and ef­
fective use of about 34,000 AETC en­
listed people around the world, Bar­
ber communicates enlisted concerns 
to Boles.

She said the issues she discussed 
at Goodfellow parallel those of the 
enlisted force throughout the com­
mand.

“The common issues that come up 
include such things as housing and

child care,” Barber said. “They’re the 
same issues Chief Campanale and 
General Fogleman are doing their best 
to help us with in Washington D.C.”

Those quality of life issues receive 
priority from the top down, the chief 
added, and people can expect to see a 
strong emphasis remain on them.

“Although we hear the budget is 
getting tighter and tighter,” she said, 
“it’s important for people to know there 
is a commitment from Air Force lead­

ership — even though the dollars aren’t 
there like we used to have — to make 
sure quality of life issues remain at the 
forefront. They will continue to be a 
priority for senior leadership.”

Sunscreen protects you from UV rays today as well as tomorrow

Summer — the word alone 
conjures up thoughts of 
heading outdoors — sports, 
picnics, the pool are all part 
of the season.

One thing that comes with 
increased outdoor activity is 
sunburn. Thinking ahead to 
prevent overexposure to the 
sun will make the next few 
months — and the rest of 
your life — more pleasurable.

The harmful effects of the 
sun are caused by ultraviolet 
(UV) rays. These rays are 
broken down into three 
wavelengths and can cause 
different types of skin 
damage. UVB rays can cause 
burning and skin cancer. 
UVA rays, once thought safe, 
have been found to cause 
wrinkling, premature skin 
aging, erythema (redness), 
tanning and may increase 
the risk of skin cancer.

Skin protection may not be 
taken seriously because

okay. This is not true. 
Sunburn is only one of the 
effects of sun overexposure. 
Skin damage can be placed 
into three categories.

Photodamage occurs 
with sunburn and tanning. 
The sun causes an increase 
in the number of melano­
cytes (skin pigment cells) 
which causes the dark skin 
color associated with a tan. 
While many think that a 
dark tan is healthy, it 
actually is a sign of damaged 
skin.

Photo-aging is a more 
serious consequence of sun 
worship because cell changes 
have occurred. People with 
very fair skin are most 
susceptible because they 
have little melanin (skin 
coloring) to help protect them 
from the sun. Some of the 
changes seen from photo­
aging are wrinkles, bruising, 
benign skin growths and 
coarsening of skin, dryness 
and mottled skin color. There 
may also be a loss of skin 
elasticity which produces the 
well-known flaps of skin 
under the chin and arms.

Finally, the sun can cause 
an unusual growth of skin 
called solar keratosis. For 
one in 400 people, this 
growth can become malig­
nant or cancerous.

The harmful effects of the 
sun can be minimized by 
following these guidelines:

-  Avoid going outside 
between 10 a.m. and 2 p.m. - 
peak burning times.

-  Try to wear tightly- 
woven clothing. It will 
provide a sun protection 
factor of five to nine.

-  Use a sunscreen. The 
higher the SPF, the more 
protection the product 
provides.

For example, a sunscreen 
with an SPF of 15 allows the 
wearer to stay out 15 times 
longer than if they were 
wearing nothing. I f  water 
activities are planned, look 
for a sunscreen that is water- 
resistant. Always remember 
to apply sunscreen 30-60 
minutes before going outside 
to all exposed areas of the 
body, including the lips, 
around the eyes and ears and 
under the nose.

Be smart: swim  w ith  care

Days of Summer.

The following tips will help everyone — espe­
cially those fond of water activities — make it 
through the summer safely.

Swimming is a great recreation activity for 
everyone entering the water to cool themselves off 
on a hot day or wanting the benefits of exercising 
in water. Here’s something to think about before 
you start the swimming season.

□  Swimming without a buddy is risky business.
□  Consuming alcohol and swimming just don’t 

mix under any conditions.
□  For your personal safety, swim only where 

lifeguards are present.
□  Swimming when you are tired is risky. You 

may not have enough energy to save yourself in an 
emergency.

□  Swimming right after eating can cause 
cramps. It is very difficult to swim with gut- 
wrenching cramps when you are in water over 
your head.

□  Swimming in any body of water during a 
thunderstorm can be an electrifying experience if 
lightning strikes the surface of the water.

□  Diving into unknown depths of water can be a 
bone-shattering experience.

□  Cold water and warm bodies don’t mix. Water 
below the temperature of 68 degrees can lower 
your body temperature to a dangerous level in a 
matter of minutes.

Most water-related mishaps happen because the 
person(s) involved either ignored or willfully 
disregarded known water safety rules. The down 
side of any water mishap is that the recovered 
person(s) have put more than themselves at risk 
during the rescue mission.

Think twice this summer when you take part in 
water-related activities. Have fun, but be safe!

the program Boles introduced 
in September. “It’s not a new 
concept and most people are 
probably doing it to some ex­
tent already. It’s a refocus on 
the supervisor getting in­
volved with his/her people.”

The Air Force veteran of 22 
years said mentoring is a 
simple process and people 
shouldn’t make it harder than 
it is.

“You can mentor all day 
long, and your folks may not 
even realize it,” she told a 
group of senior NCOs.

Mentoring includes such 
simple things as showing new 
airmen how to read a leave 
and earnings statement or 
pointing them in the right di­
rection when they need advice 
on their personal finances. It 
includes things that can come 
up in casual conversations in 
the break room, she added.

“Don’t make mentoring so 
formal that you lose sight of 
what it actually is, and that is 
developing our people to be 
better and to move up to take

our positions, our places,” she 
said.

She also said the job of se­
nior NCOs is to mentor young 
lieutenants and captains.

“We’re as obligated to guide 
them as much as we can on 
learning about the enlisted 
force and how we operate in 
the Air Force as we are in help­
ing them learn their job,” the 
advisor said. “I don’t think you 
have to focus just on subordi­
nates in the mentoring pro­
cess.”

Barber also discussed ca­
reer development, preparing 
for boards and first-line super­
vision. She said the issues she 
discusses with enlisted people 
throughout AETC lead to one 
primary theme. That is, people 
need to have the knowledge 
and tools to accomplish the 
mission.

“We need to make sure our 
enlisted force is mission-ready 
and that we are training our 
folks to be fully qualified and 
prepared to do their jobs,” she 
said. “That includes making 
sure they have the equipment 
to do their jobs.”

Over the past two decades, the world has experi­

enced a technological revolution, and the Air Force is 
not immune to this revolution.

Computers have blurred the lines of distinction 
between occupational fields and increased the skill 
variety of workers.

The Air Force observed this trend, especially in 
the communications and information management 
functions.

In 1994, a study of potential benefits of consoli­
dating the two areas was conducted. Sheila Widnall, 
Secretary of the Air Force, approved the merger of 
the communications and information management 
fields on Dec. 20, 1995.

After approval of the merger, each major com­
mand took steps toward implementation.

In conjunction with its p-plan effort, Air Educa­
tion and Training Command officials conducted a 
“roadshow,” touring all bases in the command to 
explain the merger in detail, visiting Reese in March.

Reese was one of the first AETC bases to imple­
ment the merger and did so May 1.

“Because of the size of our squadron and the 
proximity of the information management flight, it 
was not very difficult to accomplish,” said Capt. 
Keith Kennedy, 64th Communications Squadron 
commander. “One thing we are pushing for though,

is a waiver from the objective communications squad­
ron as proposed. Because our squadron is relatively 
small, we have combined the information systems 
flight with the support systems flight. This is one 
deviation that is still being discussed at the major 
command level.

“It was a natural decision,” added Kennedy. 
“Technology has been a driving force between this 
alliance. We would be doing our people here an

injustice if we did not attempt to integrate our 
functions.”

The most significant change from the merger 
was the creation of the information systems support 
flight.

This new flight consists of former information 
management functions along with audiovisual infor­
mation, the base communications center and the 
graphics/photo lab.

“I think it’s been a good move,” said Winston 
Boedeker, audiovisual technician, of the merger. “It 
places many similar or related functions under one 
umbrella, which eliminates a lot of confusion.”

“There have been conflicting regulations for 
graphics and reprographics on color printing that 
has caused disagreements about those printingjobs,” 
said Master Sgt. Gary Moore, chief, printing man­
agement. “Now that we’re all under one roof, it’s 
easier to communicate what can and can’t be done.”

Some members expressed apprehension over 
possible future training requirements.

Currently, training and Air Force specialty codes 
are status quo for enlisted members in the former 
information management field, pending further re­
view.

For officers, the basic and advanced information 
management courses have been discontinued. All 
officers in the career field will be designated as 33SX, 
communications-computers. Information manage­
ment officers were given an opportunity to cross-flow 
into other career fields.

“Flexibility is one of the keys to the success of the 
Air Force,” said 1st Lt. Antoine Banks, chief, infor­
mation systems support flight. “I believe that our 
people will take this new direction and lead us to new 
levels of efficiency and effectiveness.”
