Tho Mhovc quotation is takon from Mat­

thew's account of the temptation of Christ, 
ami it is his replr to tho first assault of the 

tempter. Clirist in turn quoh'd it from the 

eitrhth rhaptor of Deuteronomy, thini verso. 
This itself is sijniifii'ant. for the hipher 
eritios have assauite<1 tliis Imok more fiercely 

than most any of the five lioi>ks written by 

Moses. Y(^ Hie Savior quots oo|>iously from 

it in his teaehinps. lie cvulently rvpanletl 
it as both inspired ami authentic. If this 
he true, th**n the rest of us ordinary mortals 
<-an do likewiiH' in oiir <-stimate of the Umk.

But the quotation is very suppivtive. It 
hrinps to our minds the fact tliat there is 
somethinp in this life of more im|Mvrtance, 
even, than nitinp ami drinkinp. The tem|>- 
tiT took it for prauteil that the eonverm- was 
true. Christ was hunpry and exluiusted 
after his lonp fast in the wilderness, and he 
was weak ami oppn*ssed in I h h I v  and mind 
on account of tho fierce struppie throupli 
which he had |iass<v] with tho tempter. His 
condition was most favorable for th<> attack 
of the enemy. So he was aske<l. or temptcnl, 
to nuke bnwd out of stones that he niipht 
eat ami recuperate his strenpth. The quota­
tion before us is his reply.

If  we apprehend its nienninp it is this: 
The life that a man livt«, which fimls hs 
support in breail, while mxNwsarily an (‘ssen- 
tial to life, is mwertheh'ss tlm lowest order of 
life of which man is capable. It is the ani­
mal life pure and simple. It was on this 
very |dane that the temptation in K<len was 
projecteil when the wickevl on<' teniptcvl 
Adam and Kve to eat tlie forlddden fruit. 
.(Vml it is u|H>n this plam* when* most of the* 
wrecks of human life an* still found, 'nu* 
indulpencv of ap|ietite is one of tin* pate- 
ways thmuph which multitudes of |H*ople 
pass into the awful life of depradation ami 
shanu*. When cnntrolleil and pro|M*rly n*pu- 
lated. the imlulpeme of ap|H*tite is l<*pitimate 
and necessary : but when piven a li<i‘nse. tiH*n 
min runs in its wake. Here is where the 
danger li<«.

On the contrary, the life that a man lives 
which fimls its sup|K>rt in |M*rsistent olK*Ji- 
ence to tlu* law of Cod is Um' hiph(v>t life of 
which man is eapabie. It is the spiritual 
life pun* and sim|4e, th<* subjupation of tlu* 
carnal natun* to the rah* of th<* intellectual. 
Therefore, a nun can aflonl to suffer hunpi*r, 
but h(* lannot affonl to lay vioh*nt hands on 
God's comnundim*nts. He tannot affonl to 
stultify hia own seiuk* of right. .\ml if thi re 
ever ■̂omoR a time in his expcTit*m*e wlien tlie 
bread-life sei*ks to subordinate the life of th«* 
niml and the spirit, then with the Savior 
he mm>t say: “Man shall not live by breail 
alone, but by every word that prooeds from 
the mouth of God.” Thi-re is no other safe 
rule to follow, and oar Savior mak« it too

plain to lie inisundcrstootl. To make bread 
out of stom*8 would lie a wonderful u c c i h i i -  

plishnient, but to obey God under all cin uiu- 
stanci*s, even in the midst of huiipi*r, is the 
hipli< st ai*liievemcnt of which the mind and 
tlie spirit an* ca|iable. The man who dins 
this is thi* supn*me master of his weakiiessi*s 
ami t-an turn defea* into a triumphant vie- 
torv. It was this prineiple-in the Savior tliat 
enabloil him to po from Gethsemnne to the 
cniss and die the just for the unjust. It 
cnvwned him I»n l of all.

.I.V UXSPEAkABLE TnAVESTY OX 
JUSTICE.

Our readers will readily call to mind the 
fact tluit S*nator K. W. Carmaek, of Ten- 
nes.si'e, was munleral .nliout .i ve-.ir ago by 
Duncan B. Cooper and his son. Holiin C«vo|H*r, 
on account of trouble tlut grew out of the 
Si'iutor's stand on the question of State-wide 
proliibition. He opposeil Governor Patter­
son's renomination in the primary elix-tion, 
lie n*pn*s«*ntinp pmhilHtion and the Governor 
taking the side of n*gulation under license. 
It was a heated campaign, but the Governor 
was nominated by a small majority. .Siiiator 
Carmack, who was not only a brilliant speak­
er but a pungent writer, was electrd eilitor 
of tin* Daily Tenne*8sean ami it liecaiiR* the 
popular daily of the State. From time to 
time tho Senator eriticia-d the elder CoojH*r 
for his part in the whisky politics of the 
State. This offended him and the munler 
followcil. It threw all Tennessee* into a 
furor of exeitment and it n*sulte<l in the 
Legislature extending the “ four mile*s law'' 
to the State which dnive the last saloon out 
of Tennessee.

The trial of the Coopers came on. It took 
weeks to select a jury and then it took wev'ks 
to hear the evidenci* and the arguments. It 
not only enpagcil the pulilic thouplit of Teii- 
m*8Siv, but it iKvame Xatioiial in its in­
fluence. The jury found Isith the Coopers 
guilty and pave them a si*ntente of twenty 
yi*ars in the penitentiary. This brought a 
sigh of relief to the whole State and to the 
law-abiding jieople of the nation. The case 
was ap(M*aleil. Months intervem*d, and final­
ly last w>ek the Supreme Court of the State 
announceil its decision, aflirminp the sememi* 
in the elder Cooper’s case, but reversing and 
leii'.andinp the case of the son. Bi*fore Dun- 
ean B. Cooper reached the iloor of the court 
room on his way to prison with the oflSoers. 
lie was met bv a representative of Governor 
Patterson with a full and an uneondition.iI 
jianlon. and he was a fn*e man. unwhip|M*<l 
of just ice lH*fon* the ink was dry that ni-onl- 
iil tlw* ilei*ision of the court. The indeieiit 
and pneipitati* haste of the Governor threw 
ihi* whole State into a spasm of excitement 
and it shock<*<I the moral s«*nsiliilitiis of the 
world.

Tlius the act of the Governor of Tenm*sse«* 
rebuked the venlict of the jury, insulted the 
action of the Supnine f'ourt and trampled 
justice into the slime of politics. And it has 
brought out the fact that this same Governor, 
during his'term of office, has pardoned more

than nim* hiindreil convicts, one huiidreil and 
lifty-inld of whom were rc*<l-handisl murder­
ers. Surely Teiint*s.sce, the home of old 
Hickory .lackson and .Tames K. Polk, is not 
to Ik* congratulated iqion the rule of Ic r  Chief 
K.V'cutive. He has disgraci*d his ('oninmn- 
wealth and made her citizens hang their 
heads in shame and humiliation. Yea. he 
has di*alt just hr an awful Idow and ]>ut a 
j>reniiiim u | h >i i  the act of a ItliKidy-haiuh d 
assjissiii. .\nd all iK-eau-St* lie staiuls in with 
the law-hreakers of s<K-iefy and ailviH-ates the 
excitation of the whisky business. I f  |>ublic 
s«*iitiment d»H*s not consign sueh an official 
to the oblivion of di.sgraceful jirivate life, 
then the minhood of Tennes.s.r has lost its 
honor ami the iniquity of high hand«*d 
usurpation is seat(*d u|»on the throne of jmw- 
er. .Snell an act almost forces go.i l men 
los»'* resjKrt for law and for those who are 
sworn to uphold and enforce it. But tin* 
moral forces of 'renne*ssoe will not stand for 
such an outrage. When Carmack was slain 
the saloon over-did its work, hut in the par­
don of his slayiT the limit of jiatienir and 
eniluranix* has Inrn reached. The day of 
Tenncssi*e's full redemption draweth nigli. 
t'arniack fills a bloody grave, but his spirit 
is .driding throughout his ('ommonwealth 
like a moral Colossus. an«l like .'sainson of 
old he is mightier in his death titan in his 
splendid life. His blood is trying out from 
the dust of the stnrt for vengeanev. The law - 
abiding jK“ople of that State will sooner or 
later rectify this wrong. .lustice wiil yet 
rejoice and righteousness will prevail I

T H E  DUTIES OF T H E  T I  L T H  .LVD 

T H E  T.\ST0i:.\TE.

It is well for a itian to stu.ly and pray to 
make the very l»est preadier of the gosp 1 out 
of himself of which he is eajKible. The puljiit 
has the very first claim ujam his time and 
his talent. He is the expounder of the Word 
of God and in order to ex|K>iind it sotttidly 
and attnietively he must give much of his 
time ami energy to reading, to studying, anil 
to investigating. When people go out to his 
services on Sttnd.iv they are there for in­
struction. for admonition and for inspira- 
tioti. Many of them nevd encouniging. some 
iu*eil comforting and all nee.1 eilifying. Thesi* 
elements of lK*lp they do not find in the 
nmgli and tumble exj»eriem-**s of the world 
during the week; they must gn thesi* helps 
and these inspirations from the ministratiiHis 
of the pulpit. .\nd when these* are imparteil 
to them with jiower .ind with energy, they 
will take deliglit in the service and the pulpit 
will jirove a dniwing force. Nothing can take 
the pla<-e of giKnl preadiing. and the man 
who lini|)s or falls down at this jMiint will 
grow stale and his ministry will lH*come im- 
jKitent. Illustrations and amxilotes and jv r- 
.sonal exjieriences are all right at tiim*s, hut a 
clean-cut exjiosition of some whoh«ome text, 
followeil up with a warm exhortation and a 
pointed application, is the demand of tlie 
hour. Nothing short of this will satisfy 
earnest men and women.

But nert to sound and attractive gospel

preaching is house to house visitation. Many 
jH*oplc are .*iiek and noeil the presi nee of the 
preacher to comfort and to .strengthen them. 
Others are careless and need to In* reiuiiuhil 
jH*rsonally of their duty to the (■|uir<-h and 
its si*rviecs. Now and then some of iheni 
are a trifle off and fa l  that they have lK*en 
neglccteil hy the memlier.ship or the jiastor. 
He must needs cultivate ail such pisiple by 
a heart talk with them. .\nd it is no disitd- 
vantage to the very liest and most attentive 
niemliers of the floi-k to have the pastor call 
iK-casionally upon their families and have a 
little .*wial and devotional communion with 
them. It will bring the preacher ciosi'r to 
them and they will feel a dec]K*r interest in 
him and he in them. Such jia.storal work is 
very nei-essary, and tlie pn‘acher who neg- 
le*ts it weakens one o f his strongest anns 
of ]iower. Even the Ijest of preaching can­
not take the ]>la<e of this hou.se-to-house work 
among the jK'op’e. His preadiing will Ik*- 

come fourfold more effctual after he has had 
jK'rsonal contact with those who attend ui*on 
his ministry. They feel that he is jM-rsonally 
intpn*sted in them and then his nu-ssage will 
go home and abide. They will not only ad­
mire him for his ability, but they will lov.* 
him for his kindly attention to them in their 
home life. They will feel that he really loves 
them. There is no limit to the influence of 
that sort o f a jireaeher.

Then*fore. it taki's lioth gooil ]iri-.iching 
and paintaking ]>astoral visiting to make a 
well-roundcil and succe*ssful ministry. I f  the 
preacher speiuli too much of his time in his 
study he will liecome bookish and exclusive; 
but if  he sjK'nds too mudi of his time gad­
ding from house to house to the neghet of 
his pulpit pre|>aration he will lieeomo friv­
olous. chaffy, not to say gossipy. But. when 
he gives the proper division of his time to 
his study and also to his pastoral duties he 
lequires tlio h.ibit of succ*ess l>otli in the puli>it 
and in the padorate. No man ought to In­
come so si'ttled in his studious life as to not 
I k * aide to unbend and adapt hinisi.*lf to the 
lowliest conditions of his pa.storate; and no 
man ought to so spread hinis«’lf owr his 
field as not to l»e able to concentrate his mind 
and give su.«tainiHl effort, to his pulpit pre[>- 
aration. Tlu*so tinus demand a i-onibina- 
tion man to take charge o f a < ongregation 
— one who knows how to study and to jireach, 
and who knows how to visit and make him- 
si*lf useful to the religious home-life of his 
jK*oplc. Happy is the congregation whosi- 
minister combines the.se u.seful qualities.

\Vh* n a minister has finisheil his work and 
1k h *i i  s»*nt to another charge it is his bounden 
duty to keep his hands off that charge and 
lu*nceforth devote himself to his new field. 
I f  he so far forgets himself as to keep him- 
M*lf eonnectwl with his former congregation 
so as to interfere with the work of his suc- 
i-essor, then he is a meddler and needs to 
have the authorities of the Church speak to 
him in no uncertain sound. More than one 
preadier has failed of succ*ess beeau.se of the 
olliciousness of the man who preceded him.
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Texas.

This campus will Is- in ;he best subur­
ban district around Fort Worth, and 
with the proptise'l utilities would 
readily sell on the market for at least 
$:pi0.fi*X).

2. They will guarantee In money to 
he 'tsed in ronstmetion of buildings 
$300,000.

3. The trustees of Polytechnic Col­

lege will agree to raise in endowment
$200,000.

4. To deed to the Southwestern Uni­
versity if they so desire the Polytech­
nic grounds and buildings, valued at 
$27i.0O0.

•Making a total valuation of $l,07a.-
ooo.

It is understood that the consent of 
the cuDlercnce will be secured before 
this disposition of the property of Poly­
technic Is available. This is hut the 
initial offer to the University. What 
the future would bring forth from the 
generous city of Fort Worth no one 
can tell.

It should be stated also that 
while the citizens of Georgetown rais­
ed for the Ward .Memorial Fund the 
sum o f $3t>lH). that Fort Worth has con­
tributed to the Ward fund and theo­
logical department Just about the same 
amounL If the liberal citizens of Fort 
Worth give this amount to a school 
located at Georgetown, what would 
they do for a great theological depart­
ment located in their very midst?

(Hvint. The University is not to bo 
moved on account of failure in Its prev 
ent location. We admit that the pat- 
ron.age is good, the curriculum stand­
ard. that the moral atmosphere Is 
who'i'some and that It is nearly as ac­
cessible as the University at Austin. 
We submit that the patronage would 
lie greatly increased if the University 
were more accessible, that the curricu­
lum would not be lowered by the pro­
posed removal, nor the moral atmos­
phere around the University vitiated. 
W e readily admit that the school on 
account of the loyalty of .Methodism in 
Texas has an excellent patronage and 
that the school is now doing most sat­
isfactory work. But the attendance 
woubi be more than doubled if it w ire 
moved to FY>rt Worth and built upon 
a larger and more magnificent scale, 
and my personal belief that the attend­
ance would l»e trebled is shared by 
many of the best informed men in the 
State.

The National Buildin* Committee of 
leading laymen, charged by the Gen­
eral Conference with the erection of 
a great church at Washington, D. C,. 
met at the Raleigh Hotel, of that city, 
March 18. The following organization 
was effected: President. John C. C. 
Mayo, of Paintsville, Ky.; Vice-Presi- 
denu. General Julian S. Carr, of Dur­
ham. N. C.. and R. A. Schoolfleld, of 
Danville, Va,; Secretary, J. Adger 
Stewart, of Louisville, Ky. The other 
members of the committee are Gov­
ernor George W. Donaghy, of Arkan­
sas; R. S. Munger, of Alabama; J. E. 
AVall. of Florida; -Asa G, Candler, ot 
Georgia; John P. Scott, of Louisiana; 
Murray Carleton, of Missouri; J. U 
Dantler, of Mississippi; T. P. Howell, 
of Oklahoma; H. P. Williams, of South 
Carolina; John R. Pepper and H. H 
Davenport, of Tennessue; Jesse H. 
Jones and J. W. Slaughter, of Texas, 
and John P. Branch, of Virginia,

Among those present to participate 
in the delilM-rations of the Building 
Committee were Bishop Candler, o 
Atlanta; Bishop AA’ilson, of Baltimore; 
Bishop Hoss. of Nashville; Bishop At 
kins, of Asheville; Rev. W. K. .Alc.AIur- 
ry, of Louisville, Ky.; Rev. E. G. B 
Mann, of Lexington. Ky.; the writer, 
and Rev. George S. Sexton, of Hous­
ton. '1 exas, who was appointed to di­
rect the whole movement. Dr. Sex­
ton, laboring under difiiculties about 
which the Church at large will never 
know, successfully raised more than 
$200,000 tor SL Paul’s Church, at 
Houston.

A site for the proposed building ha.s 
been purchased, opposite the Carnegie 
Library, at the intersection of .Massa­
chusetts Avenue and K and Ninth 
Streets. Northwest.

AV’bile no architects’ plans were sub­
mitted. yet the committee at its fir.-t 
session Friday morning examined spi- 
cimens of several types ot architec­
ture, including Gothic, pure classic 
greck, Graeco-Roman and various mod­
ifications of them. While the new 
church will follow stand.ird architec­
tural lines, it will bo designed, above 
all things, to typify the .American spir­
it of progress.

At luncheon at the Raleigh Hote. 
Saturday afternoon $130,0ofl of the 
necessary $300,000 was pledged. Ur. 
Mann gave $500 on behalf of some 
friends of bis in Kentucky; the writ­
er handed in $.T0O from .-;ome of the 
leading laymen of Macon; three mem 
bers of the Building Committee gave 
sums of $1000. $5<I00 and $10,000, re 
spectlvely; the Baltimore Conference 
pledged $23,000. and the old .Mount 
A’emon Place Church, which is to he 
assimilated, pledged $73,oiio.

The National Building Committee 
drafted an earnest apt>eal to the mem­
bers of the .M. E. Church, South, for 
contributions for the proim.M'd church. 
After outlining the nei*d for the pro- 
po.sed edifice and stating that at least 
$300,000 must be raised, the appeal 
says it would be cowardice to draw 
back from the undertaking.

Before adjournment the Bishops 
present endorsed their appeal In the 
following statement:

“ We. the undersigned Bishops of the 
Methodist Episcopal Church. South, 
have attended the meetings of the 
National Building Committee having 
charge o f the erection of our repre­
sentative church in Washington, \Vc 
cordially concur in the statement of 
the ease, as made by the committee, 
and heartily approve the appeal sent 
forth in behalf o f this great interest. 
Ib'ing fully acquainted with ail tin- 
facts, wo affirm that the commitU'c 
has not overstated the importance of 
this enterprise, and their appeal de­
serves the most generous and prompt 
response from all our pixiple. Consid 
erations o f both sacred duty and wise 
policy intpel us to carry this work to 
completion. A good beginning has 
lieen made, and perfect success is 
within comparatively easy reach. Let 
all the mcnilHTs and friends of our

The Master wept, not be 
cause the people were poor or sick 
or h;id bad government, but because 
they were without God. .As the Bis!: 
op set forth the supernatural history 
of Israel—how the nation had bee-n 
chosen to give the world the supreme 
revelation of God, and how Israel had 
failed in this at the time of Christ: 
how the Master had twice cleansed 
■‘his Father’s house.” and now as h 
we<-ps over the doomed city he call 
it “ their house left to them desolate,’’ 
the “ F.athcr’s hou.se” no more; a mag­
nificent sbinin.g spectacle, made gor 
geous liy all that treasure could con 
fer. but “ the light that never was o ’ 
land or sea” had faded forever, Goi! 
was gone!—the vast congregation sat 
spellbound, awestruck and in tears.

The Bishop closed with an appeal

National Capital in keeping with the 
other great public buildings.

It was good to be there; a thousand 
hearts were strangely warmed, and 
historic old Mount Vernon Place 
Church was, indeed, the house of God 
and the gate of heaven at that hour.

SOME REMINISCENCES.

As the time drawoth near when I 
must lay aside my armor and dwell in 
p«-ace at home, I thought I would 
give you a few items, more ot a per­
sonal character than otherwise, as I 
have many friends who doubtless will 
read with interest a brief sketch of 
my life.

I was born in Franklin County, Tenn., 
Feb. 27. 1 8 2 8 . M.v father crossed the 
Saliine witli his f.amily into Tex.as and 
settled in San .lugiistine Coiint.v. At 
this time Texas behinged to Mexico 
There were no missionaries at the 
time in Texas. In the same .vear a 
small Church was organized, known 
as the McMahan Chapoi. .My father, 
mother and other members of the fam 
ily were in the org;inization of said 
Church, which was the first Protest­
ant Church organized in Eastern Tex­
as. In this Chureh 1 was licensed to 
(xhort. Two years from that time I 
was Iic<‘iised to preach. 1847, and rec­
ommended for admission into the An­
nual Conference. Before the eonfer- 
«-nce convened I changed my mind, 
had my application withdrawn and 
went three years to the McKenzie Col 
lege. At the expiration of this time I 
entered conference on trial. My first 
appointment was Paris Circuit, J. L. 
Angel, junior preachor. As there was 
no preacher for the Sulphur Fork Mis­
sion, the presiding elder added it to 
our charge, w-hich made on our work 
twenty-eight preaching places, which

Rotan 
is forty miles southwest o f Stamford 
and at the terminus of the Central 
Railroad. The country between Siam 
ford and that point is fine Western 
land, settled up by a thrifty people, 
and evidences of prosperity are 
everywhere (iromlnent. While they 
have had some setbacks in the way of 
drouths and boll worms, nevertheless 
the country is now in fine ronditlon. 
They have had good seasons, they 
lilanled large crops and the future 
looks inviting. The land is of the heat 
type, the peop'e are law-abiding and 
sturdy, and that country has a great 
future. With goml seasons it will 
become th<‘ garden spot of Texas.

Rotan is a new town of about 
people, and they have giMid buildings, 
a fine business and some o f the mod­
em  conveniences. They have two 
prosperous banks, a good opera house, 
a splendid school building, and good 
church edifice.

most cordial one. Rev. C. M. Wood­
ward is our pastor. He has a good 
modem church, built o f cement bhicka, 
well finished in good taste and proR 
perous. He has about paid off M* 
indebtedness atace bis pastorate be­
gan, and practically doubled Us mem­
bership. He is a Georgian and came 
out here two or three years ago and 
taught in tbe Stamford Collegiate In­
stitute until some months ago. He is 
now in the pastorate and Is d«‘ ligbted 
with it. He and his good wife are 
wonderfully adapted to that work. 
They are popular and successful. W « 
enjoyed their entertainment in the 
nice parsonage. Drotber Woodward Is 
a well equipped man and will become 
one o f the leading men In that section 
as bis acquaintance widens and his 
usefulness becomes known.

The District Conference was In full 
blast and on its last day's progress. 
Rev. J. T. Griswold, the vigorous pre- 
-<lding elder, was in charge. He Is a 
strong man, a real leader, and his 
preachers and laymen are following 
mm. He has an eye to busln<>ss, and his 
new work is already systematized and 
running in good shape.

This 
year, so far, they have received about 
HOO members, and half o f tbe year is 
yet to come. Good church buildinga 
and parsonages are going up, and at 
DO distant day that will be one o f tbe 
best districts In the conference. The 
reports o f the preachers showed up 
well, spiritually and financially. There 
was an air o f encouragement aud 
iMipe-fulness about them all. Many 
laymen were present and took much 
Interest in the proceedings. The 
conference was deeply spiritual and 
they had conversions at the services. 
The preaching is said to have been 
earnest and evangelical and the con. 
gregattons were large and attentive. 
It was oor privilege to preach to them 
at 11 o'clock. Tbe bouse was crowd­
ed and the service was a delightful 
and a responsive one. We were given 
tbe right o f way for tbe Advocate. Tbe 
brethren listened to us gladly. Tbe 
Advocate is popular out that way, and 
the (iresidlng elder and preachers have 
put it in the bands o f all the oBclals 
o f tbe district. It carries a strong la- 
finence over all that country. The 
eonference was a success from every 
standpoint, and tbe town gave to all 
tbe brethren a cordial welcome and ■ 
delightful entertainment.

In the afternoon we bad a big 
temperance rally at the opera house 
It was full o f people and they werw 
enthusiastic. We spoke to them for 
more than an hour and much Interest 
was manifested. While the town and 
the country for hundreds o f miles 
around Is a stranger to tbe sahwiiai 
yet the people have an eye upon the 
work throughout tbe State, and they 
are ready to help spread the prohibi­
tion cause all over uur t'ommon- 
wealth.

We >>iDed a large number o f the 
delegates and visitors and returned to 
Stamford at night. Again we went to 
tbe home o f Brolh«*r Duncan and spent 
tbe night. It is always a pleasure to 
enjoy the hcispilallly o f that home 
Sister Duncan was brought up in a 
parsonage, and she knows bow to dis­
pense kindness and sortabillty. 
Brother Dunean is closing out bis con­
tract as President of the Cidleglate 
Institute, after three years of arduous 
labor. He look charge o f it when 
there was nothing but a vacant 
campus on th«- prairie, but today there 
is (iroperty worth at least llU .ooo, a 
well organized school with a matricu- 
lalloB this year of 3ou pupils, and the 
departments o f a first-class school all 
in operation. He has done a aurvel- 
oils work, and at tke end of tke pres­
ent term he will turn It over lo bis 
successor la good working order. He 
will return to the pastorate, aa he 
prefers that sort o f work to any other 
sort. But be will leave the school 
with tbe good will and the gratHade 
o f all the people of that flooriahing 
city and country. Rev. J. T. Griswold, 
the presiding elder o f tke district, will

sueccad Brother DuBean la tba aehool 
work. He la atroBg. couracrotu, full 
of energy, and ha knows tha fiaM 
and tba paopla. Ha will taka tbe wort 
up and It will move right forward 
without a jar. That Inatltutlog baa 
a wonderful future. It was our good 
pk>asure to spend aa evening with 
Brother Griswold, and we beard him 
talk over his plans and tall o f bla 
hopes for tha school. W t predict for 
him a succasaful earaar. His stMcaa- 
sor on the district will not be ap­
pointed until the first of June, when 
he will vacate and take charge of tba 
work of tbe Institute.

Stamford is a wonderful town. It 
has a population of 8.000, and growing 
very rapidly. It has brick paved 
strerls and miles of cement sidewalks, 
riandaome buslnesa bouses and mod­
em residences are In evidence. Good 
church buildings are on toot, one of 
them already finished—the Baptist. 
Our people have the foundation la 
for a handsome 980,000 structuia. The 
work will be pushed until It Is randy 
for temporary us. It win ba n huUd- 
Ing o f great credit to tboaa people 
The |>sstor. Rev. R. E. Goodrich, la a 
young man of large promise, and hla 
people think wonderfully well of him. 
He has ability, prudence and energy. 
He has a membership of 800 sod 
growing all the time. We have not 
looked upon a finer Sunday-school la 
Texas. At I I  o'clock we preached lo 
one of the largest and moat interest­
ing congregations that we have faced 
in a many day. It was aa tnsptratioa 
to preach to them, la the afternoon 
we had a prohibition rally at the 
Baptist Church, and addresses were 
made by Dr. J. H. Gambrell and 
Sterling P. Strong. At night we had 
another rally at the Methodist Taber- 
■acle, and Its capacity was more than 
taxed. We addressed them for one 
hour, and, leaving lo get a train home, 
lion. W. P. Lane, of Fort Worth, fia- 
Isbed the speaking. Stamford has 
never seen a saloon, neither has the 
county, but tbe people are wonder 
fully stirred ap on the prohihtton 
questloa. It was a great day for the 
cause.

We now have another good Church 
m Stamford, the Hard Memorial. It 
Is tbe old strnctrne moved to an eli­
gible site, rebuilt and well equipped. It 
Is worth 93,000. Rev. J. H. Hamblin 
is the pastor, and while It Is not yet 
one year old. It has seventy membars 
and growing rapidly. Our work has 
a splendid outlook in Stamford. The 
nel4  is white lo the harvest and our 
preachers and people are looking after 
It. Rev. W. B. McKeown, a super 
numarary member o f tbe coaforenee. 
midaa there. His health Is aot good, 
but ba was able to be at the service 
Suaday mornlag.

The committee o f the General Con­
ference having in charge the matter 
of special rates over the railroads for 
the session of the conference to be 
held In Asheville. N. C.. May 4 to 25. 
1910, arranged that these special tick­
ets should be on sale only on May 
2 to I I .  lK>th days inclusive. The lo­
cal rommitt(>e in .Asheville recognized 
that this was a very serious mistake, 
but when they found out just what 
had been done, it seemed to be too 
late to make any change in these "on 
sale" days. Anyone wishing to at­
tend the Conference, who cannot leave 
home on or before the 11 th day of 
May. cannot get the benefit o f ' the 
regular conference rale over the rail­
roads unless we are yet able to have 
the "on sale”  dales extended. There 
will be placed on sale on May 15th, 
however, the regular summer excur­
sion tickets to Asheville. These tick­
ets, while not giving quite as low a 
rate as the regular conference sched­
ule. are very low, and the tickets ate 
good until Octolx'r 21st, and have 
stopover privileges at all principal 
points, both coming and going. With 
the exception of the very small in­
crease in the price, these regular sum­
mer excursion tickets are in every 
way much more desirable than the 
regular conference special tickets, 
and can lie bought at any ticket office 
if notice is given that such a ticket 
is wanted.

Dear Father and Mother and Loved 
oiM a:

The same ship which will bear this 
letter will have on It the Hon. W. J. 
Bryan, who will stop at Venezuela ami 
Porto Rico. His visit here has been 
quite agreeable aad has made a pra 
fpond Impression for good. The na­
tive papers are quite free In declaring 
that no man has been among them 
that has made such a good impression 
and whose coming will be so long re­
membered or the good so long felt. I 
wish I could analyze to you the go<Ml 
that It seeris that he has done and 
the forces that he has set In motion. 
Perhaps I will get time to write a 
short sketch for some of the papers. 
I think It would be worth while know­
ing. Not only has his visit been of in- 
calmlable vslue from a political stand­
point but also from a moral standpoint. 
He has given a wonderful Impetus to 
the moral life, to truth, and to faith 
In Ond Isist night oeenred a ban­
quet which was given by the Foreign 
Ministers of Aff^ra in the palace de­
voted to that deportment. It was quite 
an event. The diplomatic corps of 
the dIBerent South American coun­
tries which Mr. Bryan had visited 
were there— leading Brazilians. Eng­
lishmen and Americans, including 
sach men as Rev. Mr. Tucker, of our 
Church. Rev. Mr. Brown, of the Prot­
estant Episcopal Church. It was an 
occasion I shall long remember. Mr. 
Bryan has everwhere in the South pre­
served his reputation about drinking 
wines at banquets and other places. 
One has to understand how wines are 
used in the South American republics 
In order to fully appri-ciate that, 
everybody drinks srines They are 
taken much as we take water. If you 
do not drink regularly, then you al- 
waya take a sip when at a banquet. 
Such is the practice. But Mr. Bryan 
never violated his rule. When the 
many cups of champagne were drank 
to his health he always used water. 
He was the same sincere, simple, mag­
netic and forceful man that he always 
is. He accepted all the honors ^  
stowed upon him in the right spirit 
saying he knew it was done because 
he was a citizen of “ the great Repub­
lic of the North.”  He is a true Ameri­
can. He magniSed his country. At 
a result of his coming the people of 
Brazil thing more of the political 
ideals of the United States, of the mor­
al life that should be lived, and more 
of tbe United States, along every line 
than heretofore. Ills visit has been 
one of profit and pleasure. I had the 
honor of being at greakfatt srith him 
one morning, at the banquet and met 
him several times. 1 have no reason to 
bewail my trust in him or now to lack 
of faith in him. Tour loving boy.

Une of the most sensible demands 
of the world upon the ministry Is the 
insislance upon preparation for the 
cniling. In this demand, at least, the 
world bas divine sanction and prece­
dence. Ir is demand' d of all men— 
men hunts, physicians, lawyers, farm­
ers. t.'uchers, and preachers. But Just 
as there are "Chi‘ap-John" methods 
in other callings, so Ihi're is the 
temptation to take the short-cuts in 
th.' ministry. The same blunder that 
takes a boy into the commercial pur­
suits from four to eight years too 
early, thereby making o f him almost 
a s<'r\ant, and usually. In such eases, 
a luedioen- workman, is r.':idy to 
shove young men into the pulpit too 
soon. Sometimes, in any ealling. 
sheer iMiverty is the propelling cause. 
I'h.' I'dueational standards are rising 
with th.. years o f the calendar, and 
the tinsel of a great name, or a padd.'d 
pedigree no longer passes fur pure 
coin. Then why should a young man 
he advis.'d to attend certain schools 
' just for the name and pn-stlge.”  or 
:idvi»'d  to "get in and get aequaint- 
ed?" is h." to tH-eoiiie a worker, or 
a wire piill. r? Is the grim business 
world right in demanding thorough 
tirepuralion? young preacher
frh'nd once argii.-d to m.' that there 
was no real need of taking a universi­
ty course, adding that be had noticed 
that "thos*' who go there do not set 
111.' world on lire." Perhaps he did not 
mean all his words could imply, but 
too tru.' is it that many o f our preach­
ers seem to tniiik that a great stir will 
aci'oniplisli wonders. Is the minhstry 
int.-nd. d to be a builder of character, 
or a raiser of sandstorms? Once in 
a w'hil.' I am tenipt.-d to think that 
there is more than a grain of selfish- 
ness in th<. horn-blow Ing. self-adver- 
ti-'ing reiiorts that come screaming 
through the news and conference re- 
IMirts. and it is not less disgusting to 
the young man hsiking to the ministry 
to find that sometimes such methods 
s.'cur.' wh.xt they were liiv .n l.d for— 
th.' iiurease o f loaves and lish..s, in 
th.' apiHiintments.

■M. II ar.' growing nmre demm ratie. 
anil it is Is'cnniing mor<- and more dif- 
fii'ull to gel men to bow to pr.'eedents 
and nin in ruts. Y»‘t some of our 
le.ad' rs are wedded to old forms and 
th'ories. I know of one promin.'nt 
pr.-a. h. r w ho declar. d that an exeel- 
l.nt way to train a young preacher 
wouiil Is- to put him on a circuit as a 
junior preacher and let him s.'.. how 
the work is done. Of course iiarrols 
.mil ranters might Im' trained in that 
way. hut not men who can measure 
hlad.'s with a skeptical world.

I [.resume that the original eonfer- 
. ne.' course was intended to make up 
for the d.'ficienry in the average 
|.r. .xeh. r's general education How- 
' Ver. it is no longer adequate, and 
wbil.' our rhureh is far ahead of some 
in this respect, it only gives us the 
h'-tt'-r part of a bad situation, for any 
man of judgment might sc* that even 
th." revised cours.- is far short of a
r. -al .'diication. In lieu of a training 
in theology some of our preachers 
plae.' this ven.'rabl.. course of reading 
KiMxt as far as it giM-s. but inevitably 
Is hind the times. To add to the con­
fusion of oiir system, no man can take 
enough of our college and university 
work to .‘scap*. the confert-nce course. 
It then becomes, to some, not a means 
to a litieral education, but a sort of 
touchstone o f orthodoxy. What is the
s. nse of forcing a man who bas cov- 
.r . ’d the ground in the college and 
iiniv.-rsity coiirs..s to s|M>nd his study 
hours for four hours in reading a set 
of iMioks just to pass a me­
chanical form of examination? B.'ing 
managed by Dick, Tom and Harry, 
everybody knows that often the work 
is little more than a waste of time, 
have gained in eflieiency. The young 
abreast with the ideas abroad in the 
world. Wh.'n th.‘ .'onfercenee course 
is completed, the preacher, instead of 
b.ing ‘"panopli.'d for every fray,”  is 
oft.'H four years behind with his read­
ing. and may never catch up at all. 
Iihere ought to be some arrangement 
wh.-reby the work might all be done 
while in coll.'ge, and not give out the 
impression to possible candidates for 
th.. ministry that the Church equip- 
im nt requires chiefly tape and tongue. 
If th.-re is a place in the world for 
Prot..stant Christianity, there Is a 
need for an islueated ministry, and if 
th.. world can use that ministry, that 
ministry should be given a chance 
comm.-nsurate with its sacrifices. One 
r.'niedy, then, for a scarcity o f can- 
didat"S is to provide more and better 
ediicatirn for those who offer, and 
not let them feel, when they enter 
conference, that they have lost from 
four to seven years, but tlu-.t they 
have gain.’d in eflieiency. The young 
man just out o f college is better able 
to rope with the front ranks o f an 
unbelieving world than h«t will be 
after spending a term o f yean  in

work that should have been in his 
rear for all that time.

This brings me to a point on which 
I may be either misund.rstiMid or 
rou n t^  Indiscreet, if not unorthodox. 
I think that the theory that th.- young 
men should b.> given the bard places, 
and made to work up. is often work.ql 
to d.-ath— the death of th.- candidate's 
usefulness. This is esp«'elally bard on 
the man who bas begun In time, spent 
years in hard drill, and maybe pinch­
ing poverty, getting ready, and then 
strikes the pastorate only to find that 
be is to be usc-d like the pile driven 
into the mud for a support to soro.- 
other man's stmetur.-. He was pn-ac-h- 
ed to about a "eall to preach as a call 
to get ready.”  and b.‘ has actually be 
li.'ved that he would b.- tak. n care 
of by the eonfeivne.'— his futuire pr.-- 
siding eld.'r has told him so. He joins, 
though he is In debt. yet. as b.' bon- 
.'stly thinks, not enough to embarrass 
him. He Is read nut to ” a very prom­
ising work.”  which, on arrival, he 
finds no better than is given to the 
man who has not slartisl In time, or 
taken the trouble to get ts'yond the 
sixth grade, and w hw - h.' t rating 
among his parishioners is that he "can 
pr.-ai’h like cats a' figbtin'." Th.- cdu 
culed m.an knows that h>' could have 
served that work liefore be spiut 
those long years in sehool, hut he 
hopes that he may win out at all bay­
ards. so he keeps his counsel, and 
forg.'s ahead, only to find at the eud 
o f the year what bis presiding eld.'r 
and all the district knew, that the 
work was a hopeless rase from the 
start. During the year, or years, that 
he s|H'nds in such circumstances, he 
is often reduced to actual financial 
straits for a living, and be may lay 
the luundatlon for dls«'ase and early 
death, but he must b<' broken In. and 
if be fails to make the desert blos­
som as the rose, he is put down as 
having "not made good." and lebabod 
writt-n over the door of bis future. 
The wives of such men are more than 
likely to have heart and health broken 
in a short time, giving at least some 
excuse for the almost universal dread 
among the "mothers of Israel " of a 
preat her as a son-in-law. This senti­
ment, silly as It may seem to some, 
is wide-spread, and based, not on the 
character of the preaeh«Ts. or their 
calling, o f Itself, but upon the hard­
ships fore.xl upon the prea<-bers and 
their faniiiUnv. .Many a young man. 
looking at the struggles of the preach­
er, says in his heart; " I f  Cod wants 
the like of that. I Is-g to be excused:
I think I can beat it with a call of 
my own.” 1 betieve that the world is 
awakening to the fact that many of 
the hardships of the ministry are uii- 
nceessary, and it is high time some of 
our cabinets who are "long" in rx'X'U- 
tive ability and "short”  in judgment 
were awaking to this fact.

Instances arc less rare than some 
may think o f college-bred men thus 
crammed off In some moral and terri­
torial scrap-heap until they are either 
transferred, quit or soured. Under 
such pressure Is it a wonder that the 
memory of an offer to enter some 
other calling at twice or three times 
the salary be gets as a preacher hits 
a young fellow like a dagger? Is it a 
sin If such a man Is tempted to dis­
continue? A majority slick to the 
proposition, and pull through in some 
shap<— a tribute to the persistence of 
the modern ministry. However, out­
side men often dub the preacher as 
"unpractical.”  while it Is a fact that 
many refuse to preach because they 
are practical in a worldly way.

Very often we see In our Church 
papers, and elsewhere, the insinuation, 
if not the asertioa, that there is "wire­
pulling" at the eonferenee and else­
where. But the best evidence is nut 
to b>t obtained by a 'k lng those sus­
pected o f using the wires. They may 
not be at liberty to tell— like the wife 
on the stand against her husband — 
married to the thing. But touch the 
wire-j for the evidence, perhaps o f In- 
trigne, perhaps of ineompeteney, or 
maybe of plain Ignorance of eundl- 
tions, and some troublesome doubts 
might be removed from the minds of 
young men who ought to be preach­
ing.

I was looking at some cement work 
recently In a Church enterprise, and 
had to confess that 1 had mistaken 
it for stone, at i.rst sight. The preach­
er explained that each piece was held 
together by several strands of barbed 
wire concealed In It in the making. 
I.ooking around, I was further con­
vinced by finding a spool of the wire 
being us^ . Was it uncharitable that 
I began to wonder whether this was 
typical o f some of our work in other 
lines? Hidden barbed wires! The 
young man in the ministry and out 
can't help but think o f wires when 
he tees what he calls injustice or In­
competence. Perhaps it is only s 
preacher moved without a teeming 
good cansc, or one has not been moved

when his exodus would have relieved 
both Pharaoh and Israel, but the bid­
den wires are thought of. He bears 
vague stories o f fat eastern or other 
charges that got financial i>r other 
favors, while plactsv actoally struggling 
fur life were turned down. He knows 
of men drawing hundreds of dollars o f 
mission money and living In well- 
devel ped rommiinltles, while nut on 
the frontier are men working just as 
hard, preaching is-rhaps to sum.* nl 
the people who still retain their mem­
bership "liaek at home." and yet re­
ceiving half as much, nr hss. or noth­
ing. of the appropriations. He is not 
on the Inside, and does nut know who 
is to blame— perhaps nobod.v— but he 
just can't help tuit wonder whether 
there are some hidden harts d wires 
roniewh.'iv. And If be Is suiMTstllloua 
he may Slav uiil on the ranic for fear 
those wires may really b.. th.Te and 
might draw lightning some day
