Among hi* t-ouD« 
tr>’im*u who iiiiMiiKii'rattMHl him, among 

rubbora who lay in wait for him, among 

bi-ntlM-n who 0{M>nly oppotatl him. in the 

wildt*rn<*!i* when* dungcr* aurrournkti him 

and in the aca wh<-rr 4b>aili iurketl ufion the 
trea«-herou« wav*'* h>* naturally expivled 
peril*; but among thoM who profi‘**eJ 
frit-mlahip and openly attaehod lliemwlwa 
to tile *am<‘ Savior h>> had no right to look 
for peril*, .\mong thew* latter h>* looked for 
comfort ami co-operation. But even among 
thoae who were the follower* of the Matter, 
wlm iiK-t him faee to faie with a «mib‘, who 
gra'i|M>«l hi* liand an<l <iilutnl him a* a 
brother, Ih* fouml to .li* xorrow thote who 
were unreliable, wlm gave encouragement to 
the enemy, who rmibvl to hi* face and then 
put the knife to th< hilt into hi* hack. So 
womb r th*t he called lliem **fal*e brethren.” 
Or ratlmr the wonder i* tlut he callcil them 
brethren of any ttamlard or degree. They 
were falne in their profe**ion.* of frietid*hip, 
fal*(* in tlieir *milca of nv*ogniiion, falie in 
their |>rot<**tation« of love, and falae in their 
ndalion to the Church of (io<l.

Such brethren were to him a thorn in tlie 
rie*h, a di*appointriH nt to hi* hope*, be­
trayer* of hi* eontidenee, ami unworthy of 
hia lovv and e«teeni. They were w<4ve* in 
iheep’a rluthing.di*M‘iiihlers hyiNw rite*. Thev 
|>n>fe«*i*d (Hie thing ami went atraightway 
from bis preseiuv *ml did the opposite 
thing*. Yet they prof<***ed to be his breth­
ren ! They spoke to him in soft words, look­
ed upon him out of gracious ryes, gave him 
the grasp of warm haml*, ami pretended to 
love him. Such brethren, *(M:alied, were 
worse than o|m>d em mie* ami lielligen'nt op- 
(MiDents. They b.*trayed him into the hands 
of the enemy, they set trap* for hi* unwary 
feet, tlwy lovered up thorns along hia path­
way. They were the *ounv of many and 
bitter peril*.

.\nd what was true of “ false brethren” in 
Paur* day ia true of all such in our own 
day. Every man who leads an aggresaivc 
warfare upon tin, who ha* strong conviction* 
ami a diatinct peraonality, Iwaya encoanters 
those who either from envy or jealousy, or 
from some other canae. prove falsi* to him 
wlien the opportunity pre*i*nu itself. They 
smile when he meets them, they enter *into 
friendly converse with him, they accept hia 
favors, they approve much that ho dots, they 
Stem to be friendly to him; but whenever the 
day or the boor or the minute arrivea ia 
which they can deal him a morul blow, they 
never let auch an occaaiao paoa withont’avail* 
ing tbnMtlvca of its advaataga. Yat they
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profi*** to lie his ‘•br'thren.” Such brethr n 
are a soune of grief today a* they wen* a 
source of grief in Paul's day. But then* 
are not many such. You find th«*m only oe- 
rasinoally. Most men are frank ami open. 
If they an- real friends th7  make it knowii, 
but if they dislike von. they do not comval 
it. Rut now ami then you fiml a ft*w who 
play the role of “ false brethren.” Outwsrd* 
ly they make thenisHves agreabk*. but in­
wardly they hold all sorts of nal ami fam-i(*d 
grudges against you. ami when the liattle 
wage* most sorelv around yon, th(*y rejoice 
in yiiur dismniriture and they delight to ad<i 
th-ir part t» your heavy bunions. Being 
“false brethnn” they an* false to thost* who 
trust them, and out of thrir false n*lation to 
you grow many of the most hurtful ami bit­
ter “perils” that come to ymt along tin* way 
of life. If they would stand in front of you 
with a drawn «word, yon would know how 
to m«vt tliem, but when they stand with 
smiling lips ami sweetest words, thy take 
you unawan*. You are helplesa, ami your 
woundf an- deep-st ami mn*t serious. But 
sui-h is life. It was that way in Paul's day; 
and it will ever h* the same way in th.* (hr 
of the man wim *taml* for *‘(iod and Home 
ami Native Ixml.”

Til.* Is'gislature waa called in extraordi­
nary s**sion sotm* wiek* ago by tiovermir 
Canipliell. Th* l(*ading feature snlimitled 
t*i it wa« an atuendinciil to th* fin* insur­
ance bill; blit th* ttoyernor also *iibmilt(*d 
MiiiH- needed I ■gis'ation fur th- further re­
straint of ih* lH|Uor traflii*. .VimHig the 
iiH-asiin-s *iigge*t(*>l hy him wen* hw* limit­
ing the tab- of lii|Uor In |iaekagt*s of mu lesa 
than (Hie (iiiart not to h* drunk iHi th * prem- 
i-e* when- sold, to pndiihit the *a!e of li<|uon 
within ten miles ol any in-tilution of learn­
ing sup|iorti-d by th- State, to foriml the 
drinking of liijnors ihi premis(-* wlien* k--pt 
in clulw in ba-al o|>tioa territory, ete. Tlie 
lonrcr House pmmptly |ws*ed bills ixivi ring 
lliese |Niinls and sent tlieni to tlie Senate; 
but that hsly with a majority of om* 
|iromptly killed th*m all. This is a dissap- 
l•l>intmnlt to the people who want the li<{Bor 
busimss restraim-d until it* i*vil*. a- far as 
|Hiiisible, are redu<-*i| to a minimum. All 
llte nw'asun-a are just and right, but certa'D 
nmmber* of the Senate whose lime is ah'ut 
expired fell that tli>*y owed the saloon* a 
hst ilebt and prueeded to pay it in this way.

And think of it? Two Senators voting 
to protert the saloon* are from pndiibition 
di*tri(*ta. This is wluit prohibition votes* 
g(*t by i^mling sm-h men to tlie Sena:*-. 
Th*y had it in th-ir power to m*nd prohi­
bitionists to that Indy, but instead of doing 
it, elei-tol two antis. Then to incmae our 
shame even to a greater degree, one of th* 
Senator* voting with the saloon people n>- 
teived the nomination for a judgeahip rn 
the Coart of Criminal .\ppca!a in the re- 
ceni primariea. By all maaiH he (Might to 
liaxt tendered bis rerngnation u  a Senator

th* day after hie nomination. But tlie u -  
loons all voted and worked for him, and he 
orenpies a seat in th* Senate where all laws 
h-aring on criminal matters passed by this 
hxlv will later com.* iim|.-r his jurisdiction 
as judge. Still he sat there and voted to 
h-lp Ih* saloons, and his vote really defeated 
the tiovernor’s righteous measiir<s. Y<*t 
there wen* pnihihiiioniat* who voted to eb,*- 
vate him to th- apfielbint bench. \Vh-n will 
pmhiliitionists learn onlinarx- wisdom? It 
is hani to t -II. It is to b»- hop(*d that Gov­
ernor Campliell will hind some law under 
whb-h lie can (-all an extra aession of th 
Ijogislatiire after Vovember. Tlial liodv 
will hav(- a majority of prohibition S.*nator» 
in it. and tlien ili(*se laws ran h- jNiss d. 
If not. W(- will g.-t no restrictive l(*gishtion 
nmler the inenniing administration. Tiu- 
man noniinat(*d for Governor is pbrigc'd 
against anything of this nature, .\ftcr this 
;(*ar th* sahons will liave the right of way, 
unless ch*cked hy the la*gisUturi*. .\l least 
no laws will go on the atntate books 
against the li(|Uor business for two yean. 
The adiniuiatratiun will veto them.

Tlie rec-nt election in T(*nm-ssce was a 

whilesiime rebuke to (tovi-rnor Patterson 
and th>M- us.-oi(-ia;< (1 with him in their ef­
forts to (biitiinatc the |iulitieal and moral 
(-onditioii* of tlut State. It will h* rcniem- 
b-n-d tlut just as soon a* the .-upn-me i-ourt 
of th* .*<tale affirtiicd t!ie sentenoi- of the 
lower roiiri in tlie (-ase of Duncan B. t'oo|ier 
fur th* killing of Hie late Senator Carmack, 
Governor Patterson iiiitu-diaiely issuid a 
!:•!. and (-*>riplete |>ardon to t'oii—r. He did 
nut wait for th* aged murden-r to leave th* 
(-ourt riMiin in which the senl(*nc«* was d<-- 
livered liefon- thrusting th* |iardon into his 
lund.

TItis 'ivert and liiiseemly act u|ion the part 
of th- tiovemor aroitiwd not only tlie people 
of Tenn in*v, but of tlie eutiit* (ountrx-. 
Kol owing this. III.* Governor lud tlie State 
('on*iiiitt(x* of his jurty to i-all a Slate clec- 
liiHi for th* piirfioat- of ebvting judges of 
tlie siipreiiii* court, and th- tlircc niemh-rs 
of that high court, voting to allirm the 
foojier M-iitciiie, were left off tlie ticket. 
Tlie |n-opb* iiniiMxIiatply put th-m forward 
and also two other* to take the plaiv of the 
two whi voted against affirming the sen- 
leiMc. TlK*n the war open»-d in gn*at earn- 
(-stm-s*. Tlie GoV(-nior took th.* stump for 
hi* .ludicisi- tid(..*t and he i-anvaased the 
cnniiiionwi-alth from one end to the oth< r in 
it* h*lulf. The iiiovo for the Indep-ndent 
tii-k(*t entered a vigorous cam|iuign. They 
nude th* ('on|M.r |iui*ilon th* burden of 
llieir *|ietx-h**. Thex' also clurged th* Ex­
ecutive with an effort to stock the higlicst 
tribunal with men of hi* way of thinking. 
No siM-h caiiipaign ha* ever lievn fought out 
in tlut State of big men and*big issues. 
Party line* were practically wiped out. It 
was a war upon the one hand to gain a vic­
tory for Governor Patterson, and r  war up­
on the other to overthrow his reiga and to

bn*ak Ihi* pow-er of hi* evil infiiienej in the 
State. As a result, Ti-niu-ssce was a storm 
(viiler for three months. Nothing like it 
was ever known. It was p.-rsonal iKilitie* 
fmiii start to finish, bitter and unrelenting.

\Vh*n the vole was polled, it developed 
that tiovemor Patterson’s judicial ticket 
went down under a majority of 45,0Ct'i 
votes. Th,* people gained a signal victory 
over the one man who foiigiit to iiujiosi* hi* 
ideas and convictions iijion the State. 1: 
was in reality a vote against Patterson 
Moral 8<'nt(iiient triumphed. .\nd in some 
iii(*asim*, the State-wide prohibition laws 
were also involved. It w-as also a victorv 
for the cause for which Cariiiack jioiirtH] out 
liis Idood upon til* streets of Xashvi.le. Wc 
congratulate th; people of T-iiiu'sscv* u|ioii 
their brilliant victorv-. Pattersonisni is 
(bail, ami clean [mlitics are to the front. 
li’igbtcousii(*s.s is rifidiiated. and truth is 
gbiriouslv crowned.

EuynAy-EciiooL to  t h e  f o r e .
The day of the great revival, in which 

hundreds and thousands of men and women 
of the world are converted and brought into 
the (.'hurch, is passed—espet-ially in this 
(xvuntrv. Henceforth the ranks of the Church 
must lie recruited from the Sunday-school 
and tlie young people's societies. Every now 
and then we hear some good brother or sister 
express, w ith a s i^ , their regret that the eo- 
called revival lield in their Church did not 
measure up to the one in which he or slie 
was brought to Christ liat-k in the 40’s or 
.V)'*. “Then,’' it is regretfully remarked, 
“hundreds of grown-up men and women 
i-ame to the altar and gave themselves to 
God. It is not so now.” Certainly not, for 
those multitudes of unconverted men and 
women have already been brought in to some 
branch of the great Catholic Church; and 
in most any town or city— especially in the 
South— it is difficult to find any '‘multitude’’ 
not aflTiiliated with some deuoinination. The 
mass of young people who have not joined 
the Church, have, as a rule, belonged at some 
time to the Sunday-school; and the great 
mistake made by our teachers and church 
workers was not in lining them up with 
the Hiurch before they drifted away into 
sin. I f  ever there was a time when tlie edu­
cation of our children was a pressing neces­
sity, that time is now. The rising genera­
tion can be reached throu^ the Sunday- 
school as they can be reached in no other 
way. There is hardly a man or a woman any­
where who is not willing and even glad to 
have their children attend Sunday-school; 
and if properly taught, these little ones can 
nut only be brought into the Church them- 
oelves, but can—as they often are— be instru­
mental in bringing their parents in later. In 
this way. certainly, “a little child shall lead 
them.”

It has been truly said that the price of suo- 
ceas it the envy of mean minds. Surely we 
do not envy those- whom we regard as be­
neath na; and the consciousness of such a 
q>irit is the confession of inferiority.

\  gr.at university ran be built any- 
mhere that you mill put siifiicicnt 
rquipm.'nt to dram- a great fat ully and 
a gnat student body. It is primarily 
a question o f money. Some contend 
that the men mho have money to give 
to universities prefer to plant their 
money in the great evnters of popula­
tion. There is some rvldeiicc that 
this is true. Almost miihoiit .-xeeie 
tion the large universities of our coun­
try are either in cities or in tom-ns that 
are very close to eitiea, so close as to 
be practically suburbs. Examples of 
this latter class an- NorthmesR-rn, be- 
land Stanford and the University of 
California. On the other hand, wo 
have In cities. Harvard. Yale. Colum­
bia. Cornell. University of the City of 
New York. LniversIty o f Pennsylvania, 
University o f Chicago. University of 
Michigan, Johas-Hopkiaa, ate. Prince­

ton is a striking example of a great 
university in a small tomn. But it was 
emtahlished and endowed many years 
ago iM'fore the tide o f |M>pulaliuii had 
luriie.l to th) cities as it is at th" 
|>reM'’)it. Ilowev) r. it is not this writ­
er's (-ont) ntiou that we eannot in the 
pr- -i-nt day i-slaiilish a large, useful 
uiiiv) rsily ill a small town. We ean 
ito it if mi' plant siitlii-ii nl nion. y tin n . 
Hut I iM'lieve that oiu' advantage hi a 
eii.v liK-atiun is that it affords greater 
l•^dlallilil.v of tinam iai aid.

Our Methodist schools arc not 
getting their shan- o f the college stu­
dents o f the State, laist year there 
were at the Smilhwe.stern 3:!1 college 
SI mil nts At the Ciiiversity of Texas 
there Were !i!M i-oHege stuilents. If 
me subtract from the enrollment of 
each institution the bx-al patronage, 
the pro|Mirtion remains alMiiit the same, 
there Ix-ing at South western ;i>!« and 
at the Slate I'niverslty 7s3 eolli ge 
students from a distanee. There are 
in Texas alxiut tmenty-six cities and 
towns having a population of lu.OOii or 
mure. These twenty-six cities and 
towns sent to Southwestern Universit} 
only 34 college students; but, without 
conntinf attendance from Austin, they

sent to the State University 230 col­
lege students. Now think of all th-

Hut ail will a-iniit that we li.ive no 
iniiiiediale pp i'ix 'its  of a iwo-niillion 
liellar institution eiilii r in tleorgitowii 
or in Itailas. However, it is ri-asiiinhle 
to ill lieve that tin-re is imn-h more 
|in.Iial:ilily of liiiilding a wealtliy in 
sliiuiion in tlie rii li and growing city 
o f Dallas than in tin' town of C. oi'gi- 
town. The aelira of Dallas citizens 
in raising f.'ioii.noo within two weeks 
is iinpreeedi-nted aii.l indicates tin 
great interest that the citizens of Dal­
las will take in the University if it is 
lixali-d there. The charge that the 
motives of tin' eitizi ns of I ' tllas are 
tni'ri-eiiary is not worthy of i-onsidera- 
tiiTi.

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DEVELOPMENT OF CHURCH AND STATE 
... IN THE REVOLUTIONARY PERIOD ...

By PROF. J. L. JAMES

The year 17H4 wa.r an epochal time 
for Methodists everywhere. Wesley’s 
r<*rolntlon had swept bis theories of 
('hurch polity away and outrun all 
his prejudices, so in this year he n*- 
ally s«'t up a new Church In Kntrland 
and set about doing the same in 
America. He ordained Thomas Coke, 
to the ofllce of “ General Superintend- 
ent.“  and sent him to thi.-i country 
with instructions to ordain Asbury to 
the same oBee. A conference o f a i  
the traveling pr< achers of America 
was called to meet in Baltimore on 
Christmas eve, lT<t. Here, again, as 
in 1779-SO. the masterly power of As­
bury became erideut. He know bis 
men iM-tter than did either Coke or 
Wesley, and he had b>-en in Americ:i 
long enough to catch the democratic 
spirit abroad in the land: yet he was 
unswerving In his loyally to the Kpls- 
ropal theory o f Church iHiiily His 
flrst n>uve was to refuse ordination at 
Ctiki-'s hands iinb-ss first elected to 
the office o f Sup<-rintendent by the 
conference, thus making his ordiiia 
lion due rather to their actions than 
tn a foreign appointment, which lat­
ter Idea was Just then v.-ry distasteful 
to nnist Americans. This may seem 
to some like shaping Church polit.v 
to political exigeneb-s. but later de- 
relopmenls indicate that .Vsloiry was 
iM-coming lonvinced that no one in 
England cfMild din-ct affairs in Anieri 
ca as well as even b-ss capalde men 
might do Wen- they on the ground, 
w th the experien<-e whii h Asburv 
had gaine.l at such worr.viiig eted.

The ronf'Tence agre< d to Aslmr>’s 
plan and he was elected and or 
dalm-d. and a nnmiM-r of elders and 
deacons were th<-n ordained, with 
Coke, who was also unanimously 
elected Sujieriiitendent. The official 
nucleus of the Church was now 
formed, though as .vet the whole was 
ackiiowb dge<l tn tie under th<- au­
thority of Mr \\ csb-y The passion 
for autonomy and 'he plan of fon-ign 
supervision were brougiit tn a test 
in I7S7. wh<-n Wesley asl.ed 'he .\mer- 
irans to elect and ordain Kichaid 
Whatcoat to the office of Superintend 
•*nl. at a General Conference to Ik- 
called at a time sp«-clfie<| by W«*slcy 
The mnfen-nce was h« Id at the a|s 
iminted time, but evidently ftuiriiig 
that W«-sley int>-nd<-1 to ncall As 
bury and Just as evidentl.v careful to 
protect their rights, as they conceived 
them, the po achers refu.^-d to elect 
Whatcoat. It amounted to a declara­
tion o f Indeia-ndi-nce. Though they 
n-malned on friendly terms with Wes­
ley till his d<-ath. they steadily guard 
Cil the privileges secured, and refuse.l 
to allow him to Interfere further than 
as a fatherly advls.-r No provision 
hail at yet bwn made for any succeed­
ing G.-neral Conference, but in 1792 
this need was met. the rules of gov­
ernment and discipline were revls«-d. 
the appointing power of the Bi.-ho|>s 
was settled, the office of pn-siding eld­
er was recognized and the Church be­
gan Its march under the regime which 
crystallized. In 1S"S. Into the inier- 
locked conference system as it now 
exists.

The history o f the minor religious 
bodies of this period did not mate- 
lially affect the conditions brought 
about by the bodies Just discussed, 
nor did their experience, in the main, 
vary from those- o f otb«-r denomina­
tions Out of New England Congrega­
tionalism grew Unliarianism and L'ni- 
versallsm, the iirst distinct Cnitarian 
Church being established In 17!w, and 
Orst I'nirv-rsalist Church in 1T79. Th«- 
Dutch Reformed Churches, In 1771. 
formed a sort o f union, "a  rv-ven nd 
mi-etlng of niinlsters and elders." and 
In 1792 a General Convention was 
calb-d. the regular system of synods 
and classes was adopted and by 1794

Much has been said about the |n 
Oiience of these ecrb-siasllcal move. 
m<-nts upon the |N>liticaI movements 
of the time. While It is .-afe to fol­
low no man’s ipse dixit on the <|iies- 
lloii. a few facts that throw light on 
the question may here lx- n'ltcd The 
Iterlaratinn of Indepemb-nce. fn ITT*'-, 
was ftillowed hy a remarkal»le s»-ries 
of Slate Constitutions Tlie Slates of 
North and South Carolina. N--w .ler- 
s«-y. New Hampshire. Virginia. Penn­
sylvania and Maryland a<lnpled eon 
stitutlons liefore the eloso of the year: 
G*-«»rgia and N«-w York foilow«sl in 
1777 and .Massaehns*-Il.< in I7M'. 
sliid.v of the.se first constitutions r*s 
veals the fact thab the di-sir*- for r-*- 
ligioiis fns'doni was deeixr than js)- 
lllieal exiu<-neb-s. It rested in th • 
people, who were looking after their 
rights. Virginia’s “d'-claration of 
rights’’ pri-eeded th-- Ib-elaration of 
Indepi-mU nc<> hy Ihr.-i- weeks, and 
i-oiitaln*-d th«-se woril-^: **lt«-iigion. or 
th- duty we owe to our Creator, and 
tin- manner of discharging it. can Is- 
dirccti-d only by reason and ronvio 
lion, not by fori-<- and violenc--. ami 
lb 'r i fore all men are tsiuallv enutl--.i 
to the fr<i- exercise of reli-gion. ae 
cording to the dictates of conscience.”

The New- York convention eiiilorsed 
this Kontlment. but the N«-w York 
eonstltnilnn at first reqtiired an oath 
of allegianei- so worded as to d- iiriv-- 
Catholics of citir.onship, N- vv Ha'iip 
shire left the Church a town In.-titu 
tion. with provision for a t.ix to sup 
fiort it. hut also discriminate I against 
the Komanists. .\ simi'iir position 
was tak<-n by Nv’w Jersey, and. thotigb 
Georgia offered reli-gious fr- edom of 
worship and practice, she admitted 
only Pr..i. s'ants to the la-gislature 
I’etiii vl inia and P-dawan-. w!;i'e of 
ferin;- -ree-loni of opinion oanfinej 
office holding fo those who coiCil pre.

<lom In most o f the States .Maryland 
allow*-d it nominally, but p--rmitt<-d 
b-gislatlon for Chiirrh supixvrt. and 
•-nacted one measure of ixvsitive *>p 
pn-sslon— that o f a tn-bl*> tax on tlios*- 
ministers who n-fiisid to iis*> a i<re 
scrllxxl ritual form o f |>ray*-r for the 
Gov*-mm*-nl.

It is evid*-nt from th*>se eons! it u- 
tions that real n-ligious fre*-dom hail 
to come from the people. These early 
b-glslators were still inibm-d with ihi- 
ld*-a that error must he strangb-.l, 
•-V* n at th<- exfx-nse o f fair di-nling 
They had not suffic ently learned that 
unf*-ttired InPh n*->sls no artificial 
supports, hut is surest to win wh*-n 
put on Its own merits. Ministers may 
i»fl*-n s*-em slow to adopt a n-form. 
hut b-f It lie rem*-mlx-n-il that noth 
ing can surpass th*- obstinacy with 
which po'lticians. both conservative 
and Iil>eral. bold to opinions long ac­
cepted concerning matter- outs’de 
th* ir ow-n domain.

.\s the people brought pn-ssiir<- to 
Ix-ar upon Ihi-s*' le-gislatun-s and eon 
ventlons thesi- constitutions ware 
gradually purged of their dross. Vir­
ginia passi-d the art dist-stalilishing 
th*- Kplscofval Church !n KS."*. S<-halt 
says this was largely due to the ar- 
ibui of thi- dissenters— Pn-shyti-rians. 
Baptists. Quakers. «-tc. But Thomas 
Jeff*-rsnn was the gr*>at ix'rsonal 
champion of th*- nn-asure. He was 
strongly m-condi-.l by Jani(-s Mailison. 
wha. in arguing the qii*-stion. mad<- 
the iinmatrh<-d assertion Uiat tob-ra 
tiun was not enough, since it admitted 
a preference, while true liberty did 
not. and. therefore, nothing short of 
complete freedom of worship could be 
accepted. So determined was Jeffer 
son to secure these rights that he la 
bored six yean to get the act paaaed

If one 
were disposed to seek for occult 
mean ngs. icm. b** miuht And one in th*' 
fact that laike Chautauqua is the 
hOur*'e o f the .Xlleghaiiy River, which 
with the Monongahela form th*- Ohio 
that mingles w>th the Mississippi, and 
the Mi.aslasippi with th*- sea. So the 
Influence of Chautauqua c**ea forth to 
bless the world. The Cbautaiiqu i 
idea was the old camp meeting idea 
modernized, and shall we say “ intel- 
leetuali^edT" The camp-meeting 
was exeluaively evangelistic. I f one 
were to rrltieis*' the "Chautauqua 
idea** from th*- r.nigious standpoint it 
might he found at fault, in that Chau­
tauqua is now- wholly educational. It 
is the apotheosis of culture. The or­
iginal idea was the Sunday School 
Institute; but th*- idea now- is a peo­
ple's university. One is struck with 
the eatholielly of Chautauqua. It is 
hospital'le to all <ree.ls—perhaps to 
none! Various Churches have es'ate 
tablisbed denotninational headquar­
ters" tb* re. and the I'nitarians have 
their "Ha:l.~ Th*' plac*' Is thoroughly 
rosmopolitian- It is the niodein world 
in miniature.

It is a great pleasure to speak to 
an audVnce at Chautauqua. They are 
quick to see a point. They gar** me 
round alter round o f applausv'. and 
I held the.-n for two hours and nine 
minutes! Whether this indicates in­
terest or endurance might be an open 
question; but I *ell you when thou­
sands o f people zueh as flll’ -d that vast 
anditorlnni boost a speaker as th*-y 
did me, he lake sn onotiec of time 
whatever oth*'rs may do. Rut then it 
is always easy to ta'k to intelligent 
people, and that is (he class one meets 
at Chautaaqua. RIshop Vinvent did 
me the honor to attend and to intro­
duce me. and was kind enough at the 
i-lose to say the address was a "blil- 
liant suceess.’* By the way. be broke 
h s word wh*-n bo introJnred me on 
Ibis oerasslon. I was once at Chau­
tauqua as his guest. One day he said; 
"I want you to make a short talk 
this morning." As we were sitting 
on the platform, just b<>fore he pre­
sented me to the great and’enc*-, be 
asked. "W hat is your native State?" 
"Mlaslssippl,”  I replied. He said some 
mighty nice things about me when 
be introduced me. and closed by say­
ing. "Dr. Steel to n entive o f Mieels-

Hut I will say 
that when he says it was not iny 
fault that I was Itorn in Mis-<issippi 
he ought to know what he is talking 
about,, for he was liorn himself at 
Tuscaloosa. Alabama, Just across the 
Mississippi line." If a bombshell ha i 
exp!od*-d over th*' aud'ence it would 
hardly have prcsiucei a greab-r ef 
1* 01. I saw hundreds of heads bunch­
ed tog*'ther. and I knew they were say­
ing t'v each other— ‘Can that lx- sc ­
our great Rishop Vincent a S mthern- 
er?" That evening at "dinner"— ;h*-y 
never have siipi»er" at Chautauqua— 
he sai<l; " I  don’t intend to inirmiuee 
you tip here any more." “ What the 
matter now?" I a-skod. ‘ Why," h*- re 
plied. "1 ran hardly get across these 
grounds for p--ople stopping me to 
ask if what you said about my be ng 
liorn in Al.ahania is true." "You should 
have known hotter than to make a 
fling a' Missi.-sippi where I a'n." I 
said. Rut he forgot uls vow. and 
gave me anoth-'r goo<l send off on thb 
last visit.

Of course he is the patron saint 
o f Chautaaqua. and everybody there 
honors and lores him. It Is to h|s 
credit that he orcupies one o f th*- 
most molest cottages on the grounds 
half o f It b*-ing of canvn.s. He Is 
aging now, and admits th-it his mem 
ory Is not alert. Y* t. except that, I 
saw no sign of deeav as we chatted on 
the gallery o f hir IPtle cottage aboii* 
the affairs of the world today. Cold 
•vin Smith had Just depart?! on the 
lone journey, and < ift In doubt whether 
after all the world was not a failiir - 
•hat had better nev*T oeeu. It was 
refn-shlng to note the contrast be- 
twe*‘n the pessimism of the aL*nostic 
and the optimism of the Christian 
Rishop Vineent Is as lilieral as .Tohn 
Wesley. I told him some people 
thought he had iH-eonie a Cnitatian 
because he was so popular at Harvard. 
Rut he said the Harvard pulpit is an 
open forum, and a man with a mes 
sage was welcome whether he preach 
ed what they Ix'lieved or not. The 
RIshop’s brother laughs as he tells 
how the negro d*'legate to th*' Gener 
al Conference would not vote for him 
for Rishop. berause he was “ too es- 
te*'te!"— which Is coon diab-ct for 
"too esthetic. Rut the venerable man 
has Messed his m-neraMon. and In the 
evening o f life sits among the 
garnered sheaves of a long and usehil 
service to his fellow men.

I spent the fourth of July In C’eve- 
land. Ohio, and didn’t hear a s'ngle 
flre-eraeker. There were drums an*l 
hiigles and parades, and flags galore, 
but the barbarism o f gun powder was 
tabooed, and It was “ a sane and 
safe fourth.”  I  hope every city In the 
land will adopt this sensible reform.

On the parallel o f the lakes every­
thing goes with a rush. The people 
all seem to be going *o a fire or try­
ing to catch a tra'n. They rush 
along the sidewalks, they ntsh along 
the streets, they rush in the stores, 
they rush In the cafes. I had hardly 
decided on my order, when presto! the 
waller set It before me. Adopting the 
most deliberate tone, almost a drawl, 
so that the lazy won.s almost crawled 
out. I  said; “This— wont— do. I—
take—cream— in —  my—oolfee, not—  
coCee— in —  my —  cream. You'll—
have—to— try— that—over." Away
abe went and bronght a cup o f coffee 
and a mug of cream. “Now you can 
put It In to salt yoarselt”  she said In 
pin emsty tones—npple pto ernsty, 
not nonr bnt hnlf J t^ ln r, S  she only

had time! Slowly I replied: “W ell— 
I— would —  have— done—that— at—  
first— if— you —  ha**—  given—me— a 
ehanee.”  She laughed, and away she 
went like a flash to render that I'ght- 
nlng sort ot service to another. The 
everlasting rush makes one tired to 
look at it. There is no let up in it.

I slipp«'d back to Tt-nnessee to rest 
a few days under the shade of the 
trees. Tennessee is a politloal pot. 
the water is boiling hot. and cov*'red 
with a thick scum of fil;b Once a 
lazy Irishman, half drunk, was lean­
ing against the side of a house doz 
ing in the sun. A swarm of flies hov­
ered about his fac>‘ . and now and then 
as they Cekb'd his nose and lips 
his hand would l>e half raisi-d in a 
languid effort to shew them away. At 
bngth a yellow jacket got in among 
the flies, and in a moment of provo­
cation p'unced his stinger Into the 
rosy end of Pat’s nose. That was the 
limit. Rousing himself up, with a 
vigorous sweep f his band, Pat ex­
claimed. “ Now, . arn you, you’*-e all 
got to g o !“  Tennessee Is that Irish 
man. The 1 qunr d'-alers are th ' 
flies. Pr'terson Is the yellow jick-'t.

WATER.

\sk the average school child how 
much o f our gloiie is water, and be 
will answer you proniptely that It is 
thrvi'-fonrths water. This is not the 
strict language o f any geography. All 
the le.Miks d«H*Iare that about throe 
fourths of the earth’s surLacc Is
water liut note the word surface. 
Surface has no depth at all. Thre.-
fourths of tlw‘ earth's surface i.-
water, but not three-fourths o f the 
earth. Just what proportion of the 
entire mass is water and what solid 
Mould lie ini|Missible to determine 
accurately. The varying inequalities 
in tile ocean Is-ds. the indciermi 
natc amount of moisture in the 
eanh’s utino-phere. and other condi­
tions make it difficult if not impossi­
ble to tell exactly. But it may be 
safi ly stated that by far the larger 
part is not water, but solid matter.

THE COFFEE TREE.
The eoffee tre is realy a beautiful 

and interesting speeiiiieu o f the plant 
world. Ill a wild state it grows to 
la- aliout twenty feet high, but for 
ronveiiii'tice o f gathering the crop, 
lho«<' w 1h> cultivate the plant never 
ulluu it to grow- so high. It is an 
evergreen plant, it blouiiis profusely, 
the gre.it whiii- clusters of bloa- 
souiH tilling the air with a delicious 
odor in ap|H-arance the fruit, exter­
nally. may be compared to a small 
plum. It contains tbe berry or coffee 
grain. .M first green, it becomes red 
and purple on ripi.-ning. There are 
two coffees or seeds in a pod. A l­
though the home o f the coffee plant 
is usually in low countries, it thrives 
la-sl on hilly places. The real .Mocha 
coff.-e is giowii in Arabia, though 
not all genuine .Moeha comes from 
the town of that name in that coun­
try. Mexico, and ail the Central Ame:- 
lean Slates. South .\merica, the West 
Indii-s and the Philllpiiie Islands are 
the chief prtxlurers o f coffee The 

tiavors come from Arabia, 
lava and Sumatra. The s<-eds are 
planted first, from which come "slips” 
that an- transpl.anted by hand. 'The 
tr*-e will liear some the second year 
iisiiallv. The pulp in which the grains 
an- imlieiide-l is removed by maebin- 
erv. The shelled grains are run 
through an apparatus that assort.s 
them into various sizes. WTien the 
coffei- bean is fresh, it has a strong 
flavor with a iieeuliar taste that is 
not satisfying. The lunger the
lhn-s|ied li*-an is dried the better 
for the flavor So that old coffee 
is giHid coffi-e. A very old man 
was coiinselletl by his physician that 
he must leave off coffee, that it is a 
.slow- iKiison. “ Yes. I have noticed that 
for sn .vears.”  the old man n-plied.

GALVESTON'S SEA-WALL.

On Sept. 8, li»0", a storm swept over 
Galveston. Texas, destroying IlS.OuO,- 
iKHi worth o f prois rty and nearly ten 
thousand human lives. Kveryliody ^aid 
Galveston was irretrievably d. ad—ev­
ery liody except Galveston. The city 
then owed over J2rt0.0«0 debt, and th« 
county owed nearly a million dollars 
S<-veiiloen business men got together 
and said “ wo will rebuild our city 
and defy tbe winds and the sea.”  A 
model city government was secured 
by iiopular vote, the Commission con­
sisting of Ma.vor ami four Commis­
sioners. A year passed—a year of 
toil and hop*- and grim determination. 
It was decided to biiild a s*>a-wall and 
raise the city level. The flr.->t would 
cost IS.OoO.tMK) and the sewind 11,500,- 
000. The state Legislature released 
the city and thi- county from ad val- 
on-m and certain other taxes for 15 
years. This was the equivalent of 
ll.OttO.OOO benefit. Then a tax was 
to be Imposed of 50 cents the hundred 
dollars and a 2 |ier rent sinking fund 
for bonds. Ont o f 3022 votes cast 
only 22 were against i t  Jnst two 
years and 11 days from tbe date of 
the storm tbe contract was let to 
J. M. O'Roorke A  Oo., of Denver, 
to boUd thff wall, the Md accepted ba-

ing $1,198,318, for the wall, which was 
to be o f solid concrete 1C feet wide at 
the base, 1C feet high, and 5 feet across 
at the top. and was to extend for three 
anil a quarter miles along the Gulf 
front. Within thirty days th«- work 
Ix-gan. Over 13.o<«i e.irloads of niat*-- 
rials were us*-d. Tin- Gov<-riiment ex­
tended the wall for about one mile, 
out to Fort Crockett. On the 29lh of 
July the finished work wa.s turned over 
to the city. The ra sing of the city 
level has also tx-eii practically aecom 
plished

THE ANTI-SALOON LEAGUE PRO 
GRAM.

I l ought to be said, over aud over, 
uuiil ever} body understands it that 
the -inli-Saloou League is a nou-par- 
tisan orguuizution, devoted singly to 
the ov* rthrow of the saloon power in 
.Miieriea. Coniieeted with il are peo­
ple of all poliiitul faiths. It works 
through and in existing parlies and 
meets the saloon league ou its own 
ground.

That this is the most eff«!etive wav 
of eouibaltiiig the .saloon in polities 
aud in every way, is well ingli uni- 
s«-rvall} believed. Every evangelical 
denomination in America has given to 
this sup* rh organization its most cor­
dial n-coguitiou, over aud o v  r. 'inis 
itself should be siilfieicnt guaiaiilee 
of the ehaiaeter of th-- Auli-ria.oon 
League. But its ehaiaeter aud elli- 
I ienev are avoiicht-d b} th<- enemies 
it lias made. No other organizaiion 
in .\meriea is meeting vvitli such 
stn iiuous upposiiion by all the or­
ganized liquor forces as is the Auti- 
Sulooii League, .so that it is ei-rtilied 
to the public, both in the ehara<-ier ol 
its friends and in the charac ter of its 
enemies.

The la-ague has done a signally lia- 
work ill Texas during the time it has 
been in operation here. Jt has im­
mensely iucrea.scd the ami-saloon sen 
linn-nt of the State, aud has largelv 
(oneeiitrated strength at the sirateg e 
lioiuis. Dufiiig he recent campaign 
in Texas, limited and guided by ils 
< onstitution, llie .-tnti-Saloou League 
•■ould not take sides, as between the 
two prohibition eaudidates. Those who 
supiio.sed the League would or should 
do so have not understood the consli- 
tiition of till- organization, .\eeordiug 
to its <oiistitutiou, the L<ague can 
never iM-i-oine a force to put one man 
up aud another man down when thev 
stand for the anti-saloon idea. But 
the ivcague does not in any way pro­
pose to limit the iwlitieal freedom of 
any of its members, .so that in the 
last eaiupaign every member of the 
I.eague was absolutely free to wor\ 
within his own party according to his 
own judgment, without in any way 
affecting his standing in the L  ague. 
It turned out, therefore, very naturally 
that nieniber.s of the Le ague divided a.s 
to prohibition candidates for Governor.

I'nder the conditions framed up in 
the <'ainpaign, Uie Ix-ague could not 
control, therefore its program was to 
giv<‘ support to the general anti sa 
loon niov eiiienl. but to «oneentrate its 
efforts iiaitirularly at points where .t 
would not antagonize and divide its 
own force. Then fore, the League di- 
r*M-t<-d its energies to two things, to 
submi.ssion and to the legislative slate. 
At both of these points it was su*-< ess 
ful. Submission earri«-d liy a greatly in­
creased m.ajority, and <-oiitrary to th 
exiieetations of vi ry many, the l*-gis- 
lative program of the l>-ague wars sue- 
cessful, so that submission now has a 
two-thirds majority in each liranch of 
Ihe b-gislature. Th*-se are distinct 
triumphs of the organization. It is 
clear that if conditions had made it 
possible for the .xnti-Saloon League to 
i-oncentrate its in(luen< e behind a sin 
gle candidate for Governor, he would 
have been elected.

Facing the situation as it has been 
made by the recent election, the Anti 
Saloon L*-ague will at once take up 
the work o f enlarging, broadening and 
strengthening its plans for the rid­
dance of tbe State o f the breweries 
and the barrooms. I t  will not halt.
