For several weeks we have been trying to
bring the controversy coneerning the remov-
al of Southwestern University to a elose in
these eolumns: but, like all hemted contro-
veries, it has acquired such momentum that
we have found the undertaking somewhat
difficult of aceomplishment. However, with
this issue of the Advoeate we assume the re-
sponsibility to declare it at an end.  In mak-
ing this deelaration we are aware of the
faet that 1t will deprive a number of breth-
ren of the privilege of expressing themselves
upon the guestion. and we are furthermore
aware of the faet that we are giving the
opposition to removal a slight advantage in
the controversy in that this issue eontains
some final arguments from able writers to
which the other side will have no oppor-
tunity to make reply.  But there must be
and end to every controversy and. sinee all
the faets and the arguments pro and con, in
our judegment. have been submitted, any
thing further upon the subject will only be
a rehash of what has already been pre-
sented.

In thus permitting the question to bhe so
thoronghly ventilated in the Advoeate we
assign two weighty and satisfactory reasons

1. There has been seareely a single year
during the twelve that we have been editor
of the paper that some one has not tried to
break into these columns with an artiel
upon the question of removing Southwestern
University. But up to the beginning of this
conferenee vear we studiously deelined to
permit the question to be diseussed in the
Advecate.  Often we have spoken and writ
ten to Dr. Hyer and to Dr. ( ody at South
western about this persistent effort to pre
cipitate this controversy, and they agreed
with us that it would be better not to have
the question raised in these columns.  And
we adhered to this poliey, sometimes almost
giving umbrage 1o those who wanted the
sithjeet disenssed.  But we deemed it hest
to prevent @ controversy of this charvacter

So
Iast June we ulwl:wl these columns to those
whoe desired to enter them, and the discus-
sion followed. It could not have been other
wise in view of the importance and magni
tude of the interests involved and in view
of the action of the seeular press in the prem-
ises. Therefore, the Advoecate has done its
duty 1o the Church in giving the widest
ravge to this eontroversy in order that the
¢ hurch may have all the faets in the ease
and that the eonferences may be prepared
to dispose of the question wisely and to the

st interests of Texas Methodism.  For
these two reasons the Advoeate has per-
mitted the controversy.

But it will be observed that the Advoeate,
as the organ of all the conferences and as
he organ of all the parties to the contro
ersy. has studionsly and wisely refrained
from taking sides with either side of the
contest. It has only reserved the right to
climinate offensive personalities and to steer
the controversy along siane and brotherly
lines: but it has given neither side any ad
vantage over the other in the contlict.  No
one ecan say that the Advocate has not heen
absolutely fair and impartial.

REPLY OF DR. JOHN O. McREY-
NOLDS TO THE CRITICISMS OF
DR. J. M, BARCUS REGARDING

THE MEDICAL DEPARTMENT

OF SOUTHWESTERN.

Upon my return to Dallas on the
th inst. my attention was called to

an article in the Christian Advocats

Ly Dr. J. M. Barcus, of Georgetown,

which he finds it necessary to re-
sort to an unjust and unwarranted
criticism of the Medieal Department
of Southwestern Universits I must
sy in the beginning that | shall eare-
fully refrain from any discussion of

the advisability of removing South.
western University, as this is a mat-
ter entirely within the province of
others to determing I feel, however,

that it is my duty as Dean of the
Medical Departmient to state the per
inent facts of the ecase, especially as
the criticism comes from one whose
rtunities should have made him
familiar with the truth and
hose official relation  as  trustee
hould have wmade him feel a4 more

friendls rest in every department
of vl ersity
If Dr. Barcus had endorsed the
views contained in his article it would
certainl hav been a more manly
titude on his part if he had taken

occasion at some time during the last
seven years to present eobjections teo

those in charge of the Medical College
nd to giv A More active co-operation
in the interests of the institution. His
eriticism of the Medical Colloge deals
first with the financial status, and sec-
ond with the character of work ae-
omplished. He states that Dallas has
wot fultilled her agrecment with refer-
nee 1o the financial responsibility.

Fhis statement is entirely false and
without foundation. 1 have before me
the original contract and all subse-
quent contracts made with the trus
tees of the University.

The trustees have never at any time
made any contract wita the city of
Dallas. The original contract was
t«ade Letween the trustoes, as 'wnv"ﬂf
the first part, and six physicians of

vlas, namely br. R. W. Baird, I
I W. Pourland, Iw. J. B. Shelmire, Dr
J. B. Smoot, Dr. Dero E. Scay and
John O. MeReynolds, as party of the
second part And this contract pro-
vided that these six plysicians should
ralse a building fund of ten thousand

dollars and should co-operate with the
authorities of the Church in raising
additional amounts. But the only
amount specified as that for which the
physicians should be held responsible
was the sum of ten thousand dollars,
and it was not stated that even this
amount should come from Dallas.
Now, what was actually done?

To bLegin with, my own firm gave
sivun, and the other four physicians,
partics to the agreement, contributed
$1o00 each, and still other physicians
coniributed various sums aggregating
from the doctors alone more than $12,-
which more than fulfilled the
agreement originally made. Then we
secured the services of Dr. John R.
Nelson as commissioner to help us
raise additional funds. But he con-
sented to come only on the condition
that | would personally guarantee his
salary of $250 per month and ex-
penses.  In this guarantee | was joined
later by my confreres in the medical
profession,

The building was a necesity and we
proceeded at once with its construc
tion without waiting to collect the nee
essary funds. When the building was
two-thirds completed the available
funds were exhausted and e pro-
aress of construction would have been
stopped if | had not given to the con-
tractor my written obligation to buy
his mechanics lien at par for the re-
waining $20,000 necessary to complete
the building. This mechanics’ lien has
been reduced by contrilutions frow
the Church until the balance due, with
the acerued interest, will approximate
$1L0ve,  The property could not be
duplicated tor §65,000, and by far the
greater part of the cost has been wet
with Dallas money, and raised through
the personal influence of Dallas wen.,
In addition to the contributions of Dal-
las for the construction and equipment
of the building several thousand dol
lars of Dallas money have been ad-
vanced to tide the school over the
period of its infancy. And not one of
these physiclans who contributed so
Hberally to establish and maintain the
institution has ever received a solitary
cent of remuneration for justruction
which he has delivered in his special
field of activity, This service which
has been gratuitously rendered by Dal
las physiclans to Southwestern Uni
versity would amount to fully $60.000
per annum on a basis of the expenses
incurred by the State University at
Galveston,

And yet Dr. Barcus feels called upon
to publish to the world that Dallas
has failed to keep her word and do
her duty, and it would be interesting
information if Dr. Barcus would pub-
lHsh a statement of his own individual
linancial sacrifices which he has made
for the development of this depart-
ment of the University of which he
has the honor to be a trustee. Let it
be also remembered that Dallas sent
no representative to Georgetown to in
duce the trustees to establish a wed
ical departwment here. On the contra
ry, the trustees of their own accord
Ly unanimous volee voted to establish
a mdeical department years ago and
then sent a committee to various
cities of this State to ascertaln the
woest favorable location. This com-
mittee of its own accord came to Dal
las and sought ont the physicians with
whom a conutract was later formed and
these physicians have redeemed their
pledges in the letter and in the spirit
of the original compact, and any
charge to the contrary is uttertly un.

PBut | must beg permission to pre
sent a few facts bearing directly upon
the character of scholarsh’'n maintain
ed in the Medical College. Admission
to the freshman year is & moalter
whicn s entirely removed from the
control of the medical facualty The
State of Texas, through its Booard of
Medical Examiners, reserves the right
to determine who is qualified to begin
the study of medicine. So every man
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in the freshman class must come with
a State certificate indicaing that he
possesses twelve units of credit for
this session and fourteen units of
credit for next session. The board
further determines the number of
years of study, the number of hours
per year in every subject, the labora-
tory equipment, the hospital facilities
and, in fact, the entire curriculum.
Thus the State exercises a direct and
rigid supervision over the entire mat-
ter of wmedical education, and South-
western University, according to the
State Board of Examiners, has more
than fully complicd with all of these
requirements and is in perfect accord
vwith the spirit of advanced standards
for the medical profession.

Southwestern is a member of the
Sonthern Association of Medical Col-
leges and is listed by the Board of
Regents of the State of New York as
an aceredited Medieal College. We
hvve a compulsory four years graded
course of instruction of eight months
vach and the facuity are men eminent
in thelr respective fields. The alumni
in their examinations before the State
Poard of Examiners and in their pri-
vate practice and as reprisentative
men of the community compare favor-
ably with the graduates of Harvard
and Yale. And yet Dr. Barcus, a trus-
tee of the University, in order to dis.
credit the city of Dallas, will stoop
to biand as uwnworthy the alumni of
his own alma mater,

How can the University, even
through the sacrifices which have been
made for her development, hope to
grow into her full measure of power
and glory when a department of the
| niversity is thus falsely assailed by
these whose bhest endeavors are need-
ed to build better things and not to
destroy ?

Replying to the assertion that we
have not a very large student body,
I will say that cach year the require-
wents of the school have been advane-
ed and the vwork has met with the
hearty approval of Dr. Hyer, President
of the University, but this increased
tandard has kept our annual enroll-
went down approximately to one hun-
dred wen, while the expenses of in-
struction have steadily increased.

The next session opens on Septem-
bor 20, and we need the united efforts
of all loyal friends of Methodist insti.

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PROHIBITION VS.

SENATOR PEELER |

By Rev. Jas. Campbell, D. D.

The Rev. James Peeler, now deceas-
ed, was for many years an honored
member of the Northwest Texas Con-
ference.  Brother Pecler was a man
of sharp, quick and incisive intellect-
ual powers. In debate he knew how
10 scize the advantages over, as well
as the disadvantages of, his opponent.
He was regarded as being peculiar
and rather eccentric, but yet master.
ing and using these qualities in the
service of the good and in opposition
to the bad. Among many other anec-
dotes told of him was th - following:
It is said that this venerable servant
of God was holding a revival meeting
somewhere in Bell County nearby a
little country store where liguor was
sold by a man who carried the prefix
of “General” to his name. Duaring this
meeting it is said that Brother Peeser,
in one of his earnest pra;ors, lifted up
his voice so that it could be heard even
by the liquor dealer, and said, “O
Lord, have mercy on poor old Gen.

~we=,  While we are here trying
to save these poor sinners from dam-
nation and hell, he is over there deal-
ing out hell-fire by the quart!™ If the
sainted father could now return to
this world how painful it would be to
find his son—the one he honored with
his own given-name—the Jas. Peeler,
Jr., down at Austin, “dealing out” this
same  “hell-fire” not only “by the
quart,” but by the barrel, the keg, the
gallon, the quart, the pint, and the
drink! XNow hold right still, Senator,
and don’t get excited—hold your
breath while 1 show how you ana
every other man who votes the anti-
prohibition ticket are doing that very
thing, and are personally responsible
for all the evils inflicted by the “liquor
traffic” in this State.

First, however, [ shall call attention
to Mr. Pecler’s “grand stand” play in
the Senate of recent date. The Honor-
able Senator gave as his third reason
for voting against the prohibitory
measure before the Senate a state-
ment wade by this writer in the Tex-
as Christian Advocate on the relation
of temptation to moral character. A
statement that one does not get rid
of temptation by running from it, be-
cause being of a temptable nature he
carries the liability with him, and will
weet temptation wherever he may go
Ihere are a thousand and one ways in
which a man may be tempted. That
this statement, which is true, justifies
the State in maintaining places of pub-
lic resort not simply as temptations
but as tempters of the young and
weak-minded made so by the “hell
fire” above referred to when they are
corrupted physically, intellectually and
morally, is 100 monstrous to be enter.
tained by any one whose moral! and
reasoning facultics are in sound con-
dition. Let the Senator take note of
the difference between a tempration
and a tempter. Let him also take
note that in t Bible which his hon-
ored father preached there is a story
of a garden, a tree, a man and wom-
an, and a devil. Let him beware also
that while the man and woman were
punished for their sin, that the devil,
the old serpent—the tempter—was
cursed above all cattle and every
beast of the ficld,” and condemned to
‘€0 upon his belly” and “eat™ “dust
all the days of “his life.” The very ex-
tract quoted by the Senator and print-
od in the “Scnate Journal,” pages 110
and 111, and by the way one of the
best things in it, advocates the resist-
ence of the devil—the tempter—until
e is driven from the city, the village
and the country into the sea. If there
is any devil more corrupting, villain
ous and destructive of whatever is best
in civilization than the infamous “lig-
wor traffic” for which Mr. Pecler votes
I have never heard of him. The policy
got forth in the extract which Mr.
Pecler quotes has been the policy of
the Methodist Church in reference to
the Southwestern University. When
that institution was located at George-
town that villaze was a saloon town.
It had as many saloons in proportion
to population as Dallas now has, if

it had as wany as two. | do not know
exactly the number, but propably there
were two, three or four. There were
about 500 people in the village. True,
there was no local option law at that
time, but the law was enacted not long
afterward, and Dr. Mood assisted in
having the provision put into the con-
stitution. I think that it was through
his influence mainly that it was done.
That was the first stroke in the battle
to rid that town of Mr. Peeler's “hell-
fire.”  During the twenty or more
yvears that the village was cursed with
saloons after the University was locat-
ed there | never heard any citizen of
that town advocate running from
there with the school, though there
were good counties which went dry in
a very short time after local option
was put into the constitution. Even
Brother Barcus did not propose any-
thing of this kind. The first time 1|
had the opportunity to vote for pro-
hibition was in 1876 or 1877 in Cle-
burne, Johnsqp County. The county
went dry and | have consistently voted
for prohibition ever since.

But really did the article in the
Advocate influence the Senator to vote
as he did” Does he not always vote
the anti-p; “hibition ticket? Would he
not have voted as he did if he had nev.
er seen o heard of the article in the
Advocate? \Was not Mr. Peeler there-
fore just geiting off a little piece of
stage-play to gratify the spleen of
some other man against Dr. Camp-
bell?

The article in the Advocate deals
strictly with the relation of temptation
to iudividual and personal moral char-
ac with which the policy of prohi-
biticn has nothing to do. We had as
well have laws enforeing men to be
honest or benevele 2t as laws to force
men te be sob2r. But a law against
teaching men o steal and murder by
persuasion o otherwise would be
quite a difecent thing.  Prohibition
has no more ‘o o with the relation of
temptation to individal moral charac-
ter than the “n=n in the moon” or the
satellites « £ Jupiter

But let us retui to the responsibili
ty to the “drink” er *liguor problem.”
This protlem s cly s not one of re-
ligion nor «f | ivate morzls., nor of
personal liberty. 1° drink hurt no one
but the drink2r, ~ca it would not be a
question for he © ate to deal with any
more than «off drinking, provided
none but the ¢ vkr be party to nor
interested i Li.  rinking. But the
very moment anotter becomes in any
way respons ble 7 the drinking, for
gain or thro gh . :lice or otherwise,
or the drinking infii ts injuries on oth-
ers besides the parv drinking, then it
beecomes a matter f publie concern.
No man aas the rigi ' to do that which
in itself is dangerou: *» others merely
to gratify his own - :ire or to put
money in his pocket When conduct
reaches that point, thay it becomes a
matter of public inter. 1. The ques-
tion of the “liquor tratti is a ques-
tion of *social welfare.” In the preface
to Harry 8. Warner's great book on
“SRocial Welfare and the Liqucr Prob-
lem.” Mr. Warner makes the following
quotation from an editorial in the
American Brewers' Review: “The so-
called personal liberty argumwent in
behalf of alcoholic drink loses more
and more of its force. Consideration
of the public welfare continues to
grow and overshadow the rights of the
individual. The drink question must
be fougzht out upon the ultimate foun-
dation of morals, nygiene and social
order-—-in other words, the public wel.
fare. If the public wolfare requires
the suppression of the alcobolic drink
traffic it should be suppressed.” Mr.
Warner then remarks as follows: “In
a debate the first step necessary is
to state the question—to agree on a
ground on which to disagree. No so-
cial or political writer has more cor-
rectly stated the basis on which the
lignor question is to be fought out,
and satisfactory settlement reached,
than has this editorial writer on the
pro-liguor side of the controversy. On
this basis the question is before the
American people ‘on Us merits only."”
This writer fully agrees with Mr
Warner in the followinz statement
and answer to it: *“It has boen said
that prohibition interferes with the
moral freedom of the individual: that
it removes temptation and that the
non-tempted is non-moral because vir-
tue comes from resistance to tempta-
tion. not from blind freedom from it.”
Mr. Warner admits the truth of the
statement in his answer to i He
SUV= “In answer is the fact that 10
hititien as applied to liguor has not
been directed against the act of drink-
ing: that men may make their own
liguor and drink it if they choose. Be-
sides, as shown above, the State does

not make men good, or aim to; its
duty is 1o protect the community as
a whole from the burdens cast upon
it by excessive drinkers, which in
practice means nearly all drinkers.”

Our government has denied the in-
dividual &ny natural or personal right
in himself to manufacture for sale or
to sell aleoholic ligquor. It assumes
and holds all such rights in its own
power. It takes over the entire right
and responsibility to itself. The gov-
ernment sells the right or liberty to
deal in such liguors to the individual,
and the only personal liberty any one
has to so traffic he buys from the gov-
ernment-—both from the United States
and the State. He must post his li-
cense in his place of business to show
that he has the authority of the gov-
ernment to sell. The State even pre-
scribes the Kind of ecitizen that may
use such a license. If he does not
measure up to the required standard
of citizenship he cannot do business.
I his settles the question of personal
liberty. That is not a question for de-
bate. The State has already settled
that question. The only question is
whether it is good or bad policy for
the State to allow the traffic. Does
this traffic benefit the people more
than it harms them? Or really is
there enough good in it to justify the
evil results of it?

Now, let it be remembered that our
government is one “of the people, for
the people and by the people.” When
any one, thercfore, votes for any meas-
ure he is personally responsible for
all the consequences of that measure,
especially for such results as mignt
have been reasonably known would
follow. ile cannot divide the respon-
sibility with others who voted the
same ticket. He voted for the meas-
ure including all its consequences.
The man who votes for the hquor
traffic to be continued, or against the
prohibition of it, takes upon himself
the responsibility of all the evils pro-
duced by it. If this be true, and let
him deny it who can, Mr. Peeler, of
the Texas Senate, is by his anti-pro-
hibition votes and influence responsi.
ble for all the evil results of the
whole liquor business in this State.
He is dealing out thousands of tons
of the “hellfire” mentioned in  his
father's prayer. That falls on the ear
as rather a harsh term, and not very
elegant, but ordinary words will hard-
Iy express the moral turpitude of the
alcoholic  lignor business. Brother
Peeler, with his sharp, penetrating in.
sight, comprehensive intellectual pow-
er and strong but sensitive moral
sense, saw (hat there was in it all and
more than he could express in such
strong language.

The public welfare, the protection
and promotion of which is a legitimate
function of governwent, may be com-
prehended under three heads, viz.:

Pov-
erty, disease, insanity, physical and
wental d-terjoration, premature death,
critve in ail degrecs, are its natural
products. The revenue obtained from
taxation and license by the govern-
ment is a mere bagatelie compared to
the loss from alcoholic drink. Mr.
Warner computes that government,
Federal and States, from import du-
ties, internal revenues, special taxes,
fines, ete.. ¢bllects annualiy $212,565,-
o, While the total cost of intemper-
ance with its consequent cvils 10 the
people of the United States
to not less than 1,000 000
oon, which is more than ten times as
much as the revenue received. Add
to this enormous expenditure the re-
sults by ditest eanse angd inheritance,
of mental weakness, insanity,
cdebility inviting all Kinds i
crimes, accidents, anguish, sorrow,
poverty and death. What a dark pie-
ture is made in the world by this
licensed monsier! There are but few
in the world who are not affected by
this terrible curse. And yet the Hon
J. 1. Peelir, of the Texas Senate,
votes to continue all these evi's.

While serving the pastorate of Mar-
shall, Texas, at the beginning of my
third year in that city, I concluded to
try the experiment of scnding our
Church paper, the Texas Christian Ad-
Vocate, at my own cost, to every stew-
ard of the twenty-seven who was not
already a subscriber. [ did s and. th
result was gratifyving. The officiary
of the Church kept abreast of the do-
ings of Methodism in the State and
elsewhere, and a denominational prid.
and loyalty were fostered, and a monr
intelligent interest was awakened in
all the work and progress of th
Church. The Church was more liberal,
and finances were easier than ever be-
fore. The pa s paid in full on
the first day of each month, and some-
times there w rplus in the
hands of the Treasurer 'he Sunday-
school reached the highest attendance
that it had for years, and so, also, did
the Epworth League, The praver-
meeting reached the hundred mark at
least once—a thing not known before
during my pastorate in that city.

“The abuse of alcoholic siimulants
is a most potent and deadly agent of
physical deterioration.

persons are

“1. Alcoholism is a chronic poison-
ing resulting from the habitual abuse
of alcohol (whether as spirits, wine or

“2. It is a mistake to say that stim-
ulants are necessary for those doing
hard work; this can usually be done
better without alcohol.

“3. Alcohol is really a narcotie, dull-
ing the nerves like landanum or
opium. Its first effect is to weaken
a man's self-control, while his pas-
sions are excited: hence the number
of crimes which occur under its
fluence.

“4. For persons in ordinary health
the practice of drinking even the
milder alcoholic drinks apart from
meals is most injurious,

5. The habit of drinking to excess
leads to the ruin of families, the neg-
lect of social duties, disgust for work,
misery, theft, and crime¢ It leads
also to the hospital, for alcohol pro-
duces the most various and the most
fatal diseases, including paralysis, in-
sanity, discases of the stomach and
liver and dropsy. It also paves the
way to consumption and frequenters
of public houscs furnish a large pro-
portion of the victims of this disease.

“6. Alcoholic abuse complicates and
aggravates all acute disease. Typhoid
fever, pneumonia and crysipelas are
much more fatal in the subject of al.
coholism.

REMARKABLE PROGRESS.

According to Bishop McTyeire's esti-
mate in 1856 we had 4000 pastors; ac-
cording to the report of the Board of
Education just received we now have

o=

75000—a net gain of 3500 in 21 years.
Remarkable indeed! Yet we, as pas-
tors, are nene too thick to thrive, This
is Lincoln County, New Mexico, which
I suppese is about an average for this
conference. It is 80 miles each way
with a population of 10.000—60 per
cent American, 40 per cent Spanish—
and this scribe is the only Methodist
pastor in the county, and with the
exception of a Catholie priest the only
pastor of any kind that lives in the
county. We have three Protestant
Churches—one Congregational and an-
other Methodist—both off the railroad
and almost abandoned: the other is a
Baptist Church at Carrizozo occupied
two Sundays in the month. We Meth-
odists rent a vacant store at $5 per
month for Church and Sunday-school
purposcs, which is very much better
than nothingz. The conclusion of the
whole matter is this: Let us earnest-
ly pray with a faith that takes no
denial that the Lord of the harvest
will call and send forth more labor-
ers into his harvest. And in the lan-
guage of the sainted Bishop Marvin,
nay they all be men “that love 3ouls
and not their ease—love God and not
money.”

A DESERVED TRIBUTE.

Dr. H. M. Whaling and family, in
leaving Shreveport, were handsomely
remembered by the good people whom
he has served so faithfully during his
pastorate among them. We clip from
the daily paper at Shreveport the fol-
lowing account of the last service con-
ducted by Dr. Whaling. He has many
friends in Texas who will read it with
pleasure. He and his family are now
located in Austin:

Dr. Whaling has been suffering for
more than a year with a form of
rheumatism which is produced by
malaria, and for the past three or
four months the rigidity of the mus-
cles has steadily grown worse, so that
now he is practically a cripple, and
Sunday moraing could scarcely get
into the pulpit. The constant rheu-
matic fever and the intense bodily
pain has so weakened him physically
and so shattered his nervous system
that he is compelled to give up all
work, at least for the present.

He preached a strong sermon Sun-
day moraing to a large audience, on
the text, “God is Love.” The sermon
was a very tender, touching one, and
during the delivery of it there were
times when the whole audience was
moved to tears. Just before the ser-
mon, W. A. McKennon, Chairman of
the Official Board, said that he had
something that he wanted to say. He
then read the following letter which
was addressed to the pastor:

“Shreveport, La., Sept. 11, 1910.
“Rev. H. M. Whaling, D. D., Shreve-
port, La.:

“Dear Doctor: The ways of our
Divine Father are past our compre-
hension . For many years you have
labored in His vineyvard, doing His
work; and now as a result, the body
which He gave you for this work de-
mands that you rest from your labor.
Only God could make a law which ap-
plied equally to his service and to
human service. This should be a con-
solation to you, because even your
apparent misfortune is further proof

If
there is such a one and he does not
wake up he wil soon lie on the scrap-
beap, where all u-ele:s things must
inevitably go. But try to wake n up.

Can our new graded literature be
used where the work must be dore
in an old-fashion onercom church?
Yes, it can be used as wel! as the
uniform lessons can be us'd under
similar conditions. With either kind
the work muwst be adapted to circum-
stances. No system of teaching can
be handled to the best possible ad-

SUNDAY-SCHOOL.
By State President.

Tne presiding elders are now doing
their fourth round. The Discipline re-
quires them to furnish the Chairman
of the Sunday-school Board a list of
all the superintendents elected in
their tricts, with their postoffices,
at the Annual Confirence. To facili-
tate th's work our Sunday-school de-
partment  furnishes yearly to each
Contcrence Chairman as many pocket
records as t} » are presiding elders
in hfs conference, with request that
he forward them to the presiding
elders and remind 'them of their duty
in the case. The books for this year
were sent out some weeks ago and
it is presumed that they are in the
hands of the inz elders. State
President suzges' hat the plan of
carry n=z these ittle books in their
pockets and put'inz down the Super-
intendents as they are elected is not
a bad idea. Just about conference
time presiding  elders have many
things to think about and would be
more than human if they did not for-
zet a thing or two. DBnt if these rec-
ords are made at the Quarterly Con-
ferences and the elder forgets to hand
them in at confercnee he wil! at least
have them where he can find them
on demand. As chairman of a Con-
ference Board State President has had
grcat trouble from year to yvear in
goetting complete 1 sts of Superinten-
dents and has heard simi’ar com-
plaints from every pa't of the church.
Onur Sunday-school depar'ment cando
nothing for these superintendents un-
less it knows where to find them. The
presiding elder is the key to the sit-
nation. Al' of which is respectfully
submitted.

RALLY DAY IN NORTHWEST AND
CENTRAL TEXAS CONFERENCES.

Rally Day is very necessary in our
far Southern climate. As the season
approaches when the “frost is on the
pumplkin and the yvellow on the vine”
we frel like taking hold afresh and
putt'ng more vital effort into al' our
work. We need a good start for our
fall and winter work and a wel'-con
ducted Rally Day means a sort of run-
ning start for the winter. We hope
all our schools wi'l have a Rally Day
We suggest as to time not earlicr
than September 25 and not later than
October 10. This gives a range of
four Sundaivs. Most schools shou'd
plan for Sunday October 2, that tl_wrn
may be some uniformity as to time.
'l'lu.- September Sunday- chool Maga-
zine contains 2 very helpful article by
Rev. W. J. Moore, and as all our Sun-
dav-school folks do not read the Maga-
zine. 1 can not do better than repro-
duce in the Sunday-school page of our
Texas Advocate a part of this val-
uab'e article. He says:

“1. The Purpo=e of the Raly Da
(1) The first, as the term ind cates, is
to rally the forces that have bheen scat-
tered during the summer. The effor
shou'd be to get every former pupil
back into the school, and as many
more as possible.

“{2) To line up the forces for the
work of another year. Some may
have become indifferent, and are in-
clined to drop out: but the services
of this great day will be another eall
‘o consecration and devotion and
service for another year

“(3) To inspire the forces, to give
them a new vision of the opportuni-
ties and possibilities of the Sunday-
school work.

“2. The Program.—\Much depends
upon the program. We mention some
of the characteristics of a good one:

*“(1)» The program should have va
riety. The Sunday-school stands for
so many things, and inc'udes so many
diffecrent c'asses of people, that we
readily see the necessity of a varied
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program. We think the subjects of
teacher-training, the Home Depart-
ment, the Cradie Rol!. miss'ons, tem-
perance, the organized class move-
ment—all should have a place in it.
This will indicate the wide sweep of
the Sunday-school movement.

“(2) The program should be brigh:,
vigorous, lively. Allow nothing to drag

3. How to Prepare for Ra'ly Day.—
(1) The first thing nccessary is a
genuine interest and enthusiasm in
and for the service and for the cause
which this occasion represents. Much
depends upon the kind of program you
have:; more depends upon its prepara-
tion; most depends upon the enthu-
siasm you put into it. Don’t take ho'd
of it in half-hearted way. That
prophesies failure. Enthusiasm is like
the measles—it's ‘catch nz.’

“(2) At your teachers’ meoting plan
the program for the day and its prepa
ration. If you have no teachers’ meet-
ing, then call your teachers and o'her
workers tozether for this purpose. Let
the work be divided: and each person
or depiartmen: be responsible for a
certain portion of the program. 3e-
gin at least 2 month beforchand to
prepare.

“(3) Advertise the day fully and in
every way. Send nice invitation cards
or telegrams to the absent pupils.
members of the Home Department, to
parents of children on the Cradle Roll,
and to a!! others who ought to be
present. An interesting thing to do
is to have members of the Home D«
partment sit in a bedy in the Church
Of course the young men of the school
wl! see to it that these old peopie
have conveyances. It is a nice thing
also to have the mothers with the
babies of the Cradle Roll occupy a
separate section. These two depart
ments should be given a cordial recog-
nition in the program in some way
Another good plan for advertising the
occasion, in addition to the other sug-
gestions, is a nice tag for the children
to wear for a week before. Let it be
a small eard, with a string in it to
fasten to a button. Put on the tag,
‘Rally Day—Come.” or som« other ap
propriate inscription.

“4. The Date and Offering.—The
last Sunday in September or the first
Sunday in October is a good time.
Have the service at the 11 o'cock or
the evening hour, thereby giving such
prominence and importance to the oc-
casion as it deserves. Yes, of course,
take an offering. Let be a free-
w1’ thank-offering. l.et the funds be
applied to missions, to the enlarge-
ment of the work, local and otherwise,
or for any one of the many things
for which the Sunday-school standz.

“Great are the possibilitics of a well-
planned, well-prepared, well-rendered,
enthusiastic Ra'ly Day service. Such
a service will popularize the school,
and will draw people toward it and
give you a gond start toward a year
of great sucCcess

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SOUTHWESTERN UNIVERSITY
OWNERSHIP.

Rev. John M. Barcus seems to have
stirrel up a hornet’s nest when he
called attention to the faet that the
five Texas Conferences had no prop-
erty rights in Southwestern Univer-
sity, but that it was the property of
the Methodist Chureh as a whole \
study of the charter reveals that to
be a faet. Whatever censure we
may be disposed to heap upon the
Commissioners who vested this prop-
erty in the name of the M. E. Church.
South, it will not change the facts in
the case. It will have to now stand.
These Commissioners were given ab-
solute power in the premises, the Con-
ferences ratified this action, and the
statute of limitations now forestalls
any change

But why should this.fact disturb the
friends of the Dallas proposition? It
is the best thing that could happen
for them. Many voters were waiting
to see whether or not they counld con-
sistently vote to aececept that proposi-
tion without breaching a contract in
law and morals. Now that question
is settled. If the Texas Conferences
do not own Southwestern University
then they are not bhound up in any
contracts made with Georgetown., All
talk, then, about it heing a breach of
contract for the Texas Conferences to
aceept the Dallas proposition is irrele-
vant. The M. E. Church, South, has
a econiract with Georgetown, and is
hound by the conditions of that con-
traet. But the five Texas Conferences
do not compose the M. E. Church,
South. They are only a small part of
it. Since Dallas made her proposi-
tion to the Texas Conferences, all that
is necessary for those Conferences
to do is to aeceept that proposition
without any reference to Georgetown
The door is wide open for every man
to vote for the Dallas proposition
without even a doubt in his mind in
regard to breaching a contraet either
in law or morals

Under the charter, even though the
M. E. Chureh, South, does own South-
western University, vet the Texas
Conferences have the right to direet
and control it. In the exercise of
these charter rights, the Texas Con-
ferences can keep the Southwestern
University as a Class A College, as
all friends of the Dallas proposition
desire to do. Thus every end for
which the friends of the Dallas propo-
sition are striving can be secured.

This removes the hone of conten
tion entirely from Texas Methodism
Let the M. E. Church, South, hold the
Southwestern ‘University property
and let the five Texas Conferences
continune to control it as a Class A
College. Let the five Texas Confer
ences aceept the Dallas proposition
If serious objection is made to the
use of the Southwestern University
name and charter, let a new charter
bhe secured for the Dallas University
and a new name given, and the prop-
erty vested in the Annual Conferences
of the M. E. Church, South, in Texas
We will then have a real University,
and by our control of the Georgetown
institution we can make it tributary
to the University, as originally plan-
ned by the friends of the Dallas propo-
sition. ' If Polytechnie is offered tlie
five Texas Conferences, let it bhe ac
cepted. Thus we will unify and ad-
vance all of our educational interests
