Kvery snbjeet was selwtetl by ns in that 
iiisue, and every man was s«>leet«s| in the 
same way and with referenee to bis s[w- 
etal fitness to diseiiss tile feature assigned 
to i.im, ami they wen* nijm-stisl to r»‘- 
H|H>mi to our ap[>eal U|>oii the pround of 
IKitriotisni and lofty inora’s; and almost 
every one of them immediately prepared 
his eoinniunieation and sent it in without 
delay. We have never witnes.sed such 
pr<nn|>tm-ss and williiipness u|Mtn the part 
o f those whose artieles appeareil in the 
last speeial edition. They reijuinsl no 
nrpiiip. but as pisid eitizens with the wi‘al 
of the |ieople in view they wrote like 
statesmen, like patriots ami like philan­
thropists; and they wrote without prejn. 
diee or passion. It was a wis<- and truth- 
fill syni|M>siiim U(>on the )|Uestioii of pro- 
hihitiou. Taken as a whoh‘, the arpii- 
iiieiits |irodiie<sl are simpl.v unanswerable; 
they are overwhelmiiip, ami they sweep 
from the Kelli all the misrepresentations, 
the siibterfnpes and makeshifts of the op- 
|Me,itioli.

And these arpumeiits are eonfined to 
Texas and the etTis-t of prohibition n|siii 
Texas and her eivilization. No time was 
wasted U|N>n the effis't of prohibition out­
side o f the State, and wliat pisiple are 
doiiip or not doiiip in other ami distant 
Im-a’ itii-a. The w liole matter was snb- 
niitttsl to our wide ein-le of readers as it 
has to do with onr own people, onr own 
ofliis-rs and oiir own public sentiment. 
These tiiorouphly |>repared eommniiiea- 
tions isiverisl the whole Held in its domes- 
tie, siH'ial, eivil, |Hilitieal and Hnaneial 
as|H‘ets. They left notliinp iiiiwTitteii or 
unsaid. There was not an indilTereiit ar- 
tii'le amonp the whole list; and if we had 
oiil.v had the spaee and exteiideil onr list 
o f siibjeets and reipiests, we eonid have 
tfotteii a thousand other contributors to 
have done likewise. Hiit after due delib­
eration we earefid'y tabulatiHl the phases 
o f the subject and then earefull.v si-b-eted 
our different writers, and the nsoilt is 
most pratifyinp to the friends of our 
eaiise. Kvery feature of the i|Uestion eould 
not have b«s-n more tiiorouphly presented 
if We had selected twice the nnmiK-r of 
writers and devoteil si*veral eilitions of 
'the .\dviM*ate to the subjw’t. Therefon*, 
the islition of the Advocate for last wi*ek 
w ill p> down in the history of prohibition 
literature in Texas as the final word, the 
eonsunimate masterpiei-e of its kind. Thou­
sands of copies of it will be filed by onr 
readers and every contest of the sort in

the years to come, if the battle  is ever to 
be funpl.t in Texas apain. wi 1 be brouplit 
forth as a veiitable  arsenal fn i i i  whieh to 
draw mniiitions of war for eomitip einer- 
peneies.

THE DAILY PRESS AND PROHIBI- 
TION.

There is not one of tbi‘ iea>iinp dailies 
in Texas on the side o f  j>roliibitioii. hdi- 
torially the.v are all apainst ns. While 
tlie.v resent beinp classed as snpporti-rs 
and defenders o f  the siiloon-.. yet that is 
exactly  the attitude in wbieb they stand. 
The only tiplit liefore us is ilie perpetua­
tion o f  the licensed sal<K>ii or its exterm i­
nation; and they stand for its perpetiia- 
I i**n. -Viul sonn* <»f t Iicm* dailies an* located 
ill the preat prohibition belt o f  the State  
and draw tln ir support very larpelv from
those who believe ill .‘Hid advocate pro.
Ilihitioii.

W hy is t l i is !  .Vn* they subsidized by 
the lii|Uor interests o f  the S ta te !  Is a 
(Mirtion o f  their stock held and owned by 
the brewers or liquor dealers? J )o  they 
r<*eeive an.v siipeml for their opposition to 
prohihition? One tliiiip is certain, and 
that is the aiili-prohihition e;impaipii eoiii- 
iiiittee an* iisinp vast .sum-, o f  money in 
thi'ir i*fforls to save the salo nis. and some­
body is reeeivinp it. .\n* these ilailies 
eomiiip in for their pnqMirtlonate sh a re ’

It is a sinpiilar fact that all of them an* 
virtually slandinp by the antis in this 
lipht, and were it not for lie* fart that 
they are losiiip iiothinp finam*^*dly in their 
siip|M>rt of the anti side of this qu<*stioii. 
it is hardl.v probable that they would eoii- 
trihnte their editorial approval to so mean 
and ilisrepiitahle an iiistiliition as the sa- 
liHin. It has notliinp to eomniend it to 
the dai'ies of a moral eharaeter. and if it 
does not eonimemi itself to them as a 
financial question, wh.v. under heaven, an* 
they standinp by the institution?

In this eoniieetion permit ns to say that 
the Ual'as Pail.v News is pivinp to tin* 
pro side of this issue the liest .sui>- 
port of any of the dailies. It came out 
some wi*eks apo and pathetically aeknowl- 
eilpe its inability to suppoit prohihitioY. 
hut expr«“s.sed the preatest respect and 
love for the motive promptinp our opposi­
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tion to the salo 'ni; hut it saiil notliinp. 
c*veii in its editorial apaiiist us, in favor 
of the saloon or anti-prohibition. It mere­
ly expressed its repret that it could iioj 
support prohihition, hut nev«*r a word di«l 
it litter for the liquor shop or those advo. 
eatinp it. -\nd since then it has been a^ 
silent ediloiia ly as a pond o f  flops in dop 
ilays tollehilip the question. It has iiol 
opemd its editorial nioiith on the siihjeet. 
liut it lia.s thrown its eolunins wide op. n 
and perinitl.*d a numb.*!* of .‘orrespoinl-

for the salvation of souls.

Croni 
St I*jiul to Peter Cartwright, the men 
who laid the foundations of civil, re­
ligious liberty and let tbe struggling 
millions of earth into tbe liberty 
wherewith Christ makes bis people 
free, cheerfully gave up everything 
for Christ.

Hut. honestly now, the ma>iri(y of 
the Church members are comparative­
ly well-to-do, and can take triiis each 
year; why should they deny their min­
ister the decencies of life?

Dr. David Morton deserves contin­
uous praise for projecting the Church 
extension work and guiding it for 
twenty years successfully. Then Dr. 
P. H. Whisner s« rv«d ably as secre 
tsry, and w-as succxded by the pres­
ent incumbent, who is a mast<T in 
executive ability, able in imblic 
spi-ech and lireb-ss in lalior for the 
(.nurch. The other secrctarii s always 
protested against the Chunh i-xtcn- 
sion cause being pushed do-xn to the 
font of the benevolent column by the 
confen-Bcis, but Dr. McMurry has 
simply compelled the whole Church 
to rank this great work at the front, 
along with missions, and is getting a 
bearing for it at the representative 
public gatherings and in the Church 
press, A prominent pastor in the Vir­
ginia Conference said: “ I had sui>- 
l*osi-d that the Board of Chunh Kx 
ti nsion was originally organizi-d fur 
pioncN-ring. and that if it ever had an 
imiionant mission, that mission had 
already h<en fulfilled: but since watch­
ing tbe d*'lil>erations of the board in 
its si'ssion just rinsed I am convinced 
that it has a gn-ater work to do in 
the futun* than in the past, and I 
shall hen-after put fon-ign missions, 
home missions snd Chunh extension 
before my cnngn-gaiions as the three 
most imi>ortant claims on their atten­
tion and liberallly.”

It is only In very exceptional cases 
whi re the board esn be induced to 
help pay for a building that is to cost 
more than $!S,Ofi*t.

VICTORY FOR STATE-WIDE.
Durtns tho last all months tb# 

scaUmeut of tho State has whirled 
alBKWt completely arouad oa tha ques­
tion of Siata-wl^ prohibition. As a 
rrsalt of the Governor a race last yenr. 
and the continual proclamation of 
“ local ■clf-govcrumcnt,’’ with a twist 
lo Ita meaaltts tbat meant aimply sa 
loon protection, the prohibition aimoa- 
ph<-rc became so murky tbat many 
were inquiring • "where arc wa at," 
and the general impression obtained 
tbat we would not be able to carry 
with ns all the problbttloalsta ra imr 
effort to vote State-wide prohibition. 
Mnal of the antis contended ibm 
Stale-wide prohibition would be de- 
fiiaied, and some of them rcnlly be­
lieved It. Also many of the proa who 
became discouraged last year fell that 
the raus*i was lost. But the speakers 
went into the field In earnest after 
Ibe great rally at Fort Worth in De 
cember. and with lh*-lr clear discus 
nkius of the real Issue before ns. and 
ib*lr unanswerable logic In its de­
fense, the sentiment of the country 
has completelv chang’ d on this point, 
and today the proapec’ s for the sue- 
resa of Slate-wide prohibition Is prac­
tically all that its most ard< nt we||- 
wlshers could ssk. At the gr»-st rally 
In PiWi Worth when Judge Poindexter 
propbe*led a majority for State-wide 
prohibition of 7S.«0«. and Col. Ball 
placed It at ino.ano. many of us 
Ibougbl they were wild, and were 
P’ -rfectly willing to Bccept A bare 
majority. Bat from the present Indl- 
rations. If kept up tilt July 23, they 
will not be far wrong.

I have spoken almost every day 
sinee the first d.xy of January and in 
every nook and renter of fourteen 
counties, namely; Krath. Comanehe, 
Brown. Coleman. Mills. Burnet. Llano. 
San Saba. Menard, t’onebo, McCul­
lough, Blanco. Kimble and Tom Green, 
and t have made Inqnlrles In every 
rommunity that I have spoken in. and 
I cannot recall as many as half a 
dozen of the voting precincts In all 
lb 'sc counties that I was lo'd that n 
majority woold be given again*! State­
wide prohibition. In these commnni- 
iles I asked Indiscriminately both pros 
and antis. The mo»t conservative 
evtimate of the majority for Slate-wide 
prohIMtIon that these several eounlles 
win relnm fools np *.300, and other 
estimates run If to 12.Mta. In this 
estimate I figure that the wet coun- 
tk'S of M’-nard. Maonu. Blanco and 
Tom Green will break even, but In 
many of them I am told that msjori- 
Ik B will lie relumed for Stale-wide 
Here In Tom Green County, for In- 
stanee. I am confidently told by ron- 
servsrtre bnslneaa men that a majori­
ty will be given nor cause. In the 
county at l.xnte alreadv ahou* 75 per 
rent of the votes are pled-’ rxl for 
Stale-wide t.a*t Sunday night In the 
fare of a threat* ning cloud 1 spoke to 
12f>0 people for an hour and a half 
In the AIrdome. and It wa* one of 
the mo*t entbu*ta*tlr rrowd* that I 
base yet addr>-*»< d. The crowd wn* 
so completely pro In Its sen’ Iment 
that I beard on*- anti remark on Imy- 
lag the place that he wanted some 
antis lo turn on* next time.

The only question of lb " surces* of 
our canse lies with the loral notion 
territory of North Texas. Exery- 
where I go. the people are anxiously 
asking me. "What are the pros doing 
In North Texs*? We don’t want the 
salonn any more than they do. bat we 
hare condlilona here that make It 
harder for ns to get rid of ibe sal <on 
than It was for them lo do so. Tell 
thi-m lo not fall us In this State-wide 
rampaign.”  If they of that section 
will stand to their post of duty just 
now we will win nut. but if they for­
sake US now it will be a y* ritable

Kiillv seven- 
eighths of Ihe territory and four fl Ih.s 
of the poptilatlon of the Slate are un­
der local prohibition by vote of the 
people, who kneew from ex perk nee 
that It does not Iniiire the comnierc tal.

From 
the gymnasium up to the religious 
services, including mothers’ clubs, 
girls' clubs, cooking schools and other 
phases, furnish opportunity tor social, 
moral and menial Kistruction to not 
less than nineteen thousand working 
women who live near the Kingdom 
House.

Last Wednesday. May 2». was a 
great day for our wnm*-n in our 
Church. For a long time some of us 
have had the desire to bring the two 
Home and Foreign Soi-lellos together 
hut there wen- no constitutions and 
by-laws for such union, and with ea- 
g- rness we watehed and waited for 
the recommendations of the Woman’s 
Missionary Council. We have the love 
and sentiment for the old order of 
things In whleh we have worked so 
long, and bate to leave them, but we 
believe In advancement, and are level 
A'ethmHsfs; so when those at the head 
say move forward we gladly (all In 
line and march.

Our pastor. Dr. E. E. RoMnson. a 
man full of the love of God, and ever 
ready for the ndvanee movements of 
eiir great Church, called a meeting of 
all our societies and presented the 
plans recommended for the nnlon. snd 
all the women present except two 
were In favor of the recommendations.

The membership of our Church be­
ing so large, we thought we needed 
two societies, so that we could reach 
more women and thereby have a 
greater working force. So we have 
the Missionary Society No. 1 and No.

each having the home and foreign 
department. The next time we write 
about them we will have names other 
than numbers. We will work together 
In living rlvalrv for the development 
of the work Christ left (or us to do 
here In Jenisalem and unto the utter­
most parts of the earth.

A MEMBER

Heretofore it has not been the cus­
tom of the AA'oman’s Home .Mission 
Society to cal] for special donations 
for specific objects. By the union with 
the General Hoard of .Missions, how­
ever, it has become obligatory to list 
the specials which are to be undertak­
en during the year In order that the 
consent or endorsement of the board 
may be given to the same. Our spe­
cials this year, therefore, group them­
selves under these heads:

1. Week of Prayer. Collection to 
go to Brevard Institute. 120,000 to be 
asked for.

2. Lucinda B. Helm Hall. The 23rd 
of December, Miss Helm’s birthday, la 
to be observed by a special service 
when birthday niferings will be made 
to go towards building a chapel and 
classroom hiiilding at the Bennett 
Si’hool. I>ondon. Ky. W’e have no 
chapel at the school and our chapel Is 
Insufficient. We are. therefore, asking 
that a s|ieclal be made to erect a build­
ing (iimishing the ball and school 
rooms necessary. The hall Is to he 
railed Lucinda B. Helm. If the 77,000 
members of the society would each 
give twenty-five cents, the building 
would be possible, ttome may not feel 
free to make this donation, ao that 
others are invited to make a liberal 
birthday offering. This building must 
cost 920.000.

3. Twenty deaconesses scbolarsblps 
wtll he Itemed. Individuals are In­
vited to make special donations to 
this fund. A scholarship costs one 
hundred and eighty dollars.

4. Enlargement of the work at New 
Orleans Five thousand dollars will be 
needed to iiegin the ereetlon of a 
large central hall for the New Orleans 
work. This five thousand dollars Is 
contingent upon the Board of Missions 
making a similar appropriation.

CHILDREN’S WORK.
The plan of organization adopted by 

the AA'oman's Missionary Council 
makes the First Vlce-PresliB-nt of the 
auxiliaries the Su|>erlnt> ndeni of the 
Children’s work. 'The children's work 
Is divided Into two parts, one known 
as the -Raby Division.”  which covers 
the children from one to five years of 
age. and the "Junior Division.”  which 
takes the children from five to fifteen. 
The special collection of the "Isiby 
division” will go this year to the main­
tenance of the Wesley House In West 
Tampa, Fla. This Wesley House Is 
a new work. For years we have bad 
a school In West Tampa, and now 
there will he added a AA’esley House 
with all of Its club features to strength­
en the work.

The "Junior Division” will have as a 
special ohtect for collection, finishing 
and (Iimishing the dormitory at Ruth 
Hargrove Institute, Key West, Florida. 
This will cost seven thousand dollars.

.Another object for which special col­
lection will be made Is the chapel at 
Alarreda, California. ’This chapel will 
he used as a schoolroom and kinder­
garten. as well as a chapel. We have 
every Japanese child In .Alameda In 
this Sabbath schravl. so that the chil­
dren of the "Junior Division”  will find 
It most Interesting to work for this 
building.

-Many thoughtfnl persons have re­

gard's! with grave apprehension the 
recently enacted laws affecting the 
aiitnnony of our Woman's Alisslonary 
Societies. Theu> consecralrd. enter- 
prlrlng people were doing such ra­
ce lent work In their own way that the 
Idea of changing or molesting their 
methods and their machinery' was con­
sidered rather hazardous.

After a year of transition and read­
justment they are about to find their 
hearings, and are preparing for fresh 
conflicts and great vh-torles.

The first annual session of the Wom­
an’s Missionary Council of the M. E. 
Churt h. South, was held in St. Louis, 
April 19-29. An elaborate program 
had been arranged covering the en­
tire field of woman's work.

The various topics were thoroughly 
discussed throwing needed light on 
many different problems. The Chil­
dren's work. Young Feople's work. 
Mission Study ond Christian Steward­
ship. Social Service, Deaconess and 
City Miselon work. Educational Insti­
tutions—these and other subjects pass­
ed uniler review, were ably exploited 
and led to the projecting of larger 
plans.

The addresses by missionaries, dea­
conesses and He'd workers added mueb 
to the Interest o ' the occasion. Miss 
Bennett, the President of the Council, 
anti .Miss Davies, field worker, are su­
perior women, eminently qualified for 
the responsible places which they oc- 
ciqvy.

The presence of Doctor Pinson and 
his wise words of counsel and r»m 
mendallon were duly appreeiated. Doc­
tor J d o . M. Moore, a former pastor of 
the city, and Brother Joiner, of New 
Orleans, honored the Council with their 
presv nee. Bishop Mouzoa was here a 
part of the time, and preached at Cen­
tenary t*hurrh to the delight and edi­
fication of a large audience. The an- 
ntMl sermon at Rt. John’s, by Bishop 
Hendrix, was up to the Bishop’s high­
est level, bringing strength and com­
fort to many hearts.

One of the most impressive servires 
of the iMTsslon WBs the conserratloa 
of twenty desronesses by Bishop Hen­
drix. It left a deep Impression on the 
entire body. Equally touching and 
beautiful was tb>? solemn ronseeratlon 
of the foreign missionaries.

Rinre the organixatlon of the Wom­
an's Foreign Missionary Roi-lety In 
1A78, the women of our Chureb have 
wrought wisely and well. Their far- 
reaching policy, their wise administra­
tion and their energetic laltors have 
slk-need the sneers of rrllica and rhal- 
lenced the administration of the Chris­
tian world These together with the 
noble liand of home mission workers 
havq stood In the forefront of ibo bnl- 
tie. snerlllelng plensure and social posi­
tion that they might hasten the con­
quest of the world (or Christ. Their 
periodicals have been Mlicd with 
marked ability; their plans have been 
wisely laid and (altbfnlly executed: 
their success has been phenomenal. 
When tbe problem of the unlflrailoa 
of their forces Is settled every barrier 
will have lieen removed, asd tbe pres­
ent qiiadrennlum will witness n new 
eptM'h In their achievements.

Tbe presence of these godly wom­
en was a benediction to Rt.

The young people’s work of the Mis­
sionary Council will be stressed at 
never before. The Second Vice-Presi­
dent of the auxiliaries will be the su­
perintendent of tbe yonng people's 
work in her Chnrcb. She will be ex­
pected to organize a society In her 
Chnrch which will cover hath home 
and foreign departments. There will 
be no special dues flaed for member­
ship. Each one will be eipected to 
pledge for a given amount monthly.
