Another passage mucli prized by 
those who place great stress on wa. 
ter is Acts 2:3S. "Then I’ eter said 
unto them repent and be baptized 
•-very one of you iu the name of Jesus 
Christ for the remission of sins."

Suppose the man does repent 
and is baptized, do you for one mo 
nient believe that without the inter­
position of the Holy Spirit his sins 
would have been cleansed?

No! Never in this world. He might 
have been iuiniersed or sprinkled until 
he was drowned, but his sins would 
liave remained.

“Oh. hut,”  says one, "the blood or 
Spirit was applied in the act of bap- 
ti.am o.r ohi-d i«‘ iic«-.”

Well, if the man had saving faith 
sneli a thing could !«-. hut as a matter 
of fact few arc txiiivertixl or cleansed 
ill the act of In-ing immersed or sprink­
led, and in any case the water, no 
mutter how applied, could have noth­
ing to do with his cleansing. It requir­
ed a spiritual baptism which God alone 
I an bestow.

The sixth chapter of Romans. vers»*s 
;; to r> inclusive, is a strong point with 
soim- who place great stress on immer­
sion. They see in it a watery grave in 
which they are Imrled into Chrtsfs 
deatli and from which they are raised 
to “ walk in newness of life." and talk 
so i-loquently almiit it that we are al 
most forced to vvond<-r at the marvel 
OHS change said to be wrought in a 
man l>y a little wati-r. and then- an- 
some who attach just as much impor­
tance to a little water sprinkli-d on. yet 
most of those who talk so lovingly 
alHiut u "liquid grave" and its leading 
to iH-wness of life would refuse to put 
a man under Ihe water unless they oi?- 
lieved that he was in a saved slate 
heforehand. Why this refusal if it is 
a iiurial into our l.z>rd'8 death and 
llierefore into him? \V<‘ can't tell; it 
si-ems to us that the unsav«-d would Is- 
the very ones to baptize.

But let us s**e if we can’t got a lit 
tie ligiit on this sixth chapter of Uom- 
ai;.s ami the chances are that we will 
lind not one drop of water there, ami 
that the watery grave <-xists only in 
tlie imagination, at least so far as this 
chapti-r is conc<-rn«Ml.

Wc ask is it possible for one man 
to bury another into Christ by means 
of a hole of water, by sprinkling, by 
pouring, or by any other process, if 
not how do we get into Christ?

We let the Scriptures answer:
In 1 Cor. 12:12 w-e read. “ For by one 

Soirif ar«- we all baptized into one 
hody.”  by which bmly we suppose al! 
w ill agree is m<-ant the Church of God 
which we are told is Christ’s liody. so 
that vve can truthfully say that if 
we have been baptized intt> tiie Clmreli 
of Cod we have bi-i-n Iiaptized into 
Christ.

With this explanation as to iiow we 
are baptized into Christ’s body we can 
very readily understand that St. Paul 
in the sixth chapter of Romans was 
speaking of a spiritual baptism into 
Christ's death and not of one in some 
lake or pond or a little water sprink­
led or poured on. or applied in any 
other manner by man. for man can 
never by any means baptize man into 
Ciirist: that Is the office of the Holy- 
Ghost. It is only by a spiritual bap 
lism that man can he ch-ansed from 
hi* sins and he raised to walk in new- 
nfss o f life wherein old things have 
passed away and all things have bo- 
coiTie new, and we are made to rejoice 
in the hope o f the glory of God.

Circumcision to the Jews was es­
teemed among them something like 
baptism is among us. They thought it a 
mark which entitled them to special 
favor from God. hut St. Paul in speak­
ing of it said. 1 Cor. 7:19. "Circuni- 
c!“ ion is nothing (as regard man’s sal­
vation) and uncircumcision is nothing 
(as regards salvation) but the keeping 
of the commandments of God.”  and so 
we may as truly say immersion is 
nothing and sprinkling is nothing (as 
an aid to salvation) but the keeping 
of the commandments of God. for Go<l 
has commanded us to baptize with wa 
ter "In the name of the F:tther. Son 
and Holy Ghost.”

Since there is no saving virtue in 
the water there can not be any in tin- 
mode, so the only logical thing to do is 
to select that mode which more n<-arly 
answers the dictates of your con­
science and have it perform!^ and g i 'e  
the subject no further thought.

In Hehrew the name riienns 
gift of Jehovah. Matthew was a Jew, 
a tax eolleetor. a p'lhiioan. He was 
one of the tw-elve. .Xi the time of his 
rail by our lord  he was tax eolleetor 
at Capernaiim. Matthew- wrote in 
what was known as the XVestern .Xr.t- 
nialf Heh'-ew dialect. He seems to 
have written ilow-n the savings of the 
Master, and to have left every one to 
inleri'ref for himself the Innermost 
n'caning o f these sayings. Such Is 
fhe tesllniony o f Ensehlus.

It is not positively certain that Mat­
thew himself wrote Ihe first gospel. 
I- is I'robahle that others gave It its 
final form “according to Matthew," 
that Is. according to fhe eomidled sav- 
ipga of Jesus and statements .<f his 
works as Jotted down bv Matthew. 
This gosivel Is probably not of direct 
rpostolie authority, nor was it the 
work of anv person who lived with 
Jesus and worked with Him. It was 
tua.hahly written about 70 A. D.. 
though the exact date Is not known

sleepless Lord? If continued prayer 
can overcome reluctance, how will H 
fare when It dealt with goodwill? It 
Is one of the "bow mnch more" nrgu 
menis of Jesus Christ. If your friend, 
snugly ensconced In hit bed. and un- 
willlng to go out In ibe cold night, nnd 
angry being disturlied. will at length 
respond to your importunate knocking 
“how mnch more shall yonr Father 
whicb is In heaven!"

The last few weeks have regla- 
tered none of the barbarous acts men­
tioned In our last Issue, but the rob­
bing of towns snd carrying off of 
young women In Isolated districts, 
have kept ap. We are at a loas to un­
derstand how these men can come In­
to towns In sight of Cueraavaca. the 
capital of the State of Morelos, com­
mit their depredations and escape nn- 
harmed. They are playing a game of 
"hide-aad-seek" with Ike army that la 
exasperating.

All this lack of communlcatloa. the 
spirit of unrest and uncertainty, 
makes It hard on the bnsinesa of the 
country. Scores of evaagelistaa have 
returned to this offlre, of persona la 
the affected districts who cannot bo 
found. May our C*od help ns now!

Rev. William Henry Moss. He was 
Ixirn in Wilke* County. Georpia. .\u 
pust I. lS;:d: was converted .it tlie 
Hold Sprinps eamiipround. in Frank- 
I.II County, Gimraia. .Aiipust.
W.IS litx-us^ to preach liy l>an I>. Cox. 
Iiresidinp elder, in the fall of I x.'h;: ad 
milted into the travelinp connt'ciion 
Hie fol! '’.inp winter at .Americus. 
Georpia He was onlained deai-on liy 
Bisho'> Bierce. DecemlK'r. IS.'ix: or- 
daimd elder by Bislio|i .Andrew at 
Mansfield Ijouisiana, I'SCi. He trans­
ferred to laiuisiann Just at the oiii- 
hreak of the Civil War wiilioii' eon- 
tact with a Bishop for several years. 
This was the cause of the delay in his 
onlination as elder.

He wa* transferretJ to th«‘ East 
Texa* Ccnfetvnee liy Bisho|i Marvin, 
and stationed at Marshall in ISTI; to 
the North Texas Conference liy Bishop 
iCavali.iuph in IS7“ : to the Xonhwesi 
Texas Conferenei' in 1«sT. remaininp 
with the Central Texas at the time of 
the division sonw two or thne yoars 
aao.

Bliysically, Brother .Moss was not a 
s:ninp man; and yet he enpaped in 
a preat deal o f work, endurinp many 
liardshi|«.

He was rather tall and spare: clean 
ly shaven.

There w ire no 
marks o f sin and dissiiMiion e\ei- ii|x>ii 
that smooth and ealmly oiiiliiiiHl (-min- 
tetianee. His was a face that ideaiw-d. 
Ilial made one think c f poiuliK-ss. 
mercy, virtue, meekness. i«itience. 
k indnt^ and hrotherly love

Intellect — He did not have a lurpe 
liead. His was not a isiiiderous hrain. 
Iiut if was stronp. active and reten 
Hve. He had a kiwn. luiutratinp. 
aliatyiical mind. He ixastimd out his 
|iro|Mi8iHons carefully, delitierately, 
thoroiiphly. honestly and when the 
(XMielusion was reacheil i w hile lie was 
not ladsterous nor conieniiousi. yet 
he was unshaken and unshakable. 
Considerate of other |ieopI"'s views, 
and praiitinp them their opinions with 
out prejudice, yet a man who ever held 
to his eoneeptioii o f truth wiihoui 
swervinp.

He had a thirsty mind, lake the 
oo-an that drinks in the rivers, so was 
he ever imbiliinp the contents of pood 
liooks He was a close observer, con­
stant reader and dilipent student, 
even to his last days. .An ardent ad 
rairer of that preat Knplislimaii. who 
has been called "an iiiiellectual ewean. 
whotw- wave* touch all tlie shores of 
human thouplil." I have heard him 
quote Shakes|ieare |iape after icipe.

His mind ploried in Hie de<'P and 
profound, the prand and the sublime. 
Yet he enjoyed wit and humor He 
had a fund o f pood stories, clean and 
chaste, that would not be amiss in any 
lady's parlor.

He waa a charminp conversational

■St: iHisfed as lo Hie cm nut ewuis. 
ki-epinp up with Hi.- Iiapiiciiinps of the 
day. He sei-med lo know more ulamt 
a preater variety of siiliji'cts than al­
most any man I ever kneyv. He knew' 
more in one hour than I knew all Hu- 
rest of the lime, and yet 1 did not 
mind to iireach in iiis pres»-nee. for 
he iHissessed that depree of tr ie  ■■nl- 
iur»' which made him meek, uniire- 
U'ntioiis and symiiaihetic—an i-ncoiir- 
api'meni to a yottnp man. an iniellect 
iinl inspirntinn ra ilor than :in etii 
harrassment.

But I want lo speak of llrotlier .Me-;s 
as u preacher. For fifty-six years he 
was a meinlier of tlie cxmferince, for­
ty-six of which lie ansvyered roll rati, 
poinp iinliesiiatinply to «-'ery aiqioini- 
ment, si'rvinp from Hie tiiinihle mis- 
sioii to the presidiiiR eldership of 
larpe aii<l imiMirtaiii disTicIs lie 
knew and loved Hie doctrines of the 
MelliotlisI Cliiinli. preaehilip ihi'iii 
wlHi for<-«- and eleanicss. He fairly 
reveled in such ilicmes as Thi- Xc'v 
Binh." ".lusiiliralioti liv Eaiili."

Me never resorted to any sensation­
al schemes or inethotls. nor to any 
petty or cheap maiim-r of slatinp 
thinps. He always aim.sl at the truth 
stronply eom|ireIiend«sl and s|v>keii in 
diptiified terms.

He was not wtiat mipht tw called 
a “ iNipular preacher” in Hie iniMie:i 
sense, hm he yvas a iireaclier iliat a|e 
liealed to Hie intellectual and siiiri; 
nally minded He hepaii slowly, lay 
inp d's'ii and broad his premises, then 
hiiildinp uimn them a stipi-rstructiir-- 
that was. when finished, a splendid

Me iireacheil a full posiiel. emluai 
inp tfie sternness of God’s judpniem 
and justice as well as the iinsiM-akalih- 
love of the Fallier He had no pa 
thnoe w'iili those newfanpleil inter 
preiations of the Bihle that made it 
h-ss tlian the inspir>-<l and revealed 
Word of God. The main thinp witli 
litni was not tlie rlothinp of an idea,

JUST ONE THING AFTER 
ANOTHER.
By Gulliver

It la said that the Sisirtans. th* 
bravest of all the Greeks, were loth to 
wage an unnecessary warfare list 
they should teach their enemies to 
fight. It would be Intrristliig and 
profitable as well If we only knew bow 
miieb we owe to those who ertlleise 
and oppose ns. Our friends are slow 
to note, mneh less lo air our faults; 
and if we listeneil only to them, much 
that needs correellim In uiir walk and 
ennyrrsatioB. would be unobserved and 
unimproved. Knemies have don*’ 
much to help us In their efforts lo burl 
us. Of course il is very bumlllallng 
lo "see oursilves as ottM-rs see ns." 
but It often bapiiens that the bitleres' 
iiiedirine is the most necessary to 
health. And what Is true of the Indl 
vidiial Is true of men In the mass. Ills 
tory Is replete with llhistrstlons. Take 
for Instance, the Reformation and the 
soralled "Catholic Rem tloa.’’  Much 
has been said and wiitl.m In an effort 
to explain why tbn Reformaiton rnme 
to such a suiMrn slop In Ibe lallsr 
IMirt of the aerentienth century. The 
nilniites of the Connell of Trent will 
throw much light oa the subject. The 
Roman hierarrhy had learned from 
the Reformers; and they ahlfled their 
sails to catch the trade wlnda of the 
time. It Is true that that conacll did 
some things aslonIshiDgly radical; 
but In the main It "rut out" a lot of 
stuff that the Reformers had pointed 
to In their disrnaslons before the peo­
ple. and the work of the Jesuits be­
came poasible. And we have learned 
something from the Roman Catholics 
.Xnd we need to learn more. It will 
not do lo say that their sneress Is 
due altogether In Ihe Ignorahre of the 
people among whom they labor. That 
such Is the rase In a large measure no 
one will dmihl who knows the farts. 
Rut Romanists are not all "Igaorant 
and unlearned men." Many of them 
are cultured and Inielllgeat: and we 
are astonished that such people conM 
be made In swallow the supersllHmis 
dogmas of that old seDil-p.sgaB ava- 
lem. A lady of my arqualaiaace inM 
me that la the city of New York, ahe 
saw college professors and nahrerslty 
presMeata paaslpg akmg by the altar- 
rail of a Romaalsi rhurrb, klaalag aa 
old boae. said to be the wrlM-bo*e of

the Virgin Mary’a mother—t»t. Abb. 
Now aobody kaowa aa.vihlng about Hi 
Abb. rrea If ibers ever was sntb a 
prison; and U they did. whul priues.- 
of pisaeivalloa ruuM have keid bet 
wriai-buae irom doiay all theae years? 
And what vlrlno tunld there he la the 
oM relic cvea Ihongb II were geaulne? 
Theee quesllona suggest Ihemsrivrs 
lo every mlad which Is la Ibe k-asi 
tboughiful. And yet. here are srhut 
are and caltlvsled people taking II al. 
la wlibnnt question. It Is marrebnis 
sad calls for expbinalloa. I vrrily b« 
Itevs It la Ike result of edmation b« 
gun at the earliest possil>le niunient. 
sad conllaurd Ibroughoul lllr by every 
possible means.

To lllusirair: Roms years ago I was 
assisting Dr. E. II. Chappell In a meet 
tng In Cook Avenue Ckurek. Ri. lasits 
Relween sereli'rs the good iHniiw 
kindly showed me ai>out Ibe city, one 
day In Ihe course of a siroll we were 
ps'slng by a large Roman t.’athotl> 
rbnrrh. and one of ns auggrsied ibal 
we ga In for a f>’w moments and look 
around. XX'e JM ra  It was In ihe af- 
tcrwotMi—Just al the lime that Ibe 
schools lurued out. XX'h le we sinsl 
looking about us la that msgnIPirnI 
buJdliig. the rhlhlren came trooping In 
with Ihelr dinner buckrls. and placing 
them oa the flour, eai-h knell belur- 
an Image and said bla prayer. Then 
snail hing up his books and bucket, b* 
raa out and went on romping along 
down the street. .None of them S'̂ rn.- 
ed very devout. There was nothing of 
the ptse of Ihe saint In any of those 
boys and gills; and tbeir game of 
"lag” when out on Ihe street agiin. 
would seem lo argue that the visll lo 
the ehurrb and Ihe prayer and a'l that 
was a plooa farre. Sm a hit of It. Of 
eaurse those eblldrea knew little or 
nothing of Ibe real meaning of what 
they so merbanirally did; but they 
were forming habits of revi-rem-r for 
Ibe holy place and of wiwshlp. whleb 
In after years, became rouvIriloBs 
whleb Ibe foolishness of kiaslng an obi 
bone for the good of Ibetr souls, iim'd 
not shake. Rome knows what she Is 
doing. Her hope, she knows full well. 
Is with Ibe children and with Hh- sb-k 
and dlsiresaed. Hones her bospimls 
and parochial arhools.

Now, In contrast lo this, note how 
far we have swung In Ibe oppos'te dl- 
dexdlon When and where are our
children taught reverence and the 
duly of prayer? Xof In our free si itntil 
—Ike law bars that. And we have 
no partM hint schonls; and - ibe la*rd 
forgive ns—We have little or no sm h 
leui-hlng In the average l*ri>ti-s'.xnl 
home. Now. who wonders at Ihe In- 
differeme of Ibe average man and wo­
man ccmceralng sacred things? The 
whole quislion of Church and rellg- 
loa la left to Ihelr Intellect, and that 
la employed In making money and In 
seeking pleasure and reirrailua. It 
will ImM  good all Ihe world over. Ibal 
the religious man or woman was 
"brough up Ihal way.” Take even the. 
hardest cases reiiorted by our slnm 
workers, and It will be tmind that 
sometime, somewhere In chlblhiMwi. 
they were Impressed with the truth 
of Ike gospel and the ne*sd of s R.IV 
lor, and that Jesus hvd been apprr 
hendeil In some dim. vbadnwr wav. as 
that Rnvlor There may he a few ex 
repllons. hut Ho** unlr proxe Hie 
rule. Ro much for early training. But 
Ibe Roman ratholb- does not turn the 
Individual loose uben mulurliy Is 
reached. The chuD'b bnlMIng and alt 
the appointments of si-rvice are mn 
simclid and arranged with a view of 
Impressing the senses ami through 
them the soul. Ray wbai we may 
about "unprrachlng prelates.”  and the 
bum-drum of servbr In an nnknosn 
longue and all tbai; it atlll remains 
Ihal ”ome a Calhollr. always a CaHae 
He." cuuM be a fad only hr earir 
training and a rontlnnous rennd of 
showy and elaborate obseryanres th it 
lend to keep before the mind the fact-, 
lirsi Uttght In chlldbood's lni|>ri «si- 
ble period.

Om  of the many things and md ik- 
ienat Important, b' the way whi* h 
the Romanists use lo keep themselves 
and Ibeir message bi-fore the minds of 
men. Is the rhnrch hell. Tbe reader 
may. ai flrsi hlusb. think this a sin.i'l 
mailer, and siipisise that the writ, r 
haa about run out of material, bnt 
not so. Just think of It. Every n orm 
lag al a given—and an early bimr 
the belt of Ibe Romaa rhnrch la beard 
by all the people of tbe town or vil­
lage—railing lo pravir. Il mav he 
that a half-drunken priest Is rinrlnc 
It. In many Instanres. so doubt sti* b 
Is the case. Rut Ibe effect and Im- 
presBloB are the same. The mlmls of 
people sre attracted to the Roman 
ralkoMr rbnrrh. That hell is s dxlt< 
rsmisder that Ibe Romaa ckurcb la 
doing boalnesa In that place; and to 
Its votartea It Is a perpetnal reminder 
of wbat they were taught In child 
hood; and It often happens, no doubt, 
that the sound of tlwi belt has rut 
short sowie art of tklnkloc-esome pro­
cess of masoning—the end of which 
might have been led to ibe rejection 
of fMd Rt.
