PETER'S METHOD OF STIRRING 
UP THE CHURCH.

Wa hnya ranched the tli.tc of the 
year when the Conferencra arc clos.' 
at band and both ppaehrrs and mcm- 
hcra wan* to sea ilia Chun-?! stirred 
np Io tha and ‘ Ii:it a'l tilings may b? 
dona tha’  Is dam.vndi d at I'.ils time. 
And to this end all over tha land 
I hi ra are aemums being preached 
and mectlncs h* Id for the ;iun>osa 
of reviving the Chureh. And the iiues- 
• lon suggests itself. Are we using the 
pn>i>er m< thnd to get our |s>o|dc to 
ouirkan the |iaea? Xoi tong since I 
n ad an article on "fussing preach) ra" 
whh-h appeal-d to ma. And the more 
I m)-dl*ate along this line lha mura
I think that this metliod Is nsed too 
mnrh. Nothing Is to ba gained by 
rontinuous fussing and growling at 
your ronzregation. The faithful ones 
of the Church soon lira of thasa 
liarancu) s and those who are sought 
to ha raiirhad are not touched. Thaic 
are soma members of the Church that 
c:in >>e licst gotten out of him by ap-
hc Church, and ao this method will 

not be of value to them. .And if there 
Is anvthing in a man or a woman it 
inn he h)-si gotten out of him by ap- 
le :ilins ta the man that Is in him.

Bometimre hard tilings need to be 
saiiL and Christ did this as a last 
resort, hot only occashmally. Wa are 
nsad to thinking of Pater as the 
siri-nuons one of tha Twelve and no 
might look for him to nsc strenuous 
means. Rut to his method:

“ This semnd apislla. Iwloyed. I now 
write unto .rou: in both of which I 
stir np your purr minds by way of 
ram* mhranee." II. Pater 3:1. Again 
wa ftnd. “A'en. I think It meat, as long 
as I am In this labenuielat to stir you 
np by putting you In rrmemhranre,"
II Pi-tar 1:13.

This Is tha Language of an old man. 
one who his h.ad much avporlenea 
and who knows human nature, .and 
tha beat means to he nsed in dealing 
'viih men. AA’lth the shadow of the 
grave upon him “knowing that I must 
•*»on pu* off this tabemaele” he seeks 
to stir up the Church. And the 
metheds ba purauas la to refprsh their 
mamories and to recall to their minds 
those things they hava. or might for­
get.

I icrcntly attended a murder trial 
and found that even the beat o f men 
had to katre their nmmorias reficah-

<-d. And in that trial it was averred 
that loM o f memory was an evidence 
of insanity. .And aa I liatened 
I thought that sometimea loss of 
memory is sinful. Men ceaac to 
meditate on Cod and divine things 
until the i>assing o f timt* causes us 
to forget those things It !s essential 
that we should remember. And Ciod 
win not hold men guiltless who crim­
inally forgtt him and his relation to 
Uk h l

8o helL'ved St. PebT and so re- 
fn shea their minds.

Flnt. He calla tbelr attention t*j 
the truth of the Old Testament and 
“That holy men of Cod s|iake aa they 
were moved by the Holy Ohoat."

Peter beliovi-d that the teachings 
of Ihe old prophets were to be kept 
In mind by ihes.- Xrw Testament 
folks, and that they were to bear In 
mind how God dealt with men In the 
old days. And to this end he refers 
to Xoah. and how the others uiK»n the 
earth, save hit family, were destroy­
ed. .And that itodom and Comorrah 
were aa waminga nnto them. .Also 
to beware of false prophets that 
would arise.

Second. He calla on them to re­
member the teachings of the apostles. 
He himself was of that Codehosen 
band and he well knew that *hio pro­
phesy of the acrlptnre la of any pri- 
vale Interpretation." And that what 
he and ‘ b«'lovivi brother Paul" writes 
unto them was at mesaimgera of 
CkmI.

Third. To the body of Chrittinna. 
eolleetlvely. he aska them to remern- 
l>er T o  lore one another," T o  be 
at peace,”  T o  hare charity," "all of 
you be subject one to the other." hare 
your oonyersatioB hones: among Ihe 
Cent lies." Peter realised that If the 
Church was to make prr.gress that 
they were to rememlwr Ciey were a 
l>al>d of brethren, and that they were 
to hare eharity one for the other, and 
were to love one another. That they 
were In keep all laws, and to look 
upon one" annt?>er at the servjnis 
one of 'he other. For If there were 
biekeringt and dissension, and hatred 
and strife In the Church, ib.il by 
these sins the wheels wen- eliigRcd 
and the Church could not move.

Fourth. He himself a family man. 
he knew Ihe Importane)- of the ror- 
reet solution of marital problems and 
so refreshes their memories as to 
the respective dntU-s of husband and 
wife. To the wife he s,-!ys. “ He in 
subjection to your own husbands.” 
snd tells them ‘the ornament of a 
meek and quiet spirit Is In the sight 
of Cod of great price" To the hua- 
hand he says, "giving honor unto the 
wife as The weaker vessi'I.”  And to 
them both he says yon are “helm to­
gether of the grace of life."

Fifth. Touching the character that 
they are to build be says to the indi- 
Tidnal. “ .Ahore a ll. you must have 
faith." and thiui tells them of the 
end of fsith “ the salvation of their 
souls." To faith Is to be added "vir- 
ture. k n o w le d g e ,  temperanoe, pa­
tience. godliniMis. brotherly kindneM. 
and above .ill charity."

And then he reminds them that If 
they will do these things “ you shall 
never faW.“  Peter did not betieve In 
the doctrine of “One.* In grace, nl- 
wava in grace." He had fallen and 
knew that it waa poasihle for man to 
fan. He had had by way of repent­
ance to come oyer a weary and h.vrd 
road after he had denied his Ta>rd. 
and he would have others spared 
from the heartache Le had when the 
Master had cast hit loving eye on him 
after he had cursed and awom.

Sixth. He reminds them of their 
once lost eatate. "fOr you were aa 
sheep going natray." And be would 
have them remember the awfulness 
of their condition when they had no 
Savior. And that now they had a 
“Chi#'f shepherd and bishop for their 
sonls." Peter himself had gone 
through the Calllean apostasy and 
knew that If man left the Chriat that 
they had nowhere to go where there 
waa rest and aecurity for It was 
Christ alone that had The words of 
eternal life."

Seventh. .Again he reminds them 
that Christ waa the Son of Cod. He 
had had years for reflection. .And 
there had come those things into this 
experience that would have shaken 
hla faith if it eonid have been shaken. 
Rut looking bark over theac more 
than thirty yearn he calls their at­
tention to the fact that while he waa 
on the Mount of Tranaflgnratlon with 
Christ, that the voice of Cod had 
come down saying This is my briov- 
ed son." And Peter calls thirni to 
remember what Christ is to them 
And that they were redeemed not “ hy 
sliver and gold." but by the blciMl of 
Christ. And he would have them 
ki-cp that Calvary scene vivid in their 
mind aa the Savior of mankind died 
there for the sins of the world.

It takes a hard heart to dwell on 
the rmcillxion and not be moved. 
Many hatre had an experience like 
unto the following: I was preaching 
out under an arbor on "Christ on the 
Croes," and when I was through a 
altar and In a moment’s time gave his 
ahnr and in a momenta’ tisM gave his

heart to Cod and is now a steward 
in the Church. And to me after­
wards he said. “ As you preached I 
seemed to see Christ on the cross 
dying for me." And tt was Christ 
dying for them that Peter would have 
them remember. But not only does 
he ask them to remembi-r the cruel 
(ixion but calls them to hear in mind 
the resurrection and that Christ is 
alive today and their future Judge 
who Is to come to earth again tc 
Judge the world.

Eighth. Tiicre was materialism ir. 
the day o f Peter, and there was the 
worship o f earthly things. Peter 
would not decry legitimate *'trort. or 
seek to stop legitimate acquisition, 
but he did want them to n'member 
the end o f all things earthly, and 
to that end he describes to them lit­
erally Ihe end o f the world. Hi* 
tells th)*m plainly that this old world 
and all that is in It in the way of 
material objects are to be destroyed 
by flr<*," “ the day o f the laird will 
come as a thief in the night.”  "l1io 
heavens will j.ass away with a gre.it 
noise." “ th* cl«*iiirntv will melt wiili 
fervent h**at,”  Tho earth also and 
the works that are therein sh.vll Ik- 
burned up." “ the heavens ’oeiiig on 
fire shall be dissolv)*d?”

Xlnlh. Almost his last wirds are 
"seeing that all these things shall 1m* 
dissolved, what manner o f rers*ins 
ought ye to be In all holy conversa­
tion and godliness?”

Peter comes over and over this 
"conversation" o f  those to whom he 
writes: he would have them rotneni- 
her the dignity o f the Christian call­
ing; that they are the "eleet.”  and 
that they are the “ royal prieiihoi.d." 
That they are not vassals, peons and 
slavea. but are o f the household of 
ro.valty and are the children o f a King. 
That they have heen horn into Ihe 
Kingdom o f Cod and that blue blood 
eoursos through their spiritual veins 
and they are heirs o f treasures that 
are so great that the mind of man 
cannot nnderst.ind them

Tenth. .And in this conno-tion he 
shows them the end. “A'e are strang­
ers and pilgrims.’ ’ so far as earth is 
eonoonied: but there comes a time 
when this pilgrimage shall I'nd and 
then there is reservi-d for you “ an In- 
hi*ritanoe incorruptible and nnd*‘- 
flled."

To the end that the elders “ shall 
f)*ed the flock o f Cod’’ as Peter desir­
ed. and that the Church may be stir­
red as he would hare It stirred, let us 
Join our efforts and our pravers.

As I have been in the Xorthwest 
most four fears now and have Imen 
a close student of conditions. I 
thought a "write-up" might be of Inter­
est to my many friends who are nad- 
ers of the Texas .Advocate, anil « si>e- 
cislly those of Texas and Xew 
Mexico.

The longer I stay out hen* the more 
I am impressed with this gnat coun­
try. its possibilities, its needs. I am 
sure If you take Into consideration our 
local ion, our lovely elimate. our beau­
tiful scenery and rich natural resoure- 
i-s .vou will agree with me that it Is 
one of Cod’s favored, or elec) s|*ofs of 
creation. It is capable of taking care 
of ten times its present poiuilatiim. 
It is developing very fast Railroads 
and lumber companlea are exploiting 
our vast forests. Rich mines are 
worked and new ones opened up in 
the mountsin district dailr.

The great irrigation projects which 
hare been and are being rushi*d to 
completion, thus redeeming vast 
areas of rich alluvial land from the 
d* sert. together with the vast amount 
of advertising through the two great 
expositions held out here: The Xa- 
tional land shows in the East with 
onr exhibita of fruit and agricultural 
products, and our own State and 
County fairs have brought thousands 
of [leople out here. They are restless, 
shifting, speculative people. True, 
many of our people have built and are 
building bemes ant expect to o. p I  
their lives out here. But in the main 
they arc here for the one purpose of 
making money. AVe do not have a 
pioneer condition in the accepted 
sense, but one in a newer sense. Sta­
tistics show us to be in the forefront 
as far as education is concerned.

A man to sncceed in any line of 
business must be a broad-mind< d. far- 
seeing educated nan, preachers not 
excepted. This Is a difilcult IkIJ for 
the Church and all denominati*ins 
face the same problems. Our fruit is 
all “hand picked.” We cannot hold 
a aeriea of evangelistic servici s with 
the assistance of the evangelist and 
gospel singer with any certainty of 
swooping into the kingdom and the 
Church a dozen, fifty or a hundred 
(leople. Xo. but we have to do as the 
insurance agent, get a "prospect" and 
follow it up until we land our man. 
Then that is not the biggest job yeL 
but keeping them after you get them. 
There is not that stanch loyalty, ex­
cept with a faithful few, that you find 
among our people in some other local-

One ahtiiild not Blye way to a spirl' 
«.f r* scfifment wh* n made th* objec’ 
<>f criticism He should not even fsel 
s’ich a aplrlt. Rsen thttush th* mind 
«.f *be other man should be caption* 
iiiid his words harsh and unjust, the 
obje* t of his attack sh'rald not become 
yenseftil. The BH-atest weaknesB many 
’ren base is their Inability to profit 
frtim their critic#, and their determln 
atloB to resard every word of f*Baare 
as personal and the man who utter* 
It s knocker This smounts to > 
justification of self without Invetti 
ration.

Whatever the source or the purpoae 
*>f criticism, one should profit from 
;t ft will do no harm for one to pu' 
himself OP trial, and cros**oueMion 
himself to ascertain wh*»her thar* Is 
any fault. To clench the flat, and set 
the teeth, and talk about hordeiinr 
OB P'rsoBsI perfection, are not s 
many sisns of wisdom. Such conduc 
poves tbe way for just criticism even 
thouxh the first was unjust. Wht 
not make an boaest esamlnatlOB o ’ 
•elf to ascertain whether there Is anv 
fault. Instead of boIub oti half-cocked 
hot.head'd, and actlns the dune** 
Most of ua need to rt airain o-iraety** 
rather than follow our Inclination 
The chances are that criticism rereals 
a weakness wkich should he m at- 
stroas. perhaps a sinful tendency 
where n formation should follow.

What la true of a man la true of a 
niurrh. If  an outsider chanPa tb* 
t'hurch with heinx unaoclal. why 
should members of the rhurch fli* nt* 
and talk back* Nlaety-aln* times out 
of a hundr* d the outsider la rlxht. The 
f'hureh should he xmlefut for havlnx 
Its fault* pointad oot. If critics rharxe 
the rhurch wpb lackinx eysnxeliatir 
fervor, flyinx into a passion will only 
pro**- the fni’ h of the charxe. If ooc 
aaya that the Oinrch Is Indllf* rent an*1 
nexlectfiil In tlma of sleknesa or death 
there la no advantaxe in retortlax that 
fhe plantlir himself Is wholly to blame 
The critic SMV have shortcominx*. 
but that does not escua* tha Church 
for helnx short In Ita com tax* In
brief, the Church should withhold nil 
censure of the complainant antll M It 
self Is performlax Its full duly; and 
then there will be very Hill* eritldam.

A Church Is made up of Individual 
members: hence, all th* traits of char­
acter seen In men o m  by oae ar* din* 
played In this orxanited body. The 
man who will resent a peraooal Impu­
tation on the spot xeoemlly will fly to 
the defens* of his Church with lb** 
same readlneoa

envtiers on ihe ontnlde. It MmNy 
counsels honesty and xood aeiM*. 
The Cbarch which la wllttax to predt 
fmm criticism will prostress thereby.

Axaln we note a xreat similarity In 
tbe statement of the law of th* î ab- 
hoth and the law of the tithe. Th­
is w of the Rahhsth roads rbus; "Re­
member the Sabba'h day to keep I' 
holy onto 'be l^rd. .And If a •nan 
do an thy work; but the seveatl-
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day la tbP Sabbath of tha lx>rd thy 
liod: In It iboo ahalt not do any work, 
thou, nor thy non. nor thy dauehter. 
ihy manaenrant, nor thy maidaerrant. 
nor thy rattle, nor the atraneer that 
la within thy eatea. for tn daya 
the l.ord made hearen and earth, the 
aea and all that in them la. and ranted 
the atTi-nth day; wherefore the Lord 
bh'pped the Sabliath d.ny and hallow­
ed It” <E*. SO; *-111.

Now note the law of the tithe: 
“ And all the tithe of the land, wheth­
er of the pil'd of the land or of Un' 
fruit of :he tree, la the liord'a: It la 
holy unto the l-ord. And if a man 
will at alt redei'm a’lKht of hla tithea. 
be ahall add thereto the flfth part 
thiriof. And tmneemlna the tithe of 
the herd, or of hla flock, even of 
whatpoerer pappeth under the rod. the 
tepih phall be holy unto the I-ord. lie 
ph;ill not peareh whi'ther it be Rood or 
had. n< iiher ahall he rhanKe it; and if 
he rbanae It at all, then both it and 
the chanae thereof ahall he holy: It 
ahall not be redeemed” I I ipt. f7;30- 
nai.

Then note the rery next rerae aays - 
“Thi-ae are the rommandmenta which 
the l.ord commanded Aloeea for the 
rhildr>-n of larael In Mount Sinai” 
il>*r. 17:341. Note the atrlklBK aiml- 
laiity of detail, and note the emphai 
le applt:nlna of the Sabbath and of the 
lithe tn the l>ord—"thia Sabbath la 
the l.ord’p,” “the tithe la the l-ord'a: 
It la holy unto the l.ord.”  Could there 
be a atmnaer a'atement? I f one law 
bindp or appliea today, ao alao doea 
the other, fine law atatea our duty aa 
tn time, the other aa to money. Rach 
law trachea pttuallr flod’a ownerahlp. 
and riaima our atewardabip. requiriac 
nnr-.aprenth of time, one-tenth of in- 
cn-aae.

Th- n attain tithlna diaplarea an In- 
efferqlre. weak Impulae. which nerer 
renlly acrorapliabea anything, by a 
pypiematic effort, the only an re way 
to aucreaa.

.\nntber repult of tithing la that it 
teat-hep iinaelflahnepp. the magnlflceiit 
opiM'pIte of one of the greateat alna of 
the age.

Now. aince It la ao plainly true that 
'ithtng waa practiced by Abraham. 
Jacob. Moaea. the pt-ople, and the 
pmpbeta. and proclaimed arith auch 
awful penaltifw and rhargea by 
Malachi. the laat of the propheta. 
with ao atmng a plea for ita ohaenr- 
ance. followed by auch wonderful 
blraalnaa. why demand that It be re- 
ptaied by ChrlatT Christ waa dealing 
wl'h the aame race of people, trained 
h> the very aame lawa. The Jewa 
were thoroughly conrersant with the 
law. Chrlat waa a Jew dealing with 
Jpwa: the twelve were Jewa: the four 
gnaiiel writers were Jews: and the Jews 
knew the law of the tithe. .Again 
and again f'hrist gave recognition 
to this lew as being in force: 
for instance; (Matt. t3:23). “Wo*- 
unto .Tou scribes and Pharaaees. 
hypoeritesl for ye pay tithe of mini 
and anise and rummin. and have 
omitted the weightier matters of the 
law Judgment, mercy, and faith: 
thep<' ought ye to have done and not 
to leave the other undone.”

At this time nirist had ample op­
portunity to repeal this law. had he 
pe.n III. But nay. He said: “These 
iNight ye lo have done.

Again this condemnation of tb<- 
l•hnrlsee, who prayed. “God. I thank 
th>-e that I am not as other men are. 
I'Vtortioners. unjust, adulterers, or 
even as this publican. I fast twice in 
the week, give tithes of all that I pos­
sess.”  waa not because tho Pharlse.' 
riaimed to pay tithes. Christ’s con­
demnation was for the spirit of praia< 
and pelf aggrandisement, and for the 
al>sence of humility and recognition 
of his own unworthineas. However, 
had he wished ao to do. here was a 
splendid opportunity of saying. ”Ther- 
is DO longer any need of tithe paying: 
betr-aBer you need only to be humble 
and Impulsive.”  But he anid no such 
thing

On another occasion. Chiist’a words 
were. “Think not that I am come tn 
destroy the taw or the propheU: I 
am no: come to destroy, hot to Ptlflll 
• • • Till heaven and earth pass on- 
Jot or one tittle shall In no wise pass 
from the law till all be fulflib'd” 
(Matt. S:17-1S).

Yet again. Christ Is proclaimed e 
“ priest forever aCer the order of 
Meb hisedek." he who received tithea 
of Abraham, as a type of the race.

Paul accepts and lays claim to the 
law as applying to himself, when he 
savs. “He was n Pharisee of the 
niariseea. brought up according to 
the stiicteet sect" —  which could 
mean notblag more than the law of 
tithea waa observed by himself. In­
deed. there is no gainsaying it. “the 
tMhe Is Christ’s” for the support of 
his blood-bought Church, with Its 
world wide purpose.

By tho doubting one. this question 
must be answered. “ I f  the tithe law 
psaaed. what substKnte was givenT'

Certainly no voluntary system can be 
successful while selfish men endure.

A sixth question comes for consider­
ation: “ Is it thinkable that a Chris­
tian can lower the standard of Chris­
tianity? Is a Cbristbtn’s obligation less 
than that of a Jewr we who wen- 
grafted in? Can a Christian be more 
selfish than a Jew? Can a Christian 
offer to a Jew a lesser or a weaker 
religion? If so. It follows that a con­
verted Jew may have the channel of 
bis former generosity diverted to that 
of his selfishness: we may say to 
him. “Come, go with us. and we will 
do you good.” and It w-|ll cost you 
much less financially. I ’ nthinkable!

.At this Juncture. I am reminded of 
an anecdote told of the partnership 
of two famous lawyers, the one a 
Jew. the other an .American, and as 
the Jew considered him—a Christian. 
In a certain b-gal business of these 
partners, the question of fee coming 
up. the suggestion of or
each was made by the Jew as sufll- 
cleutly adequate amount. Whereupon 
the American replied, “Just leave 
that to me. I think 1 can make it all 
right.”  Some days later the Jew re 
ceived a check from his partner for 
f?non as his share in the transaction, 
the partner retaining an equal share 
for hims<'lf. of course, making the en­
tire fee 14000, or Just twice what th- 
Jew had suggested. In acknowledg­
ment of the receipt of his check, th-- 
Jew sent the following note to hi 
partner: “ Almost thou persuadest me 
to be a Christian.” O. the pity of it! 
Shall we, as exponents of the grea' 
est disp^-nsation the world has ever 
known, the most wonderful and all- 
enriching salvation, the only world­
wide eTangelixa:ion. the Joint heirs of 
the kingdom; shall we, I say, who 
are all this and more, cheapen, nay 
more, so disgrace the*cause we repre­
sent?

As substantiating the claim that 
“this Is nod’s plan.”  we have only to 
note the living example of its keeping 
and Its breaking. Going hack into the 
history of the Jewish peojile, we find 
again and again, how the forsaking of 
this plan was attended by God’s curs*-. 
Prophet aper prophet recalled the 
wandering, lawbreaking Jews to the 
perfect following of God’s plan, stress­
ing the payment of tithea. In Heze- 
kiah's reform, we are told that the 
people brought In their tithes, and 
they were In great heaps—the tithe 
was a large quantity. Oiba-r reforms 
were attended by similar results. And 
Malachi's graphic descripiion of the 
keeping and the breaking is too good 
to omit Malachi 3:7-1? reads thus: 
“Even from the days of your fathers, 
ye are gone away from mine ordi­
nances. and have not kept them. Re­
turn unto me and I will return unt<- 
yon.”  saith the Ig>rd of Hosts. Bu' 
ye say. “AYhereIn shall we return*" 
Note carefully the answer to thls 
qnestion; “Will a man rob God? A'e' 
ye have robbed me ”  Rot ye say. 
“ Wherein have we robbed thee?”  "In 
tithes and offerings. Ye are curs<'i! 
with a curse, for ye have robbed me. 
even this whole nation Rring ye all 
the tithea into the storehouse that 
there may be meat in mine house and 
prove me now herewith saith the I.ord 
of Hosts If I will not open you the 
windows of heaven and pour you out 
a blessing that there shall not be 
room enough to receive It. .And I 
w-ill rebuke the devourer for your 
sakes and he shall not destroy the 
fruits of your ground neither shall 
your vine cast her fruit before the 
time In the field saith the Ix>rd of 
Hosts. And all nations shall call yon 
blessed for ye shall be a delightsome 
land saith the I»rd  of Hosts.”  M’hat 
a great blessing he offers if the law is 
kept? What a marvelous challenge he 
flings ns in these words! Does not 
this apply in onr case? Do not we need 
the devourer rebuked from our land? 
Are not we the victims of drouth, 
devastation, “ the vine casting her 
fruit.”  cotton worms, grasshoppers, 
storms? Who shall say that God’s 
elements and his creatures are not col­
lecting his tithes, as is evidently Im­
plied by Malachi?

I.,et ns view Just one example of the 
keeping of this taw. Tears ago a poor 
bov trugged along the highway, goinc 
he knew not where. An old family 
frlend, stopping him. after praying 
for him. sent him on with these words. 
"Rome day. someone will be the larg­
est soap maker (knowing this to be 
one o f the things the lad could do) In 
New York. It had as well be you as 
anyone. Bo a good man; give your 
heart to God; make an honest soap; 
give a full pound: give the Lord 
every cent of the money due him, and 
yon will succeed.”

The lad grew to BilflII the prophecy. 
He followed the old friend’s advice to 
the letter. Pinally, after a very sue 
cessfUl amassing of a fortune, never 
srithholding the lord ’s tenth, but In- 
creasing It until he gave his entir-- 
Incnme. and thus, William Colgate 
came to honor the Lord’s cause with 
millions of dollars.

S|woh Number Three, says: “ It 
coats too much.”  \\'e forget that th>' 
Church is representative. The Church 
stands for God. in his greatness, his 
power, his bounty, his wealth. ( “ The 
earth is the Ixird's and the fullness 
th ereo f), his glory. How can we ex­
pect it to he mis.Tly, poverty strick­
en, a beggar at the world’s door?

Number Four says: ’ I don't know 
how.”  TTie law Is plain. Ix-v. 27:30 33. 
It means one-tenth o f .vour income 
whet tier It )>e houses, lands, produce 
or moneys. A'our child in the sixth 
grade can find ten per cent of a thing, 
whether it be pounds, dozens or cents.

You say, "I  do not keep an account 
with the Lord, but w-e’re generous; 
I'm sure we give a tenth.”  I ask the 
question do you give much or litllo. 
The tenth means much. When the 
tithe came in “ the treasury was fu ll:”  
"the tithes were in great heaps.”  A 
salary or income which averages 12.1 
per month means *30 a year. And yet 
our average offerings do not come up 
to *30 a veer—averaging rich and 
poor together. However, our aver­
age Income will far exceed *300 per 
year. Why our very poorest members 
in drouth-stricken West Texas have 
larger incomes than that. Rut last 
year statistics tell us that we ga%-c 
the stupendous average o f 43 rents 
for Foreign Missions! What became 
o f the ***.56?

But some good one says. “ I do tithe 
all the moneys I make, by selling bnt- 
Ur, qK*> aiilk, u j  needla!* oatpot.

etc., 1 can't persaud,' the wage carn»‘r 
to see It as I do."

God bless you my good woman! .And 
I'm sure He docs, hut a plan I b< liovo 
he would bless and honor more, would 
be to give all of this, that you may, 
in a measure, make up for the wage 
earner's shortage. “ For the unlteliev- 
ing liusbund is sanctified by the wife."

I have thought it was a great pity 
that our great M»-thodist founder ilid 
not bring our Church tliat mucii near­
er iterfeelion by ineluding the law ttf 
the tithe as an oliligatory rule. It 
would have .solved our financial prob­
lems. Hut that great man's conoei>- 
tion had so far outgrown a purely 
legal return to God that he could not 
(xincx'ive of one who would want lo 
pay so little.

Now. Just this liit of statistics some 
one has given as olitaining a few >, ;irs 
ago. If all our people paid their tithe, 
instead o f raising l.s.tHW.OOO we would 
raise *2 !*,5oO.'H>0. We could tlicn 
s|iend twice as much for all oth<‘r imr- 
!>oses as we s l«n t last year and still 
have left for missions *5,poo,(mmi more 
than is now sl«'nt for this imriKi.s,' py 
all the Froteslant Churches. O that 
-Methodism would accept God’s chal­
lenge as given through .Malachi!

young instituttoB seems to have large 
pcsstbilitiea. The people are greatly 
Interested In the school and they ar>> 
able to see it through flnaaciall.v. 
Greenville la ahuadantly qualified lo 
give to it all the local support needful 
to Its aneceaa.

The Board met in annual session at 

the f>nihanage, XX'aeo, Texas. Octolier 
9. 1912. O. Q. Johnson. President, in 
the chair. .XII the members present 
but two.

It is becoming that we Arst record 
our gratitude to Almighty tiod for 
exemption from death during the past 
.vear, and fnim se'rioiis si<-kness — 
bating a eaa«- of ap|>endicitis that re- 
qiiiroi a siirgieul o|M>ration. from 
which the patb-nl has re«-overe<l.

XX'e are pleased to say that the phya- 
iral, educational and spiritual <-ondi- 
tlons of the Home, for the |iast year, 
have been in advance of any former 
year. XX’e have had a comiietent and 
IKifnstsking matron, who. with g<MMl 
help, has looked rarefiilly after the 
comfort and welfare of the children. 
An ex<-ellenl corps of teachers has 
given faithful literary and moral train­
ing, and with our rha|>el and Church 
services, including {lastoral oversight, 
preaching. Sunday S<-ht*oI. lK*agiie and 
prayer m^dings. the spiritual Interest 
of the children has lieen well provid**d 
for. and their resiionsiveness to these 
formative ipAueneea haa beea quite 
gratifying.

During the year we have bad an en­
rollment of 1X2, alMMit e<|ually dividetl 
as to sex. This represents an Increase 
of .52 during the year. Forty-one have 
lieen ]ilaeed in private homes, an<l in 
the main with relatives. A few have 
been adopted, leaving now in the honie 
H I. Four girls, having completed our 
rourse of study and tn'ing ambitious 
to go higher, we have placed two of 
them in Baylor Cnlverslty, one in 
Hill's Business College, and one in the 
High School at Arlington for the 
present year, where she hopes, b.v the 
sssislam-e of a friend, to attend the 
State Normal at Denton. This year 
we ate trying the experiment of i*a- 
Ironizlng the public schools of the city 
with all grades above and ineliiding 
the sixth grade, while lower grades 
are taught in the Orphanage. The eon- 
fen-nees. aa a whole, are behind about 

on the assessment, but we 
believe they will meet this deAelt.

At the round of annual eonfereneea, 
and this wHh $3,300.00 contributed 
from other sources, will enable us to 
meet all indebtedness ineurred in cur­
rent ex|M*nses and Improvements, and 
begin the new year free of Jebt. The 
Church has in the Orphanage an un­
incumbered property, valued at $114.-
443.00. Of this amount, $.X.X.000 Is In­
vested in the two main buildings, one 
for boys and ene for girls, of about

ATTENTION!

In.ring the Iai»t quarter there were 
complaints from some auxiliaries that 
certain institutions to which boxes of 
suppli.'S bad been sent had not ac­
knowledged receipt of them, and the 
auxiliaries had no way of determining 
whcih'r or not the boxes had been re­
ceived. The following 'luotatinn from 
a personal letter from a manager of 
one of these institutions is self-ex­
planatory: “ We hare given notice
time and again that unless the mine- 
and address of the sender is sent with 
the box. It will be impossible for us to 
know whom to rweipt, coming with­
out any aildress without or within. 
True, we may be notifi-d that a box is 
b< Ing sent, but when it Is reeeivet). 
possibly along with two i>r three 
others and with no name a< couti»any- 
ing, how are we to d< termine whom to 
receipt 7”

1-et me urge you to ahi'te by these 
suggestions from our General atii>er- 
Intendent:

1. Ship boxes, barrels, and pack­
ages direct to parti- s for whom theyr 
are intended. Goods should be clear­
ly marked with the name of the recipi­
ent in full; also name of city and 
State, with name of sender, and ask 
the railroad agent In each case to fol­
low shipment with a tracer.

2. Donors should prepay the entire 
coat of shipping and get from the rail­
road or express company a bill of lad­
ing or express receipt. Cwro should

Mrs. M. Y. Stokes, of ld>mi>asas, 

sends us the following Interesting let­
ter:

('boon t'hiin. Korea, Aug. 2'*. 1912. 
My D-ar .Mrs. Stokes:

-So many times I have thought of 
you an-l the d-ar fri-n-ls of th-- West 
Te.xa.- fonferem e. and have wnni-sl 
to writ- you since I came to Korea. 
This has b's II a very busy, hut a very 
happy year. 1 scarcel' know where 
to b< gin as th-re are so many thlnga 
that 1 want to write you.

For the p.-uit two wi ' - .Miss Tin­
sley and I have Ix-en vDlting Miss 
K-lwards and Miss Ja-kson here In 
rho-in Chun. This l.s oiir Itrsi trip 
inland, an-l one I am sure we will h-ng 
remember It.

We left S*-oul tb- last day of .lulv, 
riding Korean i-nck ponies. Th-- day 
was extremely hot and the ntmintain 
passes were many, at which we alwavs 
alighted and walked over. At nighta 
we stopped at ibc Korean Inn*.

The first Bight, we had the usual 
experience of being baked In a small 
Korean room. When we awoke at day­
light the next morning, the fl<w>r wii* 
so hot that we could not atep on It. 
The family arose quite early and had 
rooked their roornina rice whljc wa 
were sleeping.

The s'renma were swollen by the 
henry rains, and some half dosen ware 
forded, and tha road had been waahad

awav, neresallatlng eroaslng the river 
aevcral limes. The scenery waa brau- 
llftil. the nimiBlalns were cover-'d with 
gn en and far up the slope were grow­
ing palcbra of barley and other grilns. 
Juat before r-'arhlng t'hooa Chun, the 
third day. we ermPH-d a very atr-'p and 
long pans, and from this point we 
roukl see t'hmin Chun over In the linn 
Valley, some dlstam-e below. t)n our 
nsy we pussrsl through two vllLiges 
where we have a Clinreh and a pr»'.v- b- 
er. It Is one hun-ln d and nim-ly II or 
slxly-three and ooeihlrd miles fn>m 
Kssml to rboon Chun and It Is very 
mountainous, the vslb-ys being small; 
however. Ih« re are Tlllagea ev- rv live 
or six mlh-s apart. They have a splen­
did work l—gun here in Ch-iun I'hun 
but they are badly in nee«l of nior. 
buH-IIngs and worker*. I>r. Itownuin 
and Mrs. Ihiwman and IJIIa. of Mem­
phis. Texas, and Mr. and .Mrs. Mitch 
an-i baby. Mr. Hrannoa and our two 
la-lles comimae the misakm h-'re. lamt 
year ihev hiilll a small womlen bulM- 
Ing ft-r the girls school and linflt a 
siii'ill Koi-ean bo-ise to ari-on'nHslal - 
eight hoaiders. and eighteen day |mi- 
l-lls. but this year there will b-- iwenly- 
slx l-onrd-rs. and Iwenlv-tso day pu­
pils.
