I le sees 
nothin^ hut his C'linrch. its ordi­
nances and his ilenoniinational atVd- 
iation. ICver}IhhIv else is wron^ 
and he alone is ris l̂it and he lo^-^ no 
op]M>rtnnity to alnise tho^e who dif 
fer fn*ni him. .\ m;m of th.it sort 
can never l*e a threat man. for there 
i» nothiniL; hro.ad or liln’ral in Ids 
wa> of thinking.; and iH-lievin;.;. If 
he iK'dijnes a pnl|iit he is apt to Ir- 
a thorn in the ilesh of the communi­
ty where he olViciates. and he makes 
Ids ministry an irritant iiixtead of ,i 
Idessinj' to tlie jK'ople.

While this is true, neveriheles' 
we do Indieve in a well-«leveiojK‘d 
and rolnist denominational loyalty. 
\o  man can render his In-st service 
t«» the Church to wliicli he 1k‘1oiu:s 
and to whose diH'lrines and imliiy 
he snhscrilK-s unless he feels :i 
wanner attachment and a dee|K-r in­
terest in his own I hnrch .iml its 
|Rdity than any other. And he is 
m»t jirepareil to ilo hi' wliole duty 
to any other Church nniil he p1ace-> 
this emphasis ii|Mm his own. 'I'he 
man who is so hroa<l and lilK‘r:iI in 
his views and syni]tathies tliat he 
thinks just as much of one C hurch 
as he does of another is just as |H*r- 
niciotis in his latitudinarianisin a« 
the hij^ot is in his sectarianism, lie 
is a Sort of an ecclesiastical |Mdyoa- 
inist and practices the doctrine of 
religious free-lovism. There is a 
happy mean lK*tween these two an- 
t.agonistic extremes, ami right tlicre 
is where we pitch this editorial.

The Methodist Church is one 
branch o f the great general Church 
o f God, and while it is in m-rfect 
agreement with all Church orgaid- 
zations o f an evangelical character 
touching the great fundamental 
doctrines o f Cliristianity. still it lias 
its distinctive interjiretation of 
these doctrines and it has a distin- 
tive autonomy o f its own. 'I'hese 
arc the points that differentiate the 
Methodist Church organization 
from all others. T o  lie correctly 
informed concerning these and to 
lie devoted to them in faith :ind con 
viction is to he a Methodist o f a pro- 
nounceil ty|ie and to staml in close 
relation to all that Meth<Mlism 
stands for as an evangelical agency.

We ;ire .\leth*Kli>is. therefore, he 
c:in<e we Indieve in Meiliodi>t doe 
trine and Methodist tis.ige; ;md .is 
Meth<Kli>t> we can more thorough­
ly work out our imderstanding of 
I'hristianity through this organized 
medium than through any other. It 
afford^ t<» u> the best tueaus for 
reaching the de>ireil ends of (.'hris- 
tiauity. We work lielter in its h.ir- 
nes» :md can <!o more for our own 
piety and for the uplift of humanity 
through it- m.ichinery th:m is pos- 
>ihle for u-> in any other (.'hurch or­
ganization.

We ihid all the religious lihertv 
we need to exercise in our afiili.itiou 
with the Methodist (.'hurch. It is 
hro:i«l in it> «loctrina! heliefs. it .af­
fords wise <<pportunity for differ 
ences of ojiinion and judgment, it 
believes in regeneration ami the 
witness of the Spirit, it leaches a 
deep spirituality, it believes in the 
nuivers.ilitv of the .lioiKnunt. it 
holds to ( iod"' sovereigntv and to 
man's tree nior.al .igencv ; and in its 
jMdity it So distributes the niini<tr\ 
:is to insttro every p.istor :i congre-
g.ition .aiul every congreg.'tiou ;• 
pastor. It calls upon all men to re 
pent, to believe and *o be sav ed front 
sin. .\nd it |»uts ii> .activities into 
rap|Mirt with every movement for. 
the er.a<licati<in of evil and for the 
promotion of .all manner of g<«.d t.. 
mankind. It also recognizes in all 
other evangelical .agencies the ii.an.l 
of ( hhI ami its rel.atiou to ihem is 
that of fr.aternitv and good-will. It 
lav s no claim to .a monopolv of all 
truth, of all virtue attd ot .all sinceri­
ty. It accords to every other de 
nomination all that it claims for 
itself in an honest desire to love 
(I<mI and to build up righteousness 
in the world: ami it strives .at ail 
times to live in jicace .and good-will 
toward them.

It is the duty, therefore, of Meth- 
• wlists to st.and by their own Chttrch 
devoteilly. persistently and loyally: 
to love it. to sacrifice for it. to obev 
its regiil.atiiins. to support its insti­
tutions and to submit to its onli- 
u.ances. .\nd it is our boundeu duty 
to te.ach our children the same and 
to bring them U|» in Methodist faith 
and practices. If our Church is 
goovl enough for us it is also good 
enough for our children and for 
those whom we can legititnately in- 
ilnce to join it. .\s a rule. .Metho­
dists arc a little lacking at this

Ml'S .Mattie'" "You  c.int seare me. 
Brother Rogers. I live up in an In­
dian Country. They come in every 
full moon, steal horses, and kill and 
scalp people. I have been scared so 
much that I have got used to it  Not 
so very long ago a young man. un­
der whip and spur, called papa to the 
gate and told him the Indians were 
in; that they had found down on the 
river where they had killed and eaten 
a coll I'rom the trad made, there 
must be fifteen or twenty of them; 
that the men were collecting at the 
ford and wanted him to come and lead 
them on the trail; th.it if the Imlians 
kept in the direction they were going 
they would p.iss right by old man 
Rick's ranch; that the old m^n was 
otf at Powder Horn with his wagon; 
that the old lady and children were 
there by themselves; that if the In­
dians were not pursued at once they 
would stop and kill and scalp the last 
one of them No time was to be lo 't  
and in the shortest possible time papa 
and the young man were running a 
horse-race down the roail toward the 
ford. By this time the women ami 
children were coming to our house—  
'. .me o f them scared nearly to death. 
I his was a custom when the men 
went off after the Indians, the women 
and children collected at the ditferent 
hoU'es W e shut every door and 
'topped every crack and put out all 
the lights except a little tire to mold 
bullets by. W e were afraid the In­
dian' might slip around and shoot 
through cracks at us. They did that 
sometimes. Papa left word for ns 
girls to mould all the bullets we could

while they were gone. They might get
into a battle with the Indians and 
have to semi a runner back to get 
more bullets. Between mitlnight and 
day we heard horses' feet and then 
men talking. W'e knew it w fs  papa 
and the nicr coming back. W'e girls 
all dropped our bullet moulds and 
ladles and let the melted lead spill 
out in the tire. Then such running 
and screaming to get to papa to know 
if anybody ha<l gotten hurt It was 
dangerous business to follow those 
savages.

"^m etim es  they would stop under 
a creek bank and kill several men be­
fore they knew they were anywhere 
close to them. I thought I could run 
fast, but mama lead me to papa W e 
scMin Icarneil that none had gotten 
hurt. "Then there was rejoicing time. 
W e went on to the house. Mama had 
plenty of hot coffee and a warm sup­
per for the six or eight men who 
came to our house .After supper or 
breakfast, which ever you ma^ call it, 
papa preached a Thanksgiving ser­
mon Nearly everybody that was not 

beforeligious before got religion ami join­
ed the Church. Old Brother Kuller 
and his wife joined ami I don't km>w 
how many more. It just broke up 
the dancing crowd eompletely. Papa 
called on old tiramlnia Reagan, to 
pray ami such a funny prayer I never 
heard. She thanked CmmI for the In­
dians, and that they had come through 
the country ami stolen a lot of hor-es; 
that they had not killed or scalped 
anybotly; that the men had gone alter 
the Indians and rrcovcreil all the 
horses; that none of the men had got­
ten hurt. Then the commenced pray­
ing about the meeting I never heard 
the like in my life. Then she giR to 
shouting and everybody else g " l  to 
shouting. It was daylight before the 
meeting broke up.**

EDUCATION IN TEXAS—TO
SCHOOL TEACHERS.

Notwithstandinx we have two excel­
lent cidlcKcs in Texas, we are very 
drl'irient in cnmnion schools It is 
true, we have a few Rood schools in 
the country, hut they arc comparative­
ly few. .And for this some reasons 
rxi-t. but no neers-itatinR cause. One 
reason why we have so few Rood 
schiMilx ix that the country ix sparsely 
IKipulatol. and larRr. or full schools 
cannot easily be Rotten up in any 
one settlement, extept in a few dense­
ly populated -iMits. So a man who has 
a rihkI education, and is well qualified 
for other buxine.ss, as well as teaching, 
does not like so small a business as 
this seems to be. Hut again there are 
others who are m>t i|ualifird for teach­
ing. who are always ready to fill ev­
ery vacancy—not qualified to teach. 
Ivecausr, first, a large majority of 
them are too indolent to work or fol­
low any other business; consequently 
they have not energy and industry to 
teach school. Secondly, many have 
not the moral character nor princi­

ple—are <>|K-nly iiiiiiioral in their con­
duct. and de-titiile o f religious prin­
ciples. Some 1 have found quite 
theoretical infidels, and their maiiiicr.s 
eqiully depraved. .And. thirdly, many 
are di-qualified. becau-e they have not 
the education themselves; and how 
can they teach when they haic not 
even the rudiments themselves? I am 
a-hamrd to have to write this, but 
truth and duty comiiel me to do so. 
You are not to understand me that 
we have no good tecahers in this 
country, for we have many; lint ax 
they arc scattered over this wide land, 
they are comparatively few after all. 
Yes, we have men who have entered 
this blessed work, o f excellent moral 
principle— men o f high standing in 
society, o f brilliant intellect, and lib­
eral acquirements; and now the ef­
fort is to have all a« near o f this 
character as possible. Nor arc you 
to understand me that the community 
is below par in this country either in 
morals or intellect. In the aggrcg.ite 
they are not inferior in morals to the 
people in the I'n ifed States; and in 
intellect they are proliahly not sur­
passed in any country ( I here sjieak 
o f those who have immigrated here 
o f mature yearsl. for the most enter­
prising have found their way to Texas. 
The difficulty is this, that the class 
o f teachers who are ready to fill all 
vacancies in every little settlement are 
in the way; rather than work, they 
will sit down for a small pittance. 
Nor is it the will o f the people that 
this state o f affairs should exi-t. They 
think they can do no lietter— they are 
perfectly aware that these men are 
not qualified— wise enough to see it. 
and good enough to disapprove But 
they think it is this <>r no education 
at all.

School teaching is a high calling, 
and it ought to be an honorable one; 
next to that o f the pulpit. But the 
standard must be raised here before 
it can be what it ought to be. This 
can be done and it w-ill be done. I f  
a man o f good morals, who is every 
way qualified for teaching, will settle

iimisclf down in one place, ami let 
it be km-vyii that i- lii' liu-iiic--. lie 
can get ju-t a- good a -cli.>ol after 
the lir-t quarter a- be need i\am. If 
there are not enough children living 
in the immediate vicinity l--r a g...-d 
school, parents will -end them ir.-m 
a greater distance, a- boarders. The 
elass o f teachers which I have de- 
.scrihcd as being qualified. seld--m 
teach longer than three months at a 
place; then they shift, and another 
comes in. But let one wh.i is quali­
fied in every respect not only livgm, 
hut continue, and he would s<.-oii have 
as many as he would want Price- for 
teaching are gvH>d. though there is 
no settled or fixed standard yet. They 
arc generally from one d--llar and fif­
ty cents to two dollars per m..iith ior 
the lower elementary liranchos. and 
higher branches up t-> four ihdl.ars per 
nivinth. -Are there not ma;iy j-uitig 
men in the States well iiualiiivd lor 
teaching who would d-i well to come? 
By being in a new country they might 
better tlu-ir circumstance- in many 
respects. But if they come, Ut them 
come well recommended, that i- as 
to their moral character ami standing; 
and as to their acquireiiients. they 
can so.111 Ik- te-ted lure. .And if 
jiious and worthy gentlemen ami la- 
<lies would come and occupy every 
part o f this great field, what would 
lie the glorious result? The pecuni­
ary reward would he comparatively 
nothing when brought into contra-t 
with the moral, spiritual ami intellec­
tual light that would be 'lu-d over 
the land. They would be truly auxili­
aries o f the Gospel, laboring iii the 
-anie field, doing a different part o f 
the same work. Now. suppose there 
were one hundred o f these laborers 
spread out over this vast field, in addi­
tion to what are already engaged in 
the work, what would be the effect in 
five short years? While they would 
live here as anywhere else, and make 
as much as they ought to. tin \ w--uld 
be in the mid-t o f ii-efulne-- The 
field no doubt will he occupied soon, 
and it is astonishing why it has not

The Apostle l*aul revised bis price 
lists. Thinics that he had counted 
valuable were transferred to the bot­
tom o f the list, or banished altoceth- 
er from the inventory of his treasures: 
and things that had scarcely found a 
place upon the patte were now amonit 
the Hrst entries of his supreme poa- 
M'ssions. What has made all the dif­
ference. and turned the price list 
topsy-turvy? He has met the Lord 
-lesus: he has been taken Into His 
holy fellowship; he sits with him at 
his table; he shares the provisioos of 
his Krace; he dwells in his peace; he 
tastes of his jo y : he looks throuffh 
the window o f the Savior’s life and 
purpose, and he beholds a new world. 
When a man has drank the blood of 
the l.«rd Jesus, what cares he for the 
lilood of caste? When he has be 
come akin to “ th«‘ lion of the tribe 
of Judah.'* what cares he for “ the 
trit»e o f Henjamin?" When be has “ re- 
ceiri-d access into Krace,“  snd “ sits 
in heavenly plao-s in Christ Jesus.”  
what cares ho for the status o f lofty 
social class and distinction? When 
he is endowed with “ the nnsiwrchablo 
riches of Christ.”  what cares he for 
the station aranted to wealth? What 
cares he for coveted places and pow­
ers when he has r«-celved "the power 
of the Holy GhostT’ “ What things 
were caiD fo me these have 1 counted 
loss for Christ."

Now when a man has made the 
itreat find, "the pearl of icrvat price.”  
all his old price lists will be tom  into 
shreds. He accepts the Master's valu­
ation of things, and he will put the 
price upon them as appointed by the 
Lord. And we may be perfectly sure 
ihat mighty ebang's will take place 
in the contour of his life; “ every val­
ley shall be exalted and every moun- 
fa.n and bill shall be made low.”

The world emphasLes clothes; the 
Ixinl Jesus emphasizes life. Now ev­
ery thing has clothes—everything 
wra|>s itself up in some external habit 
and manifests itself in some outer 
lll•Mt•' of expn sston. .Xdoration has its 
raiment ami its fash ons. it clothes 
itself in certain postures and ex­
pressions. Prayer has its clothes. Its 
external mislesand habits. Mirth has 

raiment o f speech and light and 
1: nchier. Courtesy has Its outer ex- 
(iression in liow and handshake, tn 
gentle reticence anil reserve. Now 
•he world values these clothes, and 
values the clothes supremely. The 
world loves the “ shows" o f things, th.- 
tlashy app* arance. the stage elTscl. the 
glaring sp«-ctacle The world in­
tent upon the clothes, and so are 
worldly p4‘opb*. whether in tba Church 
or out of it. “ They love to pray atand- 
ine at the comers of the streets.” 
They were parading their religious 
clothes "They fast to b.- si-en of 
men. ’ They were showing off thetr 
clothes “ When they do alms, they 
sound a trumpe t before them to be 
-ten of men. ’ It is a stage effect In 
clothes. .And you may go through the 
length and breadth of life, and every­
where you will And this weighty 
value put upon the clothes o f things, 
upon the outer expression and ap 
pi'arance. It Is “ how things look:”  
their m< re show- or trapp tigs, that 
are so vastly valued by the world and 
placed high on the price list of Its 
gains. Hut the lavrd emphasized life, 
snd was .xlways looking beneath the 
skins of things. He gxred upon peo­
ple who were conventionally ptire. 
wearing the recognized garments of 
ci.nventionality, and d»‘scr bed them 
as “ whited sepulchres" A poor 
widow rsme up to the frea«ory and 
mis'klv droppi d her mite There 
was nothing to show; the outer cloth­
ing of the act was scareelv worth a 
farthing. “This poor widow hath cast 
in mori* than all*’* tVhat a revolu­
tionary revision o f values, upaettlng 
all ttie familiar standards o f tha treas­
ury of the temple’ The lyvrd looked 
away from the clothes to the life, from 
•he appearance to the heart, and hs 
has given the widow's offering Im­
mortal fame.

The world emphasizes suecess; 
•he I » r d  Jesus emphasizes faithful­
ness If there Is one idol in onr time 
that rears Itself higher and prouder 
•han others. I think II Is the Idol of 
sticcess. In one way or another we 
all l>ow down to It “ There la nothing 
succeeds like siicceas.”  The world hns 
no tis>- for the unsnceessful, and thsy 
J'ist lie bruised and broken bv the 
way. i'ut blessed be His gmee that It 
is not the way of the Lord. "It is re- 
iiuired In a steward that he b-- found 
faithful.”  I am glad and grateful 
that the word does no* aay "suceesa- 
ful." In the holy scales of the Ixtrd 
.lerns only success Is fldellty. Ho 
JamM Ollmonr w m  snccMnfnI In

Mongolia. «von tbough after many 
yearn of fnithfni labor ho dM not Is- 
trodnee n single convert Into the home 
of his lAtrd. And there are mnlil- 
tndes of men nnd women who. be- 
rauae of their anfnlteriag rectitude, 
are reckoaed by their Master to have 
been gloriously sucreosfnl, evon nl- 
thoagh at the end of tho days their 
purse In almoet empty. When we be- 
coBM the friends of the Igyrd Jesus 
his scale of values heroaies ours, and 
the noble fallurea are reckoned among 
the arislormtic sons and danghters of 
glory.

There is great need In our t me of 
“a new spou se  for the aoMe fnil- 
urcs.”  And we shall And both the 
spirit and the eulogy In the eompaa- 
ionshlp of our Igtrd. In the revised 
price list i>f the Chrislan life the su­
preme vnlae Is not given to worldly 
success, but to the gmnd fhHbfalnesa 
that remains ronstant through the 
drear and wintry day. "Hecause thou 
hast kept the word of my patience I 
.xlso xrlll keep thee • • • Him
that overeometh win I make a pillar 
in the temple of my God.”—Hr. Jow- 
ctt. In rhrtstlan Guardian. Toroato.

species of thistle, and the plant grew 
and spread Its leaves around It la tha 
nMst graceful manner, thus snggestlag 
to n passing artlai the form of tho 
Corinthian capital. And so the preo 
snre of earth'a troubles muses the 
spiritual life to develop around them 
Its hires’ form; and thus It Is crown­
ed with Its appropriate capital. The 
thorny sorrow which springs from the 
grave of some dead love or hope 
forms tha rlehrat adornment of Chris­
tian life.

Not only Is the outward form of 
tbs Christian Ilfs mold- d Into shapes 
of moral beaniy—Info whaiaosver 
things are pnre and honest and tovely 
and of good report—but I’ s Inner ank- 
stance la also made more lovely by the 
pressure of external shocks and inter­
nal Bufferings. It Is not the tree ibal 
grows In rich soil and In a sheltered 
situation, which produces the richly- 
grained wood which Is selected to 
adorn onr richest furniture, but the 
tree that is exposed In Its hb-ak. slw-l- 
terless sitnatiM to erery storm of 
heaven. The wild forces Ihat heat 
upon It. and wbirh It aoccessfully 
overcomes, derelop In It the beautiful 
veins and markings which are ao 
highly prized hy man. .Xml an It to. 
when not growing up In luxurlnns ease 
and romfort that we pmdure the gifts 
and graces whirh enrich and ennoble 
the Oirtstlan life. The natures that 
have the richest variety, and the 
grentest Interest, are those which have 
grown under pressure of suffering, 
and hy a vital faith have overrome the 
world.—Rev. Hugh McMillan.

GLIMPSES OP LIVINGSTONE.

Three times in a tingle day lAvIng- 
stuDc narrowly escapt^ death. Ills 
neck was grazed by a spear thrown by 
a native but ten yards away. An­
other spear misiu'd him by a fool. A 
large tree fell within a yard of him.

Livingstone once wrote: “ We can­
not all go out as misslonartes. It Is 
true; but we may all do aomething 
toward providing a aubstitute. More 
over, all may t-specially do that which 
every missionary highly prizes, name 
ly. commend the work In their pra> 
ers.'*

It was one of Livingatone'a rules 
not to read wbal was written In prais<- 
i>f him. but at a lime when he was 
lieing abused be wrote that abe should 
read every word that he could on that 
side, as an antidote to what he bad 
been forced to hear of the other kind

Livlagstone once expressed his 
ideal of a missionary In these noble 
words: “ I am a missionary, heart and 
soul. God Is an only Son. and he 
was a mlaainnary. and a physician. A 
poor, poor Imitation of him I am. or 
wish to be. In this service I hope to 
live; in It I wish to die."

Stanley's striking testimony, after 
living tn most Intimate association 
with Livingstone for four immths. 
was this “ Each day's life wllh Mm 
added to my admiration for him. 
Yon may take any point In Hr. Uv- 
Ingstone’s ehameler. and anatyxe l» 
carefnllv. and I would challenge any 
man to find fanlt In It. Religion 
has famed him and madt- him a Chria 
Han gentleman."

The ehmnirle of one of Living 
atone'a trips hy boat on the Eamhezt 
teila how rats Infested the cabin of 
the ship: aeorpiona. rentipedes and 
polaonous spiders were brought on 
hoard hy the wind- snakes found their 
way over the cable: two mrletleB of 
rorhroaehes ronsnmed food, flannel 
and boots, and were so niimemus that 
the sailors said that If ime was killed 
a hundred rame to Its funeral. Rut 
no disrorofort could turn lArIngstooe 
from hto purpoae.—Rxchange.

They are driven by the lash of 
business as compleiely as the old 
slave was driven by the lash of the 
overseer. They are driven by the de­
lusion. from whatever source it may 
come, that they must be at their place 
of liusineas from early Monday morn- 
iny till late Saturday n yht. and oft­
entimes a part of the Holy Sabbath in 
order to succeed. That such is not 
true is shown by a layman hen- and 
there, such as l/on Morris, of Pitts- 
luiry; W. K. Williams and n<-orye 
Mnikey, of Kbit Worth: W. A. Palmer, 
of Canadian: -A. F. Ilenih-y, of Tem 
pie; and many others whom I could 
mentloa. hut you cannot yet the yreal 
majority of laymen to see that this is 
not true. They are no* able to see 
that Cod ran take as yood rare of 
their business when off on busim-ss 
for the Chnrrh as he can when they 
are oE on a trip for pleasure and sport. 
It It said of I.«n Morris, by thos<- who 
know him, that the Methodist Church 
bell never rany for service that he did 
not close the doors of his bank and 
go, it mattered not what day of the 
week It waa. I f  we ronld yet our p*-o 
pie to L'lleve that God can take care 
of them in their busin<-ss better than 
they ran take care of themselves with- 
oat him; that he ran send more rain 
than Rrotber Post with his fifteen hun­
dred pounds of dynamite, and seatt<-r 
it over more territory on shorter no 
tice: in a word, that God still has his 
hand on this material universe and 
that be will care for those who put 
their trust in him, and will work out 
all things for yood to them that love 
him. it will yo very far toward set 
lllny the question of enllstiny our lay­
men In the work of our Church.

Another thiny that should lb- kept 
pressed close to the conscience of our 
laymen la. that where God has yiven a 
layman an intellect rapalile of solv- 
iny clearly the intricate problems of 
the Charrh he is under ohiiyation to 
God. the Charrh and to the world to 
yive them tke benefit of his talents, 
every man owes to God and to man­
kind the very best that is in him. It 
Is a great pity that we cannot get the 
large majority of our laymen to ap 
preelate how much they are needed 
to antomplish the purpose of God in 
the work of h's Chnrrh. But as the 
droppine of the water on the rock 
■ 'll mike tts Impression after awhile, 
so arlU the persistent and faithful ef- 
forta of the pastor briny d<-slrcd re 
suits atony these lines. “On with the 
battle!"

l*robably no Chun-h has a i>urer 

ministry than ours. Our eeclesiasti-

there is Bomeihiny doubtful in a 
preacher's conduct the presidiny elder 
is likely to h<-rr of It soon, and it is 
his business to know whether there 
is need of an invrstlyation. I on<-e 
knew a ease where a false nerusation 
was made against a good man. The

presidiny elder cleared u|) the case 
quickly and no scandal resulted, while 
under another system a false rumor 
woulu have spread and would have 
s«-riously injurt-d a man wuo waa not 
only inno<-ent, hut had nut even been 
imprudent. In the iilU-en years I was 
a presidiny elder in the Southwest 
-Missouri C'onfen-nce I had charge of 
not far from one hundred and fifty 
itinerant pn-achers. In those fifteen 
years one old<-r and two deacons were 
ici'ustd o f wronyiloiny. The elder's 

cn-dentials were in niy hands iH-fore 
his Chuii-h. except the official mem- 
liers. knew that anytbiny was wrony. 
and the two deacons yave u|> their 
credentials rather than lace an inves- 
tiyatiun. In all cas- s vacancies were 
s|MH-dily tilled and little damage to the 
4'hary«*s folU>A4-d. Our law. fairly ad- 
ministon-d. safeyuards the Church and 
prote<-t8 our ministry. No matter how 
strony the evidence niiyht b«', I would 
rather (lermit a man to withdraw than 
risk the um eiiaintles o f a trial.

Within the last year two trials a 
thousand miles apart resulted in a 
txmviction in ea<-h <-ase, with only a 
susiiension as the penalty. These 
compmmia*- verdicts may have been 
o<-casion<-d by the ebanye in our law 
proviiiiny for a trial within sixty days. 
In a trial at the Annual Couference a 
trial committee is chosen carefully 
from the entire conference. Under the 
new law, to save exm'nse. the commit­
tee is more likely to be made up of 
the elders that are nearest, without so 
much rcyard to their experience. In 
one of these cases about every elder 
within fifty or sixty miles was brouyht 
into the case in one way or another. 
The accused, a married man. was 
charyed with haviny written a letter 
In a youny lady, suyyestiny that she 
should leave her home, ostensibly to 
visit a relative, but In reality to meet 
him in another State. The committee

decid(-d that he wrote the letter, hut 
fixed the i>enalty at sur|>ensiuu for 
twelve mouths. So far as the com­
mittee's action was concerned, we 
would have had on our bands in yood 
standiny, a y«-ar hen<-e, a preaclier 
who, in the Judyment o f his br<-tliren. 
planned to leave his own wife to live 
with another woman. I do not be­
lieve Eu< h a surprisiny verdict would 
have b<-«-n n-nih-red by a commitK-e 
carefully chosen at the .Annual Ctm- 
f<-r«-nc«-. Ill th<- trial a stariling thiny 
•M-curred. wlih-h brouyht out a |H>int 
worth (onsideriny. How far may a 
preacher, a<-tiny as counsi-l for an ac­
cused brother, rc-sort to the tacihs of 
the criminal lawyer? The yravctn-.ss 
of this cas«- was a letter whiih I lie 
accused was charyed with liaiiny 
written. The defens>- offered as <-vi- 
dence what puriiorted to he a confes­
sion from ano'lier nian that li-- had 
written the letter in question The 
counsel for the ('Inirch imiiDdiatciy 
• hal!enyi-d that conf< ssien .--s a lor- 
yery and askt-d an adjournment, say- 
Iny he could prodiic*- the man natin-d. 
Seeiny that the chairman was a'loiit 
lo adjourn the cas--. the defciis*- with­
drew the document. The presidiny 
elder wrote lo the man and has his 
reply, denyiny that he had made siii h 
a conf«-ssion. When th«-se facts were 
reported to the counsel for the dt-- 
fense. his explanation was that he 
do'ililed the yenuineness of the docu­
ment, but offered it for what the com- 
tniUee miyht think it worth I give 
the facts without tryiny to answer 
I'o  questions in casuistry which they 
raise r .
