IL  •omctimes wonder why 

C od  has created unsiKhtly 
and arotesque things. Some 
of them are repellant and 
make the shivers run over us 

when they creep or crawl near us. W e  
want to get away from them. Take, for 
instance, the angleworm. It is such a 
squirmy thing and moat people regard 
it fit for nothing except to bait the fishing 
hook of a boy.

But scientists now tell us that it per- 
forriM an important function in the pres­
ervation of soil and in the conservation of 
vegetable hfe. By the billion these slimy 
workmen bore their way through the sur­
face of the earth, opening up channels for 
the air aiuf oxygen to pass in to render 
the soil healthful and productive. They 
lower the rocks by digging under them, 
they dissolve plant food out of grains of 
sand, sweeten the soil and furnish nourish­
ment for the rootlets of growring vegeta­
tion.

In fact the scientists assure us that weie 
the angleworm to cease to exist in a few 
years the most productive soil would be­
come sour and mouldy, vegetation would 
no longer flourish and the race itself 
would die out. But we are so accustomed 
to the unsightly worm that we witness its 
squirmings and forget that it has any real 
mission in the world. But when we come 
to study this poor looking creature, it is 
one of C od 's  important factors in prepar­

ing the world for the habitation and main­
tenance of man.

If, then, G od has use for the poor un­
sightly worm, has he not some use for you 
in your higher realm of life> In your 
own esteem you may be unsightly and ap­
parently of no use but C od  puts a differ­
ent estimate upon you. You are a living 
entity, endowed with faculties capable of 
indefinite development, and it is his pur­
pose to make you take a prominent part 
in the betterment of mankind. Even the 
angels cannot look with indifference upon 
you and your gifts, any more than you 
can look with indifference upon the worm. 
You are not only C od 's  creature, but you 
are C od 's  child, redeemed by the blood 
of his Son and worthy of heaven’s recog­
nition.

H e had good common sense, he had good 
qualities, his disposition was commend­
able and he worked well wherever he 
was needed.

hurt, they are rot filled with the .'pirit of 
envy and they never kick cut of the

Why it is that the saloon crowd are spe­
cializing this sort o f a campaign is not 
clear unless it finds its explanation in the 
fact that they are dependent upon this 
sort o f material for their hope of success.

Then 
are men now In the ministry who are 
gelling from fllirv-n hundred to three 
thousand dollars a year aad have for 
years snd yet they sre spending every 
cent of It and are making no provis­
ion (or old age, and bow the Church 
will call on men who have had less 
yearly income than they have lo build 
them a home for their old age. I 
kmiw by ezperinre that a preacher 
who has a reasonably sood salary css 
provide hlnieeM a home. I heard a 
preacher who has had a good salary 
for twenty-live years say be bad Ciree 
limes looked on the Nhtgara Kalis and 
perhaps twice on the Uokk a (la ’ e. and 
yet be has no roof to cover bis family. 
ITeachers nugbl lo dev«-lop a roo- 
sclence on this matter Bn<l let the 
people see th^y are la sytiipolhy with 
their BacrlSres.

Hughes sni*erB at tbe 
idea where I said "Some of tbe best 
mt-n and women I have ever known, 
stime of whom are preachers and ac­
tive workers in the Church, were 
so trained and tanght that they never 
in their lives went to tbe altar to 
seek religion, and say they cannot tell 
when they were converted and never 
knew tbe time when they did not love 
Ibid, baled sin and wanted and tried 
to do right." After quoting the above, 
says. "That is precisely the thing I 
depbired In my article—that the 
Church was being fliled up with men 
and women, some of whom are preach- 
•Ts. who never were converted. The 
reader will lake his choice of teach- 
era, llrother Cro«-kett or Christ." This 
is another one of llrother Hnghes' 
personal thrusts. My position is not at 
variance with the teachings of Christ 
or any part of the Itible.

Thi* hook 
is not a hoitmi volume *tteh as our prtntvne 
e*tah|ishment* bring out tn this dav. httt 
manuscript* on fMpvnt* leaves. This mann 
*cr»pt is called *‘The I'apvrwt Rrisse,** its name 
taken from Mr M. Prisse d*Avennes. a French 
idiilologist. who discovered thr MS. in The he* 
tn 1^47. From this rem.irkahte mann 
script now in the Xatienal l.thrary of Paris, 
France, we quote only one of many precept*.

Their 
name Is lexloii. Most of thom have 
abaorlMtl tbp humanitarian spirit of 
rhristlanitjr. In rases of sickness, ac- 
rldent, or death, the "brothers”  are on 
hand to do pood Samaritan work. All 
ronrentlonalltr and stllfness ranlsh 
behind the portals of the lodce. A 
free, easy, social time Is had. The 
lodye takes precedence of the Church. 
In many rases It becomes a siibsiltute. 
“ My lodae Is aood enonah rellalon for 
me." said a man the other day. not 
rememberin* that the spirit of broth­
erhood as practleed In the lodee mom 
could hare no existence If It were not 
for Christianity. It Is sometimes the 
ease that eren Church memhers de­
vote themselrea to the lodee snd 
merely attend their Church. If after 
aerrlne the lodee. thejr hnre a little 
time lo elre to Chnr«k duties. w<>|i 
and eood. ftald a eenlleman to me 
recently: “ I went to the Hty of 
N———. and the first thine f did was 
to present my Church letter .And he.
Ine formally rccelred by the pastor, I 
passed down the aisle to my scat. I 
noticed In one of the pews a line Inok- 
Ine man. Many members of the 
Church came to me at the close of 
the serrlcc and welcomed me, but this 
m.an passed out wllhoir as miieh as 
»K»t|clne me. The next wccK I enter­
ed the ---------- lodae. The day afte'.
a aentleman came ninnina across the 
street thmnah the mud to meet me. 
tntmdnelne himself, he said; " I saw 
vou at lodee last niaht: I want to wd- 
eome yon." It was the same man 
whom I had noticed In the Church of 
which he was a prominent member, 
tfe never thouaht of alvina me a wel­
come aa a member of the Chnrch. hot 
an a member o f the lodae he was 
prompt and profuse In hts reeoenl- 
tlon." The Influence exerted by the 
"lodae" Is shared to even a lanrer ex­
tent by the "federations" and “nnlons" 
and "kniahta" of this and "knlahts" 
of that amona the lahorina men. It Is 
the fraternal oraanlxathm In rompe- 
tlllon with the Chnrch I waa en'er- 
talned at the home of a man who 
boasted that he bekmeed to six lodaes. 
Now I helona to a lodae or two my­
self. but I submit that this friend be- 
lonaed to several loo many.

The saloon Is snoiher tremendous 
factor in allenatina people—«wpee a1Iv 
workina people—from the house of 
IJod. The saloon Is the devil's best 
ally. It has dearaded. hrutallred. 
stripped and wounded its victims nn- 
III all desire for thinas noble and pur« 
has died out. The man who Is at 
home In the saloon is never at home 
In the Church. lie  it  aaalnst the 
niurrh. first, last and all the time. 
Then remember that the Churches are
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ererxnhere recoanized as the spt‘(ial 
(rieuds of teniiwrauoe. They have de- 
iioune«Hi the saloons. They have ad­
vocated prohibition. Tht'y have aaid 
that liquor drinkina is a far-reachina 
evil, and liquor sellinc a diabolical 
crime. They have tried to win away 
from the ain mill its besotted vir- 
linis. and to close it up by the au- 
hority of prohibilive laws. It has 

not iM'en a difficult thina for the crafty 
-aloonkecpcr lo iiersiiade his patrons 
-espet'lally his foreian bom patrons 
-that the Church and prohibition 

mean the same thina. and that minis- 
'ers are in leaaue to take away from 
the laborhia man his much loved 
ilram. It is war to the knife, and knife 
'o  the hilt, between the Church and 
'he saloon, and in some eommunities 
the latter appears to be aettina a 
rood d<‘al the better of the battle.

I have stated some reasons which 
are operatina outside the Church to 
k<-ep workinaraen away. Now, are 
there reasons to be found within the 
Church Itself? Ix-t us see.

Starch.

I. The drawina of social dislinc- 
tiims is one reason. I cannot aaree 
with those who insist that fine church 
edifices, with their cathedral windows, 
clistenina chandelb>rs. maenificent or- 
Kan and costly music, keep people 
away in nn.v considerable numbers. 
Workina people ao lo maanifleent the­
aters and art aalleries, and some to 
aoraeous saloons. In these places 
ihi'y seem to fe« I quite at home. It is 
ralher the social atmosphere of the 
ar»'at Church that is repellina. The 
place is chilly. The people remind 
one of the laundry—starchy and stiff. 
They seem exclusive. "You cannot 
Idame us for not wantlna to areet 
people until we know who they are," 
said s aenth-man to me a while aao. 
"I look upon the Church a aood deal 
as I do ul>on my home.” he said. “ I 
would not want to aive social r«>coa- 
niiion to all kinds of people in my 
borne, and I should not Ik* expected to 
do so in Church." What a distorted 
notion t»f the Church of Jesus Cliii.st* 
My frank friend no doubt expn-ssed 
the secret sentiments of many others. 
Hut the Church is not a home in the 
same sense in which he used the 
word, where the forms of social 
•■tbiuette must be observed, but a 
democratic cent<r where rich and 
IKK>r meet upon common around, and 
where the raaaed drunkard and the 
|iale-fared harlot, siniaelina to find a 
in-ltor life, will In- warmly areetefi and 
cniciously helped.

Cold.
?. Must not the pulpit Itear some 

share of the res|K>ii8ibillty? In too 
many cases the aospei sermon has 
aiven place to the semi-secular lec­
ture. Discussions of literatun-. of 
sncioloay. of politics and sensational 
comments on civic conditions—these 
will for a time stimulate sufficient 
Public curiosity to fill the empty pews. 
Hut It will not last. .After all. there is 
no substitute for the aosp-d messaae. 
It has a subtle maanctism which 
never wt-ars out. What will draw like 
the cross of Calvary? The preacher 
who puts anythina In Its place is not 
wise. Hut the aosp<‘l can l>c prea<hed 
in such a friaid and formal way as to 
lose all Ha attractina imwer. It must 
have variety in the method of presen­
tation. It must fall from the lips of a 
man with Intensity of convb-tion. It 
must aim at real human needs. It 
must pulsate with sympathy. It must 
'•at. h fin-. When the pulpit is on fire 
the iieople will come to see It bum.

Carelessness.
► 3. Would not the Church have more
!o f the sort of people I am writina 
[ alKHit if we would ao after them? I 
do not know a pastor who does not 

■ want to see the empty pews of his

church filled with all sorts of i>eople 
from the neiahhorbood o f his church.
I do not believe there are many 
Church members who would not be 
alad to see the people come in crowds. 
Hut the trouble is we do so little to 
show our coneem. W e do not aive 
the un-Churrhed to understand that 
We really are anxious to have them 
come. Most pastors do their share in 
the quest for the indifferent. Occa­
sionally a missionary worker or a 
deaconess is sent to canva.«s th" 
neiabborhood. But a professional «'an- 
vasser ran do little aood. P.'ople re­
sent that sort o f thina. Hut there is 
a workina force which is doina almost 
nothina. It is made up o f the busi­
ness and professional men and cul­
tured Christian women o f th« Church. 
I f  they would ao to the people lirina 
up and down the street and uraently 
invite them to join them at Church, 
they would feel honored by surh 
reeoanition. Such an invitation would, 
in many cases, be aoceptefl. How 
swiftly misconceptions would be re­
moved and old prejudices broken 
down. .A new conception of the real 
heart of the Church would be received, 
and the Indifferent flock to the sanc­
tuary like “doves to their windows.”  
The p.-ople in the pews even more 
than the preacher in the pulpit ar« 
responsible for dwindling congreaa- 
tions.

The Evangelistic Spirit.
4. The pn’sence of the genuine 

evangelistic spirit In the Churches 
would also do wonders. Show me a 
Church where the Holy Ghost 1s 
poured out in Pentecostal power and 
I will show you a Church where the 
Iteople are gathered together. Why 
ar.- the Churches o f Wilkes-Harre and 
SteulN-nville and many other cities 
and towns crowded to the doors just 
now? The r»'ason is utterly plain. 
These communities have been stirred 
I'y creat revivals o f religion, and mul- 
liindes have l>een converted. The rich 
and the poor have pressed their way 
through the throngs, and have been 
glad to find standing room in the 
churches and halls. Professional men 
and clerks and merchants and day 
laborers have sat side by side with 
liated breath and tear-dimmed eyes 
listening to the gospel call. How the 
devil o f caste has been thrown flat 
down? How the Holy Spirit has 
leveled up and leveled down! How 
the old weather-beaten conundrum. 
"How shall we reach the masses?” 
has been forgotten! I f  a mighty tidal 
wave o f saving power could but sweep 
through the cH.v Churches, and 
through the village Churches, and 
through the country Churches, what a 
transformation would be wrought! 
How the empty seats In the sanctu­
ary would fill up and how every 
Christly cause would instantly leap 
forward to success!

This burning, throbbing, awful prob­
lem is on our hands. What shall we 
do with it? What shall we do. we of 
the Churches? Something ought to be 
done. Something must b- done .And 
that something must Iw' done without 
delay.

DEATH OF BISHOP BASCOM.
By Rev. .1. W. Cunningham.

TIU‘ above heading api>«>ared over a 
s«-ven-line editorial paragraph in this 
.Advocate of January 14. of this year. 
The last three lines read: "He held 
his first and only conference at Inde- 
I»end«‘nee. Mo., that y< ar. and he died 
of cholera in f.ouisville, t)efore reach­
ing his home."
My Personal Memories of Bishop Bas- 

com.
.At the time of the Bishop's sickness 

and death I waa living in our parson­
age at Middletown, twelve miles from 
lx>uisville. In the latter part of 
.August. ISr.n. I was In I>»uisviIIe and 
in the Book Depository of our Church, 
controlled by Rev. Dr. Edward Steven­
son. I learned of the illness, in his 
home, of Bishop Hascom. who arrived 
in Louisville by steamboat from St. 
fxiuls. After several hours in the 
Stevenson home he left In a large mail 
and iMssenger coach for his home at 
lycxington. As the stage went from 
place to place for passengers, the 
Bishop became painfully ill. and 
though a passenger asked the driver 
to return with him to the Stevenson 
residence, the driver refused. Sym­
pathetic passengers compelled the 
driver to go back and return his sick 
one to the Stevenson home.

The Bishop was cordially received 
by Dr. Stevenson and wife and was 
soon in bed. A physician was called, 
who ministered to the sick Bishop. I 
found him there on the second day 
after the evening attack In the stage 
coach. I was conducted to the Bish­
op's room, which was large and pleas­
ant. It was the visitors* room as oc­
casion required. A large bed was in 
a comer, but by suggestion from the

doctor a narrow, low l)cd had been in­
troduced and placed in th ' middle of 
the room and the sick m;in was favor- 
ably located for enjoying the presence 
o f visitors. I sat where I could see 
him and he could see and hear me and 
he <'arried on a pleasant lonversation 
with me. He arose once and went to 
a bureau drawer for something he de- 
sin-d. He talked fret ly of a oonfer- 
ence over which he had presided at 
independence. Mo. He had held an 
earlier conferenc<‘ session than usual. 
He had discovered a ne<-d for several 
transfers to Missouri and had hurried 
to Kentucky with the desire of enlist­
ing transfers.

He did not seem to be seriously ill. 
and I had no fear of a fatal ending of 
ills illness. He hoped so<in to Ik- with 
his family at Ia>xington. and th- re de­
vote himself to procuring transfers for 
Missouri.

I heard nothing from the Bishop. 
Dr. Stevenson, or any one else almut 
"cholera” as the Bishop’s eas(‘. luit 
through the telegraph the impression 
went abroad that cholera was the 
cause of the Bishop’s death.

I returned home a few hours after 
seeing the Bishop. Some days later I 
heard of his death. When I went to 
Ixtuisville, and to the Stevenson home, 
the l>ody of the de<-eased Bishop was 
in a coffin in the parlor. I loanied 
from Or. Stevenson that the funeral 
services would he the next fort'noon. 
He requested me to join the young 
men o f our Church in occupying places 
in the parlor with the eoffin during 
the night, i assented, and at dark 1 
was there with the other two. Tlie 
coffin was in the remotest corner of 
the room, with the Bishep's face < \- 
[losed.

A Christian Woman's Song to the 
Dead.

-At ft o’cloi'k a well-known Mt-thodist 
woman, whose home was near, came 
in alone, and after a look at the un­
covered face, took a seat near the 
coffin. She was known as the chief 
singer of Brook Street Church. Sim 
was known as Mrs. Mary McGee. Shu 
sat in silence awhile and then in her 
accustomed tone o f voice she sang the 
well-known hymn in our hymn hook 
o f that time, a portion of which 1 will 
copy;

"Thou art gone to the grave; Inif we 
will not deplore thee

Tho' sorrows and darkness er.'om- 
pass the tomb;

Thy Savior hath passed thro’ its i>or- 
tals before thee.

.And the lamp o f his love is thy giiid" 
through the gloom.

Thou art gone to the grave; we no 
long<T behold thee.

Nor tread the rough paths of th<' 
world by thy sde.

But the wide arms of Merey are spread 
to enfold thee.

•And sinners may hope, since the 
sinless hath died."

I was sitting liy a window overlook­
ing the street. Directly afl< r the sing­
ing eoniTiienctd. I heard taiiping on 
the stairway railing of the hall and 
saw on the steps, through the parlor 
doorway from the hall by the hall 
light, rir. Stevenson. Just out of his 
lied in the room alone. He could see 
me and hi* be<*koned to me. 1 went 
into the hail and stood by the ends of 
the steps and the railing aliovo them. 
He eame as n- ar as possiiile to me. 
His face was near to mine, and in a 
low lone of voice he said to me:

"This reminds me of a scene like 
iliis when Bishops Soule and .Amlrew 
and Dr. Bascom were in tills house. 
They dined with us and then we were 
in itial parlor. While they were there 
Mrs. John McGee, who Is singing now, 
eame in and soon after sang the hymn 
she is singing now. Dr. Bascom loft 
the parlor and came into this hall and 
walked rapidly in it. I came out. stop- 
lied him, and said' 'Ikwlor, what is 
the matter with yon?’ He replied 
with emotion: 'Did you ever hear 
such singing— singing so nearly akin 
to heaven as that we are hearing 
now 7’ ”

Dr. Stevenson then said to me; 
"Now Bishop Bascom is iP ad, his body 
is in a coffin in that room, and there 
is that same woman singing that same 
liymn that touclied the heart o f Dr. 
Itascom more than a year ago ’’

When the song ended. Dr. Stevenson 
returned to his room, and Mrs. McGee 
soon left for her home. The Bishop's 
wife was with him when he died and 
she was in her room, and hearing 
there it may be. the parting song in 
the parlor to her departed husband.

Funeral Service.
The next morning I had breakfast 

and then two hours' sleep. .At 11 
o'clo<'k the funeral service commenced 
at the Fourth Street Methodist Church, 
the church In which the laiuisville 
Convention of 1S45 was held, and 
which brought Into existence the 
Methodist ^ is cop a l Church, South, 
four years and five months before, and
