Be­
fore ever Rome made up ker mind to 
turn to Cbristianity. wken she was bunung 
Ckristians at tke stake and ikrownng ikem 
into tke arena to be rent by wild beasts 
for tke delectation of tke shouting multi­
tudes. Christians were dedicating their 
ckildren in baptism and were receiving 
baptism #ftkout any reference to the 
mode. Even in Paul's day such was tke 
case. And it remained the case until 
within a comparatively short lime wken. 
for the moot part. American Baptists be­
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gan In lay stress on immersiun as the onlv 
mode of baptism .And they are the only 
people today in (.'hnslendom who make 
the mode of liaptwm a condition of 
Ckurck membership In England tbey 
rarely ever lay any particular strese upon 
these things .-\nd so it is in many of our 
own Northern centers. But when you 
come South, particularly in the rural sec- 
licns and vtlluges. baptwan by immersKsn 
is the staple of murk of the ptearking of 
Baptist ministers. Many of them do not 
Lnow anything elae VI ken Dr. Gambrell

AS TO THE BISHOPS. ET CETERA.

By Bishop R. E. Hoss.
I have become so tiscd to being 

critieixed as a Bishop that ft no long- 
ger hurts as it once did. Neverthe 
less. I cannot avoid feeling that much 
of this criticism is unhrotherly and 
unjust. .A :ecenf editorial paragraph 
in >our pap*-r prompts me to .«ay a 
few words A'ou state, first, that yon 
have heard that some o f our Bishops 
are refusing to appoint ministerial 
students to A'anderbilt rnlveralty; 
secondly, that yon doubt whether 
they have the right to do this: 
and. thirdly, that even If they 
have the right, it is not wise for them 
to exercise It This. I believe. Is the 
sum of your utterance, though the 
papt-r has bet-n mislaid, and literal 
quotation is. therefore. Impossible. 
If I am in error. I shall be glad to 
he corrected.

What particular Bishops you hare 
in view T do not know. If any of them 
have taken the course which you 
mention, the fact hag not come to my 
cars. Would It not have been more 
Just for you to give names? General 
•■ensure that hits a whole class and 
implicates the innocent as well as the 
guilty, is rarelv a proper thing. I dia 
not like to be lump«*d with other men 
—not even witli mv colleagues—and 
lilamed in the gross If anybody 
ehoses to assail me as an Individual, 
lei him proceed w ith his proceedings. 
In that event. I shall either acknowl­
edge the Juslii-e of his action or else 
make the best reply •• If that I pos­
sibly can.

work" unless r<*qnested to do so by 
the .Annual ronfen-nee. Even then 
he is simply anthorixed. and not re- 
qiiir<»d, to do it .AptMilntnients of this 
sort stand on exactly the same basis 
;i8 others. The nl'imate authorltv Is 
in the Bishop's hands. For the ••x- 
ereise of that authority he Is Justlv 
responsible to th<* fl*-ii**ral f*onferenee 
—and nol-ody els*- is. Whether this 
is a proiier arrangement or not I 
shall nof now pause to say But that 
it is the mind of the Churrh delil>er- 
ately expressed in rtrganir and stat 
iitory law. is Is-yt-nd doubt

In the third place. olh<'r ses'ular 
lolleges and universities do not stand 
to the rhnreh In the same attitude as 
Vanderbilt fn iversity. No one of 
them, as far as I am aware, has evt-r 
waged a hostile warfare against the 
f'hnrch. ff Vanderbilt has not den-- 
that very thing for the past ten years 
till th*- atmosphere ts poisonous and 
iinheallhv for a young minister, then 
indei-d the editor of the .Advoeat«- 
owes It to himself to retract a v»ry 
vigorous editorial which he recently 
imblished on the siitijert. and to make 
the amende honorable to the authori­
ties of that insTitiit’on. unless he 
means to change the policies of a life 
time, and to be "first upon the h“el 
top and then upon the toe "

In n-eard to this whole matter of 
the fn iv* ‘ rsity. I lieg to add further 
that th.-' Bishops, from beginning to 
end. have simply olieyed the orders 
of the General ronference. as they 
were in law and txmselenee bound to 
do. ft was in aeeordanee with the 
definite Instructions of the Gt-neral 
('onferenee that they brought and 
prosts tii«‘d the suit against the dis­
loyal trustees. For doing this thev 
wer*- stitij*‘cted to a perf<>ct deluge of 
denunciation, and charged with seek­
ing iM-rsonal ends If I get a litib 
more of abuse and blackguardism 
than the rest of my colleagu*-s. if was 
simply tiecaiise I was on the ground 
and rather prominently in th*- • vi- 
denee.

When the Supreme I'ourt had ren- 
d<-r* d its d*-eision. the whole College 
r*-lw>rt*-d the result, and e\pr*-ssed 
their Judgment that tind‘ T the terms 
of this d*-eision the remaining rights 
of Ihe CTittrch were "negligible -  For 
daring to make this sugg<-stlon -and 
they could not have done less than 
express their belief without playing 
the <-oward. they wen- most violently 
assailed by many persons In the Gen­
eral Conf<-renee. whose eagerness of 
utterane*- was in the inverse ratio to 
their knowl«-dge. and this, too. In 
spite of the fact that the Annual Con- 
ft-rences had given them the moat 
whole-hearted endorsement and 
(-ommendatlon.

Wh*-n. at the reques* of the Gen- 
i-ral Conf*-renee, they named the 
t̂ •̂ecial Committee of Fifl<><'n to in­

vestigate and report what sh''uld then 
U- done in the pn-mis- s. they wt-re 
ehargt'd with "packing the commit- 
t«-e" or "stacking”  it an a<vusation 
that was utterly void of truth. In 
fact, it s<-emed at one time during the 
sessions that it was the Bishops and 
not the trustees of the Fniversity tha' 
had been guilty of a grave offens" 
The notion seems to have got abroad 
that the Bishoi>s are necessarily non- 
eomhatants. and that, therefore, any­
body may pitch into th<-m the* f*H-ls 
the impulse to do so Onre upon a 
time a r-ertain country I-ov in Flasf 
T«»nnessee—and the editor knows 
where that is—was very anxious to 
get a place in the revenue service. 
The collector said to him: "This is a 
dangerous business. Have yon go- 
the courage for a figh t'" 'Me?” he 
replied. “ I reckon I have Hidn’t 
,vou h<-ar me cuss old Miss Brown the 
•Uher day?- Whether any benefit ac­
crues to the Church af large from the 
liersistent belittling of Us leaders, 
may at least be doubted. For myself.
I am of the opinion that If they are 
caused to suffer In public esteem, 
every one of their brethr«-n. high ajid 
low. suffers with them.
