There are thoae who think that the Euro­

pean holocauat provea that Chriatianity 

haa broken dow n : atill other* think that 

G od  haa ordained the war in aupport o f 

the enda for which Chriatianity came mto 

the world.
Keaponaibtlity o f  authorahip for the 

hrat view  w not ao eaaily haed 
Thia view  haa been expre 
often  upon the platform  
the preaa that by many it has com e to be 
accepted and passed on as a sort o f m at­
ter o f course. Responsibility for the sec­
ond view , however, is very easily haed 
The esteemed editor o f the Methodist 
Recorder. Dr. Nichols, is the most prom ­
inent advocate o f the view  that G od  could 
have prevented the war. but. instead, has 
ordained it for the purification o f Ku peo 
pie.

Dr. Nichols must be a llowed to state his 
views in his own language, as republished 
in the Literary Digest. /Vpnl I 7. The D i­

Fhcae. then, are two clearly dehned 
conclusions wlwch diflerent men hav- 
reached in their reaaorung upon Chns- 
tianity and the war.
