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HE seventy-sixth annual session of
the Texas Conference was called to
order by Bishop James H. McCoy
at Longview Wednesday morning,
Novemler 10. Promptly at 9
o'cloek the Bishop announced Hymn 560, “And
Are We Yet Alive?" After hearty singing by
the conference Dishop MeCoy offered a fervent
prayer.

The Bishop read Acts 4:1-12, the account of
the imprisonment of Peter and John and their
arraignment before the council because of their
healing of the lame man at the gate of the
temple and their preaching in the name of
Jesus.

In his exposition of this passage Bishop Mc-
Coy #poke to the general theme of “Profession-
alism in the Ministry.” The priests who vp-
josed Peter and John and who were offended
because of the apostles’ success in the work
of their Master among the people were men
who had become perfunctory and professional
1l the work of their calling.

“It is ever the way of an unspiritual priest-
hood that it puts sacerdotal rites above the
good of the people.” The priests in question
s« em to have forzotten about the people. They
were gri ved that the aposties taught the peo-
ple. The history of Christianity is that as
cmphasis has heen put upon sacerdotalism the
Church is separated from the people., The
great revivals in every age of the Church have
been produced through men who have gone
straight to the people,

The perfunctory priest generally opposes such
wovements. “The glorious days of Isracl were
ot the days of the priests, but of the proph-
“18.” “We have here a warning against the
intolerance of professionalism in the ministry.”
The breach of canon law is regarded as the
greatest crime of which a minister can be guilty.
Rabbinical lore i1s the criterion with the pro-
fessional priest.

Azainst such conceptions of the ministry the
iushop bore down in a convineing way. The
apostles were unlearned men according to
rubbinical standards, but they had spent three
sears with Christ. The credentials of these
apostles were the lame man standing in the
midst healed of his malady. “Christianity is
Judged by the manhood it produces.” Chris-
tianity alone c¢nriches human life, the heathen
religions of the past have either enslaved, im-
poverished or degiaded human life. The ad-
diess at this point was telling in its effect.

Speaking of the sufiering ol the early apos-
tles, Bishop McCoy said that “the suffering
day s of the Church have been the growing days
of the Church.” “We draw back from hard-
ship, but when we get away from it we look
Lack and see that God was in it.” “One of the
gieat perils of the day in which we live is
the ease with which we do our work.”

Speaking of the remarkable transformation
which took place in the life of Peter, Bishop
McCoy said:  “When a man is filled with the
Holy Ghost the world is never able to account
for him on the plane of mere materialism.” A
weakling, now Peter is a bold man. The peo-
ple took kuowledge of him that he had been
with Jesus.

These are a few of the thoughts of this fine
address. At its close Hymn 222, “Jesus, the
Name High Over AlL” was sung with manifest
feeling by the conference.

OR many, many years the Advocate
representative has been on the
opening scenes of our Annual Con-
ferences. But the East Oklahoma
Conference is a new and pleasant
surprise. We rather like the innovation—and
it pitched a high note that promises to mark
all the subsequent sessions. Heretofore, we
bave been used to a running comment on some
portion or chapter in the Bible. This time it
was a good old-fashioned gospel sermon.

Promptly, at nine o’clock, the Bishop an-
nounced the old hymn, “Come, Thou Fount of
Every Blessing,” and the great congregation
sang it as only such an audience can. After
reciting the Apostles’ Creed, the Bishop led
in a fervent prayer.

The congregation then sang, “1 Love Thy
Kingdom, Lord,” after which the Bishop then
read as a lesson the sixth chapter of First
Corinthians, using as a text the phrase, “Call-
ed to be saints,” from which he preached a
sermon really great in its helpfulness and in-
spiration.

The Bishop, among many brilliant and up-
lifting thoughts, said the following in sub-
stance:

I recall the story of the tutor of a young
prince who, when his charge could not be
otherwise controlled, took a purple ribbon and
pinned it on his breast —thus reminding him
of his royal parentage. Here St. Paul pins the
royval purple upon the breast of every Christian,
reminding him of his royal parentage—remind-
ing him that he is a son of the Most High God.

This word “saint” is the most abused word
I know. Many unworthy men have appropriat-
ed it, and by peculiar dress and manners at-
tempt to impress the public with the idea of
their saintliness.

Abuses of really worthy things are the wors:
of abuses. To be a saint is not to retire into
solitude or into a convent. The place of saints
is not in the wilderness, but it is in the centers
of population: not in convents, but in homes.

Religion is not sickness, it is health. It is
not a funeral, it is like a wedding. Relizion
is sunshine, lizht, warmth, joy, health. Sancti-
tv is sanity, and sanity is sanctity.

Neither is this term restricted to a few. In
the New Testament all the believers in Christ
are called saints. Every Christian is called to
be a saint. Every Christian has the right to
the title of a saint if he lives up to his privilege
in Christ.

The law of saintliness is threefold. There
are three general rules of sainthood. They are:

First. To be a saint means to be separated
from the world. Not the material world: the
hills, the valleys, the mountains, streams,
forests and the oceans. All these bheauties of
the material world are not to be hated. Christ
loved them, and the mian who does not love
them has something wrong in his makeup
somewhere.

Neither does it mean the world of mankind.
Christ loved mankind, and he exhorts his fol-
lowers to love all men. He who does not love
his kind is spiritually sick.

There is a world to be shunned -to bhe sep-
arated from. Serarated —separated from the
world of lust, the love of the world. the pride
of life, of fine living. The word in its original
means something similar to the German word
which means “the spirit of the times.” This is
the world from which the saints must be sep-
crated—"the spirit of the times.”

He must be “different” from the unsaved
men and women who are making worldliness
snd worldly pursuits their ideal—their sole
ambition.

To be “up-to-date” in the common accepta-
tion of that term, is to be unlike Christ. If we
would be saints we must be separated from all
desire for worldiy gain; separated from bond-
age to the flesh: separated from the ways and
ambitions of worldly men.

Second. To be a saint one must be conse-
crated to God. “Present vour bodies a living
sacrifice unto God.” One must make God and
zodly living and godly pursuits his whole am-
bition.

Third. If he would be a saint he must be
filled with the Holy Spirit. He can only have
a clear vision of God when so filled. The most
dangerous condition at sea is not the storm
it is the fog. Storms test seamanship. In the
fog we only drift and make a noise

SECOND DAY.

Prompily at 9 o'clock, Thursday
morning, November 11, 1915, Bishop
Mouzon called the conference to order
Ly announcing the hymu, “My Faith
Looks Up to Thee,” after which Dr.
Jno. M. Moore led in prayer.

The Bishop did not address the con-
ference, os is his custem, but request-
ed Dr. Moore to take his place.

Dr. Moore based his remarks on
parts of the third and fourth chapters
of Paul's letter to Timothy, using Dr.
Weymoth's translation. In substance
he said:

These two letters to Timothy and
tlie one to Titus are the three great
letters 1o Paul’'s sons in the gospel.
‘ihey are the great letters to preach-
ors in our age.

In all the world’s literature you
will find no greater charge to young
ministers. Its message comes to me
with increased force as | grow older.
If 1 were going to preach this morning
I would use as a text the phrase in
the sixteenth verse in the fourth chap-
ter of this first letter, translated as it
is here: “Be on your guard as to
yourself and your teaching.” King
Jumes' version has it: “Take heed
unto thyself and unto the doctrine.”

St. Paul had the greatest concern
tor Timethy. He considered him his
son in the gospel. We see this ex-
pressed m our day. I have in mind
now one who looked upon me as a son
and 1 lcoked upon him as a father in
the gospel of Jesus Christ.

But St. Paul had an unusual degree
of interest in Timothy. He wanted
to guard him against all those things
that wonld interrupt the procress of
s zreat work.

He would guard Timothy against
heresy. This is a common failing in
the Christian life. Divisions in the
Church are not of the devil; they are
of humanity.

We are dealing with a world of
wany types. There are differences
in intellect, differences in the capaci-
ties of many minds. We must learn
to bte patient.

Paul realized the influence of Judaic
thought and ideals; he well knew the
power of Greek rationalism: he un-
derstood the animalistic tendency to
make joy and gladness the supreme
end. 2

The great apostle had watched the
trend of the ritualistic life which
found its end in the forms and cere-
monies of the Church; that rationalis-
tie view which put everything at the
aliar of reason and asked the question
“Why?" He knew the intluence of
that thought which enthroned physical
appetites and made the chief end the
mere jov of the gospel.

Paul well understood how these dif-
ferences could affect a pastor and his
congregation. His was to preach a
gospel to men of different minds—a
gospel that would hold them to what
is right and bring to all a conscious-
ness of sins forgiven. He was always
able to preach a gospel of power—one
which he knew was the power of God
unto salvation.

Paul was always able to enunciate
and explain a great truth. He never
preached a negative gospel—it was a
pesitive message. He came with a
truth that should go through the res-
urrection and on out into the eterni-
ties.

Paul did not expect Timothy to do
it his way—just like he himself would
do it. God puts men into the world
to make a place for themselves in
their day and generation. He wanted
Timothy to know that it was for him
to make his own place, carrying a
message that would give power,
sanctity, dignity and destiny to the
very age in which he lived.

Wesley could not bring t(he same
message delivered in his day and
make it fit the conditions of the pres-
ent age. That man alone is great who
is capable of rising up in his own
day and command and give direction
to the age in which he lives.

The erying need is for men who
sre able to develop and command the
conditions of the day in which we live.

To fight the good fight of faith does
not mean to be able to defend the
faith of another. We are to fight the

faith that will give perfect adjustment
to the present, past and future. Our
duty to the future is as great as our
duty to the past.

The only true minister is he who
has found the secret of self-mastery
and out of that brings a message to
the world. It is of the highest impor-
iance that he who leads be consumed
by a counsciousness of his own labors.
The bunring of such a life lifts a
torch whose flame gives life and lLight
to the age in which he lives.

Preaching to our aze is not preach-
ing the age. We ought to preach the
great power of the ages-the power
which has run from the first day of
Adam, and will run through the last
son of Adam’s race. We must take
men who are floating on the sea of
human thought and anchor taem to
something that will abide forever.

Such preaching resauits in {irm con-
victions and lofty ideals. The reason
men are swept off their feet is because
of a lack of a definite conviction. Pos-
sessed of such fixed conviction, men
are not rushing hither and thither.

Our great business is to preach a
zospel that stays us in any storm.
Certain and definite ideals must be
cur goal.

Paul was telling Timothy that man-
hood and Christ are the two great
sources of power. What he is and
what he has determines it all. Put
manhood and Godhood together and
they will conquer the world.

Paul did not underrate personality.
The message is always typed by the
man behind it. Methodism in Okla-
lkoma can be no greater than the great
body of individual lives behind it. The
estimate the world places upon the
message is secured from the ministry
itself. Angd it is not from the preach-
ing of the message, but as you live it
as you walk up and down before men.
A narrow, contentious, cynical, back-
biting, meddlesome, self-conscious
preacher can never represent Christ.
(“Nor get to heaven.”"—The DBishop.)

Our business is to maintain an at-
titude of faith in the gospel. We ought
to really believe that God has reveal-
ed himself and that he is speaking to
us in this day. What's the use of
praying for the gift of the Holy Spirit
il we are not going to use it? What's
the use of avowing the Twenty-five
Articles of Faith if we are not going
tc use them?

Paul would call to Timothy's atfen-
tion some virtues of a pastor. He
must be cou —not foolhardy.
There is a vast difference between

roolhardiness and courageousness, One

may be a fighter with his list and a
coward before moral issues. Never
was Jesns so sublime as when he
stood silent before his accusers. The
world loves a man courageous for the
truth in which he believes.

He must have convictions. 1 do not
mean opinionativeness. 1 mean con-
victions vital to life and destiny.

He must be honest. I do not mean
to steal, or to plagarize—like when we
steal another man’s sermons. | mean
a man not true to himself; one who is
one thing in his heart and another
thing in a crowd. Such a preacher
cannot e a demagogzue.

He must have a keen sense of honor,
a keen sense of our relation to men,
whether in polities, business or reli-
gion. 1 have no right to misrepresent
anybody of any faith. This day calls
for clear conceptions of what men are.

Freaching is teaching. It is our
I usiness to have something to teach.
We need explanation, not defense.
Time exposure brings the great pic-
tures of gospel iruth before the world
in this age.

We have ceuscd to preach on the
areat doctrines. We have turned 1o

exhortation, sentimentalism, pathetic
stories, and the discussion of the
problems of the age.

Without wholesome theology the
sheep will wonder into strange pa:-
tures. Why all the issues of these
modern times? Because our people
are not grounded in the docirines
these issues do not and can never
touch. The Church is always safely
anchored when her ministry is sound
in doctrine, and heroic in action.

And Paul would teach us that the
privne virtue of a minister is tc be a
religious man. The greatest need of
ihe age is the re-Christianizing of tae
minisiry. This day calls for holy
zeal—a passion for the living Christ.

Bishop Mouzon called the confer-

ence promptly to order at 9 o'clock,
iriday morning, November 12, 1915

ter of Paul's first letter 1o the Cor-
inthians,

He was at his best. The Advocate
has heard Pim make expesitions ve-
ivre, but he surpasscd himself. These
are some of the gist of many of the
2ocd things he said:

We are not to live like a fretful,
irritable child. Paul said he was once
a child, but now Le was a man. I am
afraid that we are great grown-up
peeple and do just like little children.

In recent years some great sciol-
ars have questioned whether St. Paul
ever saw Jesus in the flesh. 1 heard
Dr. Moulton say that some of the best
scholars argued that St. paul  saw
Je us in the days of his trial.

I don’t know, but if Paul had scen
him and wanted to give us a pen pic-
ture o’ Christ he could noi have given
us a better one than this thirteenth
caapter of First  Corinthians.  Put
“Jesus” where the word “love” oc-
curs and you have a perfect picture
of Christ. Try it and see.

Everything  brightened when  he
came, The world had a new ideal
invested with a new power. He gave
power to live according to this new
ideal.

Did you ever study the personality
of the Twelve Disciples to see  just
now different they were?

There was Simon  Peter—enthu-

siastic  outspoken, impetuous in his
devotion
There was Nathaniel—quiet, digni-

fied, retiring in his disposition.

Fhere was Matthew-—he accepted
an office under a hated government.
In the days of reconstruction, we
hated the man from a hated govern-
ment. We knew he was a rascal if
he did. (Many amens). We called
him a scalawag, a carpetbaggzer. Mat-
thew was a tax-gatherer for a hated
soverminent.

There was Simon, the zealot—ihe
zealots were a Ku-Klox band. The
scalots hated the Roman governmenr.

Jesus gathered about him men of
varied types and treathed his Spirit
upoa them. Differences vanished.
They loved him—they loved one an-
other.

Love is the great unificr. You re-
mcmber what tne hoathen said? “The
Muster seems to have persuaded all
men to be brethren.”

Anvbody can hate. Some make a
virtue out of vice, Anyhody e¢an gath-
cr a grudge, love never does, It is
an evidence of savagery. No matter
where, the nursing of 1t is an evidence
of savagery.

“EDDYISM.”
By Rev. Theo. Copeland.

There has lately fallen into my
hands a pamphlet, written by Frede-
rick W. Peabody, Esq., of the Bosten
bar, which purports to speak the plain,
truth in plain terms regarding Mary
Baker G. Eddy, the “mother” of Chris-
tian Science.

Mirs. Eddy claims to be God’s aman-
uensis; that the book called “Science
and Health” is not of human origin,
and that she was “only a seribe echoing
the harmonies of heaven in divine met-
aphysics.” and therefore cannot be su-
permodest of the Christian Science
texthook. This sacrilegious claim is
contradicted by reason and revelation.
Alr. Peabody piles up evidence to show
beyond peradventure that Mrs. Eddy
stole her system from a work entitled,
“Science of Man,” by a Dr. P. P.
Quinby, of Portland, Maine: vet her
followers believe that God literally
dictated the contents of this book to
Mrs. Eddy, and that jt is in every part
the word of God.

WWhat are the fundamental teachings
of Christian Science? In the first
place, it denies the personality of God.
All sane theology and all the ereeds of
Christendom agree that God is a per-
son, the Father of the spirits of all
tesh. who of old laid the foundations
of the earth: and the heavens are the
works of his hands. Indeed, upon any
other supposition the whole Bible and
#1 Christian literature are a meaning-
less mass and senseless jargon. “What
is God?” asks Mrs. Eddy. “Jehovah is
rot a person:” “God is principle.”
Denyving the personality of God, she
pro~eeds to affrm that matter does
rot exist, and that the fundamental
error of mortal man is the belief that
matter is intelligent. According to
Mrs. Eddv, laws of matter are nothing
mere nor less than a belief of intelli-
vence and life in matter, which is the
procuring cause of all disease: where-
as, God— truth—is its positive cure.
She ascerts, further. that there is “no
life. truth, intelligence or substance in
matter.” It is a fatal delusion which
leads men to deny the existence of
matter when its presence is attested
by all the senses, and is so palpable
that only fools or fanatics can explain
it away.

The textbook of Christian Science
teaches that “disease bheing a belief,
a Iatent delusion of mortal mind, the
sensation would not appear if this
error were met and destroyed by
truth.” “Secience not only reveals the
orizin of all disease as wholly mental,
hut it also declares that all disease is
cured by mind.” “Sickness is part of
the error which truth casts out.” It
is passing strange that a wise and
merciful God should allow millions of
hig children to suffer under a strong
delusion and to disappear mysterious-
Iy from the world, and after six thou-
sand vears raise up this woman to
enlizhten the nations.

Mrs. Eddy claims that she has re-
stored the dead to life, that she has
healed consumption in its last stages,
and has performed many miraculous
cures. She and her followers claim
for her eaquality with Jesus, the im-
maculate Son of God. All this we
steadfastly disbelieve.

No doubt many of the healings of
Christian Science can be verified; and

i

this is the only feature of this no-
torious cult that can possibly appeal
to a rational mind. True science
teaches that the mind is intimately
connected with the body, and has a
wonderful power over it; but Mrs.
Eddy did not discover this power nor
obtain it by divine revelation. Won-
derful cures have been wrought by
mental scientists, Dowieites, divine
healers, and others; so that she and
her associates have no monopoly of
the business.

Mrs. Eddy believes in witcheraft,
and expresses the hope that eventually
our laws will take cognizance of men-
tal crime.

One of the prominent articles of her
faith is a strong belief in money. In-
deed, she and her followers practice
mostly among the wealthy classes: so
that from college fees and sales of her
book and the liberality of restored
patients she has amassed a fortune. In

seven vears her college fees alone .

amounted to $1.200,000, and thousands
of her books have been sold at a profit
of five hundred per cent.

I cannot go further into detail: but
T would sound a note of warning to
all men who love truth and who would
be saved from this monstrous delu-
sion.

Speaking in one of his epistles of
the emissaries of Satan, Paul de-
nounces them and their works, and he
save:  “God shall csend them a work-
ing of error. that they should helieve
a lie.,” This is the pitiable pli=ht
which 211 Christian Scientists are re-
duced; and this delusion causes wives
to separate from their hushands, and
mothers to abandon their helpless
children, and voung women to put
marryving hbehind them as inconsistent
with spirituality of life and character.
Tt is becaunse of this delusion that men
Lave closed their minds to the light
of reason and turned from the pursuit
of knowledee. et the odions imposi-
tion be oxposed and meet the oblogquy
it so richly deserves.

There
were two forees acting at work clos-
ing their minds, and they are quite
ac active today, the forces of pride
and prejudice,.  When these abound
in a life, every door and window is
closed, and the “Light of the World”
will seek admission in vain. If we
are healthy, and have the nature of
little children, we shall have a hun-
gry open-mindedness for the truth—
“as new born babes, long for the milk
of the word.”—Rev. J. H. Jowett,D.D.

THE GREAT MEMORIAL.

Benjamin Franklin once remarked
that if a man would be remembered
after he is dead he must either write

things worth doing or do things worth
writing.

In the erypt of St. Paul's Cathedral
lies the body of Sr. Christopher Wren.
Upon a marble slab surmounting his
tomb are inscribed these words: “If
you seek a monument, look around.”
This great ecathedral, standing in the
midst of a great populous city, is an
enduring monument to the genius of
this great architect. Wellington and
Lord Nelson also lie buried in St
Paul's. On the morn of the battle of
Trafalgar Nelson exclaimed, “This will
mean death or Westminster Abbey ™
But the body of England’s hero lies
not with the host of royalty and lit-
erati that slumber in the Westmin-
ster. Here, too, is Wellington's fun-
eral car, the wheels of which were
moulded from the ecannon ecaptured
upon historic battlefields. This car
was made in eight days immediately
following the death of the great Iron
Duke. It was drawn by sixteen horses
through the streets of London, bear-
ing the body of the man who mastered
the mighty Corsican. Afterward it
was taken down and set up again in
the erypt of St. Paul's.

As one walks down the sisles and
through the transepts of Westminster
he i= all but overpowered by a sense
of history. The tombs of kings, poets,
philosophers, scientists, orators and
statesmen are on the right hand and
on the left. What means all this if
it i= not humanity’s expression of a
passionate desire to be remembered’
This same human desire expressed it-
self through the lips of Jesus when
with tender hand he pressed the wine
to the lips of his devoted followers
and said, “Do this as oft as ye drink
it in remembrance of me.” Other men

FIRST JOHN 3:9.

Sin is the only thing in the universe
of God that will damn 2 soul. Sin is
the only thing in the universe of God
that will keep a soul out of heaven.
If a soul is saved from hell and saved
in heaven, it must be saved from sin.

There was but one purpose in the
mind of God, the Father, in sending
kis Son, Jesus Christ, into this world,
in giving him to die upon the cross, in
shedding his own precious blood, and
that was to save his people from their
sins.

1 raise the question, Has God the
power and Jesus Christ the grace to
accomplish this one purpose of God
with mankind? 1 affirm that he has—
that he is all-sufficient. To admit
that God has not the power to save
his people from their sins is to admit
that the devil is more powerful than
God, and that sin is more powerful
than grace, and that the blood of Jesus
Christ has in it no efficiency—that
there is no balm in Gilead and no
physician there. To make these ad-
missions is to tear up vour Bible and
dethrone God and his power and
actually do away with the atonement
Christ has made for the world. Now,
either of these propositions is true—
they can't both be true, they are as
opposite as the poles. Now, I raise
the question, Which is true? I shall
undertake to prove by reason, by logic,

common sense, and especially by
the Word of God, that God has power

STER RS e SRS O

to save his people from their sins. I
rely upon the Bible. I believe the
Bible when fairly and consistently in-
terpreted, with reference to the char-
acter of God, and right here at this
point lies all of our trouble and mis-
understanding or controversy. [ have
three rules for the interpretation of
God’s Word, for which I am indebted
to A. Wilford Hall:

First: The Scriptures must so be
interpreted as never to reflect upon
the character or attributes of Deity,
for if you bring God into disrepute by
vour interpretation of his Word, you
destroy God and all is lost.

Second: You mst so interpret the
Word of God always as not to contra-
diet it. If the Bible is God's Word,
God is too wise to contradict himself.

Third: Every threat and every
promise in the Bible that God makes
to his children or the sinner is con-
ditional and is always implied in the
threat or in the promise, whether
expressed in the passage or not.

With an honest heart and a prayer
for wisdom, and with these three rules
to guide, I may understand and com-
prehend the will of God concerning
my salvation plainly.

For the plan of salvation is so plain
that the fool or the wayfaring man
may not err therein.

It is our prejudice or love for a
theory that gets us into trouble.

Now, with this foundation, I raise
another point: The Arminians say that
all men are in sin and that when the
sinner repents and believes in Jesus
Christ as his personal Savior that God
saves him from all sin. and if he uses
the means of grace he mayv continue
to be saved from all =in, and that this
is possible and the truth of God as
tavght in his Word no sane man can
doubt, if he will take the first rule of
interpretation as his guide, for my
text savs (and hundreds of others that
are just as positive), “Whosoever is
born of God doth not commit sin.”
Our Calvinistie friends sayv a cer-
tain part is to be saved and a certain
part is to be lost, and that this is fixed
in the mind of God without consult-
ing the will of man.

Now, by my first rule, this theory
destrovs God, beecause it makes God
unjust and also partial. Then, they
teach again: After a man is born of
God that his soul cannot sin. hut that
his body sins and sins continually
every day, every hour.

It is astonishing heyvond compre-
hension that such a theory could ever
find its way to the heart of man, and
vet this theory is preached from pul-
pits all over this land of ours: in-
deed. thev quote the Scriptures in
proof of their theory, 1 John 1:8.

Then. they rely unon Romans 3,
from 10th verse to 18th. Then, again,
Fecle. 7:20: “For there is not a just
man upon earth that doeth good and
sinneth not.” Many other passages
thev refer to as proof: Job 15:14-17;
Job 15:14, 15, 16,

I affirm this last passage is not in-
spiration.  Only recerded here as his-
tory. Who spoke this languace? One
of three pretended friends of Job., If
bhe refers to the Christian it is not the
truth. It is true if he refers to the
«inner. The clause. “the heavens are
not clean in his sight,” T deny. God
made them and thev are clean. Now,
Job 25:4, 5, 6. Now, who is the author
of this language? Another one of
Job’s pretended friends, Bildad. He
savs the moon shineth not, the stars
are not clean in his sight. In which
there is not a word of truth, hut is a
reflaction on God. These three friends
were trving to make Job believe he
was a sinner because he was so much
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afllicied. There jis no truth in theis
ussertions. Now. t: ke Job's answer
to their allegzations: Job 27:4, 5, 6.
Here is inspiration, Job speaking un
der the influence of the Holy Ghost.

This must be astonishing to thes«
Bildad preachers over our Texas land
that here was a just and a perfect
man and a righteous man who did not
commit sin long before the coming of
Jesus Christ into the world, and if
Christ could save his people from their
cins before he shed his blood upon
the cross, can he not do so now after
that blood has been shed, and under
the lizht and influence of the Gospel
dispensation, the reign of the Hely
Spirit?  Does the description which
Paul gives in Rom. 3:10, 18 refer to
God’s regenerated children? If he
does. then black is white and sin is
richteousness and God is the devil
I sperak reverently.

But God says, What concord hath
God with Belial, or darkness with
light?

peach-ie no much.” And a fat old

Choctaw sitting near blandly smiled
ond said, “Umph!”

When M. W. Dunaway, for four
years a student in Massey College,
made his report, he said: “When |
was a student in Ardmore College, it
turned down: when [ was a student
‘n Epworth University, it was dis-
solved; when | went to Vanderbilt,
they took it away from the Church.
1 am here to report ready for work.”
“Well,” said the Bishop, “don’t you
come to Southern Methodist Univer-
sity; you go to Harvard.”

When the Secretary read the min-
utes of one of the sessions, he an-
nounced the name of “Louis Nichols™
as having been introduced to the
conference. It was given proper cor-
rection, whereupon the Bishop said:
“Well. I knew that Blaylock had taken
over everything he could get his hands
on in Texas and the Advocate terri-
tory, but I didn't know before that he
had gone so far as to try to name
everything and everybody after him-
self.”

THE WARS.

It looks as thouzh Greec: cannost
much longer maintain her policy of
* benevolent neutrality.” While it is
the general belief that a vast ma-
jority ot Greeks are favorable to the
Allies, King Constantine and his im-
mediate group are pro-Germaon. The
Allies have made demands upon ihe
Greek Government which have not
been met. They insist that thoush
Greece may not actually help thaw in
the Balkan campaign, that she shall
at least give them an entirely free
hand. The Allies are determined that
she shall, even though it become
necessary o enforce the demand by
sending a Dritish and French flect to
insure non-interierence  with  their
Dalkan plans. The Greck Government,
it is reported, has modified its posi-
tion somewhat, but whether the moedi-
fication will suflice to satisiy the
Aliies is not known. There has not
been a great deal of fighting in tne
war zones during the past ten days,
but the real activities are yet cen-
tered in Serbia. Late dispaiches say
the Serbs main army is being gradu-
ally driven further west, with the
Austrians from the north and west
closirg in about them, with the pros-
pects that they will soon be “pocket-
ed” by their enemy. Lord Kitchener,
the DBritish Secretary of Wur, is re-
pertea to have reached Mudros, ac-
companied by the resident General of
Egypt. and expecis to visit the Greek
cacital soon. Winston Chrrchill is on
his way to join the colcrs on the Brit-
ish front

The United States has not reccived
a reply from Great Dritain to the re-
cert notes, and probably will not do
so for som> weeks. Tne destruction
of the Italian steamer Ancona last
week is causing some worry at Wash-
ington and the matter is now under
investigation t¢ determine whether
the vessei reccived warning oefore st-
tacked by the Austrian submarine.

The Mexican situation is still
chaotic, but appears to be shaping it-
seli. Carranza, since his recognition
by Uncle Sam, has taken new heart
and believes he will be able to restore
peace now in a short time. Villa,
however, is yet giving trouble and
vrobably will be troublesome for some
time.

| now raise the point, Can the body
sin? It is the business of the Calvin-
Ils to prove their unscriptural and
+illy theories eltiver by logic or reason
or by the Word of God interpreted by
our three rules. This they have not
undertaken to do as far as I know,
eXcept in the case of one Mr. Finney,
a Miss'onary Baptist evangelist. In a
pamphlet on this subject he quotes
Phil. 2:21, undertaking to prove that
the Lody of a regenerated person was
the sinner. Mr. Finney ought to have
known that the Apostie Paul in this
bassage of Scripture refers to the vile-
ness oi the body as subject to disease,
aflliction and death and that after the
resurrection of the body it will no
more be called vile, because not sub-
Jeet 1o disease or decay. Paul had no
reference on earth to the body com-
mitting sin. I affirm that the body has
ho power to sin within itself without
conirol of the inner man, that it is no
more capable of breaking God's law
than a stone. The body has no power
to raise an arm, to walk one step or
te speak one word until the inner man
wills it 5o to do. The soul or will of
man determines its every act. Where
will you locate sin in the body? In
the hair of the head? If so, I would
have fewer sins than the most of men.

Will you locate it in the finger nail?
I could take a penknife and pare off
a jpart of my sins. Will you locate
it in the blood? | could cord my
arm and lancing it get rid of my sins.
A man eonnot start to reason upon
such a silly theory. How man ever
came to conceive such a thought that
the bod’ sins and that the soul is left
s innocent as a newborn babe after
@ man is regenerated is a wonder be-
yond my comprehension. Now, I ap-
peal to the Word of God. 1 Cor. 3:16,
17, the apostle says: “Know ye not
that ye are the temple of God, and
that the Spirit of God dweleth in you?"
“If any man defile the temple of God
Fim shiall God destroy; for the temple
of God is holy, which temple ye are.”
*anl affirms first that the believer is
the temple of God: second, that the
Spirit of God is within the believer:
third, if any man defile this temple
God will destroy him. Mark this point,
if any mun defile this temple. Not if
the temple defile itself, because that
is impossible: fourth, the apostle af-
firme pocatively that the temple is
holy. Now, | affirm that he calls the
body the temple of God. See 1 Cor.
6:19, “What? know ye not that your
body is the temple of the Holy Ghost
which is in you, which ye have of God,
and ye are not yoar own?”

This proves positively that he calls
the bedy the temple of the Holy Ghost.
This settles it. In 1 Cor. 6:15, 16:
“Know ye not that your bodies are
the members of Christ? shall 1 then
take the members of Christ, and make
them the members of an harlot?

“What? know ye not that he which
is joined to an harlot is one body?
for two, saith he, shall be one flesh.”

The soul can disobey God and sin
by joining the temple of God to an
harlot.

Now, | come to prove positively and
ewphatically that the body has no
power to sin, by quoting Brother
Hicks' text, 1 Cor.

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DR. E. G. PATTON.

Dr. E. G. Patton died Thursday of
last week in his home at Cockrell
Hill Station, near Dallas. Dr. Pat
ton was born in Troup County, Geor-
gia, in 1838, and at the time of his
demise was 77 years of age. His
father was a Prebyterian preacher and
educator. When a lad of sixteen years,
Dr. Patton eame to Texas and made
his home with his brother, Rev. J. C.
G. R. Patton, at Linden, where he
studied medicine. With the assist-
ance of his brother, the Rev. J. C. G
R. Patton, he attended the University
of Louisiana, graduating with the
class of 1858, He began the practiee
of medicine in Hopkins County, Tex-
as, and remained in the general prae
tice for eighteen years, afterwards es-
tablishing a drug store at Sulphur
Springs, where he accumulated con
siderable property. He was an army
surgeon during the entire time of the
Civil War. Dr. Patton moved to Dal
las in 1588 Later he established the
wholesale drug business known as the
Patton Worsham Druz Company. He
also established two medicine com-
panies in Dallas. The Patton In«ti
tute, a2 well known school in Oak Cliff,
several years azo, was established an !
fostered by Dr. Patton. He was mar
ried in Hopkins County to Miss Tex
ana Poyd, who was born and reared
in that county, and who died in 191
in Dallas County. He never had any
children. He was a great jover of
education and educated forty-five
young men and women. He was known
as a philanthropist and on numerous
occasions  contributed lberally 10
worthy causes, such a« education, re
ligion and charity He often said
nothing gave him more pleasure than
to help the deserving. He is survived
by many relatives, including nieces
and nephews in Dallas and in other
places. The funeral took place last
Friday, the interment being in Oak
CHff Cemetery, Rev. J W, Hill, former
pastor of first Methodist Church and
for thirty-five years his warm personal
friend. conducting the services
