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THE NEW TESTAMENT IDEA OF 
PREACHING.

The kingdom must come through 
preaching. The supreme instrument in 
the bringing in of the kingdom is preach­
ing. Nothing can supplant preaching, if 
the Kingdom of God is to come among 
men, and no one can supply the place of 
the preacher.

We are not sure that the Christian 
Church or even the Christian ministiy it­
self appreciates the fundamental place of 
Christian preaching in the accomplishment 
of the work of the kingdom. Platform 
meetings, sacred cantatas and picture 
shows even now are contesting for first 
place in the Sunday evening services in 
many of our Churches.

The great outside world, of course, has 
no conception of the suprome impoi-tance 
of preaching. Indeed, we do not doubt that 
the Rev. W. T. Davison speaks the exact 
truth when he says that “the word ‘preach’ 
is not in good odour with the world.” A 
good book is better, a social hour with 
friends in the home or at the clubhouse is 
better than an hour spent listening to 
preiiching.

A supreme task before the Church of 
today is to restore preaching to its right­
ful place in the thoujdit of both its minis­
ters and its people. And this can be done 
only as we return to the New Testament 
idea of preaching.

There are two words in the New Testa­
ment Greek which best expi^ss the New 
Testament conception of preaching. The 
first means to proclaim after the manner of 
a herald and always, says Thayer, the 
great lexicographer, with a suggestion of 
formality, gravity and authority which 
must be listened to and obeyed. 'The sec­
ond word means to publish, carrying with 
it the idea af celebrating, commending, 
openly praising.

Preaching, then, means vastly more 
than oixlinary speaking. It is a piticlama- 
tion shot through with the note of author­
ity and commended by the very manner of 
its delivery.

Preaching is not primarily a finished, 
logical discourse, nor is it an argument. 
It is a proclamation. It is a pi-oclamation 
the reality and truth of which the herald 
celebrates in his own soul and by his omti 
glowing experience commends it to his 
hearers.

The first preachers did not preach a the­
ology, nor a moral code, nor a form of 
ritual, nor a social reformation. The theme 
of their preaching was the personal Christ. 
They preached both the Jesus of history 
and the Christ of experience. They pi-o- 
claimed the whole Christ. 'They were sure 
of Him as their personal Savior and their 
certainty commended Him to others. Their 
preaching, therefore, was both authorita­
tive and persuasive.

Are not these precisely the notes which 
are lacking in much of our modern preach­

ing—authority and persuasion ? We seem 
not to commend Christ because we have 
not first celebrated his presence and vic­
tory in our own souls. We do not speak 
with an authority which is derived from a 
saved experience. Our w’ords do not im­
pose themselves with the weight of cer­
tainty. We do not herald the good news of 
a redeeming Christ with the certitude and 
joy of those who themselves have exper­
ienced his power to forgive sins. And 
while this remains true, we shall continue 
to lament the passing of the pulpit’s influ­
ence and power.

Phillips Brooks tells us that the world 
has not yet heard its best preaching. Per­
haps not. The ministry is becoming more 
cultured every year. Schools of theology 
are better equipped than ever before. More 
cultured men than in any day in the past 
are devoting themselves to the training of 
those who ai-e to stand in our pulpits. The 
facilities for ministerial preparation wero 
never so many and so varied as today. All 
this, surely, is excellent.

If the world, however, has not yet heard 
its best preaching, it will be because our 
pi*cachers tuiTi inci'easingly to the New 
Testament ideal of preaching. For certain­
ly dialectic skill never made a preacher. 
Culture never made a preacher. These, to 
be sure, help and help vastly, but unless 
cultured men celebrate in their o\%ti ex­
periences the saving power of Christ, they 
cannot become authoritative and persua­
sive heralds of the gospel; and until they 
do this, they cannot commend the Christ 
whom they preach. And when the day of 
such preaching comes, then the world in­
deed will hear its best preaching.

PROTEST AGAINST A FALSE PEACE.
Some seventy-five American religious 

leaders gave to the press a few days since 
a most remarkable document. 'The signers 
are among the sanest religious leaders on 
the American continent. 'The document is 
of such vast importance that we feel justi­
fied in repiXNiucing two or three para­
graphs :

When war drenches Europe in blood, it is nat­
ural that we Americans should shudder at the 
sighL To call upon the combatants to stop the 
carnage is an impulse so strong that it eren 
tends to displace judgment and distort values. We 
are apt to forget, a t any rate for the time being, 
that there are conditions under which the mere 
stopping of warfare may bring a curse instead of 
a blessing. We need to be reminded that peace 
is the triumph of ri^teousness and not the mere 
sheathing of the sword. To clamor for an ending 
of the present war without insuring the vindica­
tion of truth, justice, and honor is not to seek 
peace but to sow disaster.

Because it is so easy to lose sight of these es­
sential principles, we, the undersigned, view with 
some concern the organized and deliberate effort 
now being made so to stampede Christian senti­
ment as to create a public opinion blindly favor­
able to stopping hostilities without adequate con­
sideration of the issues which the war involves.

We are Christians, and, as such, deem that 
truth and righteousness are to be maintained in­
violate, even at the sacrifice of physical life. We

are citizens of the United States, and, as such, 
are conscious of the solemn responsibilities of our 
Christian citizenship. We accordingly venture to 
direct the attention of our fellow-Christians to a 
few of the vital issues which are making their 
mute appeal for final decision.

Following these words is a i-ecital of the 
fate of Belgium, the massacre of a million 
Armenians, the desolation of Sei-via and 
Poland, the destruction of the Lusitania, 
the staiwation of Jews and Syrians in the 
Holy Land, the attempt to array Moslems 
against Christians in a “Holy War,” the in­
timidation of small nations and the viola­
tion of inteinational agreements.

The address continues:
In the presence of these pending and as yet un­

settled issues we feel impelled to warn our breth­
ren against those who cry, “Peace, peace,” when 
there is no peace. The just God, who withheld not 
his own Son from the cross, would not look with 
favor upon a people who put their fear of pain 
and death, their dread of suffering and loss, their 
concern for comfort and ease, above the holy 
claims of righteousness and justice and freedom 
and mercy and truth. Much as we mourn the 
bloodshed in Europe, we lament even more that 
supineness of spirit, that indifference to spiritual 
values, which would let mere physical safety take 
precedence of loyalty to truth and duty. The 
memory of all the saints and martyrs cries out 
against such backsliding of mankind. Sad is our 
lot if we have forgotten how to die for a holy 
cause.

We solemnly declare to you our conviction that 
the question of all questions for our immediate 
consideration is this: Shall the ancient Christian 
inheritance of loyalty to great and divine ideals 
be replaced by considerations of mere expediency ?

The American government, we think, 
has given to the world a splendid example 
of neutrality during the progress of the 
gi-eat European war. At times both sets 
of belligerents have criticized our govein- 
ment as being unneutral. But the remark­
able cordiality in the recent note of the 
Central powers and that of the Entente 
shows that both the Teutonic and the En­
tente governments recognize that Presi­
dent Wilson has sincerely striven to be 
neutral in this great contest. The re-elec­
tion of President Wilson shows that his 
own people likewise recognize and endor.se 
his efforts at neutrality.

Is the act of the signers of this address 
an unneutral act? We think not. It is a 
protest, rather, against the effort of the 
Central powers to enlist the sympathy of 
the American people toward their scheme 
to close the war upon their own tei-rns. For 
manifestly these powers are behind a prop­
aganda for peace which does not give ade­
quate i-ecognition to demands for restitu­
tion for wrongs committed. The Christian 
sentiment of America will commit an un- 
neutral, if not an immoral act, should it 
bring pressure upon England and her allies 
to close the war without reference to the 
inj^ustices which have been committed 
against the civilization of Europe and. in­
deed, of the whole world.

The American people sincerely desire to 
be neutral, but they can not allow one set 
of belligerents to capitalize American pub­
lic sentiment in their behalf.

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A GREAT MEETING IN BALTI­

MORE.
Rev. John M. Moore. D. D.

The Christin«8 CooTerenee of 1784, 
which brousht into exMtenec the 
Methodist Epiacopal Church, set in 
motion no invuter currents than those 
let loose by the Christmas meetinK of 
the Commissioa of Fifty on Uniflca- 
tion of American Methodisms which 
began December 28, 1918, and closed 
January 2. 1917. From the opening 
prayer service conducted by Bishop E. 
£ . Hoss, to the hnal benediction pro­
nounced by Bishop Earl Cranston, 
there was a remariwble mamfestation 
of the presence of the Spirit of God. 
Every member of the Commission was 
deeply impressed by this unmistakable 
Divine Fresence.

Bishop Warren A. Candler preached 
the openin'' sermon in the First Meth­
odist Episcopal Church, and he preach­
ed with unction and great power. At 
the close the Sacrament of the 
Lord’s Supper was administered. A 
large congregation was present The 
afternoon and evening of the first day 
were given to separate meetings of the 
Commissions. The second w y w-as 
given to a discussion of the methods 
^  procedure, the question of open or 
cloM  see lions (dKided closed), to a 
reading of the official actions taken by 
the j5 n t  Commisaioo on Federation 
and by the General Conferences of the 
two Churches and to statements by 
the representatives of the two 
Churches as to the powers of the Com­
missions and as to the meaning of the 
actions taken by the respective Gen­
eral Conferences.

The third day was given to discus­
sions—what some called “conversa­
tions”—on the General Conference (in 
the forenoon) and the jurisdictional 
conferences (in the afternoon). The 
fourth day was Sunday. At the morn­
ing hour all the ministers and some 
laymen spoke in the pulpits. Former 
Vice-President Fairhsadts, who attend­
ed the meeting thronidioot, spoke at 
First C%nreh. In the afternoon by the 
arrangement made by that princely 
man, whose hospitality blessed every 
Commissioner, Rev. John P. Goucher,
D. D„ the (kMnmissioners were taken 
to ML Olivet where a special service 
in menMwy of Bishop Piancis Asbury 
was brid. Bishop Collins Denny being 
in charge and Bishop F. D. L e ^  giv­
ing the address. We stood reverently 
by the graves of Francis Asbury. 
Jesse Lee, Bishop Enoch George, Bish­
op R  R  Roberts, Bishop John Emor)-, 
Bishop Beverly Waugh and others of 
historic note. It was a sacred pilgrim­
age to the graves of our common 
Methodist fathers, and they made ns 
really one in this act of homage. A 
similar sense of oneness was felt when 
Dr. Goucher stood one morning in 
Robert Strawbridge’s pulpit, with 
Henry Smith’s saddle bags hanging on 
the side, and read the lesson from the 
pocket Bible which Bishop Thoinas 
Coke had at his side when he was 
found dead in his ship cabin at sea. 
At another time the lesson was read 
from the New Testament which John 
Wesley owned and used when a boy 
at Charterhouse School, while a t an­
other it eras read from the proof 
sheets at Wesley’s Notes with his own 
corrections on the side. Our cornmcm 
sacred pswt spoke to us as Wesley’s 
sons—of one family.

On Sunday night we gathered—and 
a la n e  ctmgregation—in Trinity 
Methodist Episcopal Church, South, 
for the watcn nifpit service. Bisliop 
W. B. Mnrrah was in charge of the 
first half and Bishop John W. Hamil­
ton of the second half of the services. 
Strong and helpful messages were 
given ny the leaders and Drs. Spencer, 
Downey, Ivey and Ainsworth, the two 
latter being short. ’The service Honed 
with prayers by Bishops Candler and 
Cranston, the two Chairmen of the 
Commission, the Commissioners kneel­
ing a t the altar.

n a  fifth day, Monday, was given 
to a discussion of the relation of the 
negro membership of the negotiating 
Churches to the new Church. Practi­
cally every member spoke. All the 
speeches m  the entire sessions were 
limited to five minutes. On this day 
the time was extended for Bishop 
Hamilton, Bishop Hoss. Bishop leete 
and the two colored brethren. Dr. R.
E. Jones and Dr. I. Garland Penn. 
Bishop Lsete is now in charge of 
Negro cosrfeTences, was reared in 
S o i^  Carolina. thouHi bom in the 
North, and has been the resident Bish­
op of the Methodist Episcopal Church 
at Atlanta since May. 1912. Bishop 
Hamilton was for a dosen years the 
Secretary of the Freedmen’s Aid So- 
cie^. Mshop Hoss know.i the South 
as do few men. Such fine, frank, open- 
minded and open-hearted statements 
seldom have been uttered on so deli­
cate and dMIcult a ciuestion. but fifty 
men will testify that not a harsh word

or even a harsh tone was heard that 
day. The same can bo said of all the 
"converaationa.’* The two colotud 
brothers spoke with perfect candor 
and with such simplicity, straight­
forwardness and tendsmsss e t spirit 
as to win the admiration of every 
Commissioner. Dr. Jonas’ speech won 
its way with remarkable force to the 
heart of every Southern man. Such 
a day I never supposed sms possible. 
God made it so in nnswer to tM pray­
ers of the mnltitods of his praying 
sons and dauHiters throughout the

Did the Commission do anything? 
It certainly did. No votes were taken 
on any measure because it sms 
thought by the majority—and many of 
our Southern Commissieners were of 
that view—that no action should be 
taken on part at the plan until we 
were ready to net on aR No one sup­
posed that such a  task could be con­
summated srithin a sroek. It sms ex­
pected before sre assembled that three 
or four meetings sreuld be required.

THE PARABLE OF LEAVEN— 
WHAT DOES IT TEACH?

(Number Two.)
Having in our first article piesont- 

ed some facts about the nature and 
effect of leaven, and its symbolica) 
use in the Bible, 1 will give a brief 
ummary of these facta.

We have seen that Isaven invari- 
uhly corrupts and destroys all it leav­
ens if not arrested by fire or ether 
l>owerful agent, and this fact we illus- 
‘.rated by the process sf baking bread.

Th^same condition is sot forth in 
the parable of the “net.”

The good and bad are draem to the 
shore together and the good are gath­
ered into vsssels, but they cast the 
bad away. “So shah H be ia the end 
of the world. ’The angels shall couw 
forth and sever the ericked from 
among the just and cast them into the 
furnace of fire.”

What does our Lord tench by this 
parable? Christ did not say that the 
kingdom of heaven was a  leavea, but 
“like leaven which a 
kid in three msnsurm at meal till the 
whole was leavened.” MThat dom the 
meal repromnt? MTho is the woman ? 
MThat is tho leaven ?

Our Lord is presenting sue phme 
ef the kingdom which is not slsewhere 
premnted. and the phase or fact about 
the kiagdM is that it is erkslly loav­
ened when the leaven hm k ^  Hs 
final effect, if not arrested, for he 
says “till the whols was leavoasd.” 
That the meal dees not rsprssrnt the 
whole world is plain from the facto 
already cHsd. for that canaot be if 
the Word ef (tod be true. ‘The whole 
world eril) not be mvod if Jesus and 
his apoetim be authority, as already

quoted, and since the kingdom does 
not extend itodf or sprmd like Iravra, 
our Savior cannot refer here to the 
kingdom or goopel of the kingdom as 
Imvin. ”A little Isaven leaveneth the 
erholo lump.” This the irospel does 
not do in its influence and effect upon 
the world. No coasmunity that I have 
ever known has been wholly saved, 
and seme, where the gospel hnd been 
preached for generations, have revert­
ed back to thsir formerly nagodly 
state, and the once proopen m> 
ClinrdMS abandoned to ungodlineas 
and irreligiaoaaem; but it is e o n  to 
sec how taat sin like leavea affects 
all who come under Hs power. Leaven 
^rends or extemls Hs power over all 
it touches. One rotten apple will rot 
a barrelful of sound ones if allowed 
to remain ia contact with the good 
ones. So at ether fruH and v e g ^ -  
blm nlso, bemum H is leaven that 
sours and spoils all H leaveai. Like 
sin, H in everywhere, and much of 
our food must bo k o ^  in a ir-tM t 
vessels for presorvatMu from the de­
structive power of Imven. “One sin­
ner dsstroyeth asneh good,” and 
leaven extends Hs power Just like sin 
which sutoted tbu world in Eden, and 
has corrupted the whole human race 
“till tho wholo eras leavened.” So 
romplete was the leavea ef sin opera­
ting on tho maakiad that “every im- 
raaginatioa of his hoart was only evil 
ami that coatiaaally;” aad whoa (tod 
saved righteous Noah from the leav­
ened amm of humaaHy that he ndght 
rear a godly generation, the leaven 
again began Hs corrupting aad soul- 
destroying work in that generation, 
so that another family (Abraham) 
mast be chosen for (tod’s covsnant 
blsssHigt to bscome his peculiar pso- 
plo through whom the wholo wwld 
was to bo blessed; but when this 
chosen poopio were organised into a 
Church in the Wilderness, after a 
Divine pattern, they soon became in- 
fectad by the loaven ef sin, aad when 
Christ caaw to his own he found his 
tessplo hnd become “a dea of thieves.” 
aad the most conspicuous leaders ia 
tho Church to be hypocrHes that de- 
sorvod “the greater damnation.” or

.MEETI.NG OF THE CENTENNIAL 
COM.MLS.SION.

It appearing that 1917 is the cen­
tennial of organic Methodism in 
Texa.-;, the several Annual Confer­
ences of the State at their recent ses­
sions. by concert of action, provided 
for the celebration of the event by 
constituting a commission of twelve 
members—one clerical and one lay 
member from each of the five larger 
conferences of the State, and one 
member, clerical or lay, from each of 
the German and Mexican Conferences, 
members to be selected by their sev­
eral conferences. To this commission 
was committed the responsibility of 
projecting the centennial movement, 
and assirting in its observance.

January 9, 1917, Methodi.st Publish­
ing House, Dallas, were appointed as 
the time and place for inaugurating 
the celebration, and in compliance 
with that provision, the commission 
met at the Publishing House on the 
9th inst, with the following members 
present: Horace Bishop, of the Cen­
tral Conference; J. G. Miller, North­
west; W. D. Bradfield. West; E. L. 
Shettle.-s. Texas; W. C. Everett and 
Jno. II. iUcI.ean, North Texas Confer­
ence. H. M. Whaling, Jr., R. G. Mood 
and G. C. French were present as vis­
itors. and invited to participate in the 
meeting. The commission was organ­
ized b; making H. Bishop chairman 
and W. C. Everett Secretaiy. Prayer 
was offered by R. G. Mood.

The paper adopted by the several 
Annual C nference providing for the 
Commissh>p, and outlining its duties, 
was read and made the basis of au­
thority for the acts of the Commis­
sion.

The first action taken by the Com­
mission provides that centennial serv­
ices be held in the bounds of every 
pastoral charge, presiding elder’s dis­
trict a"d Annual Conference through­
out the £'tate. May. or as near there­
to as be prartical, is designated 
as a suit ible time for the pastoral 
charge; 1' hold their centennial cele­
bration.-. tlie  meeting of the District 
Conference, as a suitable time for its 
celebration, unless the presiding elder 
should prefer another date and the 
session of the Annual Conference, as 
appropriate for its celebration.

The largest latitude will be al­
lowed these several celebrations. S?ome 
may wish to utilize the occasion in 
promoting some local interest, or en­
terprise. or specialize along certain 
lines of Church work, L ea^e , Sun­

day School, revival, missionary. 
Church schools, church and parsonage 
building, with features of social en­
tertainment, pageants or such diver­
sions as may be desired.

The one thing, however, upon which 
the commission is most insistent and 
is most prominent in the paper pre­
pared by the conferences, is the his­
toric feature. Naturally we will re­
vert to the achievements of the cen­
tury, the days of the founders and 
fathers of Methodism in Texas, the 
conspicuous part they took in the ma­
terial, social and civil and religious de­
velopment of our State from a wilder­
ness of savages and wild beasts to an 
enviable place among the foremost of 
the galaxies of States. We owe it <o 
ourselves and to them, to redeem from 
oblivion the worthy names and deeds 
of those who have transmitted to us 
this goodly temporal and spiritual 
heritage—not meant to die— b̂ut live 
in history as a benediction and inspira­
tion to their successors. And in ac­
cordance with the recommendation of 
the conferences, the Commission pro­
vided that at the celebration of each 
pastoral charge, the pastor pre.sent a 
carefully written history of his charge 
from its organization to the present, 
with names of former pastors, and 
mention of the names of those men 
and women who have been conspicu­
ous in the development fo the charge 
along material and spiritual lines, 
with mention of revivals, camp-meet­
ings, Church schools, church and par­
sonage building, and religious care of 
the young. A like service is request­
ed of the presiding elders in writing 
up tbe historj' of their districts from 
their beginning, including former pre­
siding elders, meetings of District 
Conferences, places of meeting, im­
portant occurrences, incident.-, and 
transactions—men and things that 
would make up an interesting Church 
history.

The secretaries of Annual Confer­
ences are also re»iuested to write up 
the history of their respertive Annual 
Conferences, naming Bishops that 
have presided, .secretaries that have 
served, places of meeting, and most 
important facts and factors, incidents 
and achievements connected with the 
history of the conference.

In the preparation of theso histori­
cal sketches the parties charged with 
this duty are respectfully re iiu es^  to 
have the same typewritten or printed, 
and send a copy to Rev. H. M. Whal­
ing, of the Southern Methodist Uni­
versity, Dallas, for safe-keeping in the 
archives of the University, and use of 
future historians. Copies can also be 
retained for local use.

Many hands make light work. All 
can readily see what a large amount 
of valuable, reliable, historic-d data, 
from original sources and scenes of 
action, can be had and at once, if the 
different pastors, presiding elders and 
Annual Conference Secretaries will 
only respond to the call of their con­
ferences in furnishing the desin' i his­
torical sketches from ail parts of the 
State, and forward as requested. It 
will make memorable the centennial, 
in redeeming from forgetfulness, 
names and d e^s we should delight to 
perpetuate.

Sweral things connected with the 
centennial observance were suggested 
and discussed, but left over for the 
consideration fo the Executive Com­
mittee composed of Horace Bishop, 
E. L. Shuttles, W. D. Bradfield, W. C. 
Everett, with Jno. H. McLean, chair­
man and H. M. Whaling, Secretary. 
The Ihiblishing House, Dallas, will be 
the headquarters of the Centennial 
Commission. We beg that all may be­
come interested in this great occasion, 
and bring good out of it to every part 
of the State. JNO. H. McLEAN.

The 
Constitution provides also for the in­
clusion of m  Woman’s Missionary 
faeces of the State. This will icquire 
Joint actioa by the five missionary 
conferenees of the State, and as such 
action has not yet been taken affilia­
tion has not y d  been secured. The 
Board expressed the earnest hope that 
this consummat ion, so much to be de­
sired, may seen be realixed.

T h m  were present at this meeting: 
As clerical members, W. J. Johnson. 
A. J. Weeks, E. Hightower, S. S. Mc- 
Kenaey, f tu l  B. Kem aiid A. E. 
Rector. As lay members were W. N. 
Hagy and Terry W. Wilson. W. N. 
Hagy presided. The pastor of the 
C hum , Dr. F. P. Culver, lead in 
prayer.

Routine busiaeas by which the old 
Board was legally merged into the 
new Board was transacted. Rev. F. S. 
Onderdonk was elected President of 
the Assembly. This makes him ex- 
offido a  member of the Board.

W. N. Hagy, as builder in charge of 
the improvement of the assembly 
grounds, submitted a report whidi was 
accepted. The grouna have been 
fe n c ^  and a large warehouse erected 
filled with extensive and valuable 
equipment retained from the former 
League Encampment. There are now- 
in process of construction an audito­
rium, a bath house and a number of 
cottages to be occupied during the 
Assembly.

CONSmTlTION OF THE TEXAS 
METHODIST A.S.SEMBLY.
.Adopted Aagust 4th, 1916.

.Article I. Nanw.
This organization shall be know-n as 

the Texas Methodist Assembly and 
School of Methods for Christian work­
ers.

Article II. Aim.
The aim of the Assembly shall be to 

provide inspiration and training for 
Christian w-oikers in all kinds of 
Christian service. As an aid to the 
realization of this aim. the Assembly 
will employ all the ph)rsical advan­
tages of its environment for the rec­
reation of the body, but in no ease will 
it allow this physical feature to be held 
as on a p a t ^  with the avowed aim 
and purpose of the Assembly.

Article H. Membership.
The voting membership of the As­

sembly shall be composed of all mem­
bers of the Methodist Episcopal 
Church, South, present w-ho have paid 
the registration fee prescribed by the 
Trustees.

.Article IV. Trustees.
The Assembly shall be conducted 

by a Board of Trustees composed as 
follows:

One preacher and one layman for 
each Annual Conference of the Meth­
odist Episcopal Church, South, in 
Texas, to be nominated by the present 
Board of Trustees of the Texas State 
Epworth League, and after this by 
the Board of Trustees of the Assem­
bly, and elected by the respective con­
ferences, and one nominated by each 
of the State Epworth League Cen- 
feience, the State Sunday Sdiool Om- 
ference and the Woman’s _Missionar>- 
Conferences of the State in joint ac­
tion—all three to be elected by the 
Board of Trustees of the Assembly. 
Trustees shall serve four (4) years.

Article V. Officers.
The officers of Die Board shall be a 

Chairman, a Viee-Chairman. a Secre- 
t a ^  and a Treasurer.

The Chairman shall preside at all 
the meetings of the Board. The Viee- 
Chaimuui shall, in the absence of the 
Chairman, preside at the meetings of 
the Board, and, in the event of the 
disability of the Chairman, discharge 
all the duties of that officer. He shall 
also aid in every wuy possible the 
Chairman in eoiiducting the business 
of the Board.

The Secretary shall be the Business 
Manager of the Board. He shall keep 
an accurate record of all meetings of 
Oie Board, and furnish reports of its 
transactions to the press, especially 
the Church papers. He shall arrange 
for each meeting of the Assembly, 
and attend to all the business details 
of the annual sessions.

Article VI. Pro|{ram Committee.
Hie President of the Assembly, as

sentatives of the Board of the Ep­
worth League, the Sunday School, the 
Womaa’s Missionary Society and the 
Secretary of the Board of Trustees, 
shall be the Program Committee of 
the Assembly. They shall select and 
arrange the features of tiie program 
and choose the faculty and the speak­
ers. The President shall preside over 
the faculty, and be Master of Cere­
monies at all public meetings of the 
Assembly. The Board of Trustees 
shall at their discretion appoint a 
Field Secretary for the Assembly and 
provide for his salary.
Article vU. Executive Committee.
The Executive Committee of the

Board shall be composed of the Chair­
man, the Secretary and the Treasurer.

.Article VIII. Revenue.
The revenue of the Board shall be 

derived from a registration fee to be 
fixed by the Board of Trustees, from 
concessions for sale privileges on the 
grounds, and from any other sources 
teat may be authorize by the Trus­
tees. Said funds shall be used solely 
for the maintenance and improvement 
of the Assembly.

Article IX. Grounds.
No part of the Assembly property 

shall be leased to individuals or asso­
ciations of individuals, but it shall re­
main under the exclusive control of 
the Board of Trustees. This does not 
preclude the future sale of lots from 
the grounds now ow-ned by the As­
sembly, but applies only to that part 
which may be permanently designated 
for holding tee Assembly sessions.

The moat hBrnilintiax ehnpter in Texa* histor> 
is the brewery dominatioii of the Texas Lexisla- 
ture. A sintrle letter from the brearers’ treasurer 
(Mr. B. Adoue, of (ralTeston) which came oat ia 
the trial of the brewery cases at Sulphur 
Spriaics. shows hew peraicioQs has been the or- 
xanization of Texas brewers in the Icxislatioa of 
this State. “Otrer half million tlollars.’* saiti this 
bix brewer, “haec been spent durinx the past flee 
years to ftxht eicioas Icxislation aad to resist 
local option elections; in fact, we can say that 
one million dollars has been spent fee the pro­
tection of the brewiax industry ia Texas since 
1900, or an aeeraxe of over $100,000 per aanuni.’* 
It requires even one hundred and eixhty-aine 
paxes in the report of the Sulphur Spriaxs trial 
to recount the varied aad subtle activities of these 
corrupters of the Texas Lcxislatuie.

Durinx the Thirty-First Lcxislature, for ex­
ample, the Anti State-wide prohibitioa head­
quarters, of which the Honorable Jake WoHers 
was the head, was removed from Houston to 
Austin and remained there throuxhout the ses­
sion of that Lcxislature. The letter of Mr. Wol- 
ters to the Texas Brewiax Company, under date 
of April 17, 1909, clearly states this fact aad 
further shows the intense activity and subtle in­
fluence of his powerful orxanisatioa.

By the sixth and seventh days there 
would not have been more Uim  a cor­
poral’s n a rd  to make the circuit.

3. Too much sin in the heart A 
preacher trying to lead an unsaved 
Oinrch into a soul winning campaign 
k  a pathetic sight The sin of ha­
tred. the sin of covetousness, the sin of 
insincerity, the sin of dishonesty, se­
cret siiu of various aiwl sundry kinds 
—these have rendered the b ^  laid 
plans for a revival futile. The Arst 
note that should be sounded in ever>- 
revival campaign k  that the member­
ship must divorce itself from sin—all 
sin. A good th o ro i^  house cleaning, 
no heart cleaning, k  the Arst step t ^  
ward a great revival. When the mem­
bers bepn to pay off old debts, begin 
to seek reconciliation with those with 
whom they have been estranged, 
when they begin to confess publicly 
and to the pastor their sins, the re­
vival k  on. Shout for victory and 
press the battle.

4. Too much insubordination. 
Strange how many people know more 
about how a revival should be con­
ducted than the one does who is run­
ning it. One man never accedes to a

Unless the situation has changed, 
and changed fundamentally, the cir­
cuit preacher has the best chance of 
any man in the Church for construc­
tive work for civilization in general 
and the Methodist CJhurch in particu­
lar. It k  well known that the bank­
ers in our cities, the lawyers, doctors, 
merchants, preachers, teachers—the 
men on whom the leadership of the 
world in its various departments 
rests—were country bom and country 
reared. It k  also a fact that can be 
ascertained on investigration that the 
(Tiurch workers among these leaders 
were converted in some country meet­
ing in their boyhood. Very few of 
them were converted in mature life 
after they came to the c i^  and reach­
ed prominence. There k  a class of 
leaders in the city who were reared in 
the country and who, while leading in 
their profession or business, are nev­
er seen in the Qiurches. The trouble 
in their cases k  that they were not 
reached in the country revival during 
the susceptible period of their lives 
and now that they are so submerg^ 
in business or professional life it k  
not likely that they will be reached. 
If the leadership of the wortd in the 
various avenues of life is to be a re­
ligious leadership, we must see to it 
that the rural districts are kept dis­
tinctly religious. Those unkempt, red­
neck^, freckled-faced boys have in 
them unlimited possibilities. The 
preacher who leads one of them to 
Christ may be doing a work that will 
reach thousands in coming years. The 
man who has the greatest opportuni­
ty, and therefore the greatest respon­
sibility, is the man on the large cir­
cuit who has a host of these country 
boys and girls in his several congre­
gations. If he could only see it he 
has potentklities in his congregation 
that the city pastor has not. If he 
could only see the latent possibilities

The Inter-Denominational Lord’s

At the opening of the proceedinirs 
of the Commission on Unification, at 
Baltimore, our own Bishop Candler 
preached a (treat sermon, usinir as a 
text Eph. 1:15-22. The Northern 
Methodist press is unanimous in 
praise.

The liquor forces arc for the pres­

ent at least Rivatly discouraRcd. The 
decision of the Supreme Court of the 
United Sbtes b  the Rreabst blow 
which the traffic has ever received. 
The Chief Justice in deliverinR the 
opinion of the majority ai the court 
(which stood 7 to 2, Justices Holmes 
and Vandeventer dissenting), ddiv

the prohibtion ef the manufacture for 
sale and the sale of intoxicants for 
beverage purposes. Such a vote 
would nave a m  considered utterly 
impossible of attainment live years 
ago, but now so great has been tte  
result of the ednrational campaian 
against alcohol that prohibition won- 
ers confidently expe^ a two-thirb 
vote for the Omstitutional Amend­
ment Resolution at a much earibr 
date than they had formerly dared to 
expect.

Our Southern workers rejoice that 
Southern men arc in the forefront of 
the battb  against the saloon. Senator 
Sheppard has led the fight, actively 
supported by Senator Vardaman. Mar­
tin, Beckham, Hoke Smith, Swanson, 
and Overman, who have given valua- 
^  counsel at various stages of the 
fight, and the Western Senators are as 
a whob standing for sobriety b  tte  
Nation. The vote of Senator Rans- 
lell. of Louisiana, merits the warmest 
approval of our prohibition worlwrs 
in Louisiana.

But it b  a source of grent regret 
to onr Southern workers that the 
leadership of the liquor forces also in 
the Seiwte b  a s s ig i^  to Southern 
Senators without dbpute. Senator 
Underwood, of Alabama, b  t te  per­
sistent defendant and advocate of the 
liquor interests. He was supported 
in the fight for the referendiun by 
Senators Bankhead. Bryan. Hardwick. 
Broussard, Tillman, James, Williams,
and Culberson and bv all of the a b i^  
except Bryan mm) Williams b  oppo-

cred a veritable philippic against the 
liquor traffic and in moot sweeping
language emphasised the purpose and

>f Coethe right of Congress to safeguard 
.-md protect the police power of the 
:<everal States in dealing with the 
liquor traffic. The derision appears to 
give to the States absolute control of 
the manufacture, sale, reception, pos- 
iwssion and use of intoxicirtbg 
liquors, practically classing intoxica­
ting Ihiuors with noxious and delete­
rious aitkles of commerce, such as 
spoiled m ont^ diseased cattle, impure 
foods, etc. The printed opinion will 
he awaited with great inbrest, but 
he most enthusiastic iMmor advocates 

iidmit that ^  this derision the Sbtes 
.11* given a free hand in the restric- 
' ion and limitation b  be placed upon 
the intersbto shipment of intoxi- 
ra n b

The decision of the Supreme Court 
does not mean that all m  the dry 
Sbtes will absolutely prohihit inter- 
s b b  Ikiuor shipments imasediately. 
The prohibitioo workers have securri 
their grm t victories by conservativr 
leadership There are Sbtes where 
puUb sentiment may demand and 
support “bone dry” legbbtian pro­
hibiting all in b r s b b  liquor ship- 
:nenb for beverage purposes. There 
are other Sbtes whM will not agree 
at present to prohihit absolutely all 
interstate liquor shipmenb, because 
such action would not be supported by 
a majority of the voters i t  those 
States aad b  demand or mmw bgbla- 
tion which b  in advance of pubib sen­
timent would not help, but would 
hinder the prohibition movement

The vote of 55 b  38 by which the 
Senate ef the United States passed 
the Prohibition Bill for the Dbtrict of 
Cohnabb b  the greatest victory ever 
won by the prMibition forces of 
America. It b  hard to overestimate 
the signiflcaace of that vote. It lack­
ed three votm ef beteg a two- 
thirde amjerity of the highest iegb- 
lativn body ta the woridm  favor ef

sHion te prohibition for the Disitnet 
The good people of Alabama owe H te 
the prohibitioo workers of the Nation 
te leplace the two Senators they have 
by men who will not stand in the Sen­
ate jw  rmreacnbtives of the liquor 
traffic. Georgia, South Carolina and 
Kentucky also should require a reck­
oning at the hands of Senabrs Hard- 
wbk, Tillman aad James.

The battb  will be pressed with 
vigor. The leaders of the House have
Erombed that the District Bill shall 

r voted upon without unnccessar) 
deby, and persistent efforts are being 
made te  secure a vote on the Constitu­
tional Amendment Resolution in both 
Houses. It b  also hoped te secure the 
passage of the Anti-Advertising Bill, 
cutting off the use of the maib te in- 
tmirating liquors. Since the decision
of the Supreme Court there b  not as 
great need for the Anti-Shipping Bill.
for the States have now been given a 
free hand te  pass legislation for their 
own protection.

Onr peopb must continue te  pray 
for ^  saccess of our great cause and 
continue te  urge their Congreasmen 
te work and vote for the desired legis­
lation.

Another thing I arant to impress 
upon the people is the necessity of 
making the Orphanage an induotrial 
achooL If there is anything mote im­
portant I fail to see H. Had are mon­
ey to properly equip an industrial 
school are could gire the orphan chil­
dren good training so that they would 
be properly fitted for life, and also at 
leaM partly make ourselres self-sup­
porting. Can the Chnrrii do a greater 

‘ work? We do gire the children a 
good common school education, but 
there are some children who can not 
take that kiiwl of an education with 
m art success. But they could he 
trained along industrial lines and be 
fitted to do much good in life, as well 
as to be independent and progressire 
themsehres. I am anxious that the 
Church think along these lines and 
help me to do this all-important work. 
S a ^ y , the training of little ones in 
the right way will g lori^  God more 
than anything else. What do you 
sav?

Methodist Churches,” signed by Bish-
---***------------------------------------------- -*— — ---op Earl Cranston. The Virginm Con­
ference of the Methodist Episct^al 
Church, South, has thrummed the ei- 
b im t chords of unity, by adopting 
a long paper, justifying the separa­
tion ^  1844, a ^  endorsing the pt»- 
vision for independent organisation 
of Negro Methodists. The Christim 
Advocate (New York) says, referring 
to the Joint Commission, “llte  Metho- 
<hsm of 1944 nUber thm  that of 1844 
should be their guide.” What does 
the Advocate mem? The spirit of 
1844 s e v e ^  t te  ties that bound the 
Methodist Episcqpnl Church to the 
recognition the institution of hu- 
mm slavery. From 1844 until tliis 
day. it has been on the side of libeity 
and justiee. I t has established 21 
schoola for the colored peoplf, in 
which are now nearly 400 teacbois, 
training over 7fi00 Negro boys and 
girls in almost every department of 
knowledge. Since the separation it 
has had over 200,000, such boys and 
girls in its school and colleges and 
has eanendsd on their education over 
nine million dollars. Its eolMUd mem­
bers sit in the General (Conference 
on m  equality with others; some of 
them have bem elected Bishop (for 
Africa), General Officers and to ro- 
sponsible position.s in its institutions 
of learning. It holds in its commun­
ion a third of a million such comniua- 
iemts today. Yea, verily, let us t.y  
the spirits, whether they be of “1844” 
of “1944.” Let us give the South 
credit for consistency; it does not 
equivocate compromise, or surrender, 
either in rM i^ n  or politics, when 
it is brought face to face with rec­
ognising the Negro as a mm and 
brother. The Southern Methodists 
have left no room to doubt their at­
titude toward Negros who are Meth­
odists, by the manner in which they 
set adrift ^ t  part of their constitu­
ency.

The spirit of 1844 was the spirit 
of slavery. It is this same spirit 
which, to ^ y  in the alTairs of State, 
nullifies the Fifteenth Amendment, 
Jim Crows, segregates and te.-rorizes 
its eitisens on account of race and 
color. Today it is just as un-Chris- 
ti»i» in the (%urch as it is mpatriotic 
in the State. Again we ask: What 
is the spirit of 1944? Is it one of 
compromise and surrender? Does it 
seek union by separation from the 
altars of the Methodist Episcopal 
Church a third of a million of its com- 
muniemts? Who is to intei-pret for 
us Ute Christ-spirit that is to coa- 
(iner America and the world for God? 
Are those who found a “thus saith 
the Lord,” to justify humm slavery, 
and vrtio find “inherent racial infe­
riority and repulsion” a bar to Negro 
membership, or those who stood for 
freedom, for eduction and fraternity?

On the weigtby qumtioiur that will 
come before the Joint Commission, 
Southern Methodists will be found 
willing to make concessions and com­
promise on all questions except that 
which looks toward accepting the Ne­
gro membership of the Methodist 
Episconsd Church as m  organic part 
of uniMd Methodum. We postulate 
this statement on the lamentable fact 
that AmericaB (hristianity a t its 
best has never yet been able to lift 
up the Cross of Christ above the col­
or line. What may we hope for than, 
from these two bodies of Episcopal 
Methodists? But some one may re­
tort: “Yon represent an organisation 
of independent Ne- *« Methodists.” 
Yea, to the honor at • hrist, we do. 
But it is because «e iifuse to sub­
mit to ecclesiastkal fiUnn in the 
Church of (h rist; i. >s tecansc we 
do not briieve t ^ t  U.e spirit and 
teachings of Christ recognise flistinc- 
tions of color and race. In loyalty 
to Him wo win stay where we are. 
until “the spirit of 1844” recognises 
the spirit, not of 1944, but the Spirit

Wo know how strong is the inftu-

DEATH OF DR. PACKARD.
Rev. W. F. Packard. D. D.. after 

rounding out a little over thirty-six 
years of faithful ministerial service, 
has gone to join the bloodwashed who 
are arrayed in white. He died at the 
home of his daughter in SL Joeeph, 
Missouri, January 13. While pastor 
in El Paso, Texas, last summer he
contracted ptomaine poison. For some

Some preachers who did aot know him 
as I did misuadorstood him. He was 
a man with fineness ef organisation 
aad there inhered in him the qualities 
that we find in the few g tm t men of 
all the ages. Had he applied himself 
to the study of law, diplomacy, or p^i- 
tics, he might have been the lending 
statesman of America, or eminently 
fitted to represent his country at any 
foreign court. But he was a preacher, 
in every sense a great preacher. The 
nineteenth century has produced sotue 
of the greatest preachers of all the 
Christian era aad at a t the head of 
that procession of the great stood Dr. 
I’nckard. His mind was aiuUytical, 
his insight into profound truth was 
incisive, his diction was perfect, his 
manner was scholarly, his style was 
that of an orator, aad his fervor over­
reached rUI aad marufested itself in 
the highest reaches of Biblical exposi­
tion for a lost world.

Thirteen years ago 1 first saw my 
friewl at an Annual Conference at 
Bryan. He preached a great sermon 
that gave me a aow inspiration to 
become a greater preacher. Later he 
held several meetings for me. la 
1910 ha was sent to the First Metho­
dist Church of Houston, Texas. At 
the same time 1 transferred from the 
PiMifle Conference back to the Texas 
Confereiwo. The conference was over­
flowing with men aad 1 was sent to 
Humble. Humble had rm parsonage, 
no salary rmd rw missionary appro­
priation. There was iqiparently a 
great chasm between me and my 
friend. He was receivii^ the largest 
salary of rwy preacher in the confer­
ence, I was receiving the smallest But 
real friendship is never altered by cir­
cumstances or extemiU conditions. Im- 
nisfliately after conference 1 received

MR.H. FLORENCE E. HOWELL.
At four o’clock Tuesday morning, 

Januao' I$> at her residence on Swiss 
Avenue, Dallas, Texas, the sweet spir­
it of Florence Howell took its flight 
to the home beyond.

Our readers will hear of her death 
with sorrow. For many long years 
her name stood at the head of the 
Woman’s Missionary Department in 
the Advocate. Will w« ever forget 
the days when she so unselfishly serv­
ed the Chnrch?

When but a mrl she joined the 
Methodist C h n r^  She was a pioneer

Wilbur Fiske Packard was the son 
of Erastus White Packard a n d  
Lucinda Rush Russell, aad was bom 
in White Suiphur Springs, Georgia. 
December 21, 1856. Hr was, there­
fore. nearly one month beyond sixty- 
one when he died.

At the age of nineteen he was hap­
pily converted and joined our Church 
ut Green Hill, in Diew County, Ark- 
unsas. He was licensed to preach in 
May, 1880, under the presidency of 
Rev. C. E. Brown, of precious mem­
ory. Admitted on triai into the old 
Northwest Texas Conference, at 
Waco, in 1880; ordained eider at Cle­
burne. Texas, in 1882, by Bishop 
Parker; ordained elder at Trinidad, 
Coloraiio. in 1885.

As above noted. Dr. Packard first 
joined the original Northwest Texas 
Conference, where he remained three 
years; thence to Tennessee Coufer- 
cnce. where he remained but three 
months; thence to Denver Conference, 
five years; thence to Missouri Confer­
ence. fourteen years: thence to Texas 
Conference, of which body he was a 
member at the time of his transla­
tion.

He began his eventful ministry as

and when I went my niend told me 
that he had noticed that I was sent to
Humble without any provision for my 
salary.

in Dallas Methodism. “Uncle Dick” 
Thompson the first pastor of the old 
Lamar Street Church, the first built 
in Dallas, has long since been trans­
lated. T te old Lamar Street became 
the First Church, now merged with 
Trinity.

During the editorship of Rev. James 
Campbell, D. D,, Mrs. Howell, at the 
request of the good women and the 
editor, became c^ to r of the Woman’s 
Department in the Advocate, the first 
of its kind to be added to any confer­
ence organ. She filled her place with 
conspienons ability.

There is some history in her life 
worthy of note.

In 1878, when the General Confer­
ence in Atlanta launched the Woman’s 
Foreign Missionary Society the move­
ment soon crossed the Mississippi, and 
in one year a local auxiliary society 
was organised in Lamar Street 
Church, and Mrs. Howell sras elected 
president, having worked from the be­
ginning in the Ladies’ Aid Society. 
The records show that this eras the 
first Missionary Society organized in 
Texas aad, in fact, west of the Mis­
sissippi River. Soon after this the 
North Texas Conference Society was
organised and Mrs. Howell was elect­
ed president of this also. This was 
the first Conference Society organised 
this side of the Mississippi. This 
position made her a member of the 
Woman’s Home Board, and in this 
connection she worked for many years.

Of Sister Howeii and her faithful 
husband our good old Dr. Rankin, as 
tender as a woman and as fearless as 
a lion, said:

“For a (quarter of a century' we have 
known thu  g « ^  woman personally, 
and for well-nigh half a century we 
have knosm her husband. Dr. W. H. 
Howell, and our appreciation of them 
has increased as the long years have 
ffone by. He was at one time a mem­
ber of the Holston Conference and the 
pastor of the mother of this writer. 
His good wife is one of the truest and 
noMest of our Texas women. Gentle
in her disposition, deeply spiritual in
