5, for a Clarendon couple who died
in automobile accident last week.

Rev. Lance Wood will officiate
the service for Wayne and Colette
Gordon at Clarendon’s First Baptist
Church at 10 a.m. Arrangements are
by Robertson Funeral Directors.

The Gordons were traveling
on Thanksgiving morning when the
accident occurred.

According to the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety (DPS), at
approximately 9:05 a.m., Courtney

Dewayne Scales, 35, of Dallas was
driving a 2005 Volvo Truck Tractor
towing a 2008 Kentucky semi-trailer
traveling southbound down a steep
incline on SH 70, approximately six
miles south of Pampa.

Scales was traveling at a speed
that was unsafe for the conditions of
the roadway and lost control. The
truck and trailer slid sideways trav-
eling across both north and south-
bound lanes, and into the path of a
2013 Hyundai passenger car. The
Hyundai, which was traveling north-
bound, and driven by Jerry Wayne

Gordon, Jr., 51, was then struck by
the Kentucky Trailer.

Gordon and wife, Colette Hope
Pavelka Gordon, 50, were both pro-
nounced dead at the scene by Gray
County Justice of the Peace Kurt
Curfman.

Brent Childers” passion for
education has brought him back into
the classroom as he takes the reins
of Clarendon College’s new Indus-
trial Maintenance Program.

With more than a dozen years
of community college teaching
experience and additional hands-
on work experience in the field,
Childers brings a unique perspec-
tive to his new job, and he’s ready to
share that enthusiasm with students
from all walks of life.

“I enjoy students, and I enjoy
teaching,” Childers says. “We want
to reach students, and we’re going to
do training for adults as well want-
ing to hone their skills or start a new
job. Maybe they’re tired of a dead-
end job and want something better.
The idea is to train a well-rounded
industrial maintenance person in
mechanical and electrical skills.”

Childers graduated from West

Clar-
endon’s Industrial Maintenance
Program can put students to work
right away as well as give them a
launching pad to pursue additional
certifications in wind energy, elec-
trical maintenance, or heating and
air-conditioning.

If you pay attention to the news, you may find it
hard to work up much of a holiday spirit this Thanks-
giving week. ISIS, our massive national debt, political
gridlock, the ongoing presidential campaign; it may
seem as if there’s little to be thankful for. But beyond
the headlines, most things are actually looking pretty
bright, especially in this country, where freedom, capi-
talism, and the entrepreneurial spirit are making things
better than ever.

Do you have friends and family flying in to spend
the holiday with you? It’s cheaper than ever for them
to do so. In 1990 the average domestic airfare was
$460 (in 2013 dollars), compared to just $363 in 2013.
That makes it 20 percent cheaper to see your family
on Thanksgiving than it was just a quarter century
ago. And if you are driving rather than flying, gasoline
prices are expected to drop below $2 per gallon this
week, the lowest price since March 2009.

The turkey and fixings your family will be eating
are less costly too, at least when compared to rising
wages. In 1986, for instance, the average American
had to work for more than 3 hours and 12 minutes to
afford Thanksgiving dinner. Today, he or she has to
work just under 2 hours and 22 minutes. Similarly, the
number of hours you need to work to buy appliances,
from your stove and microwave to your dishwasher,
has declined substantially.

That’s a good thing, because you might need
extra food for your holiday dinner, because you might
have more family around the table owing to rising
life expectancy and falling divorce rates. Since 1990,
life expectancy has risen from 75.4 to 78.8 years.

For someone reaching age 75, life expectancy has
increased from another 10.9 years to another 12.2
years, meaning Granddad is more likely to still be
with you this year. And your kids are more likely to
still be married. Despite the hysteria about gay mar-
riage destroying the family, divorce rates have fallen
by nearly a quarter since they peaked in 1979. Mean-
while, overall marriage rates, after years of stagnation,
are beginning to turn upward.

But what about all those things we are afraid of?
Terrorism? Your chances of being killed in a terrorist
attack in the United States are around 1 in 20 million.
To put that in perspective, you are more than twice as
likely to be killed by lightning. Crime? Rates of vio-
lent crime are a little more than half what they were in
1990. The same is true for property crime.

The U.S. economy and the world economy have
certainly struggled in recent years. Yet, both as indi-
viduals and as a society, Americans are richer than we
were even a short time ago. Consider that as recently
as 1960, 16.8 percent of American households were
without complete plumbing; today, almost no one is.
Extreme malnutrition has been all but eliminated in
this country, and the destitution of material poverty
has been significantly reduced.

We also continue to out produce the rest of the
world. Take manufacturing, for example. Donald
Trump and others may claim that America doesn’t
make things any more. But, in reality, manufacturing
output is the highest it has ever been.

And for those who need a little extra help,
America remains the most generous nation on earth.
In fact, we are more willing than ever to reach out and
help. This year 79 percent of Americans report that
they have helped a stranger, and 44 percent report that
they have volunteered their time for a cause. Overall,
Americans will donate roughly $358 billion to charity
this year.

And despite the rhetoric of some politicians,
America is more open and tolerant than ever. If you
are African-American or Latino, a woman or a gay,
things are certainly not perfect, but you have more
freedom and wider opportunities than at any other time
in our nation’s history.

None of this means that we don’t still face major
challenges in this country. But we should not allow the
daily parade of grim headlines to obscure the progress
that we have made. Think about it. Is there any other
place or time you would really rather be living? We
don’t need to make America great again. America is
great. And this is a great time to be alive.

So, as we sit down to our Thanksgiving dinner
tomorrow, we should turn off the TV news and keep in
mind that we really do have a great deal to be thankful
for.

The AACC Commission on Leader-
ship and Professional Development.

The name of the commission that
met in Washington, DC, recently sure
sounds impressive, and some of the
people there were what I call “heavy
hitters.” The first part of the meeting was
spent discussing what exactly the charge
of a new commission was and then what
we would be doing.

I was waiting for someone to ask
the question, and they obliged me, what
is leadership? I looked around the room
at 16 others and determined we would
have 16 different definitions if we were
honest. Our commission chair, recogniz-
ing the same thing, steered us away from
that multi-day discussion.

We had a few presentations regard-
ing various programs that function to
expose people aspiring to become presi-
dents. I did not participate in any of the
programs prior to coming to Clarendon
College. I was fortunate to work with
presidents from whom I learned many
things, what to do and what not to do.

The first priority we determined
was to conduct a survey to review the
relevancy of the AACC’s 12 Core Com-
petencies for Presidents. This is some-
thing we will accomplish before our next
meeting in April.

The issue I championed for was to
establish some form of reference mate-
rial I referred to as “President 101.”
When we become presidents, we are

expected to know
everything when
we sit in “the
chair” You can
discuss some
things with your
Board Chair,

but there are not guest

many people commenta ry

you can Cau 85 by dr. robert riza
a new president.

I was fortunate to have built a network
of sitting presidents and retired presi-
dents I could call on for support and to
talk things through. One of these, Dr.
Roger C. Schustereit, agreed to move to
Clarendon and serve as my Vice Presi-
dent of Instruction until we successfully
completed the onsite visit from SACS. I
expect, since I brought it up, that I may
somehow be involved in the develop-
ment of my idea. Our commission will
meet again in January by conference
call, and I expect to be “volunteered” to
assist.

Some of you reading may ask the
question, why is this commission so
important? Why do we need to focus
resources on leadership and professional
development for presidents? Don’t we
have enough development in doctoral
programs and jobs on the way to the
president’s office? The answer to that
question is “no.”

Nothing prepares you to sit in “the
chair” except actually sitting in it. On

leadership

my desk is a copy of the US Constitu-
tion, a Bible open to Jeremiah 29:11,
and a dollar bill tucked under them. I
try to make decisions with integrity and
consistency, and the dollar reminds me
there is no one to pass the question to
anymore. It is now my responsibility to
make those decisions.

The biggest problem facing com-
munity colleges in the near future?
Depending on what report you read, as
many as 50 percent of sitting presidents
today will retire in the next five years.
The second part of the problem is that as
many as 50 percent of senior administra-
tors, where presidents are recruited from,
will be retiring as well. Where will the
next generation of leaders come from?
That was part of our initial conversa-
tion, and I fully expect it will continue to
drive the Commission’s agenda as long
as the group continues.

What does this mean to the Col-
lege? It means it is my responsibility to
identify those who have the talent and
desire to move up in the organization,
and to do what I can to help them to
achieve their goals.

My definition of leadership? Too
lengthy to discuss with the space I have
remaining, maybe Mr. Estlack will let
me write about it later.

1. Shop With Companies You
Know and Trust. Don’t let the hype
of online deals lure you away from
your everyday shopping sense. Start
with trust - check out companies
at www.bbb.org where you will
find customer reviews, ratings and
complaint information. Just like
shopping offline, start with accred-
ited businesses with a proven track
record.

2. Shop On Secure Sites. Go to
the site by typing the URL yourself
rather than clicking on an email or
other link. Check the security of the
site upon checkout. Review privacy
policies and return policies.

3. Pay Securely. It’s always
wise to avoid wiring money for a
purchase. Use a credit card to make
online purchases; they offer the most
protection. Of course, make sure the
checkout site is secure. Checkout
sites should have an ‘s’ after http in

the URL and may also have the word
‘secure’ or ‘secured’.

4. Shop Savvy. Don’t shop for
price alone. As in most business
transactions, price is not the only
thing to consider. Also consider ship-
ping costs and return policies/costs.
For example, you may not mind
paying a standard rate to return items
online if the retailer makes it easy by
providing a label or accepts the item
for return at their local store.

5. Be Alert to Phishing. Unfor-
tunately this time of year brings
out scams as well as deals. Many
consumers have received the bogus
email claiming to track your pack-
ages. The bogus links within could
put you at risk. Always check the
source before you click to avoid link-
ing to unknown sites.

Preliminary figures show that
there were 77 cars reported stolen
in Amarillo in October. So far in
2015, there are 658 reported auto
theft cases, compared to 697 at this
same time last year. This is a 5.6
percent decrease, but even one car
stolen is too many when it is your
car. Stolen cars are found connected
to many other crimes. Criminals use
them for transportation and change
vehicles as frequently as they can in
an effort to keep officers from rec-
ognizing them by their vehicle. Cars

have been stolen when auto burglars
searching inside cars find spare keys
“hidden” in the vehicle. That car
often becomes transportation to their
next crime, to be found by an offi-
cer at another crime scene or being
driven by someone that the criminal
allowed to drive it.

The cold weather often brings
a noticeable increase in auto thefts.
People leave their car running to
warm up or to keep it warm while
they are inside a store. The criminals
know this, see the unoccupied and
idling car, and can quickly get in and
be gone. These thieves don’t want to
be out walking in the cold any more
than the rest of us.

The Amarillo’s Holiday Patrol
effort is under way, but you can
help the APD keep auto theft num-
bers down and protect yourself from
being a victim. Avoid leaving your
car unoccupied while it is running,
or at least lock the door to prevent
it from being taken as easily. Don’t
leave spare keys “hidden” in a
vehicle, the auto burglars and auto
thieves are much better at finding
them than you are at hiding them.
The Amarillo Police Department
wants you to have a safe and happy
holiday season!

AgriLife Extension mental health
team work to make a difference

VERNON - Mental illness is a
very significant public health issue
for American children, according to
one Texas A&M AgriLife Extension
Service agent who is part of a team
trying to make a difference in the
Rolling Plains area.

“Studies show that over 1 mil-
lion Texas children have some type
of diagnosable mental health dis-
order,” said Lorrie Coop, AgriLife
Extension family and consumer sci-
ences agent in Knox County. “Of
those, nearly half have a mental ill-
ness that impairs their ability to learn
and be successful in school.”

youth with mental health problems
do not get treatment because of the
stigma attached to the diagnosis.
“People generally fear what
they do not understand,” Coop said.
“Our goal is to help educate those
who work with youth on how to rec-
ognize the signs of possible mental
illness and to give them the tools to
provide early intervention, before
a disorder manifests itself, which
offers the best opportunity to protect

Centers.

The funding came from HB
3793 signed into law in June 2013.
Texas received this funding because
it ranked near the bottom across
the country on spending for mental
health care, Tarter said.

The 2013 law provided grants
to local mental health authorities,
like the Farabee Centers, for train-
ing mental health first-aid instruc-
tors and for providing mental health
first-aid training to educators in the
school districts throughout the cen-
ter’s local service area.

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Agriculture law blog ranks in national ‘top 100’

AMARILLO - Texas Agricul-
ture Law Blog by Tiffany Dowell
Lashmet, a Texas A&M AgriLife
Extension Service specialist in Ama-
rillo, has once again been named
one of the top 100 legal blogs in the
nation, according to editors of the
ABA Journal, the professional publi-
cation of the American Bar Associa-
tion.

Dowell Lashmet created her
blog shortly after she was hired with
AgriLife Extension as an agricul-
tural law specialist in July 2013.

When first recognized as being
in the top 100 last year, her blog
received an average of 7,000 views a
month. It now receives an average of
23,000, she said, and can be found at
http://agrilife.org/texasaglaw/.

Dowell Lashmet said read-

ers can subscribe by following the
instructions on the website to begin
receiving each blog post by email.

It is the only agricultural law
blog on the “Blawg 100~ list, Dowell
Lashmet said. The Blawg 100,
selected from the more than 4,000
legal blogs in its directory, is what
the ABA Journal terms “the best in
blogs about lawyers and the law.”

The list of blogs can be found at
http://bit.ly/10cG3Av. The journal
has been recognizing the blogs for
the past seven years, according to the
information provided.

When starting her blog, Dowell
Lashmet said she wanted to come
up with another way to reach people
with current agricultural law news.
She said she knew she could only
reach so many people through meet-

ings and presentations. She now has
950 subscribers.

Now Dowell Lashmet regularly
speaks to other attorneys, produc-
ers, realtors and ag business people
through her blog about issues such as
the proposed “waters of the United
States” rule, landowner liability and
recently decided cases.

She also features a “Weekly
Round Up” of ag law news each
Friday and a series called “Ques-
tions from Tiffany’s Desk” where
she takes questions she receives and
answers them on the blog.

“Probably the most popular
recent blog post was one I wrote to
answer the question of how people
can determine whether they hold the
mineral rights to their land,” Dowell
Lashmet said. “It received a great

deal of attention.”

One online comment to that
blog came from Bruce Liesman, who
said, “I have been a title insurance
underwriting attorney for 30 years
and a Texas ranch landowner with
mineral ownership in a very active
zone. I congratulate you on the best
and most complete answer to the
determination of mineral ownership
question that I have ever seen.”

Dowell Lashmet, who grew up
on a family ranch in New Mexico,
was previously an associate attorney
with the law firm of Peifer, Hanson
and Mullins in Albuquerque. She
earned her law degree from the Uni-
versity of New Mexico School of
Law and bachelor’s degree in agri-
business from Oklahoma State Uni-
versity.

New Drug Approved for Heart Failure

The FDA recently approved a new medication, called
Entresto (sacubatril/valsartan), for the treatment of heart
failure. It is specifically indicated for indiv-iduals with
condition called New York Heart Association (NYHA)
Class II-1V heart failure and for a reduced ejection fraction.
In clinical study, Entresto reduced heart-related death and
hospitalization compared to a comparison medication for
heart failure treatment.

Heart failure is the inability of the heart to pump blood
effectively. A reduced ejection fraction implies that the heart
is not able to pump out enough blood in a single heartbeat to
meet the body’s oxygen demands. According to the NYHA,
heart failure is categorized into four different classes based
on severity. The different classes of heart failure are based on
degrees of physical activity the person affected can tolerate.
Heart failure may result from cardiovascular disorders such
as a previous heart attack, high blood pressure, and diabetes.
