King brings NFL honor to Clarendon

Hometown hero Kenny King
received a standing ovation in the
Bronco Gym last Friday, January
22,ashea presented special award
to Clarendon High School and the
community on behalf of the National
Football League.

A special golden football noting
King’s participation in Super Bowls
XV and XVIII is now on permanent
display at the school, but the former
Oakland Raider said he was not the
focus Friday night.

Former ~ Clarendon ~ coaches
Clyde Noonkester, Bob Lemons,
and Jeff Walker were on hand as
King presented the golden football

to Clarendon ISD Athletic Director
Gary Jack.

“It’s been a great ride — where
T've gone, what I've done, and where
T've been — and to be able to come
back and do something of this magni-
tude,” King said during the presenta-
tion. “It’s not that many players who
actually get the chance. It’s not that
many cities, it’s not that many towns,
it’s not that many communities that
have this opportunity. So I wanted
to make sure that I could come back
and share this with Clarendon.

“It’s not about me tonight,”
King continued. “It’s about you. It’s
about the community, and as we all

know this is a very strong commu-
nity.”

The large crowd gathered for
the Broncos v. Wellington game
applauded and cheered the presen-
tation, and King signed autographs
and posed for pictures with fans
throughout the night and again Sat-
urday at the Riley Shadle benefit.

King graduated from CHS in
1975 after playing football for the
Bronchos for four years, including
Clarendon’s 1973 appearance at the
state title game, and played with Jack
for three of those years.

King then played for the Uni-
versity of Oklahoma before signing

on with the Houston Oilers and later
the Raiders in Oakland. In Super
Bowl XV, he caught a pass from
quarterback Jim Plunkett and ran a
record-setting 80 yards for a touch-
down during Oakland’s victory over
Philadelphia. He won his second
national title in Super Bowl XVIII
in 1984.

Last fall, the NFL kicked off its
Super Bowl High School Honor Roll
to recognize the schools and commu-
nities with a connection to the more
than 3,000 people who have played
or coached in the Super Bowl as
part of the celebration leading up to
Super Bowl 50 next month.

When King learned of the
NFL’s program, he knew he wanted
to honor his hometown.

“This is something the NFL is
allowing us as players to do for our
community,” King told the Enter-
prise Saturday. “TI'd been talking to
Gary (Jack) about this for some time,
but with everything that happened it
wasn’t the right time,” King said,
referring to Riley Shadle’s injury
early in the football season.

King said everything just
worked out after Friday’s date had
been picked, and he was glad that the
timing allowed him to help with Sat-
urday’s benefit.

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Socialism
is the same
as coercion

Do you know what socialism is? Hillary Clin-
ton struggled to find an answer when recently asked.
Socialism is a system in which the government owns
or controls the means of production, and allocates
resources and rewards.

Sen. Bernie Sanders proudly proclaims himself
a “democratic socialist,” and many in the Democratic
Party seem to have no problem with it and, in fact, are
embracing him and his ideas. Listening to all of this,
one gets the feeling that for a significant portion of
the population, history began in the year 2000. Where
have been the great socialist success stories? Much of
the world’s population greatly suffered under various
forms of socialism in the 20th century. Not one of the
various socialist models proved to be a success.

There was the communist variety of socialism
in the former Soviet Union, Eastern Europe, China
and Cambodia, which resulted in tens of millions of
deaths from starvation and from the gulags. There was
the national socialist (Nazi) model in Germany and
Ttaly, which, like the communist version, resulted in
tens of millions of deaths. Somewhat more benign, but
still coercive, versions of socialism were prevalent in
India, many places in Africa and South America, and
all resulted in economic stagnation — because produc-
tive effort was separated from reward. The two most
socialist countries today are North Korea and Cuba
— both being very poor and repressive. The average
Cuban government worker has a monthly wage which
is less than what the average American worker makes
in an hour.

‘Why does socialism always fail, and why will
Bernie Sanders’ schemes and, to a lesser extent, Hill-
ary’s Obamacare version, also fail?

It is true that every country has some socialist
enterprises at the federal, state or local levels. For
instance, the US government owns Amtrak, and the
city of Flint, Mich., owns its water department. Argu-
ably, both would do much better in private hands.
France has many more government-owned enterprises
than neighboring Switzerland. Even France is still
basically a capitalistic free-market economy — but with
far less freedom and prosperity than Switzerland.

‘Why does socialism always fail, and why will
Bernie Sanders* schemes and, to a lesser extent, Hill-
ary’s Obamacare version, also fail? Under a capital-
ist free-market system, the business person seeks to
produce goods and services that the consumer wants
at the lowest possible cost — which includes having the
smallest and most productive work force possible - in
order to maximize profits. Under the socialist model,
the political leaders decide what the consumers should
have (which is often very different from what they
want or need). Productivity and innovation are given
short shift, needless workers are hired and few are
fired. In almost all cases, costs soon outrun revenues,
and the losses are made up by ever higher taxes or
more debt — eventually causing an economic collapse.
As economic stagnation increases, the citizens become
more restless and either throw off the yoke of govern-
ment through the ballot box, as was done in 1979 in
the United Kingdom with the election of Margaret
Thatcher, or the protesters are imprisoned until often a
bloody revolt occurs.

Now back to Bernie Sanders who has proposed
“Medicare for all” as one of his many schemes.
Professor Gerald Friedman of the University of Mas-
sachusetts has examined the Sanders plan (and has
no political ax to grind), and he estimates it would
cost $40.9 trillion between 2017 and 2026. Hospitals
and doctors would be forced to take huge cuts, driv-
ing many out of the medical profession, and reducing
innovation and standards in health care. Patients would
be forced to wait in long queues. It would be like the
present failed Veterans Administration health system
for all.

Back in 2002, Joshua Muravchik wrote a classic
book on the history of socialism, “Heaven on Earth:
The Rise and Fall of Socialism.” Perhaps it is time for
the political class, including the commentators, to go
back and read it and realize again that the next time
the socialists will not get it right, because the model is
fatally flawed.

‘What is most disturbing is the idea that America
— and its unique success as a nation — was built around
individual liberty and opportunity, not collective
coercion. All too many no longer understand what the
American Founders were trying to, and largely did,
achieve. The young people who support Mr. Sanders,
and even Hillary, seem to be generally ignorant of why
America worked. Many do not want the government
to restrict unfettered abortions or their right to smoke
pot, but seem to be oblivious that socialism and big
government makes everyone into an economic slave.
Many workers in the Soviet Union, as is true of North
Korea and Cuba today, could not even choose their
own profession, or what town or apartment block they
lived in. Such restrictions are the logical and necessary
outcomes of socialism, unless it is thrown off before it
reaches that stage.

Those in the news media who have an opportu-
nity to quiz the presidential candidates would do the
citizens a great favor if they could discern what the
candidates really know about the Constitution and the
arguments made in the Federalist Papers.

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El Nino could bring elevated rainfall

COLLEGE STATION - A fur-
ther strengthening of the current
El Nifio will likely mean wetter-
than-normal ~ conditions  continue
into spring, according to Dr. John
Nielsen-Gammon, state climatolo-
gist and Regents Professor at Texas
A&M University, College Station.

“There’s the possibility that
this El Nifio, although it’s already
pretty strong, is actually going to
strengthen a bit more because of the
wind patterns in the Pacific Ocean,”
Nielsen-Gammon said. “You can
think of the tropical Pacific as a giant
bathtub, and the winds blow the
warm water typically over toward
the far west end.

“When those winds weaken
and even reverse, that's what causes
El Nifio. The winds bring the warm
water over to the east, toward South
America. And recently we've had an
increase in those west to east winds.

That’s going to reinforce the effects
of El Nifio.” As for summer condi-
tions, long-range predictions are
always a gamble, he said. But there
is some evidence that the current
super-strong El Nifio will be fol-
lowed by its counterpoint, a strong
La Nifia that could mean next winter
will be dry.

“Eventually, as the winds
change, the warm water is going to
slosh back,” Nielsen-Gammon said.
“About half of the moderate-to-
strong El Nifios switch over to La
Niiias. They basically overshoot the
average conditions. It takes several
months. The Pacific Ocean is a pretty
big bathtub.”

This means the wet winter is
going to more than likely continue
for another few months, with ele-
vated chances of rain through May,
especially in the northern part of
Texas, he said.

“Summer in Texas is always

a roll of the dice or a flip of a coin,
but next winter is almost certainly
not going to be as wet as this winter
has been. It could be a dry winter
if La Nifia does develop this fall,”
Nielsen-Gammon said.

Wet and cold conditions pre-
vailed since the first of the year.
Scattered snow cover remained in
some areas. Winter wheat was doing
reasonably well in most locations.
Some cotton was left in fields due
to wet conditions, stalling harvest-
ing. Yield grades were expected to
be lower due to the snow and mois-
ture. Producers were planning for the
spring planting season. In Deaf Smith
County, total cattle losses from the
recent snowstorms were still being
calculated, but individual producers
lost from five head to hundreds. The
high losses were generally associ-
ated with dairy producers. Livestock
producers were supplementing cattle
on rangeland and wheat pasture.

Donley County steps up to help vehicle owners

Donley County is stepping up
to assist customers during the second
year of the “Two Steps, One Sticker”
program for vehicle inspection and
registration.

Beginning on March 1, 2016,
the transition year ends, and vehicles
will have one convenient expiration
date for inspection and registration.
Here is what Donley County vehicle
owners need to do from that point
forward: Take a look at the date on
your vehicle registration sticker then
follow the two steps.

Step 1: Pass a vehicle inspec-
tion no earlier than 90 days prior
to your registration expiration and
retain your vehicle inspection report.
To find your nearest inspection sta-
tion in Donley County, visit the

Texas Department of Public Safety’s
(DPS) website.

Step 2: After your vehicle
passes inspection, renew your regis-
tration online, by mail or in person
at the Donley County Tax Asses-
sor-Collector’s  office, and your
inspection status will be verified
electronically.

Remember that your vehicle
inspection and registration  will
expire on the last day of the month
that’s indicated on your sticker

“Following the two steps will
help ensure a smooth registra-
tion renewal process,” said Donley
County Tax  Assessor-Collector
Linda Crump. “Before coming to our
office or submitting your registration
renewal online or by mail, be sure

to pass inspection no earlier than
90-days before your sticker expires.”

For example, if your registra-
tion sticker expires in August 2016,
you can pass your inspection as early
as June 3 which is 90 days before
your sticker expires on August 31,
2016.

The state of Texas stopped issu-
ing vehicle inspection stickers on
March 1, 2015, as a result of House
Bill 2305 that passed during the
83rd legislative session (2013).

Voting begins with registering

T have been writing about the
importance of voting this year, and it
all begins with registering to vote in
the State of Texas.

There will be at least eight
Republican candidates listed on the
primary ballot and at least two on
the Democratic primary ballot when
you vote on March 1. Everyone must
be registered to vote by February 1
in the State of Texas, and this is the
only time our voice will be heard
regarding our choice for a presiden-
tial candidate. So we all have some
decisions to make before we pick up
that ballot.

First, do you vote Republican or
Democrat? Regardless of what you
heard at the coffee shop, voting for
a candidate in the primary does not
brand you a Democrat or Republican
for the rest of your life. You may only
vote in one primary. Which means if
you vote for your choice of president
in one you cannot vote for the con-
gressman in the other. These are all
Texas voting laws, but what does the
Constitution say about voting?

First, it does not give you the
right to vote and the Supreme Court
has ruled voting is a privilege not a
right. Wait a minute, you say, our
right to vote is what sets us apart
from everyone else so let us examine
what that important document says
about voting.

When the Constitution was

created  on
September
17, 1787, and
ratified  June
21,1788, the

14th Amendment, adopted in 1868
says the right to vote cannot be
denied to any male inhabitants who
are 21 years of age and citizens of
the United States unless engaged in
crime.

This Amendment says voting
cannot be denied but does not say,
“You have the right to vote.” Sounds
like it to me, but that is the ruling
by the Supreme Court. The 15th
amendment gives the right to vote
to non-white men (Except Indians).
The 17th Amendment gives direct
elections of senators to male citizens
(except Indians). The 19th amend-
ment gave the right to vote to women
(except Indians).

Native Americans were citizens
of their tribal nations, followed the
tribal laws and were not taxed by
the United States, therefore they
were not afforded protection by the
US. They were considered domestic
dependent nations until uniformly
granted citizenship in 1924 under

the Indian Citizenship Act. The 23rd
amendment passed in 1961 allowed
the citizens of Washington, DC,
to vote for president; and the 24th
amendment passed in 1964 prohib-
ited the states from collecting a poll
tax for federal elections.

The Voting Rights Act of 1965
is considered to be one of the most
effective piece of civil rights legis-
lation ever enacted in our country
because it prohibits discrimination
in voting. The 26th amendment that
lowered the voting age from 21 to 18
was enacted in 1971 in response to
the cries of GIs fighting in Vietnam
but unable to vote. Finally, in 1986
the Uniformed and Overseas Absen-
tee Act guarantees service members,
their families, and citizens living
outside the United States the right to
vote absentee.

If you are planning to exercise
this privilege and vote in the Texas
primary, you must register to vote
by next Monday, February 1. You
then have a month to decide if you
vote Republican or Democrat. If it
is Republican, decide from a long
list: Jeb Bush, Dr. Ben Carson, Chris
Christie, Ted Cruz, Carly Fiorina,
Rand Paul, Marco Rubio, or Donald
Trump and possibly more. If Demo-
crat, vote for Hillary Clinton, Bernie
Sanders or more.

We have our work to do in this
very important election. Good luck.

Reduce Gout Pain with New Medication

The Food and Drug Admin-istration has approved a new
medication to help reduce a high amount of uric acid in
the blood. It is intended to be used in combination with
another class of medication called a xanthine oxidase
inhibitor (XOl). Zurampic (lesinurad) works in the
kidney to eliminate uric acid into the urine and out of the
body. The FDA approved Zurampic after a careful review
of the safety and efficacy data from twelve month long
clinical trials in over one thousand five hundred patients.

An increased amount of uric acid in the blood is often
associated with a type of arthritis called gout. Increased
uric acid in the blood can lead to the formation of crystals
in the joints which can be very painful. Symptoms of
gout include swelling, pain, and stiffness of the big toe,
ankles, knees, or other joints. Gout attacks may cause
pain for a few days to weeks and may not reappear for
another few months or years.

Producers who already have
appointments scheduled require no
additional action to meet the dead-
line.

Eligible livestock includes
alpa beef cattle, buffalo, beefalo,
dairy cattle, deer, elk, emus, equine,
goats, llamas, poultry, reindeer,
sheep or swine that have been or
would have been grazing the eligible
grazing land or pastureland.
