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Baseball sign-ups

City moving 
ahead with 
project after 
Town Hall

Clarendon Aldermen are set to 
move forward this week with a $3.9 
million project to improve the city’s 
water distribution system following 
a recent Town Hall meeting.

“I think it was a positive 
response,” City Administrator David 
Dockery said of the Town Hall. 
“We’ll have something dealing with 
this project on every agenda for the 
foreseeable future.”

The City Council will con-
sider two items on its agenda this 
Thursday that will set the project in 
motion, the administrator said. The 
fi rst is a “notice to proceed,” and the 
second will be action to engage bond 
counsel.

Dockery says he expects the 
city will complete surveying and 
design work within six months, proj-
ect bidding will be done in seven or 
eight months, and construction will 
begin within a year. Once construc-
tion begins, the project will take 18 
months to three years to complete.

The main focus of the project 
will be to address discolored water 
found in some parts of town that is 
caused by miles of cast iron distribu-
tion pipes and poor fl ow through the 
system. The city is also out of com-
pliance with state regulations for ele-
vated storage due to problems with 
the standpipe (or water tower) on the 
east side of town. Clarendon could 
face state fi nes in the near future if 
those issues are not addressed. 

The city additionally will 
replace all water meters with auto 
read meters. City offi cials say the 
aging meters currently in use are 
inaccurate by as much as 20 percent, 
and automated meters would signifi -
cantly reduce the man-hours needed 
each month to read more than 700 
meters.

Through the USDA Rural 
Development Program, Clarendon 
will pay for the project with a grant 
of $1.387 million and a loan in the 
amount of $2.522 million. The loan 
will take 40 years to pay off at 2.5 
percent interest and with an annual 
payment of about $100,500.

The loan payment would 
require additional revenue for the 
city equal to $10 per month per water 
connection. Dockery says the rate 
increase is about nine months in the 
future at this point.

More than 50 people attended 
the Town Hall meeting on the night 
of March 29 at the Bairfi eld Activ-
ity Center, where Dockery, along 
with Mayor Larry Hicks and city 
engineer Clayton Scales, fi elded 
questions from the public following 
an explanatory overview of the proj-
ect. A sample of the questions and 
answers follows:

Question: Why can’t the east 
standpipe be raised to create more 
elevated storage? Have we asked 
for a variance from the state?

Answer: The engineers aren’t 
sure the foundation or the base shell 
of the standpipe could handle the 
weight of additional capacity. And 
we can’t get a variance.

State now says shot

Fansler, 
Grahn win 
Jones 5K

Clarendon’s Bryce Grahn and 
Pampa’s Hannah Fansler were the 
top men’s and women’s fi nishers 
of the fourth annual Chance Mark 
Jones Roar ‘N Run 5K last Saturday, 
April 9, at Clarendon College.

The race sponsored by the 
Clarendon Lions Club in conjunc-
tion with National Child Abuse 
Awareness Month, drew 127 regis-
trations and had 107 actual runners 
and walkers the day of the event as 
well as dozens of spectators, sup-
porters, and workers.

The annual 5K is held to 
raise awareness of child abuse and 
to honor the life of four-year-old 
Chance Mark Jones. 

Grahn, fi nishing with a time 
of 19:37, had the best overall time, 
the best men’s time, and best time 
for those ages 11 to 19. He also fi n-
ished 1:25 earlier than last year’s 
best runner. Fansler ran the race in 
25 minutes and 20 seconds, coming 
in fi rst among all women and second 
in the 11-19 age group. Grahn is 17, 
and Fansler is 11.

Proceeds from the annual 
Chance Mark Jones Roar ‘N Run 
support the charitable community

After moving up slightly last month, sales 
tax fi gures for the City of Clarendon slipped 
again when Texas Comptroller Glenn Hegar 
made his April allocations last week.

Clarendon’s sales tax revenue dipped 5.46 
percent to $24,697.69, and the city’s calen-
dar year-to-date total slid 5.53 percent down to 
$115,860.84.

These allocations are based on sales made in 
February by businesses that report tax monthly. 

Clarendon’s fi gure has now dropped 11 of the 
last 15 months.

Hedley’s fi gure dropped 19.56 percent to 
$327.39 for the month but was still showing 
positive signs for the year, up 24.52 percent at 
$2,497.54.

Howardwick plummeted 39.90 percent to 
$640.65, but was still up 1.87 percent for the 
year-to-date at $4,444.40.

Across the state, Heger reported that local 

sales tax allocations were up 2.6 percent at 
$591.4 million compared to the same period one 
year ago.

“The cities of Dallas, Austin, Sugar Land 
and Fort Worth saw substantial increases in sales 
tax allocations that helped stop a four-month 
streak of declining sales tax allocations for the 
state overall,” Hegar said. “Energy-centric cities 
such as Houston and Midland continue to see 
decreases in sales tax allocations.”

The WTPA is the largest regional press group 
in Texas with members from Perryton to the Davis 
Mountains. By contrast, the Panhandle Press is bound 
a little bit closer to home with its members mostly 
coming from the Texas Panhandle and South Plains 
and a few friendly neighbors from New Mexico and 
Oklahoma.

For most of its history, the Panhandle Press typi-
cally held its annual conventions in Amarillo, but six 
years ago the PPA returned to its birthplace in Cana-
dian and began alternating holding its meetings in 
Amarillo on odd numbered years and in an area com-
munity on even years.

Clarendon and this newspaper  has had a long 
history with the PPA, including having fi ve local 
journalists serve as president of the association – Sam 
Braswell, J.C. Estlack, George Wayne Estlack, your 
humble editor, and now your humble editor’s better 
half. 

We are also proud to have four former Clarendon 
newspaper men and women as members of the PPA 
Hall of Fame, and on Friday we’ll add another name 
to that list. The late Edward E. Carhart, the man who 
brought the fi rst printing press to the Panhandle will 
have his name added to the roll that already includes 
J.C. Estlack, George Wayne Estlack, L.H. Carhart, and 
Ruby Dell Estlack.

My late uncle, George Wayne, encouraged me 
years ago to get involved with the state and regional 
press associations. He said that no one could really 
understand this business except those who are in it 
and that I could learn a lot just by being around fellow 
newspapermen. He was right. But what he didn’t tell 
me was how close the relationships are that develop 
within these associations. 

It is our honor and privilege to host the PPA 
convention. We hope that each visitor this week takes 
home with them fond memories of our community, 
and we sincerely thank them for their friendship.

Only God could create a charac-
ter like the late Hal Rowe. During his 
72-year earthly pilgrimage, his specialty 
was constantly helping others, always 
making them smile. 

 Consider his bungled marriage 
proposal to Joyce. She accepted – IF 
he’d place the ring on her OTHER hand. 
He blamed inexperience, asking, “Do 
you want to marry a 210-pound football 
player or a 130-pound poet?” The two 
would share life’s “thick and thin” jour-
ney for a half-century.

 Much of Hal’s life elicited smiles, 
even at age 68, when he donated a 
kidney to an acquaintance with critical 
need. “They won’t accept blood from 
persons on Alzheimer’s medication, but 
kidneys are OK,” he laughed.

*****
Hal battled Alzheimer’s for seven 

years, but “remembered” to insist on 
Blue Bell ice cream cup giveaways as 
folks exited his funeral.

 Alzheimer’s was one of Hal’s many 
battles. Consider his struggle in 1986 
when 20-year-old son Greg was killed in 
a collision with a drunken driver. 

 Kevin, the Rowe’s other son, also 
was deeply grieved. Yet, he, too, forged 
on, fi nishing Lubbock Monterey High 
School a few days after Greg’s funeral. 
 The loss of his dad a quarter-century 
later was even greater; Hal was Kevin’s 
best friend…..

*****
 Between the two losses, Kevin 

opted for a four-year stint in the Navy, 
serving in the Persian Gulf War. He lost 
several buddies along the way. 

 Back home after discharge, 
he clung to his dad, mom and sister 
Melissa. 

 He then earned a degree at Howard 
Payne University, where I was president 
at the time. I well remember this student 
who said little, but blessed others with 

his thoughtful 
manner and 
ready smile….

*****

 He valued 
family above 
all else.

 Upon 
Hal’s death in 
2012, Kevin 
took over man-
agement of the 
family ‘srental properties.

 Renters compared him to his caring 
father. Hal, for many years a deacon and 
Sunday school teacher, radiated an ever-
present spirit for others. Kevin, however, 
may have felt he didn’t measure up. Or 
maybe life’s “gut punches” became too 
many. Diagnosed with Post Traumatic 
Stress Disorder, he took his life on 
March 3. He was 47….

*****
 “The Lord prepares us for what lies 

ahead,” Joyce said. “I hadn’t heard from 
Kevin for two days, and was distressed 
to discover no activity on his credit card 
and phone,” she said.

 Attempts to nap were futile as she 
anticipated a visit by Dr. and Mrs. Larry 
Jones. Linda is her favorite cousin, and 
she hadn’t seen them for almost a year. 
(They live some 300 miles from Lub-
bock.)

 They insisted on taking her to 
dinner; she “had no appetite.”…

*****
 On the way home, a neighbor 

called to tell her a policeman was at her 
house. “I knew Kevin was gone, and told 
him before he told me,” she said, recog-
nizing the offi cer, the son-in-law of her 
hairdresser.

 Had she gone to Kevin’s apartment 
at the time Larry and Linda reached 
Lubbock, her visit would have coincided 

with arrival of the medical examiner. 
She also was spared seeing an unkempt 
apartment. Joyce later noticed, however, 
that his garage workshop was immacu-
late – just like his dad’s.

 “I was comforted by two treasured 
relatives, and within two hours, all 
ministers from my church – as well as 
dozens of members and the entire staff 
where I work – were at my side,” Joyce 
recalls…

*****
 As was the case at Greg’s and Hal’s 

memorial services, several hundred gath-
ered for Kevin’s. Larry preached; Melis-
sa’s from-the-heart eulogy touched all.

 Within a week, Joyce – once 
named “national teacher of the year” 
during her 24-year Lubbock Monterey 
High School career – was back at the 
Bacon Heights Baptist Church keyboard. 
Except for two moves from Lubbock 
totaling 15 months, she has served in 
that role for 49 years.

 She has photographs, memories of 
her husband and two sons and the ever-
growing love of a daughter, to keep her 
going….

*****
 The hymn fi ts: “Cheer up, my 

brother, live in the sunshine. We’ll 
understand it, all by and by.”

 She’s better equipped now to com-
fort others on life’s jagged edges. So is 
Melissa, who also works at Lake Ridge 
Funeral Home. 

 “Melissa and I aren’t going to ask 
the ‘why us?’ question. We’re supportive 
partners, both at the funeral home and 
managing rental properties.”…

Every time we leave the country 
we are advised to watch for pickpockets 
in areas where there are large crowds. 
Travel books and brochures tell travel-
ers not to carry any loose cash, wallets 
or passports in front pants pockets or in 
purses without secure locks. A friend 
of mine has had his pocket picked two 
different times. Once was on a bus in 
Budapest during the winter when he 
was wearing an overcoat. He was lucky. 
All the perpetrator got was a notebook 
that had a list of expenses. Another 
time he was in Rome and had put about 
30 dollars’ worth of Italian currency 
in his pocket for some walking around 
cash he had planned to use for lunch 
and incidentals. Someone came up to 
him and asked if he needed help fi nd-
ing his way around town. Suddenly my 
friend noticed he was minus his walking 
around cash.

Pickpockets are well trained and 
start learning their trade at an early age. 
Small children suddenly appear out of 
nowhere and stand by your side without 
you noticing them.

My wife took our fi ve-year-old 
grandson on a train trip from Dallas to 
Texarkana. While she was buying the 

tickets at Union 
Station in 
Dallas, she put 
her wallet on 
the shelf by the 
ticket offi ce. 
She was dis-
tracted by her 
grandson who 
needed a drink 
of water. When 
she turned 
back to the 
ticket offi ce, her wallet was gone. It took 
weeks to get the driver’s license, credit 
cards and other items back in order. 
Luckily she had purchased the tickets 
and got to take the train ride. A woman 
nearby saw that she had lost her wallet 
and gave her a few dollars.

The worst pickpocket incident I 
know about happened to a young man in 
India. A woman went up to him in a train 
station and put a baby in his arms. Since 
his arms were busy holding the infant 
and his attention was diverted to it, he 
didn’t notice when his pockets were 
picked. He lost his wallet, passport and 
cash and had to go to the US embassy 
to start the long procedure to get a new 

passport. When he reported the incident 
to police, he was told he should have 
dropped the baby.

Over the years I have bought some 
money belts and pouches that hang 
around the neck underneath a shirt. On 
my most recent trip out of the country 
I noticed several men in airports and in 
cities wearing the pouches on the outside 
their shirts. That made it convenient to 
use, but a skilled criminal could cut the 
cord without the owner being aware of 
what was happening. I keep mine out of 
sight. It has pockets for passports, credit 
cards and cash, things you want to keep 
and use only for yourself.

I have some travel vests that I use 
when I leave the country. They have 
large inside pockets with zippers and I 
feel secure putting valuables in them. 
I don’t ever take the vest off and leave 
it on the back of a chair while I have a 
meal.

 Losing cash, passports and wallets 
are real downers and could ruin a trip. 
You don’t want to walk around full of 
fear about losing your valuables. Put 
them in a safe place and enjoy your 
travels.

Question: Why can’t we just 
replace the oldest water meters 
instead of all the meters?

Answer: Most of the meters 
are old and therefore measuring 
water inaccurately. The city is being 
charged for all the water it receives 
from Greenbelt but is not able to 
collect for all the water used by con-
sumers. Better accountability will 
produce more revenue.

Question: What percentage of 
the funding is grant funds? 

Answer: 35 percent.
Question: Clarendon is in 

decline, and won’t this cost be 
borne by fewer and fewer people?

Answer: The city believes 
improved water and improved ser-
vices makes Clarendon more attrac-
tive for people to live here.

Comment: Our rates are 
higher than other cities already.

Response: If you look at other 

cities who purchase their water from 
Greenbelt, we are comparable. Chil-
dress’ and Crowell’s rates are higher 
than Clarendon and will still be 
higher after we go up $10.

Comment by Judy Thomas: I 
don’t like the idea of paying $10 per 
month more, but I like replacing my 
clothes less (due to stains from dirty 
water).

Comment by Rose Lemley: I 
greatly admire our mayor, council, 
and city administrator for dealing 
with something that nobody else 
wanted to deal with.

Question: How will this 
waterline replacement impact 
paved streets and driveways?

Answer: Lines will be placed in 
the right of way outside of the paving 
where possible. Driveways that are 
cut will be put back with the same 
material that was there.

Question: What about the 

brick streets?
Answer: Brick streets are 

important to the community and city 
is aware of that.

Comment from Will Thomp-
son: Many express fear of spending 
or taxes going up. I fear not doing 
something like Flint, Michigan. 
Doing nothing will put pressure on 
another generation.

Comment from Bob Watson: 
We’re doing a disservice to those 
with poor water if we don’t fi x this 
water for everybody.

Question: How does this 
impact the city’s ability to borrow 
money for future projects?

Answer: The current street 
bonds will be paid for in three years, 
and at that time the city could take on 
another project.

My computer 
and new printer going back to Best 
Buy in Amarillo. Best Buy has been 
very helpful in trying to get the new 
printer to work.

“Offi cial-sounding Calls About 
An Email Hack,” by Andrew John-
son Division of Consumer and Busi-
ness Education, FTC.

There’s a new twist on tech-
support scams you know, the one 
where crooks try to get access to 
your computer or sensitive informa-
tion by offering to “fi x” a computer 
problem that doesn’t actually exist. 
Lately, we’ve heard reports that 
people are getting calls from some-
one claiming to be from the Global 
Privacy Enforcement Network. Their 
claim? That your email account has 
been hacked and is sending fraudu-
lent messages. They say they’ll have 
to take legal action against you, 
unless you let them fi x the problem 
right away.

If you raise questions, the 

scammers turn up the pressure, 
but they’ve also given out phone 
numbers of actual Federal Trade 
Commission staff (who have been 
surprised to get calls). The scam-
mers also have sent people to the 
actual website for the Global Privacy 
Enforcement Network. (It’s a real 
thing: it’s an organization that helps 
governments work together on cross-
border privacy cooperation.)

Here are few things to remem-
ber if you get any kind of tech-sup-
port call, no matter who they say 
they are: 

Don’t give control of your com-
puter to anyone who calls you offer-
ing to “fi x” your computer. Never 
give out or confi rm your fi nancial or 
sensitive information to anyone who 
contacts you. Getting pressure to act 
immediately? That’s a sure sign of 
a scam. Hang up. If you have con-
cerns, contact your security software 
company directly. Use contact infor-
mation you know is right, not what 
the caller gives you. If you spot a 
scam, tell the FTC.

I admit 
it; when my 
email inbox 
is full, my eyes may drift past some 
messages. But my co-worker’s story 
has motivated me to pay better atten-
tion. She noticed an odd email her 
husband got and looked into it. It 
turned out that someone had stolen 
his personal information and used it 
to buy things. 

Now her husband is using Iden-
tityTheft.gov to fi x problems, and 
she’s reminding people to watch 
their inboxes. The story started with 
an email from a company the family 
knew. It said ‘We received your 
order.’ That seemed ok; they had 
recently placed an order. A second 
email said ‘Your new mobile phone 
is on its way’ and listed a delivery 
address that wasn’t theirs. ‘That’s 

wrong!’ my co-worker thought, and 
she called the company.

The company confi rmed 
that someone using her husband’s 
account had ordered a mobile phone, 
and was having it sent to a nearby 
hotel. She told the company it was 
a scam, closed the account and fi led 
an identity theft report. She also con-
tacted local law enforcement. When 
the scammer (complete with fake 
ID) came to pick up the package, 
local law enforcement arrested him.

There are many ways to dis-
cover that someone is using your 
information. You might get bills that 
aren’t yours, see strange withdraw-
als from your bank account or get an 
unexpected notice from the IRS. If 
you see a warning sign, act quickly. 
IdentityTheft.gov will guide you 
through the steps that help you limit 
the damage.

“Timing Is Everything” from 
the FTC.

The doctor must give you your 
contact lens prescription when your 
fi tting is complete. A fi tting may 
require more than one appointment. 

If the doctor is ready to sell you 
contacts, the fi tting is complete. The 
doctor can’t require you to pay an 
extra fee, buy eyeglasses or contact 
lenses, or sign a waiver or form in 
exchange for your prescription.

If you suspect an eye doctor 
is violating the Contact Lens Rule, 
you can report that online at ftc.
gov/complaint. FTC attorneys and 
investigators – and hundreds of 
other law enforcement agencies – 
use consumer complaints to bring 
cases against companies and people 
that violate the law. In fact, the FTC 
recently sent letters warning contact 
lens prescribers and sellers about 
potential violations of the Contact 
Lens Rule. Violations of the Rule 
could result in legal action and fi nan-
cial penalties.

For a more in-depth look at 
your prescription rights for con-
tacts – and glasses – read our newly 
updated article, Prescription Glasses 
and Contact Lenses. It includes a list 
of what you should see in your pre-
scription.
