At the start of each session,
the Senate elects one member to
serve in this position and preside
over the Senate when the Lieuten-
ant Governor is absent.

If the Governor and Lieuten-
ant Governor are both out of the
state, the President Pro Tempore is
acting governor in their absence.

Filing period
opens for six
local boards

Filing is now open for six local
governments that are scheduled to
hold elections this spring.

The cities of Clarendon, Hedley,
and Howardwick; the Clarendon
and Hedley school district; and the
Donley County Hospital District all
have board positions available this
year.

In Clarendon, the two-year
terms of Mayor Sandy Skelton and
Aldermen Doug Kidd and Nathan
Floyd are up.

Hedley has of its five alder-
men up for election this year. The
full two-year terms of Aldermen
Carrie Butler, Tonya Metcalf, and
Kathy Spier are up, and a one-year
unexpired term is also up this year.
Alderman Guy Watt is currently in
that position formerly held by Dusty
Wilkinson.

Howardwick Mayor Mike
Rowland and Aldermen Gail Leath-
ers and Eric Riddle are also at the
end of two-year terms.

Clarendon ISD Trustees serve
three years, and the terms of Weldon
Sears and Reneé Mott are expiring
this year.

Hedley ISD has three full three-
year terms up this year. One of those
seats is currently vacant, and the
other two are held by Troy Monroe
and Cindy Lambert.

The Donley County Hospital
District Board of Directors has three
two-year terms up this year. Those
are currently held by Wayne Tubbs
— Place One, Jeff Robertson — Place
Two, and Melinda McAnear — Place
Three.

All local boards are elected at-
large, but hospital board candidates
must file for a specific place on the
ballot.

Filing began Wednesday, Janu-
ary 18, and runs through Friday, Feb-
ruary 17. Elections are scheduled to
be held Saturday, May 6, 2017.

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City okays purchase
of sewage coverage

Action by the Clarendon City
Council last week aims to cover
future monetary losses from sewer
backups like those incurred by a
local couple last year.

A downpour on August 29
caused the city’s sewer line to back
up inside the Third Street home
of B.J. and Jennie Owens. The
couple’s homeowner’s insurance
denied their claim, and the city’s
insurance also denied a claim tout-
ing the city’s sovereign immunity
in the case.

In light of those damages,
City Administrator David Dock-
ery introduced a Supplemental
Sewage Backup Coverage through
the city’s insurer during the regular
council meeting on January 12.

“This only covers instances
where the city’s line or main causes
a problem,” Dockery said. “It also

won’t cover a 25-year or greater

flood event.”

The coverage would provide
up to $25,000 for damages per
occurrence with a $250 deductible
at an annual cost of $811 for the
city, Dockery said.

Although the new insurance
won’t help the Owens, aldermen
felt that the policy would be a good
benefit to have going forward to
help protect citizens in the future.
The vote to adopt the coverage was
unanimous.

“This is taxpayers’ dollars
being used to directly protect the
taxpayers,” Dockery said.

The council set February 13 as
the date for a public hearing of the
new Building Standards Commis-
sion to take comments on the Mays
property at 512. S. Sully.

Aldermen also voted to renew
the city’s curfew ordinance for
minors for another three years.

Riza points to CC’s past in focusing on future

Clarendon  College faculty
reported for the 2017 spring semes-
ter last Thursday, and CC President
Robert Riza welcomed them with an
address that looked at past accom-
plishments but focused on the need
to stay relevant in today’s environ-
ment.

With students returning to
campus this week, Dr. Riza quickly
ran through the top headlines of
2016, which saw Clarendon College
students excelling and the college
itself establishing new partnerships
and programs to help students suc-
ceed. The college also honored its
alumni and its heritage in the last

year, but the president was only
looking to the past to bring focus on
the future.

“We have to maintain rel-
evance,” Riza said. “What worked
20, 15, or 10 years ago, won’t work
today or three years from now.”

The president put forth several
interesting facts about Clarendon
College from 1997 compared to CC
today to show how the institution has
grown and changed.

In 1997, Clarendon employed
24 full time faculty members com-
pared to more than 40 today. Spring
enrollment has grown from 790
twenty years ago to 1,252. Back then

there were no dual credit classes,
although CC did teach a few college
classes in area high schools. Today,
513 high school students are enrolled
in dual credit courses.

The college’s budget in 1997
was $3.3 million and 60 percent of
that was state funded. Today, CC has
a budget of $9.3 million and only
receives about 35 percent of those
funds from the state.

Although community colleges
teach about 70 percent of the state’s
freshmen and sophomores, two-year
schools have lost a lot of influence
the in the state Capitol where the late
Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock was one of

their staunch supporters, Riza said.

“Sen. Kel Seliger is a friend of
ours, and he understands what we
do,” the president said but noted that
many new Legislators don’t under-
stand the importance of community
colleges.

“Our students are very success-
ful,” Riza said of Clarendon College.
“Ninety-four percent of dual credit
students pass their classes. Eighty-
four percent go on to college, and
38 percent finish bachelor’s degrees
within four years.

“We (community colleges) are
the best expense of state dollars,”
Riza said.

The president reminded the fac-
ulty and staff about their purpose and
the impact they have on students’
lives.

“Our students need our best
every day that they are here,” he said.

The afternoon session of All
College Day was focused on a new
state law that will allow Concealed
Handgun License (CHL) holders to
be able to carry their weapons on
public college campuses beginning
this fall

Riza reminded those in atten-
dance that the law only applies to
licensed concealed carriers and that

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Act with love
to protect all
our liberties

Farewell to 2016, arguably the worst year for
religious freedom in living memory.

From genocide in Syria and Iraq to ethnic cleans-
ing in Burma, religious oppression and persecution
destroyed countless lives, exiled millions and fueled
the greatest humanitarian crisis since World War II.

Most of the world’s population — more than 5 bil-
lion people — now lives in countries with high restric-
tions on religious freedom.

Meanwhile in the United States, many religious
Americans felt under siege in 2016 as Islamophobia
spiked, attacks on Sikhs and Hindus grew, anti-Semi-
tism gained ground with the surge of White Suprema-
cist groups, and Christian claims of conscience were
too often dismissed and denigrated as acts of “bigotry.”

Bleak, but not hopeless: Beyond the numbing
headlines of despair in the past year were signs of
hope — small, but profound stories about the capacity
of the human spirit to counter hate with compassion,
destruction with healing, violence with peaceful coex-
istence.

Consider, for example, the Muslim and Christian
faithful in Cameroon who began taking turns last year
protecting one another from terrorist attacks by Boko
Haram. On Fridays, Christians now guard the mosques
during community prayer and on Sundays, Muslims
protect churches during Sunday worship.

Or consider the Muslim farmers in a Punjabi vil-
lage in Pakistan who used their meager savings last
summer to rebuild a Christian church destroyed by
monsoon floods. “Our mosque stands here from times
past,” a Muslim villager told the Daily Pakistan, “but
our Christian brothers also have the right to worship in
their church.”

Closer to home, a broad coalition of religious
groups, including the Southern Baptist Convention’s
Ethics and Religious Liberty Committee (ERLC), Sikh
Coalition, National Association of Evangelicals, the
Becket Fund for Religious Liberty and the Unitarian
Universalist Legislative Ministry of New Jersey, joined
to support a court challenge by the Islamic Society
after the Muslim group was denied an application to
build a mosque in Bernards Township, N.J.

When ERLC president Russell Moore faced criti-
cism for supporting Muslims at the annual Southern
Baptist Convention last summer, he responded first as
a Christian by saying: “What it means to be a Baptist
is to support soul liberty for everybody.”

Then Moore gave a short, but sweet civics
lesson reminding his listeners that upholding the First
Amendment for others also serves the best interest of
Baptists:

“Brothers and sisters, when you have a govern-
ment that says ‘we can decide whether or not a house
of worship can be constructed based upon theological
beliefs of that house of worship,” then there are going
to be Southern Baptist churches in San Francisco and
New York and throughout this country who are not
going to be able to build.”

Whatever the motives for standing up for others —
religious faith, civic virtue or enlightened self interest
—religious freedom only works when a right for one is
a right for all.

That was the takeaway from the protest at Stand-
ing Rock, a defining moment for religious freedom
in 2016. Representatives from more than 300 Native
American tribes converged to stop the Dakota Access
Pipeline from being built under the Missouri River
near the Standing Rock Sioux Reservation in North
and South Dakota. The tribe argued that the route
would threaten sacred sites and life-giving water.

Native American tribes stood in solidarity with
the Sioux — supported by thousands of military vet-
erans, Black Lives Matter activists, religious leaders,
civil libertarians and citizens of different faiths, races
and political beliefs. In December, the two-year battle
for Native American religious freedom ended in vic-
tory (for now at least) when the Obama administration
denied the easement needed to run the pipeline under
the river.

In these acts of courage and compassion, reli-
gious freedom was nourished in 2016. But tragically,
the avalanche of stories of violence and conflict largely
eclipsed stories of hope last year. And the outlook for
2017 promises even more religious persecution abroad
and religious division at home.

At Christmas, my household received a sign of
hope - literally — when a kind priest gave us a wooden
plaque with a saying from St. Teresa of Calcutta:

“We can do no great things, only small things
with great love.”

So in 2017, when the headlines overwhelm our
conscience with death and destruction, we will inevi-
tably feel helpless that we can’t do the “great things”
needed to end genocide, save the refugees or fully pro-
tect the many vulnerable Americans here at home.

But remember those villagers in Africa and Paki-
stan, the religious leaders in New Jersey and the vet-
erans and activists standing with Native Americans in
the Dakotas. And then emulate them by striving to do
small things with great love.

The beat of a different drum...

He frequently took jabs at pomp,
sparred with circumstance and flat-out
deflated folks too full of themselves,
determined never to join the group. In all
of this and more, he smiled, confidently
moored to Christian linchpins that kept
him focused on the “main thing being
the main thing.”

Dr. Paul Powell was felled by a
stroke last month. He was 83. Pews were
packed in the chapel of Green Acres
Baptist Church in Tyler. (It was formerly
the sanctuary where he preached more
than a thousand sermons and conducted
hundreds of funerals and weddings
during his 17-year tenure.)

Family members, friends and asso-
ciates weren’t sure whether the service
would be remembered more for proper
“funeralizing” or gentle roasting. It may
have been — you’ll pardon the expres-
sion — a dead heat, and why wouldn’t
it? Officiants at the “service” say he
planned it all in advance, including par-
ticipants, hymns, scriptures and obituary
photograph. While perusing photograph
albums, he even selected the photo he
thought best to use with wife Cathy’s
obituary up the way....
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They say he was “retired,” and
they were wrong. This mountain of a
man served with distinction in so many
different ways, he didn’t know how to
“cold turkey” his way out. Instead, he
plugged along, preaching when invited,
sharing the Gospel and lending mature
observations gleaned from a long life of
rich experiences as a former pastor of
five churches, denominational executive,
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God Works

in Mischievous Ways was published in
2016. The title “nutshells” how Paul “did
life.”

He smiled his way through situa-
tions of all kinds — serious and humor-
ous. They said he asked longtime friend
Russell Dilday, “Have you read my last
book?” Paul said Dr. Dilday responded,
“Oh, [ hope so0.”...
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His keen humor usually was laced
with self-deprecation. He claimed he
journeyed from “the backwoods of East
Texas, to the back alleys of Port Arthur,
to the back of the class in school.” Ken
Camp, who wrote a detailed obituary,
called Dr. Powell “the always quotable.”

Powell’s wife of 62 years — and
throngs of others across the years —
wondered what he would say next,
particularly at banquets. One evening, a
banquet host expressed regret that Mrs.
Powell was unable to attend. “Oh, she’s
here,” Paul assured. “Cathy is still in the
car, applying lipstick...preparing her
body for viewing.”

Tributes poured in from the greats,

near greats and “ordinaries” throughout
the nation. (He would have included
himself among the latter.) Dr. Bill Pin-
son’s tribute summed it up: “He was
unapologetically Baptist in his beliefs
and at the same time an unashamed
member of the larger Christian family
of faith....a Baptist statesman who
remained a down-to-earth, approachable
servant leader.”...
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Noted for his courage kept close at
hand, Dr. Powell is remembered for his
response to critics of investment policies
when he was President and CEO of the
Southern Baptist Convention’s Annu-
ity Board. In his 1994 annual report, he
stated: “Since we are in the home of
Disney World, I need to tell you that the
Annuity Board is not a ‘Mickey Mouse’
operation, and it is not being run by
Goofy and his friends.”

He mentored hundreds of young
ministers. They, and their elders, will
long share Paul Powell stories, both
hither and yon. When they gather, they’d
best be prepared to “sit a spell.” Dr.
Powell was one-of-a-kind, and a descrip-
tion the late colorful sportswriter Blackie
Sherrod once wrote of a long-ago friend
likewise “fits” Paul Powell: “Before God
made him, He broke the mold.”

The hem-of-the-garment service
spanned some 50 minutes. Smiling, Paul
might have concluded, “As per instruc-

tions, they kept it under an hour.”...

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An amazing Texan: Raye Virginia

People told me about this fascinat-
ing woman who lived in Temple. I'm
immediately suspicious when someone
brags to me ad infinitum about a poten-
tial interviewee. My thought was that
she couldn’t possibly live up to the hype
that [ had heard. So I called this woman
named Raye Virginia Allen. Her voice
on the phone let me know I was talking
to a fireball, someone who gets things
done. We made arrangements to meet at
her home on the outskirts of Temple.

Her house was a surprise. I guess I
was expecting a mansion. It is an ordi-
nary farmhouse built in 1882. Her par-
ents bought it in 1939. “They restored
it,” she said. “It was a wreck. The
previous owner had been raising chick-
ens inside here. My parents filled the
house with custom furniture built by fine
craftsmen in San Antonio.”

Raye Virginia and her husband
H.K. Allen spent 12 years working with
architect Zale Logsdon, a student of
Frank Lloyd Wright, designing a house
just down the road from the farmhouse.
“I'live in both of them,” she says. Both
are filled with books.

She is 87 now, but has a life of

accomplish-
ment and
still sits on
a number of
boards and
advises art-
ists, writers,

historians and Sto rieS
scholars.

She is a Of texas .
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among other
things and has created Friar Creek Pre-
serve on her 60-acre Green Oaks Farm.
She takes groups on tours free of charge,
but by appointment only, and points out
archeological sites and plants native
to central Texas. “I take every type of
group from Boy Scouts to the Red Hat
Ladies of Killeen.”

Her Texas roots are deep. “I was
reared in a family that it was just part
of our blood to care about Texas his-
tory and traditions,” she told me. Raye
Virginia was a cheerleader when she
attended Temple High School. Her par-
ents encouraged her to study and it paid
off. She was in the Plan II Honors Pro-
gram at the University of Texas. “That’s

a very small program,” she reminded
me. “We studied Aristotle and Thomas
Aquinas and all the great thinkers from
all over the world. But I got interested
in women’s history, especially women
artists who had been ignored.”

Raye VA, as some people call her,
spent 13 years writing an illustrated
biography of Gordon Conway, a promi-
nent artist and social icon of the 1920°s
jazz age whose drawings appeared in
Vanity Fair and Vogue Magazines, in
newspapers, on posters and in costume
and set design for 119 stage produc-
tions and 47 films. The book, published
in 1997, is a classic and won several
awards. She gave me a copy of it and it
is something I treasure. It has more ref-
erence pages than a dissertation.

Raye VA did graduate studies in
folklore. She has been involved in folk-
lore on both state and national levels.
“It was a great honor for me when I was
appointed by the Congress of the United
States to be on the founding board of the
American Folklife Center in the Library
of Congress.” She was later elected
chairman of the board.

Raye VA lived up to her hype.

Windbreak seedlings available thru SWCD

The Donley County Soil &
Water Conservation District is now
taking orders for evergreen and hard-
wood seedlings. Landowners are
encouraged to purchase these one-
year-old seedlings for windbreak
plantings before preferred stock is
sold out.

Each year thousands of region-
ally adapted seedlings are grown
from seed by West Texas Nursery -
Texas A&M Forest Service in Idalou.
The agency’s primary objective is to
produce and sell quality seedlings at
an affordable price for landowners,
allowing them to plant large quanti-
ties of trees for windbreaks.

A windbreak consists of trees
and shrubs systematically planted
adjacent to fields, homesteads, or
feedlots as a barrier to reduce or
redirect the wind. They create pro-
tection and habitat for wildlife,
reduce erosion, and increase land
value and aesthetics. They are estab-
lished where production ends and

These
windbreaks also reduce the risk of
mortality during the harsh winter
months, such as Winter Storm Goli-
ath in 2015. They also provide shade

during the hot summer months and
help keep the dust down when used
around dairies and feedlots.

Seliger files bill on graduation committees

AUSTIN -State Senator Kel
Seliger (R-Amarillo) last week filed
Senate Bill 463, which allows for the
continued use of Individual Gradua-
tion Committees. SB 463 gives stu-
dents who fail one or two STAAR
exams, but otherwise meet all other
graduation requirements, a path to
graduation.

“I am proud to author SB 463
to remove the Sunset date that was
included in SB 149 last session. This
bill ensures that deserving students
who have passed all of their courses

and demonstrated that they are pre-
pared for college or the workforce
will graduate from high school,”
Seliger said.

“We have seen that schools
use this provision judiciously, and
we have heard real life examples of
students whose futures were ensured
because they had the option of con-
sideration by a graduation commit-
tee. Many of these students have
gone on to universities, community
and technical colleges and entered
the workforce with great success. I

emphatically maintain that a single
test cannot determine a person’s abil-
ity to effectively pursue postsecond-
ary ambitions,” said Seliger.

Senator Seliger has been a
leader on public education policy
issues since his election to the Texas
Senate in 2004.

During previous sessions he
played a key role in the reduction
of end of course exams and the cre-
ation of a new graduation plan as a
member of the Senate Education
Comnmittee.

“Pass it on in your community”
by Carol Kando-Pineda Counsel,
FTC.

Pass it On is the FTC’s con-
sumer education campaign designed
to encourage older adults to talk to
their friends, neighbors, and relatives
about scams. Because we’ve learned
that sharing what you know can help
protect someone who you know
from a scam.

Now, we’ve got a new video
that highlights how some local orga-
nizations are getting in on the act
and using Pass it On materials in
their communities — all in different
ways. For instance, a Massachusetts
agency distributes fraud prevention
materials at community centers serv-
ing older consumers. A Connecticut
publisher and state consumer protec-
tion office use the Pass it On tips in
a community newspaper published
in several languages. And a group of
older actors performs skits for their
peers in Southern California, giving
their audience a heads-up on the
latest frauds and rip-offs.

What can you do? Well, you
probably know someone who could
use a few tips on spotting scams. The
next time you’re at your local library,
church, or temple, or even visiting a
relative in a nursing home, take a
stack of Pass it On materials with
you. You can order them online for
free, in bulk, in English and Spanish.

“Snapshot of Older Consumers
and Student Debt” by Stacy Canan,

2015, the number of Americans age
60 or older with one or more student
loans quadrupled and the average
debt load owed by an older borrower
roughly doubled.

Today, we released a “Snapshot
of older consumers and student loan
debt” that describes these trends and
takes a closer look at complaints
from older borrowers about their stu-
dent loan debt. Today’s report finds
that older borrowers complain of
problems with student loan lenders,
servicers, and debt collectors. These
problems can exacerbate older bor-
rowers’ financial distress and jeop-
ardize their financial security later
in life.

“FTC Announces Crackdown
on Two Massive Illegal Robocall
Operations”

Web of defendants blasted bil-
lions of robocalls, including more
than 70 million to numbers on
National Do Not Call Registry.

The Federal Trade Commis-
sion has announced a crackdown on
two massive robocall telemarket-
ing operations, both of which have
been blasting robocalls to consum-
ers on the National Do Not Call
(DNC) Registry since at least 2012.
Many of the defendants in the two
cases, FTC v. Justin Ramsey, et. al.
and FTC v. Aaron Michael Jones,
et. al., have agreed to court orders
that permanently ban them from
making robocalls, making any calls
to numbers listed on the Do Not Call
Registry, violating the TSR, and/
or assisting others in doing so. The
settling defendants also will pay the
Commission a total of more than
$500,000.

“The law is clear about robocalls
-- if a telemarketer doesn’t have con-
sumers’ written permission, it’s ille-

gal to make these calls,” said Jessica
Rich, director of the FTC’s Bureau
of Consumer Protection. “The FTC
will continue working hard to put
a stop to telemarketers who ignore
the law.” The two ringleaders of the
operations Justin Ramsey and Aaron
Michael (“Mike”) Jones have previ-
ously been sued by state attorneys
general for telemarketing violations
and the FTC’s litigation against them
continues.

According to the FTC’s com-
plaint in the Ramsey action, the
defendants illegally blasted millions
of robocalls in 2012 and 2013 to con-
sumers on the DNC Registry selling
home security systems or generating
leads for home security installation
companies. In just one week in July
2012, the defendants allegedly made
more than 1.3 million illegal calls to
consumers nationwide, 80 percent
of which were to numbers listed on
the DNC Registry. The FTC alleges
that Ramsey continues to violate the
TSR. For example, in April and May
of 2016, the FTC alleges that he and
his company, Prime Marketing LLC,
placed at least 800,000 calls to num-
bers listed on the Do Not Call Reg-
istry.

Two of Ramsey’s former busi-
ness partners and their three com-
panies have agreed to settle. In
addition to the bans on robocalling,
DNC and TSR violations, the court
orders impose a $1.4 million judg-
ment, which is suspended based
on the defendants’ inability to pay.
The full amount will become due
if they are found to have misrep-
resented their financial condition.
The FTC’s complaint in the Jones
action charges nine individuals and
10 corporate entities with operating
robocalling enterprises allegedly
controlled by Mike Jones. Accord-
ing to the FTC’s complaint, between
at least March 2009 and May 2016,
the defendants made or helped to
make billions of robocalls, many of
which sold extended auto warranties,
search engine optimization services,
and home security systems, or gen-
erated leads for companies selling
those goods and services. Many of

those calls were to numbers on the
DNC Registry.

In just the first three months
of 2014, the FTC alleges that the
defendants made more than 329 mil-
lion robocalls to consumers in all
50 states, including 32 million to
numbers on the Do Not Call Reg-
istry. In the first quarter of 2015,
the FTC alleges that the defendants
blasted out 222 million calls, includ-
ing 40 million to numbers on the
Do Not Call Registry. Seven of the
nine individual defendants and Local
Lighthouse Corp. have agreed to
court orders, which in addition to
the bans on robocalling, DNC and
TSR violations, include a $9.9 mil-
lion monetary judgment, with all but
$510,000 suspended based upon the
defendants’ inability to pay. The full
amount of the judgment will become
due against any defendants found to
have misrepresented their financial
condition.

The Commission vote authoriz-
ing staff to file the complaints and
proposed stipulated federal court
orders in each case was 3-0. FTC
staff filed the complaint and pro-
posed orders in FTC v. Ramsey in
the U.S. District Court for the South-
ern District of Florida and the com-
plaint and proposed orders in FTC v.
Jones in the U.S. District Court for
the Central District of California.

NOTE: The Commission autho-
rizes the filing of a complaint when it
has “reason to believe” that the law
has been or is being violated, and
it appears to the Commission that
a proceeding is in the public inter-
est. Stipulated court orders have
the force of law when approved and
signed by the District Court judge.

No weapons will be allowed
in college dormitories, and there
may even be restrictions in the class-
room buildings because other laws
prohibit weapons where UIL events
are held.

Heart Problem Reduced with Diabetes Drug

The Food and Drug Administration recently approved a
drug, called empaglifiozin, to help decrease the likelihood of
heart-related death. Empagliflozin is used to control glucose
in adults with type 2 diabetes. It works by blocking glucose
from being absorbed by the body. It also helps get rid of
glucose through urination. The approval for the new use
came after a recent study of people with type 2 diabetes and
heart disease. When empaglifiozin or a placebo was added
to the standard of care, researchers reported a decreased risk
for heart-related deaths. Side effects of empagliflozin include
dehydration.

Type 2 diabetes is a condition that affects the way the body
uses glucose, or sugar. The body makes insulin to move
glucose into its cells. In type 2 diabetes, the body may resist
the effect of insulin or it may not produce enough insulin.
Symptoms of type 2 diabetes include increased thirst and
