Government Regulations 
'Dump' On Trash Disposal

Now Being Trucked To Abilene Landfill
Need to dispose o f trash in 

your home? In the past it's been as 
simple as walking to your city 
owned dumpster, raising the lid 
and tossing it in No fuss, no wor­
ries. Well, thanks to the efforts o f 
various governmental agencies, 
it's not that siihple to dispose of 
trash any more. Every time you 
raise that dumpster lid and throw 
something in, you are giving that 
bit o f garbage a ride all the way to 
Abilene.

The City o f Knox City is just 
one o f hundreds o f smaller com­
munities across the state being 
forced by the government to dras­
tically change its method of op­
eration with regards to trash dis­
posal. Increasing federal and state 
regulations on landfills forced the 
Knox County landfill to close sev­
eral years ago. Our trash from 
Knox City was then trucked to 
Haskell to their county landfill. 
Now more governmental regula­
tions have forced the Haskell land­
fill to close, so the City o f Knox 
City has contracted with Triple C 
EMspos al to collect and drive Knox 
City trash all the way to the 
Abilene landfill inTaylor County.

The new contract with Triple C 
and the increased distance being 
required to dispose o f local trash 
will mean higher trash collection 
rates for residents and businesses 
served by the City of Knox G ty. 
City Administrator Joe Rice con­

firmed that rates will have to go 
up, but the city council has not 
fixed new rates y e t Triple C 
purchased the Knox G ty  trash 
truck and all the local dumpsters, 
and assumed full responsibility 
for trash pickup as o f this week.

Along with highertrashcollec­
tion rates down the road, the new 
regulations and the contract with 
Triple C Disposal will force sev­
eral other changes that will affect 
everyone locally.

No M ore 'B u m  Pile*
The G ty  o f Knox G ty  is no 

longer allowing residents to place 
trash in the'Bum Pile'on the north­
west side o f town. That practice is 
stopped effective immediately 
and it is now against the law for 
anyone to take any item there and 
throw it out as a means of dis­
posal.

The city will soon have a big 
collection container that will be 
open for use a few days a week for 
the disposal o f items that do not fit 
in a dumpster. More information 
on that will follow at a later date. 

Oil, F ilters Now Prohibited  
The disposal o f used oil and oil 

filters in the city trash collection 
system is also against the law 
now. No used filters or containers 
full o f oil can be disposed o f in a 
dum pster, and no oil can be 
dumped onto the ground or into 
the city's sewer system. The city 
will be installing a collection

point for used oil and filters in the 
nearfuture,more information will 
be available at a later date. 

Out-O f-Tow ners W atch O ut
Another violation o f law that 

will be enforced under the new 
regulations is the disposal o f trash 
in city dumpsters by persons liv­
ing outside C ecity . Currently the 
city knows o f several instances 
where out o f town residents are 
bringing in their household trash 
and disposingof itby  placingitin  
a city dumpster. This is against 
the law and violators can be pros­
ecuted. G ty  Administrator Rice 
stated that this is the law even for 
those persons who own a busi­
ness inside the city limits and 
lives outside the city limits. He or 
she are violating the law if  they 
bring their household trash from a 
residence outside the city limits 
and dispose o f it in their business 
dumpster inside the city limits.

Rice emphasized that the city 
is not doing all o f this by choice, 
new federal and state regulations 
£ue requiring the action. Alotmore 
information on the trash regula­
tions will follow as soon as the 
city can sort through all the new 
laws.

The council and city adminis­
trator are charged with the re­
sponsibility o f seeing how the 
laws apply locally, what the cost 
will be, and what enforcement 
action will be taken .

Cotton Farmers 
Set May 16 As 
Planting Date

Knox County cotton producers 
met last week to vote on a uni­
form planting date and chose 
Monday, May 16.

At this meeting Lindy Patton 
from Rolling Plains Cotton Grow­
ers presented a program on the 
Boll Weevil Eradication Process. 
Before this program a fried cat­
fish meal was prepared by Stan 
White o f StephviUe, sponsored 
by the Knox County Boll Weevil 
Association.

A uniform planting date is very 
important in controlling over­
wintering boll weevils. A boll 
weevil can only survive a certain 
length o f time without fresh bolls 
to feed on. If these are unavail­
able when they emerge from their 
winter homes, they will soon die.

There are several faao rs which 
help out in this. A cold dry winter 
will help reduce the number o f 
weevils which survive the winter. 
A second factor is the date in 
which they begin to over-winter. 
If the weevils begin over-winter­
ing in October, they will come 
out earlier than if  they begin to 
over-winter in December. Thus a 
later planting date will help con­
trol weevils.

Many farmers have the argu­
ment that a May 1 planting date 
will produce more cotton. This 
may be very well true. However, 
it requires more spraying for boll 
weevils which will cause more 
killing o f beneficial insects and 
thus cause more secondary pest 
problems— budworm, boUworm, 
aphids, thrips, etc...

Some concerns with the Boll 
Weevil Eradication is the cost If 
the boll weevil has been sup­
pressed due to cultural practices 
(i.e. uniform planting date) the 
cost o f the boll weevil eradication 
may be somewhat lessened.
