Ministerial To Feature
The JmpxmdA In Concert

Once again, the Knox City 
Ministerial Alliance is combin­
ing efforts to bring gospel music 
to Knox City and the surrounding 
area. The alliance has announced 
that the world famous 'Imperials' 
will be performing here in Knox 
City,on Thursday. May 5, at 7:00 
P.M.. The concert has been sched­
uled into the W.R. Baker Audito­
rium on the Knox City School 
campus.

The Imperials recently cel­
ebrated their 30th year of minis­
tering the gospel through record­
ings, television, and personal ap­
pearances all over the United 
States and beyond its borders to 
many other countries. Although 
the m em bers have changed  
through the years, the quality, 
sound and popularity has been 
received and appreciated. The 
name 'Imperials' has become a 
household word in the Christian 
community.

The group has many credits 
behind them. They have been 
aw arded  4 G ram m ies from  
NARAS and 13 Dove Awards 
from GMA. They have also been

times, and continue to have songs 
in the top 10 radio charts all over 
the country.

Setting the tone for contempo­
rary Christian music, the Imperi­
als are as popular now as they 
have ever been. Having evolved 
from a conservative, traditional 
southern gospel quartet to a thor­
oughly hip pop vocal group, the 
Imperials can rightly claim to have 
drawn the blueprints for contem­
porary Christian music.

Armond M orales, the only 
original remaining member of the 
group, can remember back to the 
time Elvis Presley asked the Im­
perials to tour with him. "Elvis 
was a major Southern gospel fan," 
Moijdes said. "We did all his 
concert dates and recordings dur­
ing that time, and one movie. It 
was exciting. He loved our sing­
ing, and we got to be very close 
friends. He was a very regular 
guy to us. I just don't know what 
happened to him between 1971, 
when we left, and the time he 
passed away. It was a shock. He 
still called me on my birthday up

until the year he died."
The group now includes David 

Wills, a veteran of 19 years, and 
re la tiv e  new com ers Steve 
Ferguson and Jeff Walker. All 
four members are ordained min­
isters.

Speaking about the Imperials 
game plan. Morales makes it clear 
that the group does not subscribe 
to the theory that gospel artists 
need to dilute the spiritual content 
o f their work to reach broader 
audiences. "Our calling goes way 
back into the church," he said. 
"Some people are o f the opinion 
that you need to tone the message 
down to make people like you, 
then tell them about Christ. We've 
never felt that way. As far as 
we're concerned, the Gospel mes­
sage can 't be conveyed  too 
strongly."

Skunks Abound In Area
D uring the past couple o f  

months, there have been an un­
usually large number o f skunk 
reports in and around Knox G ty. 
Part o f the reason for the skunks 
roaming so much is that this time 
of the year is the mating season 
for skunks. Another possible rea­
son could be that several old 
houses in the city limits have 
been removed, making it more 
difficult to find a place to den up. 
If a skunk or any other wild ani­
mal, while denned up for the day 
time, is disturbed or run away 
from its hiding place, it naturally 
is going to be confused and will 
be anxiously seeking anotherspot 
Normally, most wild animals will 
avoid contact with humans and 
civilization, especially in the day­
time. If a skunk, coyote, or simi­

lar animal is seen prowling in 
town in the bright daylight it 
should be assumed, for your own 
protectiort that the animal is ra­
bid. A rabid animal is likely to 
bite a pet dog or cat, and in turn 
these domesticated animals may 
bite and infect a child or anyone 
handling the p e t  If a human is 
around or aggravating a rabid 
animal, the infected animal is very 
likely to attack and can inflict a 
severe injury very quickly. If an 
infected animal is suspected, do 
not attempt to catch the animal. 
Call 911 and someone will be 
contacted to deal with i t  Making 
sure your pets have been vacci­
nated is good insurance that ra­
bies will not be spread to your 
pets. If you suspect that your pet 
has had an encounter with a skunk 
or other such animal, whether or 
not your pet has been vaccinated, 
take it as quickly as possible to the 
nearest veterinarian for attention, 
rather than waiting for the com­
mon symptoms of foaming at the 
mouth, having fits, etc. Anyone 
who would like more information 
on possible rabid animals may 
contact this department for a bro­
chure or booklet. They are free as 
a public service.
