June Sales Tax Check 
To Knox City Is $6,953.53

(Austin, June 10,1994) State 
Comptroller John Sharp today de­
livered $115.4 m illionin monthly 
sales tax rebates to Texas cities 
and counties, including a check of 
$6953.53 to Knox City. The check 
to Knox City is up 28.69% from a 
check o f $5402.92 one year ago. 
Overall payments for the year to 
Knox City are $44,837.98, down 
6.18% from $47,792.28 one year 
ago at this same time.

Texas cities received $ 104 mil­
lion, 5.9 percent above the $98.1 
million delivered last June. Coun­
ties received a total o f 11.4 mil­
lion for their April rebates, up 1.8 
percent from the April 1993 re­
bates o f 11.2 m illioa

This month's payments include 
taxes collected on April sales and 
reported by businesses filing 
monthly returns in May.

For other Krx)x County cities, 
Benjamin and Goree had no re­
porting for the period, Munday 
received $3804.25, down 20.35% 
from a payment o f $4,776.60 in

1993. Munday collects a 1.5% 
rate o f sales tax.

In Haskell County, Haskell re­
ceived $9,493.90, down 41.62% 
from a payment o f $16,265.02 in 
1993. Haskell collects a 1.5% rate 
o f sales tax. O'Brien and Roches­
ter had no report for the period.

In Jones County, Stamford re­
ceived a payment o f $33,148.35, 
up 31.74% from a payment o f 
$25,161.19 in 1993.

ing, and that is usually because

those kids have sneaked out o f the 
house. Although the report for 
this month shows only four of the 
offenses involving juveniles, there 
were more than a dozen juveniles 
actually involved or associated 
with the offenses. We must all try 
to look after our young people, try 
to show them that they don't have 
to be bad if they are outand around. 
Once they get into serious trouble 
by stealing or damaging someone 
else's property, then it's too late to 
prevent the trouble, and time to 
deal with the consequences.

Excerpt from the By-Laws of B-K Electric 
Cooperative, Inc.______________________

ARTICLE IV 
DIRECTORS

SECTION 4.01. NUMBER AND GENERAL POWERS. The business and affairs of the 
Cooperative shall be managed by a Board of seven (7) directors. The Board shall exercise all of the powers of the 
Cooperative except such as are by law or by the Cooperative's Articles of Incorporation or Bylaws conferred upon 
or reserved to the members.

SECTION 4.02. QUALIFICATIONS. No member shall be eligible to become a director or to hold any 
position of trust in the Cooperative who is not a member receiving service from the Cooperative at his primary 
residential abode in the area served by the Cooperative, or is in any way employed by or financially interested in a 
competing enterprise or a business selling electric energy or supplies to the Cooperative, or a business primarily 
engaged in selling electrical or plumbing appliances, fixtures or supplies to the members of the Cooperative, and 
no person shall take or hold office as a director who is the incumbent of or candidate for an elective public office in 
connection with which a salary is paid. When a membership is held jointly by a husband and wife, either one, but 
not both may be elected as director, provided however, that neither one shall be eligible to become or remain a 
director or to hold a position of trust in the Cooperative unless both shall meet the qualifications herein above set 
forth. Any director who shall miss three (3) Board of Directors' meetings in a row, without an excuse duly 
accepted and noted by the Board, shall lack eligibility to further serve and it shall be the duty of the Board of 
Directors to remove liim from the Board. No former employee whose employment has been terminated by the 
Cooperative may be eligible to serve as director. Any employee who resigns or retires from employment by the 
Cooperative shall not be eligible to serve as a director for a period of ten (10) years following such resignation or 
retirement. Nothing contained in this Section shall, or shall be construed to, aJffect in any manner whatsoever the 
validity of any action taken at any meeting of the Board of Directors, unless such action is taken with respect to a 
matter which is affected by the provisions of this Section and in which one or more of the directors have an interest 
adverse to that of the Cooperative.

In the event an incumbent director, having served on the Board of Directors a minimum of six years, ceases 
to meet the requirement of receiving service from the Cooperative at his primary residential abode, such incumbent 
director shall nevertheless be qualified to continue to serve as director so long as he remains a member of the 
Cooperative and his primary residential abode is located within the area served by the Cooperative, or in close 
proximity thereto.

SECTION 4.03. ELECTION. At each annual meeting of the members, directors shall be elected by secret 
written ballot by the members and from among those members who are natural persons; provided however, that 
when the number of nominees does not exceed the number of directors to be elected, and if there is no objection, 
secret written balloting may be dispensed with and voting may be conducted in any other proper manner. Directors 
shall be elected by a plurality of the votes cast unless the members in advance of any balloting resolve' that a 
majority of the votes cast shall be required to elect, and this Bylaw provision shall be drawn to the attention of the 
members and explained to them prior to any balloting. Drawing by lot shall resolve, where necessary, any tie vote.

SECTION 4.04. TENURE, The business and affairs of the Cooperative shall be managed by a Board of 
seven (7) directors which shall exercise all of the powers of the Cooperative except such that are by law, or by the 
Articles of Incorporation of the Cooperative, or by these Bylaws conferred upon or reserved to the members. 
Beginning with the Annual Meeting of the members of the Cooperative held on August 21, 1954, two (2) members 
of the Board of Directors shall serve for a period of one year, two (2) members shall serve for two years, and three 
(3) members shall serve for three years, and that lots be cast as to the length of time each director shall serve; and 
beginning with the Annual Meeting of the members held in 1954, those directors whose terms expire, such 
vacancy shall be filled for a period of three years.

SECTION 4.05. NOMINATIONS. It shall be the duty of the Board of Directors to appoint, not less 
than sixty (60) nor more than ninety (90) days prior to the date of a meeting of the members at which 
directors are to be elected, a Committee on Nominations, consisting of not less than five (5) nor more than 
eleven (11) members of the Cooperative who are not existing Cooperative employees, agents, officers, 
directors or known candidates for director, who are not close relatives (as hereinafter defined) or members 
of the same household of such existing employees, agents, officers, directors or known candidates for 
director, and who are so selected so as to give equitable representation on the committee to the geographical 
areas served or to be served by the Cooperative. The Committee shall prepare and post at the principal 
office of the Cooperative at least thirty (30) days prior to the meeting a list of nominations for directors to be 
elected. Any fifteen (15) or more members of the Cooperative, acting together, may make additional 
nominations in writing over their signatures, listing their nomincc(s) in like manner, not less than twenty 
(20) days prior to the meeting, and the Secretary shall post such nominations at the same place where the list 
of nominations made by the Committee is posted. The Secretary shall mail to the members with the notice of 
the meeting, or separately, but at least ten (10) days prior to the date of the meeting, a statement of the 
names and addresses of all nomincc(s) showing clearly those nominated by the Committee and those 
nominated by petition, if any. The chairman at such meeting, after all nominations so made have been duly 
announced, shall call for additional nominations from the floor. Notwithstanding the provisions contained in 
this Section, failure to comply with any of such provisions shall not affect in any manner whatsoever the 
validity of any action taken by the Board of Directors after the election of directors.
