"due to the extreme potential and imminent threat o f  widespread or severe damage to life  or property, 
due to destructive w ild fires". This order is an extensioato the original order signed on June 27,1994 and 

wiU extend fo r  seven days, beginning July 7.
Judge Perdue states, "that i f  conditions do not improve by the end o f  this most recent order it shall be 

continued every seven days until terminated by court order or precipitation that would ease the danger 

o f  w ildfires.

This em ergency order prohibits any open burning in the unincorporated areas o f  Knox County except 

in approved enclosures, such as trash barrels and grills which are designed to contain all flames and 

embers.

Panel Named To Look 
Into Family Violence

A U S T IN  - L l  Governor Bob 

Bullock has named a special Sen­

ate committee to look  into pos­

sible changes in the way Texas 

handles fam ily  v io lence under 

criminal and c iv il laws.

"Y o u  don'thave to look to Cali­

fornia, you don't have to leave 
Texas to see painful reason to re­

assess the protection w e afford 
abused spouses and children in 

our own state," Bullock said in 

appointing Sen. M ike M oncrie f 

o f  Fort W orth to chair an interim 

committee on domestic violence.

" I  worry that victim s o f  domes­
tic vio lence can fa ll through the 

cracks in the justice system", Bul­

lock said. "W e  have got to see i f  

there are holes that should be 
closed in our laws, including the 
new staking law ."

Besides M oncrief, BuUock ap­

pointed Sens. Judith Zaffirin i o f  

La red o , F lo ren ce  Shapiro o f  
Plano, Buster Brown o f  Lake Jack- 

son and R oyce W est o f  Dallas to 

the committee.

"Th ese  senators each have 

unique expertise to contribute to 

this work. Failure to deal with 

domestic v io lence aggressively 
from the outset is asking for greater 

problems and more tragedy down 
the line," Bullock said.

"W e  must tear down any legal 

barriers to sw ift and sure con­

certed action by the courts, the 

police and the human service agen­

cies, both public and private, 
which deal w ith fam ily violence. 

The right hand must krtow what 

the left hand is doing and they 

must work together," he said.

Bullock said that M oncrief, 

author o f  the stalking law, is par­

ticularly w ell suited to head up the 

study becuase "he has keen in­

sight into fam ily violence and the 
toU it takes, as w ell as the compas­

sion that must be afforded the 

victims."

Bullock noted that besides the 

tragic circumstances o f  direct v ic ­

tim s o f  fam ily violence, domestic 
violence is also on o f  the most 

dangerous - - as w ell as frustrating 

-  areas law  enforcement officers 

face.
"This w ill have priority when 

the Legislature convenes in Janu­
ary," Bullock said.

Please note that the first described line of the T&O is, by 
this notice and filing with the ICC, being designated as a 
category 1 line, meaning that the T&O currently anticipates 
applying to the ICC for approval of the abandonment or 
discontinuance of service over this line within the next three 
(3) years after the filing of this diagram. (A petition for 
exemption from the requirement of a formal abandonment 
application with respect to this line is currently pending before 
the ICC.) The second described line of the T&O is in Category 5, 
meaning that it is not planned or under study for future 
abandonment or discontinuance of service at this time.
