Border Patrol 'Invades'KC
Government Harassment Of Farm Workers:

Is It Really necessary? What Does It Cost? What Does It Accomplish?

Just after lunch on Monday of 

this week, Knox City was the lo­
cation o f an ’government inva­
sion' as a host o f border patrol 
agents descended upon our com­
munity by car, truck and helicop­
ter. With at least a half a dozen 
vehicles and one helicopter, agents 
wearing their ever too familiar 
green uniforms and sidearms 
gathered in Knox City to stage 
'raids' throughout the surround­
ing countryside in search of 
illegal aliens working during this 
critical melon harvest period.

With ahelicopter hovering over 
the downtown area and half a 
dozen patrol cars and suburbans 
sitting at Main & Avenue B (Ca­
nal Street), it was plainly obvious 
th a t the  governm ent agency 
wanted to display a strong show 
of force in our community, one 
that was sure to cause a commo­
tion and get their message across.

This 'raid' by agents from the 
border patrol seemed to be a flop 
as all the vehicles and the heli­
copter left heading east with no 
prisoners in sight. Before they 
left town, they appeared to be 
clearly uncomfortable being pho­
tographed for this article.

While these agents from the 
border patrol have a job to do and 
were obviously doing it to the 
best o f their ability, I found my­
self wondering what all the fuss 
was all about.

As these 'raids' are staged day 
after day in different areas, I am 
sure that illegal alien workers will 
be caught and sent back to the 
countries they came from. While 
that may seem a success to the 
government, those who are famil­
iar with the problem of illegal 
farm workers plainly state that 
most o f the workers will be back 
here in a week or so after being 
returned to Mexico.

If the workers are able to re­
turn so fast, maybe the problem 
that the border patrbl needs to 
face is the border itself. Certainly 
one could assume that the half 
dozen vehicles and one helicopter 
that were being used here could 
be better utilized by patrolling the 
border area, instead o f wasting 
gas, time and manpower in a 
small community like Knox City.

Another thought that crossed 
my mind during all the fuss was 
how these 'raids' affect the farm­
ers and small communities like 
ours. For the most part, the work­
ers coming up from Mexico are 
doing jobs that no one else wants 
to do. With all o f our civil rights, 
unions, and labor laws these days, 
not too many people are standing 
in line to work on farms any 
more. The workers that are here 
from Mexico are only here on a 
short temi basis, and believe it or 
not, they do help our economy.

These same workers that the 
government wants to pursue are 
woridng hard, being paid for their 
work, and spending some of that 
hard earned money right here in 
Knox City. The workers can be 
seen buying groceries in our gro­
cery store, buying gas at our gas 
stations, renting houses, and even 
paying to get into the swimming 
pool! Small communities like 
ours need this business and this 
income. That way, we as business 
owners and tax payers can be good 
citizens and pay our taxes to the 
government. Then, that same tax 
money can be used to buy patrol 
cars, suburbans, helicopters, and 
pay the high priced government 
salaries o f the border patrol agents 
who descended on our commu­
nity at lunchtime on Monday.

I guess life is full of mysteries 
that will never be solved. Maybe 
this is another one of those un­
solved and unexplained myster­
ies. If you ask any o f our local 
farmers, the 'raids' by the border 
patrol are unfair and only seem to 
net the woikers who are actually 
in the fields woridng hard at the 
time o f capture. Again, remember 
that they are doing work that no 
one else seems willing to do. If 
these workers were not here to 
work, how much of an impact 
would crops rotting in the fields 
have on our economy? That sce­
nario could be the end o f smaller 
towns like Knox City and O'Brien.

Farming is so vital to our com­
munity. Farm operations mean 
jobs to many, and not just farm 
workers from Mexico. Locals 
employed at farms during the sum­
mer include high school students 
who have no other way of earning 
an income in an area where jobs

are almost nonexistent
Some local farms do use 

seasonal woikers from Mexico, 
but most o f the area farmers are 
very careful to make sure that 
each and every worker they hire 
is legal, and documented accord­
ing to law.

As for the government opera­
tion in Knox City on Monday, I 
couldn't even guess what the gov­
ernment was spending to have a 
helicopter hover over a half dozen 
agents in their patrol cars and 
suburbans, all looking for a few 
farm woikers without papers.

Basic, common sense tells me 
that the same amoimtof taxpayer 
money could be better spent con­
centrating the same manpower 
and equipment down on the bor­
der in search o f things that really 
are a threat, such as illegal drugs 
or weapons smuggling.

But then again, who among us 
thinks the government uses ba­
sic, common sense ?

Law Says: Tots Need Shots
A nev/ law took effect Septem­

ber 1, 1993, requiring all Texas 
children to be immunized unless 
the vaccinations are medically 
contraiiKiicated orin  conflict with 
the parents'religious beliefs. The 
legislation required doctors aiKi 
hospitals to be sure the children 
they see are up-to-date on their 
shots and to immunize them for

immunizations if  they are not.
"Texas law already required 

children to be immunized to at­
tend public schools, but school 
age isn't soon enough," said Rob­
ert Crider Jr., director o f the Im­
munization Division at the Texas 
Departmentof Health. "In the last 
five years, more than4,000Texas 
preschoolers caught the measles

and 14 of them died. That’s why 
kids need to be fully immunized 
by the time they are 2."

Studies show that every dollar 
spent on an immunization saves 
$10 on the cost for treatment of 
the full-fledged disease. The chart 
below is the immunization sched­
ule recommended by the Texas 
Department o f Health.

S o c ia l  S e c u r it y
By Patty Brandt

Your Social Security number 
is the one number that belongs to 
you for the rest o f your life. Phone 
numbers and license plates may 
change, and your age is only good 
for a year. But your Social Secu­
rity numbei? It always stays the 
same.

The reason you need a Social 
Security number is simple: by 
knowing how much you've con­
tributed to the system during your 
working years, we can determine 
the amount of your benefits when 
you retire or if  you become dis­
abled.

But it's no longer just employ­
ers who ask for your Social Secu­
rity number. The law now re­
quires parents or guardians to list 
the Social Security numbers of 
dependents on federal income tax 
returns. At the bloodxbaak, you 
are asked to recite yOur number 
when you donate, and you may be 
asked for it when paying for gro­
ceries or buying clothes or other 
merchandise by check. However, 
while other organizations may use 
your number for their own rec­
ord-keeping purposes, diey don’t 
have access to your Social Secu­
rity records. Your files are held in 
the strictest confidence.

Even so, it's important to pro­
te a  your Social Security number 
and make sure your earnings rec­
ord is accurate and not confused 
with another "account holder". 
Here's what you can do:

* Protect your Social Security 
card by keeping it with your other 
important papers and documents.

* When a private business or 
organization requests your num­
ber, ask why they need it. You're 
not required to give it out, but you 
may not get their p rodua or serv­
ice if you don’t

* Make sure your earnings 
record is accurate and up-to-date 
by sending for a fiee record of 
your earnings every three years.

M ay 9,1994 

R egular Session
The Knox County Commis­

sioners Court met in regular ses­
sion on May 9, 1994, in the Dis­
trict Courtroom  in  the Knox 
County Courthouse with the fol­
lowing members present, to -w itr 
Leonard Phipps, Commissioner, 
Precinct 1; Bobby Roberson, 
Commissioner, Precinct 2; Philip 
Homer, Commissioner, Precinct 
3; Johrmy Birkenfeld, Commis­
sioner, Precinct 4; and Judge 
David N. Perdue, presiding. Also 
attending were Evelyn Balls, Mike 
Carlson, Danny Speck and Paul 
Weiser.

Minutes o f the April 11,1994 
meetings were presented to the 
C ourt Leonard Phipps moved to 
approve the m inutes. Bobby 
Roberson seconded the motion. 
All voted in favor.

Jan Rolston met with the Court 
with the 9-1-1 status report. Jan 
reported that the mapping was 
almost completed and they were 
getting ready to start on the data 
base. A new computer will be 
needed and three bids have been 
received as o f now. The cost of 
the computer will be covered by 
grant funding from the Council of 
Governments.

Public Hearing was held to- 
consider date changes on hormone 
herbicide regulations to extend 
the period o f time in which there 
are no regulations from April 1 to 
mid-to-late April. Paul Weiser, 
Knox County Extension Agent,

addressed the Court on the above 
mentioned matter. A few citizens 
attended the meeting and gave 
their opinions on the matter. After 
discussion Philip Homer made a 
motion to move the April 1 dead­
line to April 15. Bobby Roberson 
seconded the motion. All voted in 
favor.

Judge Perdue addressed the 
Court on the status o f the Texas 
Forest Service Distribution Cen­
ter in Knox County. The center 
would store used fire fighting 
equipm ent from different air 
bases. Maintenance o f the prop­
erty would be the responsibility 
o f the Forest Service. The Distri­
bution Center would be o f no cost 
to the County. Philip Hom er 
moved to offer an invitation to the 
Forest Service to locate the Cen­
ter to Knox County. Second was 
made by Johnny Biikenfeld. All 
voted in favor.

Mike Carison, County Sheriff, 
approached the Court about the 
radio problems in the County. Also 
addressing the problem were rep­
resentatives o f the fire depart­
ments and the EMS. Representa­
tives forthe fire departments were 
Jimmy Harlan and Gerald Myers 
o f Goree, Bill Longan and Bill 
Wiliams o f Munday and Roland 
Marion o f Knox City. Represent­
ing the EMS were Ranee Marion 
and Lisse Myers and Jan Rolston 
for 9-1-1. The representatives 
stated that the pagers were not 
woridng in Goree and only par­
tially in Munday. This causes se­

rious delays in response to the 
different emergencies. Another 
problem is the lack o f radio recep­
tion in parts o f the County. Ken 
Deathridge o f Abilene Commu­
nications listened to the problems 
and will work up a proposal on 
what is needed to correct the prob­
lems. The proposal will be pre­
sented to the Court at a later date.

Evelyn Balls, County Trea­
surer, presented all accoimts and 
financial statements. Afterreview- 
ing the accounts and statements, 
Johrmy Biikenfeld moved to ap­
prove. Second was m ade by 
Bobby Roberson. All voted in fa­
vor.

The m atter o f appointing a 
Veteran's Service Officer was 
brought back up by Judge Perdue. 
After further discussion Bobby 
Roberson made a motion to ap­
point John Gillispie. Seconded by 
Leonard Phipps. Philip Homer 
moved to appoint Calvin Gamble. 
Seconded by Johrmy Biikenfeld. 
John Gillispie received three 
votes and Calvin Gamble received 
1.

Johrmy Birkenfeld m ade a 
motion to adjourn. Philip Homer 
seconded the motion. All voted in 
favor.

State Spends Over Three Million 
For Welfare Programs In Knox County

The State o f Texas spent a total 
o f $3,420,261.00 last year for 
major welfare programs in Knox 
C ounty , accord ing  to  D avid 
Maberry, Regional Administra­
tor for the Texas Department t)f 
Human Services.

"Medical assistance had the 
biggest impact, with $374,583.00 
spent for families and children 
and $697,383.00 forthe aged and 
disabled for hospitals, physicians, 
laboratory. X-ray and other ser­
vices. Also, $37,012.00was spent 
for families and children and 
$219,277.00 for the aged and dis­
abled in Knox County for pre­
scribed medicines. Disproportion­
ate-share hospital payments to­
taled $156,209.00. Nursinghome 
costs o f  app rox im ate ly  
$ 1,044,705.00 were paid for aged 
and disabled residents. Commu­
nity Care for aged and disabled 
spent $195, 214.00," Maberry 
said.

Food stamps worth $566,055 
were issued for the fiscal year 
which ended August 31, while 
Aide to Families with Dependent 
C h ild ren  (A FD C ) to ta led  
$129,823.00. Food stamps are 
funded entirely by the federal gov­
ernment, while the department 
determines eligibility o f applicants 
and issues the food coupons.

The state and federal govern­
ments share in the cost o f AFDC 
to families where needy children 
are deprived o f support because 
o f the absence or disability o f one 
or both parents.

For Region 02/09 County, the 
region that includes Knox 
County, the state spent a total of 
$620,637,699.00 in 1993 for ma­
jo r welfare programs, including 
medical and food stamps.

Richards elected president of TPA
Richard P. “Dick” Richards, pub­

lisher of the Aransas Pass Progress 
and the Ingleside Index, was elected 
president of the Texas Press Asso­
ciation at the group’s 115th Annual 
Summer Convention in Fort Worth, 
June 30 through July 2.

Richards follows James R. “Jim” 
Hudson, publisher of the Perryton 
Herald, who took over as chairman 
of the association’s board of direc­
tors.

Founded in 1880, Texas Press As­
sociation includes 509 weekly, semi­
weekly and daily newspapers.

Richards has been a member of 
the association since 1963 and served 
as director, treasurer and vice presi­
dent before being elected president 
He is also a past president of South 
Texas Press Association and served 
as a director of Texas Gulf Coast 
Press Association.

Richards started in the newspaper 
business selling newspapers door to 
door in the early 1940s. He eventu­
ally woiked in the backshop of the 
Artmsas Pass Progress casting mats, 
sweeping floors and running the old 
flatbed press and folder.

Richards says he never intended 
to be a newspaper man, and that in 
his youth he was already well aware 
of the long hours and never-ending 
struggles with Linotype operators and 
printers.

After a 3 Vj year stint in the U.S. 
Navy as an EOD (Explosive Ord­
nance Disposal) officer, Richards 
stopped at Aransas Pass to drop off 
some of his belongings on his way 
to Hawaii. As was often the case, his 
father, “Scoop,” was shorthanded and 
needed a litUe help. Dick stayed to 
help and the business quickly became 
a family affair.

The Progress made the transition

to offset printing in 1964 when three 
publishers joined forces. Scoop 
Richards, James F. Tracy of Sinton 
and Carroll Keach of Robstown 
formed the Rotolith Printing Com­
pany.

The business grew and in 1973 
the Richards acquired the Ingleside 
Index, making the business a two- 
newspaper operation and providing 
that community with a s t^ le  publi­
cation for the first time in its histcwy.

Richards grew up in Ingleside and 
completed his schooling there. He 
then graduated from Texas A&I Uni­
versity (now Texas A&M at 
Kingsville) and immediately volun­
teered for die U.S. Navy.

METER TAMPERING NOW A FELONY

The State of Texas has recently adopted an amendment to the State Penal Code making meter tampering a 
third degree felwiy. A third degree felony comes with a punishm^t of confinement in the Texas Department 
of Corrections for a term of not more than 10 or less than 2 years. In addition to imprisonment, an individual 
adjudged guilty of a third degree felony may be punished by a fine not to exceed $5,000..

Before the amendment of the new law, it was a class A mi^emeanor for meter tampering unless the loss of 
service was more than $2(X). Und^ the new law, any meter tampering regardless of the amount of loss is now 
a felony of the third degree.

Meter tampering consists of, but is not limited to:
(1) Div^ting electricity from passing thf(iugh a meter device. ,
(2) Preventing electric service from being correctly registered by a meter device.
(3) Unauthorized activation of electric service.
As a ̂ )ecial note to our members, it will also be considered meter tampering if a meter is reset and electrical 

service is restored by anyone other than a C oop^^ve employee.
All Coq)erative m e t^  arc sealed. This seal should not be cut or brokra without special authorization. In 

cases where the seal must be cut for emergencies the Cooperative should be notified as soon as possible so that 
the m et^ can be resealed.

The boll weevil situation is 
looking rather good. Total wee­
vils in eight traps on July 6 was 
seven - that is 0.88 p e r t r ^ .  There 
were 39 weevils in the e i ^ t  t n ^  
on July 13 - 4.9 weevils per trap.

Several dryland cotton fields 
have suffered from the boll wee­
vils while many irrigated cotton 
fields have been sprayed and show 
no considerab le  am ounts o f 
damage. First generation weevils 
from the fields not treated could 
cause an increase in boU weevil 
activity in the next week or two.

Bollworm moths are also being 
spotted in fields. Very few eggs 
have been found, but this will be 
on the increase.

When scouting a field, do not 
mistake the bollworm moth wim

the mesquite cutworm moth.Tile 
mesquite cutworm moth is in the 
cotton fields in large amounts and 
will not cause any damage. These 
moths will lay their eggs at the 
base o f a mesquite tree. The lar­
vae feeds onmesquite leaves only.

Identifying these two moths is 
rather easy. The bollworm moth 
is a tan color with one or two 
darker spots on the wings. The 
mesquite cutworm moth is daik 
brown with orange markings on 
the wings.

If thebollwoim moths are found 
in a field, it will not be beneficial 
to spray until the larvae have 
hatched and begin to feed.
